Dave Stephenson was 

just a pot-smoking surfer 

when his brother returned 

from Vietnam, tormented 

and “hooked on speed.” 

The brother found a 

whole new life in Christ, 

and Dave was amazed. 

Soon Dave was happily 

swept up in the California 

“Jesus Revolution,” where 
hippies were dump-

ing their drugs, “turn-

ing on” to Jesus and the 

Holy Ghost, speaking in 

tongues and worshiping 

God. 

When Dave’s girlfriend 

left him, however, he was 
so upset he climbed into 

his pickup and headed for 

Florida. 

His truck broke down in 

Payson, and by the time 
it was repaired Dave was 

living in the woods and 

loving it. He got a job and 

moved up quickly. Jesus 

was forgotten. 
Then they visited a new 

church where the Jesus 

Revolution was still very 
much alive. This time, 
Dave locked in whole-

heartedly, a stable, enthu-

siastic Christian, “out to 
save the world.”

In time, he became 
pastor of the church, and 

later, was leading another 

in Bullhead City when he 

felt the challenge to take 

the “good news” overseas.  

 Volunteering, he was 

sent to Cebu City in the 

Philippines, with his wife 

and three children, to 

start a new church. “It was 

wonderful,” he says, but 

in eight years, the church 

was well-established and 

filled with well-trained 
disciples eager to lead 

churches themselves.

So Dave returned to the 

States, and for 19 years has 

been pastor of a church 

in north Phoenix. He is a 
longtime friend of Globe’s 
pastor, John Gooding, who 

says, “Dave’s experience 
and pastor’s heart make 

his messages practical and 
life-changing. We hope 

our neighbors will come 

and hear him in these spe-

cial meetings.”
