I’d say conservatively 
the county is 80-90 percent 
planted, maybe closer to 
90 percent. We started off 
slow with some cool and 
wet weather, but over the 
last 3-4 weeks, planting 
weather has been excellent. 
Most farmers usually try to 
wrap up planting by the end 
of May for beans and corn. 
I’d say we’ll make it there 
with the dry weather. We’re

Recent dry weather and advantageous 
spotty rains have made spring planting 
ideal, Kern said.


“That’s great for crop germination 
and getting crops to come up and the 
germination has looked fantastic so far,” 
Kern said. “But we are dry right now and 
it looks like we’re going to be dry for a 
while. We’re at a point as usual where 
we’d welcome a good inch of rain. It’s 
the same old story. Even years when it’s 
wet, somewhere along the way you end 
up praying for rain. That’s the nature of 
the beast.”


Ogle County farmers also saw severe 
weather this spring with windstorms and 
rainfall. The area didn’t have any crops up 
to be knocked down by wind, but farmers 
did have to deal with picking up debris 
blown about by wind before farm work 
could happen.


Outside of the area, a May 1 dust 
storm took place in Southern Illinois that 
caused blackout conditions on Interstate 
55. Wind gusts blew dirt from nearby 
farm fields across the road and reduced 
visibility, causing many crashes. Multi-
ple fatalities took place and dozens of 
people were transported to hospitals 
with injuries from the incident that saw 
over 70 vehicles involved in accidents. 


Kern said the dust storm incident 
saw “perfect conditions” for it to hap-
pen, with a recently-worked field and 
extremely dry and windy conditions. 
The incident brought the issue of soil 
health and till work techniques to the 
forefront. 


“I don’t know what the farmer or any-
one else around there could have done 
differently,” Kern said. “There’s all kinds 
of different techniques to farming as far as 


minimum till, conventional till and no till. 
But it’s all about the weather. We’ve had 
some severe weather earlier this spring in 
the state. Living in the tornado belt, that’s 
to be expected. It was an unfortunate inci-
dent. It was an incident of weather. There 
is new legislation being talked about to 
help farmers with improving soil health, 
and we would love to see that. Helping to 
provide education and financial incentives 
for farmers to do some different things in 
order to help improve soil health, and I 
know farmers want to do that.”


On broader farming notes, Kern said 
that preliminary discussions are starting 
on a new federal farm bill and area farm-
ers are tracking that and what the end 
product will look like. After recent years 
of inflation, supply chain issues, higher 
input prices and market volatility, he said 
prices are always on local farmers’ minds 
as they work towards harvest. 


Earlier this month, the United States 
Supreme Court upheld a new Califor-
nia law relating to how pork must be 
produced to be sold in that state, which 
consumes about 13 percent of bacon in 
the country, Kern said. 


Most pork producers don’t produce 
pork in the way the law states, and an 
Illinois pork producer that is taking pork 
to a processing plant that will be selling 
it in California would be affected. 


“I’m not really sure how that is going 
to shake out as far as the farmers that 
produce pork and what kind of economic 
ramifications it’s going to have on them,” 
Kern said. “They no longer can sell it in 
California because it wasn’t produced 
by the California standard. Most pork 
producers do not have the financial 
resources to try to change their entire 
operation just to try to grow hogs to the 
California standard.”

THE worst kind of graft is perfectly legal.
That’s a lesson I’ve observed in my 35 


years as a journalist. 
I’ve been thinking about that lesson these past few 


weeks as revelations are brought forth about gifts U.S. 
Supreme Court Justice Clarence Thomas received from 
a rich buddy.  


Let me preface my criticisms of the jurist by saying I 
often agree with his decisions. But that doesn’t absolve 
him from the shady things he has done.  


Thomas and his wife Ginni, received luxury 
vacations and private jet travel from Texas real 
estate magnate Harlan Crow.  The justice con-
tends he did nothing wrong and that these were 
just gifts from a friend. 


I don’t doubt that Thomas and his wife 
consider Crow to be a “dear friend.” But a 
more appropriate question might be whether 
the billionaire would be chumming around with 
Thomas if he didn’t happen to be a Supreme 
Court justice.


Democrats in Congress are squawking about how 
wrong this relationship is. What is happening here is 
wrong – but probably not illegal.


When I was a young reporter in Galveston, Texas, 
the managing editor had a “Wheels” column in which 
he wrote a weekly love note to the auto industry.


The price of this journalistic prostitution? Every 
week, a car company would send him a new vehicle 
to “test drive” along with a press release espousing the 
model’s virtues. 


His teenagers drove them to school. And even when 
they sent him a real dog with major mechanical issues, 
he wrote about how swell it was.


“There is no such thing as a bad car,” he told a group 
of young reporters who asked about the practice. We 
rolled our eyes.


Most journalists would say what he was doing 
wasn’t ethical. The readers were never informed of this 
cozy relationship. But it’s also the kind of graft that is 
legal.


If pressed as to why he did it, I suspect he would 
have justified his actions by pointing to his salary and 
saying he deserved some sort of perk. 


Thomas, who earns $184,000 a year as a Supreme 
Court justice, could make a similar claim, noting that he 
would make many times that in private practice. 


That justification reminds me a bit of one given by 
another supreme court justice, Ray I. Klingbiel, who 
served on Illinois’ highest court in the 1960s. Before 
that he was East Moline mayor. 


Sometime in 1966 Ted Isaacs, a member of then-
Gov. Otto Kerner’s cabinet and a wheeler-dealer, man-
aged to put himself in a position to allocate stock in the 
politically connected Civic Center Bank in Chicago.


At the time, the state high court was considering 


the dismissal of a 35-count felony indictment accusing 
Isaacs of bilking the Illinois Treasury. Shortly thereafter, 
the court unanimously affirmed the dismissal of Isaacs’ 
felony indictments in an opinion written by Klingbiel.


According to the book “Illinois Justice” by Kenneth 
Manaster, Klingbiel kept his 100 shares in a dresser 
drawer. Klingbiel insisted that the stock was merely a 
campaign contribution. But it was given after he had 
been elected and in the form of a stock certificate and it 


had been given to him by an associate of Isaacs, 
who had a case before the court.


“There is no doubt in my mind Isaacs was 
trying to influence the court with his actions,” 
Manaster told me.


So why do educated people like Thomas and 
Klingbiel do stupid things like this? 


Manaster attributes Klingbiel’s transgressions 
to the Illinois political culture that he had been 
reared in. Klingbiel served as the Republican 
mayor of East Moline for six years and before 


that worked as the city attorney. There were few regula-
tions on campaign contributions in those days.


But that strikes me as a child’s excuse: “Everybody’s 
doing it.” Someone with a better moral compass would 
have known better. 


Future U.S. Supreme Court Justice John Paul Ste-
vens was appointed chief counsel to the five-member 
commission that investigated the allegations of wrong-
doing. 


Stevens was quoted in a 1969 Associated Press 
article saying, “ Chief Justice Roy J. Solfisburg, Justice 
Ray I. Klingbiel and Theodore J. Isaacs are guilty of 
gross impropriety. “


But neither Chief Justice Roy Solisburg nor Kling-
biel was ever criminally charged. “The short answer is 
they never could prove they took a bribe to the degree 
necessary needed in court,” Manaster said.


The worst kinds of graft are often legal. 
Stevens insisted during his 1975 confirmation that 


he never would have been nominated for the supreme 
court if not for the work he had done investigating 
Klingbiel and Solfisburg.


One honest man rose as two dishonest ones fell.
The episode ended with Klingbiel retiring and Solfis-


burg resigning from the state supreme court. 
Klingbeil’s final days were sad ones, Manaster said. 


He remained bitter about what he described as a “politi-
cal push” to get him off the court. 


Shaken and sorrowful, Manaster said he told one 
member of the commission, he knew in his heart he 
was not a crook, “but I was a damn fool.” 


Will Justice Thomas have such a revelation? Don’t 
hold your breath.

Animal 
rights activ-
ists are not 
pitted against 
veterinari-
ans. Quite 
the contrary, 
for what reason do 
people become vets 
if not to preserve the 
lives of animals? They 
are often anything 
but pragmatists. They 
are healers, first and 
foremost. Vets are also 
not limited to “four-
legged critters”. 


The son and hus-
band of a vet would 
know this. I have 
rescued more than 600 
animals and I en-
counter situations and 
behaviors far beyond 
your ken. 
Declawing cats is 
unnecessary and 
inherently cruel. It’s 
something humans do 
mostly out of con-
venience. Typically, 
because they refuse to 
train their pets. 


Yes, cats can be 
trained! 
“Shelters are often 
overwhelmed.” Is an 
understatement to 
the nth degree.  We 
are literally buried 
in animals that were 
100 percent failed by 
humans. 
Declawing is not an 
alternative to being 
able to keep a cat. It 
is not the “state of the 
world we live in.” 


The long-term 
consequences of de-
clawing are numerous 
enough to legislate for 
the halt of the prac-
tice. “Done safely” is 
great. Sadly, that is 
not often the case, and 
the cats pay the price 
for the rest of their 
lives. Paw pain, back 
pain, infection, tissue 
necrosis (resulting in 
additional surgery) as 
well as altering their 
mobility because of 
the way their paws 


meet the ground are 
just some of the obvi-
ous detriments to the 
maiming you condone. 


Remove the ends of 
your toes! Claws can 
also grow back caus-


ing nerve 
damage and 
bone spurs. 
Declawing 
can also 
cause im-
pairment 
of normal 
cat behav-
ior. Cats by 


nature are climbers. 
Removing their claws 
robs them of that nat-
ural ability as well as 
stripping them of their 
first defense. Cats 
groom themselves, 
using their claws.


“Tomcats who 
would just as soon not 
have one particular 
appendage removed.” 
Testicles as well as 
ovaries are repro-
ductive organs, not 
appendages. Spay/
neuter practices pre-
vent unwanted litters. 
Remember? Shelters 
are “overwhelmed”? 
We are buried in 
irresponsible owner 
mistakes and the greed 
of breeders.


If a person is im-
mune compromised, 
has a blood disorder, 
or dementia they are 
typically not well-suit-
ed for the responsibil-
ity of a cat. Cats hunt. 
Indoors or outdoors.  
Cats carry toxoplas-
mosis. Any individual 
prone to infection 
should never be near 
a litterbox nor a cat 
that’s been pawing in 
one.


Regarding folks 
with dementia; if 
they cannot care for 
themselves safely 
and consistently, how 
can they possibly be 
entrusted with the care 
of another creature 
who depends on them 
implicitly?


“Trying to legislate 
medical procedures by 
legislative fiat doesn’t 
make sense.” Exactly 
my opinion regarding 
my uterus.

THE late Mark Cameron, 
who served as a teach-
er and coach at Byron 


High School for 17 years, was 
inducted into the Illinois Coach-
es Association Golf Hall of Fame 
on May 15 in Bloomington. 


Cameron began teaching social 
studies at BHS in 1994, also 
taking on the role of coach in 
the basketball, baseball and golf 
programs; in fact, in terms of the 
golf program, he was its origi-
nator, fulfilling the head coach 
position from its inception in 
1997 until his retirement in 2011. 
Afterwards, he continued as an 
assistant coach for another five 
years. 


Under Coach Cameron’s lead-
ership, the program flourished 
to one of the best in the state, 
and his accomplishments as a 
coach were remarkable. Under 
his tenure as head golf coach, he 
amassed a match record of 181-
21 (90 percent). His teams won 
nine conference championships, 
nine IHSA regional champion-
ships, two IHSA sectional cham-
pionships, and they qualified for 
the IHSA state championship 
tournament nine times. At the 
state tournament, the Tigers 
placed in the top-eight seven 


times, including being crowned 
champions in 2007. He had 45 
individual all-conference golf-
ers, with four receiving all-state 
honors. 


Cameron was also an instru-
mental part in supporting young-
er golfers in the community 
through his work with the Byron 
Forest Preserve at Prairie View 
Golf Course, where he coached 
the Junior Golf League, provided 
golf camps, and gave golf les-
sons. His work at Prairie View 
extended almost two decades, 
from 1998 until 2017. 


Coach Cameron passed away 
in 2018, but his family were able 
to attend the ICA Hall of Fame 
celebration to accept the recog-
nition for the tremendous im-
pact he had on the sport of golf 
and the student-athletes that he 
coached. When asked about the 
tremendous legacy Coach Cam-
eron left at BHS, his wife, Kay, 
stated, “Coach Cameron’s great-
est legacy was that he taught 
the tools for success in life: 
outstanding character, a positive 
work ethic, preparedness, hones-
ty and desire to be your best.”

Here’s an interesting 
tidbit on the enrollment 


between the two schools. 
The IHSA lists Fulton at 286 
students and Morrison as 
286.5. One would not think 
that to be too big of a deal, 
but it really is.


The IHSA 1A/2A cut-
off for baseball, basketball, 
softball and volleyball is 286. 
Fulton just makes it under 
that mark, while Morrison 
finds itself relegated to 2A 
for the extra half of a student.


The reason for the .5 
student is that the IHSA 
takes the last two years of a 
school’s enrollment, which 
in Morrison’s case was 573 
and divides it in half. This is 
akin to the statement, “your 
(one) vote counts”, as does 
that one extra student Mor-
rison had. 


At least there will be 10 
football-playing schools 
beginning in 2024, with 


Dakota, Du-Pec, EPC, 
Forreston, Fulton, Galena, 
Le-Win, Morrison, 
Stockton and West 
Carroll.  All but 
Du-Pec and WC 
have won state grid 
championships.


Big 2A sectional 
baseball game be-
tween Byron and 
Wheaton Academy 
on May 25. WA won 
its regional by a combined 
21-0, while the Tigers had 
a much tougher road with 
North Boone in the regional 
final.


Since WA is from a dif-
ferent area, it’s hard to get a 
read on them. Another factor 
for post-season play is how 
coaches use their pitching 
staff.


Do you save an ace for 
the next game, yet risk not 


getting there? Or, do you use 
the opposite strategy?


Softball doesn’t 
have to worry about 
that and the 1A sec-
tional at Forreston 
this past week looks 
wide open with any 
of the four remain-
ing teams capable of 
winning. Top-seed 
Orangeville only 
won its regional by 


one run and the same with 
upstart South Beloit over 
long-time power Dakota.


The sectional opposite of 
Forreston is too close to call 
also, with the No. 4, 5 and 
7-ranked teams in the state 
according to MaxPreps.


There were also some 
close games in 2A base-
ball, with Stillman Valley 
suffering a 6-5 loss to Rock 
Falls, who then lost in extra 


inning to Rockford Chris-
tian. Credit to Oregon for 
pulling out an eight-inning 
win over Mendota to get a 
regional win.


Likewise with the low-
er-seeded Hawk softball 
team over Winnebago.


In girls track & field, 
Winnebago came home with 
the 1A state championship 
trophy with a 50-48 win 
over Seneca. As usual, the 
Indians used their distance 
running strength to win their 
first-ever title after taking 
second and third the past 
two seasons.


What ‘Bago lacked in the 
sprints, fellow BNC member 
Rockford Christian made up 
for it with wins in the 400 and 
800-meter relays, cancelling 
out points highly-seeded 
Seneca would have gotten. 
By finishing ahead of Seneca 


in both races, RC kept Sene-
ca from getting three points, 
just enough for Winnebago 
to win.


In the boys meet this 
weekend, Forreston-Polo 
has high hopes for bringing 
back medals in the 400, 800 
and 1,600 relay. All three 
events are on target to finish 
that way.


Oregon was in danger of 
not having a state qualifier 
for the first time in several 
decades until 200-meter 
runner Aidan Guida got 
second place in the next-to-
last event of the sectional.


In basketball, the IHSA 
is changing the way free 
throws are awarded. Instead 
of 1-and-1 after seven fouls, 
teams will be given two 
shots. It is a means to cut 
down on physical play.


Another consideration 
being looked at is resched-
uling the basketball state 
finals, so that teams do not 
have to play two games in 
one day, such as is done for 
the third-place games.


The school of thought is 
allowing teams to make it 
at least a two-day event. A 
couple proposals are in the 
works, but I have an easier 
solution – simply eliminate 
the third-place game.


It serves no purpose other 
than a consolation reward.
