tunities so students know 
what they need when they 
get on a job site. 

“What we’ve talked 
alot about in the last 6-24 
months is how we can 
better prepare students for 

their tomorrow,” Harper 
said. “We know not every 
student who leaves RTHS 
is going to go to a four-
year school. They might 
not go to a two-year or 
trade school. The stake-

holders that we have were 
very clear. They know 
we can’t train them on 
every piece of equipment 
or every eventuality that 
might happen. But to bring 
greater exposure in some 

core areas that are flexible 
or high-leverage areas that 
can translate to multiple 
workforce industries is 
what we’re going for.”

ROCHELLE — The 
Flagg-Rochelle Commu-
nity Park District Board 
of Commissioners held 
a public hearing for and 
unanimously approved the 
sale of $850,000 in general 
obligation park bonds at its 
Monday meeting.

“We did lower the 
bond amount this year 
because of the capital fund 
reserve as well as there 
being a smaller number 
of projects for the coming 
year.” 

During her Executive 
Director comments por-
tion of the meeting, Jackee 
Ohlinger discussed those 
projects for the upcoming 
year and more. After a fire 
damaged the pool heater 
at Spring Lake towards 
the end of its season, the 
district will have to put a 
new one out for bid and

get a permit from the 
Illinois Department of 
Public Health in time for 
next season. 

An insurance adjuster 
recently came to review 
the pool heater and the 
district will find out soon 
if it will be covered. The 
decking at the Spring 
Lake Marina will also 
be replaced and the park 
district recently sent out a 
request for bids. A pre-bid 
meeting will be held Jan. 3 
to make sure bidders know 
exactly what the project is. 
The bids will be reviewed 
at the board’s February 
meeting. 

The district is looking 
to replace the shelters at 
VFW Park and Cooper 
Park. They would be simi-
lar to what has been done 
at Powers Park. 

The park district is 
working on replacing the 
Skare Park trail markers as 
a lot of them have rotted 
off. It’s looking at redoing 
some of the trails and add-
ing more and redoing the 
markers and map, which 
all should be ready to go for 
next season, Ohlinger said.

SPRINGFIELD — 
Illinois Secretary of State 
Jesse White announced 
Friday that expiration dates 
for driver’s licenses and ID 
cards have been extended 
an additional three months – 
from Jan. 1, 2022 to March 
31, 2022. This extension 

does not apply to commer-
cial driver’s licenses (CDL) 
and CDL learner’s permits. 
White noted this will be the 
final extension. 

“During the pandemic, 
my office has continued to 
serve the public, including 
face-to-face transactions, 

Driver’s license and ID card expiration dates extended
in a safe and responsible 
manner,” White said. “This 
extension is necessary as 
my office continues to 
address the heavy cus-
tomer volume caused by 
the COVID-19 pandemic 
through expanded online 
services and the intro-
duction of appointments 
at select driver services 
facilities.”

Public Act 102-678 au-
thorizes the Secretary of 

State’s office to extend 
driver’s license and ID card 
expiration dates to March 
31, 2022. 

Throughout the pan-
demic, White’s office has 
launched a diversified effort 
to address the heavy cus-
tomer demand at facilities 
caused by the ongoing pan-
demic by requiring appoint-
ments at select facilities and 
expanding online services. 
These efforts include:

Requiring appointments 
at select Driver Services 
facilities for behind-the-
wheel road tests, REAL 
IDs, standard driver’s li-
censes and ID cards. Cus-
tomers may visit ilsos.gov 
for a list of participating 
facilities, as well as to 
schedule an appointment. 
New appointment slots 
will be available each day 
at ilsos.gov. 

Expanding remote re-
newal for driver’s license 
and ID card holders. Since 
fall, the office has been 
mailing letters to eligible 
customers with expired 
driver’s licenses and ID 
cards requiring them to re-
new online, by phone or by 

mail. The office estimates 
that this will eliminate the 
need for approximately 1 
million people to visit a 
facility. 

Urging the public to 
consider using online ser-
vices at ilsos.gov instead of 
visiting a facility for trans-
actions such as purchasing 
license plate stickers, ob-
taining a duplicate driver’s 
license or ID card, and 
renewing driver’s licenses 
and ID cards, including 
REAL IDs, for those who 
are eligible.

As a reminder, the U.S. 
Department of Homeland 
Security has extended the 
federal REAL ID deadline 
to May 3, 2023.

In association with three 
course redesigns, the school 
wants to “significantly” 
update its agriculture lab, 
which is primarily a lab 
and shop space. It’s a weld-
ing lab and shares a lot of 
equipment with a typical 
shop. There is also a sep-
arate lab that’s long been 
aligned with classes in the 
technology department. 

“We’d like to do some 
rebranding and other things 
to make it more of a STEM 
lab,” Harper said. “Along 
with those things, we need 
to upgrade some of our fa-
cilities. Things like power, 
ventilation and the buying 
of equipment.” 

The PE department im-
provements include the 
school’s two spaces, the 
weight/conditioning room 
and the fitness/weightlifting 
space. Harper said it’s time 
to upgrade that equipment, 
a portion of which was 
brought over from the old 
high school building. 

Harper said the new 
RTHS building is nearing 
20 years old. That’s young 
in terms of buildings, but he 

believes a lot has changed 
over that time, necessitating 
more change. 

“These conversations go 
back quite a ways,” Harper 
said. “At the end of the day, 
I’m looking for approval of 
both of these programs to 
move ahead into purchasing 
and real improvement plan-
ning. With your approval 
we’d get some bids for 
equipment. Our admin-
istration can move from 
planning to real action. You 
will approve or deny the 
bids when they come in.”

Tennis court
The board unanimously 

approved a $373,064 bid 
from Evans & Son Black-
top, Inc. for a tennis court 
repair project. 

The issue came about 
when a crack was found 
across the eight main courts 
at the high school. The as-
phalt will be removed and 
replaced, but the rest of the 
infrastructure will remain. 
The project should result 
in getting “at least” another 
10 years out of the tennis 
surface.

The construction would 
not occur until July 2022 so 

it doesn’t interfere with any 
of the sports seasons. 

Tax levy
The board unanimously 

approved its tax levy for 
2022. Last month, District 
Business Manager Kevin 
Dale said the district will 
be asking for $9,919,878. 
Last year it was extended 
$9,496.208. The increase is 
based on an over $20 mil-
lion increase in Equalized 

Assessed Valuation, which 
is currently $472.76 million 
and is used to calculate the 
district’s tax levy. 

Dale said the district is 
asking for less than it did 
last year rate-wise and he 
expects the EAV to drop 
due to tax appeals. 

Employment
The board unanimously 

approved the resignations 
of Janice Cupp (bus aide) 

and Jacque Johnson (school 
nurse) and the employment 
of Nancy Aldis (bus aide), 
Brian Andronic (volun-
teer, Rochelle Wrestling 
Club), Tyler Baker (as-
sistant wrestling coach), 
Veronica Foster (Focus 
House paraprofessional), 
Rachel Livingston (bus 
driver) and Ellen Miller 
(paraprofessional). 

After saying that he had 
no updates on COVID-19 

in his monthly school re-
opening agenda item at the 
meeting, Harper said the 
district is in the process of 
hiring a new school nurse 
to replace Johnson.

Cooper really anchors our 
press a lot of the time and 
he gets his hands on the 
ball a lot. Cooper goes in 
and he really fights. I can’t 
say enough about his per-
formance and he’s been a 
great bench player.”

Freeport led 35-31 at 

halftime, but an 8-0 run 
from the Pretzels to start 
the third quarter quickly 
put the Hubs in a tough 
situation. Rochelle strug-
gled to work through 
Freeport’s three-quarter-
court press defense, which 
forced multiple errant 
passes from the Hubs that 
resulted in easy layups for 
the Pretzels, who led 49-37 
entering the fourth quarter.

“We have a press break-
er that works against that 
press, but instead of our 
kids running it the way 
we wanted them to, they 
started to improvise,” 
Thompson said. “We start-
ed running away from the 
ball because either our kids 
didn’t want the ball or they 
were either getting the ball 
stolen from them or having 
the ball knocked out of 

their hands. It was evident 
that our kids didn’t want 
to be in those situations 
and Freeport saw that. It 
became a feeding frenzy 
out there.”

Senior Ryan Simmons 
finished with 11 points to 
lead the Hubs in the loss, 
while senior Adam Kemp 
added nine points and se-
nior Tanner Lager chipped 
in seven points.

HOLLYWOOD — Henry Cavill 
is on the short list to become James 
Bond! He’s certainly qualified, after 
three Superman films (combined 
grosses of $2 billion) and a season of 
Netflix’s “The Witcher” (season 2 just 
premiered, and there’s already a pick-
up for season 3). He’s currently shoot-
ing “Enola Holmes 2” and preparing 
“Argylle” for Apple TV+, with Sam 
Rockwell, Bryce Dallas Howard, 
Bryan Cranston, Catherine O’Ha-
ra, John Cena and Samuel L. Jack-
son, the first of three in a franchise. In 
“Argylle,” Cavill plays a larger-than-
life action hero (with a wink). That 
will be followed by the “Highland-
er” reboot (for which he’s getting $5 
million), the start of yet another fran-
chise for him. His last 007-type film, 
“The Man From U.N.C.L.E.” (2015), 
grossed only $107 million, which 
didn’t cover its $85 million-plus price 
tag.

***
Hollywood studios are famous for 

their creative bookkeeping. Big-name 
stars are warned to get their money 
up front because the back-end profits 
often suffer from studios “cooking the 
books”! Anthony McCarten, writer 
of “Bohemian Rhapsody,” recent-
ly sued 20th Century Fox because 
it claimed “Bohemian Rhapsody,” 
which cost $55 million, lost $51 mil-
lion. He was contracted to receive 5% 
of the profits, from the back end, but 
hasn’t seen a cent of the $900 million 
it grossed, so he filed a more than 
50-page lawsuit in Los Angeles Supe-
rior Court.

In 1989, James Garner sued Uni-
versal Pictures for $16.5 million for 
syndication royalties from his “Rock-
ford Files” series. He was only paid 
only $249,000 of the $119 million 
royalties, but six years later he settled 
out of court for an undisclosed sum 
(rumored to be $6 million).

In 2013, Don Johnson sued Rysher 
Entertainment for foreign-syndication 
monies owed for his “Nash Bridges” 
series (of which he was part owner). 
He sued for $50 million, and a panel 
of judges ruled he be paid $15 mil-

lion. He persisted and was awarded an 
estimated $19 million and 50% of the 
copyright of the series.

In July 2012, “Happy Days” cast 
members Anson Williams, Mari-
on Ross, Don Most, Erin Moran 
and Patricia Bosley, widow of Tom 
Bosley, sued CBS for the unpaid use 
of their likenesses and names in mer-
chandising and got $65,000 in their 
settlement. Stars Ron Howard and 
Henry Winkler had their own deals 
and were already amply paid.

***
It had to happen: “General Hospi-

tal” stars Steve Burton (Jason Mor-
gan, on and off since 1991) and Ingo 
Rademacher (Jasper Jax since 1996) 
were “dropped” from the show when 
they refused to get vaccinated after a 
Nov. 1 vaccine mandate. The other 
three soaps, “The Bold and The Beau-
tiful,” “Days of Our LIves” and “The 
Young and The Restless,” have relied 
on testing, social distancing and oth-
er CDC guidelines. Will they get the 
point? Stay tuned.

Q: How is Michael J. Fox doing since 
he was diagnosed with Parkinson’s disease 
years ago? Will he ever return to television? 
-- R.V.

A: Michael J. Fox became a 
household name when he played 
Alex P. Keaton on the hit NBC 
sitcom “Family Ties” and transi-
tioned into movie-star status with 
the film “Back to the Future.” At 
age 29 he was diagnosed with Par-
kinson’s disease, a neurodegenera-
tive disorder that usually strikes in 
middle to advanced age. Fox didn’t 
go public with his diagnosis until 
seven years later, after he felt pressure from 
the paparazzi. 

Fox eventually returned to acting with 
recurring roles in prime time shows like 
“Rescue Me,” for which he won an Emmy; 
“Curb Your Enthusiasm,” where he played a 
version of his real-life self; and “The Good 
Fight” and “The Good Wife,” where he 
played an attorney who used his Parkinson’s 
symptoms to his advantage. 

He’s written four books, including his 
most recent memoir, “No Time Like the 
Future: An Optimist Considers Mortality.” 
I would imagine that Fox, now 60, is most 
proud of what The Michael J. Fox Foun-
dation has done for research. Eighty-eight 
cents of every dollar the organization earns 
goes to research programs for Parkinson’s 
disease. You can read more about it -- and 
Michael -- at MichaelJFox.org.

ORLANDO, Fla. – The 
2021 Northern Illinois 
University Huskies fell just 
seconds short of pulling out 
another last second victory 
as time expired with NIU on 
the Coastal Carolina eight-
yard line and the Huskies 
fell to the Chanticleers, 
47-41, in the Tailgreeter 
Cure Bowl.

 With the bowl loss, the 
Mid-American Conference 
Champion Huskies finished 
the season 9-5 just one year 
after going winless (0-6) 
with the second-youngest 
team in the Football Bowl 
Subdivision. Coastal Caro-
lina posted a 11-2 final 
record.

 “All you can ask for 
from your team is to give it 
everything you’ve got,” said 
NIU head coach Thomas 
Hammock, the MAC Coach 
of the Year. “I thought they 
did that, they laid it on the 
line for 60 minutes and gave 
us a chance. I couldn’t be 
prouder of this team. I’m 
just happy as a head coach 
to be here with this group 
of men.”

 NIU led 41-33 after John 
Richardson hit a 45-yard 
field goal with 11:51 to play, 
tying the Huskies’ largest 
lead of the game. 

 Coastal Carolina came 
back with a six-play, 64-
yard drive in 2:44 with 
CCU quarterback Grayson 

McCall – while under 
pressure – connecting with 
All-America tight end Isa-
iah Likely who made an 
outstanding catch of a ball 
off his shoe tops and took it 
40 yards for a score. NIU’s 
Jordan Gandy broke up the 
two-point conversion pass 
and the Huskies led 41-39 
with 9:07 to play.

 On third and one on 
NIU’s next possession, 
quarterback Rocky Lom-
bardi was stopped short and 
when Clint Ratkovich took 
a direct snap on the next 
play, the Huskies failed to 
convert on fourth down for 
the first time in 14 tries and 
CCU took over on the NIU 
34.  It took the Chanticleers 
just one play to take the lead 
as McCall pitched the ball 
forward to tailback Bray-
don Bennett on the option 
and the tailback went 34 
yards to the end zone. The 
conversion pass to Likely 
was good, giving Coastal a 
47-41 lead with 6:40 to play. 

NIU appeared to be on 
one of its patented game-
winning drives with Lom-
bardi completing passes 
to Cole Tucker and Miles 
Joiner. On third and 14, 
Lombardi scrambled for 
13 yards, but was hit and 
fumbled. Coastal Carolina 
recovered and with 3:21 
to play, took over on their 
44-yard line.

 The Huskie defense 
stepped up, forcing a punt 
and NIU had one last chance 
for a game-winning score.  
Starting from their own 
13-yard line with 2:29 to 
play, Lombardi completed 
nine of 12 passes including 
a 23-yarder to Tucker on 
fourth and four, and a 15-
yard completion to tailback 
Jay Ducker on third and five.  
A seven-yard completion 
to Messiah Travis to the 
10-yard line proved costly 
when the receiver went 
down on the play, costing 
the Huskies 10 precious 
seconds due to a runoff.

 Lombardi then hit Joiner 
for two yards and, after 
an incompletion, for four 
yards. With just two seconds 
on the clock, time expired 
before NIU could get an-
other snap off, ending the 
drive and the season.

 “We turned the ball over 
once, we got stopped on 
fourth down and that gave 
them momentum,” Ham-
mock said. “[Coastal Caro-
lina] made plays. That’s a 
good football team and we 
didn’t make enough plays.”

 NIU ran 88 plays and 
gained 516 yards of total of-
fense in the game, including 
a season-high 335 rushing. 
The Huskies did not punt 
in the game. Freshman Jay 
Ducker ran for 146 yards 
on 24 carries and Antario

Brown added 105 yards 
on 12 carries. Brown, full-
back Clint Ratkovich and 
Lombardi all scored rush-
ing TDs, while Lombardi 
had touchdown passes to 
Tucker and Joiner.

 Tucker finished with six 
catches for 87 yards, while 
Joiner caught a season high 
five passes. Lombardi com-
pleted passes to nine dif-
ferent receivers and threw 
for 181 yards on 20-of-33 
passing.

 McCall threw for 315 
yards on 22-of-30 passing 
with four touchdowns. 

 There were seven lead 
changes and just one punt 
in the game. The Huskies 
scored on the opening drive 
after an 11-play, 75-yard 
drive when Lombardi hit 
Tucker on fourth and goal 
from the five for a score. 
NIU led 10-6 at the end of

ROCHELLE — The 

Rochelle Township High 

School board unanimously 

approved going out to bid 

for a tennis court repair 

project that is estimated 

to cost $500,000 at its 

monthly meeting Monday.

District Business Man-

ager Kevin Dale said an 

issue has been seen with 

a crack across the eight 

main courts at the high 

school. The asphalt will 

be removed and replaced, 

but the rest of the infra-

structure will remain. The 

project should result in 

getting “at least” another 

10 years out of the tennis 

surface.
The bids will be brought 

to the board for review next 

month. The construction 

would not occur until July 

2022 so it doesn’t interfere 

with any of the sports 

seasons. 

Tax levy

The board discussed its 

new tax levy that will be up 

for approval next month. 

Dale said the district will 

be asking for $9,919,878. 

Last year it was extended 

$9,496.208. The increase 

is based on an over $20 mil-

lion increase in Equalized 

Assessed Valuation, which 

is currently $472.76 mil-

lion and is used to calculate 

the district’s tax levy. 

Dale said the district is 

asking for less than it did 

last year rate-wise and he 

expects the EAV to drop 

due to tax appeals. 

“If we look at the current 

dollars and if everything 

stayed the same, the rate 

that would be established 

if this gross EAV came in, 

is we’re asking for $2.41,” 

Dale said. “That is a 1.5 

cent decrease over what we 

had last year. We’re asking 

for less than the rate was 

last year.”

Lewis said final exams 

will return to the school 

this semester after they 

weren’t implemented in 

recent semesters due to 

the COVID-19 pandemic.

Park District Executive 

Director Jackee Ohlinger 

said two bids were re-

ceived late last week for 

the replacement of the roof 

at Helms Field.
