ROCHELLE — The 
Nov. 10 episode of the 
Investigation Discovery 
channel’s “Still a Mys-
tery” TV show was hard 
to watch for Sandy Halsne 
and Keith Smith. 

The episode covered 
the death of the Rochelle 
couple’s son, 23-year-
old Tyler Smith. Tyler, 
a graduate of Rochelle 
Township High School 
and Western Illinois Uni-
versity, was found dead on 
Sept. 15, 2018 in Cedar 
Fork Creek in Galesburg. 
He was a in the Army 
National Guard and was 
in the area at the time for 
drill training. 

After the Galesburg 
Police Department initi-
ated the investigation 
into Smith’s death and 
ruled it accidental from 
drowning, the Illinois 
State Police Division of 
Criminal Investigation 
got involved in Sept. 2020 
and launched an investi-
gation into Tyler’s case 
that is still ongoing.  

The Nov. 10 show 
brought back “a lot of 
raw emotions” for Halsne 

and Smith. The producers 
of the show filmed at the 
couple’s home for a day 
10 months ago. 

“I think I had to watch 
it a couple of times to 
take it all in,” Halsne 
said. “Because we hadn’t 
seen it. It was new to us 
like everybody else. We 
just didn’t know how 
they were going to put it 
together. But it was hard. 
We watched it together, 
just Keith and I. We 
didn’t want anybody else 
around. We just wanted to 
be together and watch it.”

Halsne said she thought 
the show, which aired for 
a half hour, didn’t have 
the time to cover what her 
family has been through 
in the past three years. 
She and Smith have been 
working over that time to 
find answers about what 
happened to their son. 

Tyler’s mother said last 
week that she speaks to the 
state police task force in-
vestigating her son’s case 
“at least weekly.” 

“They keep the lines 
of communication open,” 
Halsne said. “That’s huge 
for a family that doesn’t 
know what’s going on. 
We have tons of leads and

they’re going through ev-
ery one of them and look-
ing into them. With what 
they were left with, I feel 
like they’ve done a really 
good job and they’ve been 
very good to us.”

Halsne said she and 
Smith’s biggest goal since 
the beginning is to find out 
what happened to their 

son. They want to know 
why it happened and if 
others were involved, they 
want them to be held ac-
countable with an arrest 
and conviction. 

“We’re not going to 
give up,” Halsne said. 
“I’m in it for the long haul 
until the good Lord takes 
me, if it takes that long. 

We both are. I’m confident 
at some point the truth is 
going to come out.”

Before Sept. 2018, 
Tyler planned to go to the 
San Jose Police Academy 
in California. He had aspi-
rations of being a canine 
officer and DEA agent.

With his law enforce-
ment goals, Halsne often 
wonders how Tyler would 
handle the situation she’s 
in. She thinks about how 
she and Keith would be 
going out to California 
to see him if he were still 
alive. 

“He worked really 
hard to get where he was 
at and it’s frustrating,” 
Halsne said. “He was a 
hard worker. I always 
wonder why it happened 
to him. It’s not my place 
to say why. But there’s a 
purpose. Something good 
has to come from this. I 
don’t know what. But you 
have to think that way to 
make it through the day.”

In late 2018, Halsne 
started a Facebook page 
called Justice For Tyler 
Smith dedicated to find-
ing answers about her 

son. The page now has 
over 11,000 followers. 
She said it’s helped “turn 
the wheels” on getting 
more eyes on Tyler’s case. 

Halsne said after the 
“Still a Mystery” show 
aired she had “tons” of 
people reach out to her 
and the Facebook page 
with messages of support. 

“And I didn’t even 
know the people that 
reached out,” Halsne 
said. “They said they’re 
sorry for our loss and that 
they’ll continue to follow 
his case and do what they 
can to help. It’s getting 
out there more. People 
are talking about it. And 
that’s what we need. We 

need the public eye on it. 
It just takes that one per-
son to say, ‘Oh my gosh. 
I saw that happen. But 
I didn’t think anything 
of it.’”

The uncertainty sur-
rounding Tyler’s death 
has complicated the grief 
process for his family, 
Halsne said. She doesn’t 
believe they’ve had the 
chance to grieve yet and 
won’t be until they find 
answers.  

“We never thought our 
son would be going off to 
drill and never coming 
home again,” Halsne 
said. “You see things 
like that on TV, just like 
we were last week. It can

The generosity 
of the people

DURING all 
of my travels 
over the past 

month, I’ve listened to a 
lot of talk radio. 

One thing that was 
said by someone on the 
station really struck me. 
It was a simple state-
ment they made, but it 
was profound. We are 
not guaranteed happi-
ness we are guaranteed 
the pursuit of happiness 
and the ability to go out 
and find happiness for 
ourselves. 

But how does this 
happen? Why did 
Thomas Jefferson 
include this statement 
in our founding docu-
ments? First, you need 
to look at the word 
“happiness” and how it 
applies.  

I believe the basis for 
this statement provides 
no one person may 
rule over another, we 
are free to choose and 
we have the right to 

seek our own destiny. 
I believe Jefferson was 
referring to a much 
deeper aspect of hap-
piness than what is 
deemed today through 
items that bring plea-
sure. 

In my reading, I 
believe Jefferson was 
referring to at a 
minimum: food, 
health, and safe-
ty. Obviously, 
the third aspect 
is my focus and I 
believe a grow-
ing focus of the 
general public. 
The first Ameri-
can Sheriff was 
appointed in Vir-
ginia in 1634. While the 
job has changed since 
then, the three core 
original duties remain 
the same: serving the 
direction of the court, 
maintaining a jail and 
protecting citizens.  

All three of the origi-
nal duties are directly 

attributed to guaran-
teeing happiness. The 
upheaval in the past 
year plus has certainly 
impacted the ability of 
law enforcement to ad-
equately provide the ba-
sic services but that 
appears to be changing 
again. 

Data from the 
previous year 
has indicated 
a significant 
increase in not 
only violent 
crime but crime 
in general. A 
lack of holding 
people account-
able can be seen 
in our traffic 

arrests with a significant 
increase in driving un-
der the influence crash-
es, possession of drugs, 
speeding in excess of 
30 miles per hour over 
the limit and in general 
interaction with those 
offenders.

While I am not sure 

how this trend started, 
it has culminated in 
defunding the police 
and enhancing crimi-
nal’s rights, but I think 
that focus is changing 
as well. We saw that 
during the most recent 
election “defund the 
police” initiatives were 
voted down across the 
country and the rights 
for law-abiding citizens 
took priority. 

This rhetoric is wear-
ing thin on the vast ma-
jority of citizens. Our 
most basic right is the 
pursuit of happiness and 
the Sheriffs of this na-
tion have provided this 
protection for nearly 
400 years. We will keep 
fighting for you but 
you need to make your 
voice heard to preserve 
these long-established 
freedoms.

Division. An Interstate 8 
All-Conference Honorable 
Mention as a sophomore, 
Gensler’s efforts this fall 
resulted in 5A First-Team 
All-State recognition from 
the Illinois High School 
Football Coaches Asso-
ciation.

“It’s really an honor,” 
Gensler said. “I want to 
thank all of my teammates, 
my coaches, my family and 
anyone else who helped me 
along the way. I’m grateful 
for the opportunity.”

Gensler finished the 
season as Rochelle’s lead-
ing rusher, totaling 925 
yards and 20 touchdowns 
while adding five recep-
tions for 43 yards and 
two touchdowns.

(Payton), recording 176 
rushing yards and four 
touchdowns. 

“I thought I developed 
more leadership this sea-
son,” Gensler said. “I

Defensively, 
I thought I showed more 
leadership and I commu-
nicated more with my guys 
up front. I thought I had a 
higher motor this season.”

Gensler ran for a season-

high five touchdowns in 
Rochelle’s 43-21 win over 
Kaneland after opening the 
season with four touch-
downs in a 60-22 victory 
against Woodstock. Defen-
sively, Gensler tied for the 

team lead with 38 tackles 
at inside linebacker this 
fall. Gensler is one of three 
junior starting linebackers 
eligible to return to the Ro-
chelle defense next season. 

“I have high expecta-

HOLLYWOOD — “The Theory 
of Everything” Oscar-winner Eddie 
Redmayne has completed “Fantastic 
Beasts: The Secrets of Dumbledore,” 
with Mads Mikkelsen and Jude Law, 
due April 15. He’s currently shooting 
Netflix’s “The Good Nurse,” with Jes-
sica Chastain, about a caregiver tied 
to the deaths of hundreds of patients. 
Redmayne next will hit London’s the-
ater district as “The Emcee” in “Caba-
ret.” His casting set off a storm of pro-
tests because a heterosexual man will 
be playing a traditionally gay role.

The original master of ceremonies 
on Broadway and in the 1972 film was 
Joel Grey (married to Jo Wilder from 
1958 to 1982, they had two children, 
including “Dirty Dancing” star Jenni-
fer Grey). But at the time of Broad-
way’s “Cabaret,” he wasn’t officially 
“out” as a gay man. The character of 
The Emcee, while flamboyant, only 
appears in musical numbers, includ-
ing “Two Ladies (And I’m The Only 
Man),” with no back story about being 
gay. So why the fuss about Redmayne 
as The Emcee?

Among straight actors who’ve won 
Oscars for “playing gay” are Tom 
Hanks (“Philadelphia”), Hilary 
Swank (“Boys Don’t Cry”), Charl-
ize Theron (“Monster”), Philip Sey-
mour Hoffman (“Capote”) and Sean 
Penn (“Milk”). Many of these films 
would never have been made or been 
successful without the special talents 
of these artists. Eddie Redmayne play-
ing The Emcee in “Cabaret” will bring 
in a huge audience who’ll flock to see 
his interpretation of the role. There 
will be many people who otherwise 
would never have been exposed to the 
horrors that existed in Nazi Germany 
at the core and message of “Cabaret.”

***
Michael Caine announced he’d 

retire after his last film, “Best Sell-
ers” (released Sept. 17). For decades, 
British actors have announced their 
retirements when there weren’t any 
work offers, then when offers came, 

they conveniently came out of retire-
ment. After two Oscars and 136 films, 
Michael Caine is NOT retiring. He got 
what he wanted ... offers of work.

In 1984, I was hired by disaster film 
producer Irwin Allen (“Poseidon 
Adventure,” “The Towering Inferno”) 
to photograph (for him) a Dean Mar-
tin-style roast with some of the greatest 
comics: Milton Berle, Bob Newhart, 
Red Buttons, George Burns, Danny 
Thomas, Rowan & Martin, Steve 
Allen and Sid Caesar. They all roasted 
Caine, giving him tips on how to be fun-
ny prior to filming “Blame It on Rio.” It 
turned out to be a disaster movie, and not 
by Irwin Allen. The critics called the film 
“anything but funny” and it bombed.

I remember a highlight of the night 
was Oscar-winner Red Buttons 
side-splitting classic routine about 
“famous people who never got a 
dinner”: “Nero fiddled while Rome 
burned, and HE never got a dinner.” 
They all toasted Caine by saying, 
“Now YOU know what it’s all about, 
Alfie!” But obviously, he didn’t!

Q: Is the drama “All Rise” ever coming 
back? -- J.T.

A: CBS announced this past summer that 
it would not be renewing the legal drama “All 
Rise” for a third season.

Q: I recently saw supermodel Niki Taylor 

on a cosmetics commercial. She was always 
my favorite. What has she been doing in recent 
years, and how old is she now? -– B.B.

A: Niki Taylor was born in Fort Lauderdale, 
Florida, in 1975, and signed a contract with 
Cover Girl cosmetics when she was 18. She 
went on to model for Liz Claiborne, Versace, 
Anne Klein and Gap. In the past two decades, 
she’s co-hosted “Make Me a Supermodel,” 
with Tyson Beckford, was a competitor on 
“Celebrity Apprentice,” and appeared on sev-
eral talk shows.

Huskies score overtime victory against Buffalo

Team clinches share of MAC West title for first time since 2018

NIU Football

BUFFALO – The North-
ern Illinois University foot-
ball team claimed its eighth 
Mid-American Conference 
West Division title in the 
last 12 years, and first since 
2018, in dramatic fashion 
with a 33-27 overtime vic-
tory over the Buffalo Bulls 
at UB Stadium Wednesday 
night.  

 “It’s obviously a great 
win,” NIU head coach 
Thomas Hammock said. 
“Our kids battled for four 
quarters and in overtime, 
but we expected to win. 
They went out there and 
got it done. I couldn’t be 
prouder of them. I couldn’t 
be prouder of our coaching 
staff for staying committed 
to the process of building 

this thing back the right 
way.” 

After NIU (8-3, 6-1 
MAC) recovered a Buffalo 
(4-7, 2-5 MAC) fumble at 
the goal line on the Bulls’ 
opening possession in over-
time, running back Clint 
Ratkovich, burst through 
the line on the Huskies’ first 
play on offense and took it 
25 yards to the endzone to 
seal the game and division 
for NIU. 

With the game tied 27-27 
following a 55-yard field 
by Buffalo’s Alex McNulty 
1:10 left to play in the game, 
the Huskies looked for a 
repeat of a week ago and 
attempted to drive the field 
for a game-winning score. 

The Huskies drove all 

the way down to the Buf-
falo 20-yard line and John 
Richardson attempted a 
38-yard field goal attempt 
into a strong wind that both 
teams had to contend with 
all night. However, Rich-
ardson’s kick was blown 
left as time expired forcing 
overtime. 

NIU won the toss and 
elected to play on defense. 
Buffalo drove down to the 
NIU 2-yard line in seven 
plays. The Bulls then called 
a timeout before their third 
and goal play. Buffalo 
quarterback Matt Myers, 
who was line up in shotgun 
formation, mishandled the 
snap, and defensive tackle 
Demond Taylor fell on the 
ball to stop the Bulls’ scor-

ing threat and turn it over to 
the Huskie offense. It was 
Buffalo’s only turnover of 
the game and one of two 
lost fumbles on the night. 

“It seemed like the ball 
was on the ground for 25 
seconds,” Hammock said. 
“We were very fortunate to 
get on top of it. Obviously, on 
third down if they would’ve 
fallen on it, it would’ve been 
a touchdown. How about 
our defensive linemen be-
ing alert?” 

While there were only 
two, turnovers played a 
big role in Wednesday’s 
outcome. 

After Ratkovich gave 
NIU a 24-10 lead with 7:37 
left in the period, the Huskie 
defense forced a Bulls punt 

on Buffalo’s ensuing drive 
and gave NIU the ball at its 
own 35-yard line. Buffalo 
cashed in a Huskie turnover 
on NIU’s fourth possession 
in the third quarter. 

After a run for no gain 
and an in complete pass, 
Buffalo defensive end Eric 
Black forced a fumble by 
Rocky Lombardi on sack 
of the Huskie QB. Black re-
covered the ball on the NIU 
28-yard line. Tailback Ron 
Cook took the ball in two 
plays later from 22 yards to 
cut the Huskie lead in half, 
24-17 with 3:06 left in the 
third. Cook tied the game, 
24-24, when he scored on 
a 13-yard touchdown pass 
from Myers with 12:22 left 
in regulation. 

NIU responded with a 
14-play, 66-yard drive that 
chewed up 7:24 off the clock 
and ended with a 27-yard 
field goal by Richardson to 
give the Huskies a 27-24 
advantage with 4:58 left in 
the fourth. 

Buffalo opened up a 10-3 
lead following a 32-yard 
field goal by McNulty and a 
one-yard touchdown run by 
McDuffie. Sandwiched in 
between the Buffalo scores 
was a 30-yard field goal by 
Richardson. 

 NIU responded quickly, 
tying the game at 10 on a 
75-yard end around run 
by wide receiver Trayvon 
Rudolph. Rudolph led the 
Huskies in rushing with 94 
yards on three carries.
