involved in youth baseball 
and softball. He built the 
dugouts at the softball 
fields and had a few teams 
in the baseball leagues. I 
want to do things like that.”

Ron Steder was named

Mat still has the newspa-
per article laminated. He 
was nine years old in the 
picture on it. 

“It’s really cool,” Steder 
said. “It shows a list of ev-
erything he was involved 

in. I look back and see 
what I can do to kind of 
mimic what he was doing. 
I needed to get my foot in 
the door. This is me doing 
that.”

Due to his father pass-
ing away during the CO-

VID-19 pandemic last 
year, Steder said the family 
didn’t get to have a funeral 
for him at the time. Mat 
didn’t get the closure he 
wanted.

ROCHELLE — Cier-
ra McGinnis will be hav-
ing open heart surgery on 
Jan. 14, just 15 days after 
her 16th birthday. 

Cierra is nonverbal and 
has Down Syndrome. Two 
years ago she was diag-
nosed with Hypertrophic 
Obstructive Cardiomyop-
athy with severe subaortic 
stenosis (narrowing below 
the aortic valve) and an en-
larging heart, all of which 
are not normal for Down 
Syndrome. 

Her family was look-
ing into having surgery 
done days before the 
COVID-19 shutdown. 

“Due to the shutdown, 
doctors began monitoring 
her heart and put her on 
Atenolol to ‘buy time,’” 
a GoFundMe page for 
Cierra said. “In September  
2021, doctors stated it 
was time to do surgery as 
it cannot be delayed any 
longer.”

Her surgery is set to 
take place at Children’s 
Hospital in Milwaukee. 
There, they will be sur-
gically removing a block 

of her heart muscle which 
will widen the left ventri-
cle allowing better out-
flow. This muscle is right 
next to her “electrical line” 
within the heart, which 
heightens her chances of it 
coming back in the future 
or having other underlying 
issues post surgery.

Over the last two 
years, Cierra’s family has 
watched her energy level 
decline “drastically.”

“She is eating less 
and has lost close to 10 
pounds,” the GoFundMe 
page said. “She also is 
sleeping a lot and has little 
to no desire to play or even 
go outside. As a result, if 
we need to take her any-
where, we tend to have to 
use a wheelchair because 
she throws a fit and refus-
es to move. She has also 
been home schooled these 
last two years because it’s 
not safe for her to be in a 
school setting due to the 
chances of her catching 
something. So, needless to 
say we have had to adjust 
our lifestyle to care for her 
needs.”

Cierra’s mother, Stacy 
Leifheit, was encouraged 
by friends to set up a Go-

FundMe page in hopes 
of getting some of the 
expenses she’s incurred 
and will continue to incur 
back. 

“Over the last two 
years, we have taken her 
to several cardiologists 
appointments in Rock-
ford, Chicago and Mil-
waukee,” the GoFundMe 

page said. “Plus, come 
January, we will sustain 
travel and hotel costs due 
to her surgery as well, as 
we live in Rochelle, and 
her surgery is two hours 
away in Milwaukee.” 

Doctors expect Cierra 
to stay in the hospital for 
at least two weeks before 
she comes home and has at 

least a two month recovery 
period. She’ll have follow 
up cardiologist appoint-
ments in Rockford and 
Milwaukee afterwards. 

The GoFundMe page 
for Cierra can be found 
at gofund.me/16b69750. 

A benefit will be held 
on Friday, Nov. 5 at 5 
p.m. at Sledgehammer’s in

It 
purifies the heart, cultivates 
hope, receives provision, 
and overcomes the attacks 
of the enemy.

Ephesians 6:16 says that 
faith is a shield. So when 
the enemy starts to shoot 
darts of fear and insecurity, 
you can get behind your 
shield of faith and keep 
going forward with God. 

But here’s the thing: A 
shield won’t do any good 
unless it’s lifted up. You 
need to raise up your shield 
by praying, saying, and 
doing things that line up 
with God’s Word. 

Second Peter 1:5 (AMP) 
says to “[...make every 
effort] in [exercising] your 
faith to, develop moral 
excellence...knowledge 

(insight, understanding).”
If you will exercise your 

faith to become more like 
Christ Himself, the way 
you think will change, 
and the things you say will 
change. You will begin to 
live with greater love and 
compassion. And it will 
become very natural for 
you to encourage others in 
their faith. 

I want to encour-
age you to make 
a habit of getting 
up in the morning 
and thanking God 
for what He’s done 
in your life. Praise 
Him for what He’s 
going to do. Declare 
your trust in Him to provide 
everything you need, and 
ask Him to prepare you for 
whatever challenges may 
come your way.

It’s important to un-
derstand that you cannot 
change yourself. It’s spend-
ing time with God that 
transforms you. 

One thing the apostle 

Paul prayed for the Ephe-
sian church was that the 
Holy Spirit would reveal 
Himself in their inner being 
and personality—that they 
would see who God had 
created them to be through 
Christ.

Ephesians 3:16-17 
(AMP) says, “May He 
grant you out of the riches 

of His glory, to be 
strengthened and 
spiritually ener-
gized with power 
through His Spirit 
in your inner self, 
[indwelling your 
innermost being and 
personality], so that 
Christ may dwell in 

your hearts through your 
faith. And may you, hav-
ing been [deeply] rooted 
and [securely] grounded 
in love.”

God wants us to be 
firmly rooted in the love 
of Christ so we can stand 
in authority against our 
enemy. And He wants us 
to be so stirred up in His 

love that we can’t help but 
share it with others. 

Ultimately, it’s not the 
things we do but our faith 
that pleases God (Hebrews 
11:6). As we look to the 
heroes of faith in Hebrews 
11, we see how God was 
able to work in their lives 
because they believed. 
And they never stopped 
believing God for some-
thing greater than before 
(Hebrews 11:13)! The 
Bible says that they were 
sustained and controlled by 
their faith, and their faith 
still inspires us today.

Noah prepared an ark 
to save his family. It took 
him 100 years to build and 
he was made fun of every 
single day because where 
he lived, there was no rain. 
But he stuck with God’s 
plan. The Bible says that 
by faith Noah “became an 
heir of the righteousness 
which is according to faith” 
(Hebrews 11:7 NASB).

By faith, Abraham pre-
pared to sacrifice his son 

Isaac, with the hope that 
God might raise him from 
the dead (vv. 17-19).

Rahab was a prostitute 
but she chose to believe 
that God could use her in 
a mighty way. And because 
of her faith, she and her 
family were saved (v. 31). 

First John 5:4 (NASB) 
says, “For whoever has 
been born of God over-
comes the world; and this 
is the victory that has over-
come the world: our faith.”

Decide today that, with 
God, the impossible is pos-
sible. Amazing things can 
happen when you choose 
to believe. So be bold in 
asking God to reveal what 
His promises mean for you, 
and never stop believing 
for more than what He’s 
already accomplished in 
your life. 

God created each of us 
for a specific time, with a 
specific plan and purpose 
for our lives…and He 
wants to make you a real 
life hero of faith.

“This is my way of doing 
something for him,” Steder 
said. “I want to be more in-
volved and be in my father’s 
footsteps and pick up where 
he left off years ago before 
he got sick. I think it’d be 
really neat, even though he 
doesn’t get to see it. For me, 
that’s my closure. Doing 
something that he would 
be proud of.”

Steder got into tattoos 
when he was 17. His neph-
ew’s father was a tattoo 
artist. That was about 20 
years ago. Steder said he’s 
always been artistic and 
interested in art. He used to 
doodle on his school work. 
He got his first tattoo at 18. 

Steder started doing tat-
toos around 2004 or 2005. 
He still had a full-time job to 
support his family. In 2009, 
he did his apprenticeship 
at Crybaby’s in Chicago 
Heights. He’d drive into 
the city on the weekends 
and worked full-time back 
home during the week. He 
later took a break for a few 
years. 

“My friend Zack Mar-
tin owns Raven Tattoo in 
Dixon and gave me a call in 
2018 and asked if I wanted 
to get back in,” Steder said. 
“I said I’d love to. That 
brought me back into the 
world.”

Steder and his wife are 
expecting a newborn in 
February and that played 
into his decision to open

a shop in his hometown 
where he lives. He feels it’s 
a “win-win” for he and his 
Rochelle clients, who won’t 
have to commute anymore 
either. 

“The majority of them 
are from Rochelle, Dixon 
and the surrounding area,” 
Steder said. “I feel like it’ll 

just be nice to have my own 
place in my hometown I 
was born and raised in. I 
just feel at home here.”

Steder Tattoo will be an 
appointment-only business. 
The COVID-19 pandemic 
has phased out a lot of the 
walk-in aspect of the tattoo 
industry. 

Steder will be taking 
the next two months to set 
up. Right now, his shop is 
just tape. He has the layout 
visualized and locations 
are marked for furniture. 
Everything will be custom 
made with a “modern 
industrial” look with pipe-
work shelves and burnt pine 

wood paneling. He’ll have 
a merchandise wall. 

Since he’s never opened 
a business of his own be-
fore, Steder said that right 
now, he’s just being patient 
and “riding the wave.”

He expressed surprise 
at how the tattoo industry 
and market have changed 

over the years. In his career, 
he’s done tattoos for police 
chiefs and nurses. He’s 
excited to do more. 

“Times have really 
changed,” Steder said. “10 
years ago, you were weird 
if you had tattoos. Now 
you’re almost weird if you 
don’t.”

She said the goal of the 
program was to provide a 
better understanding of how 
the city operates and the 
services it provides. 

“We wanted to develop 
relationships with a diverse 
group of community mem-
bers,” Messer said. “Most of 
us didn’t know any of you, 
nor did you know each other 
or live in the same part of 
town. It was exactly what 
we wanted.”

Messer said she hopes 
the group can become am-
bassadors and spread the 
word about what the city 
does on a daily basis. She 
wants others to be open to 
listening and said Citizens 
Academy participants can 
share insight with other 
members of the community. 

Staff members worked 
to make their individual 
sessions interesting for Cit-
izens Academy and learned 

how to make them better in 
the future. 

“It’s given us a lot to think 
about,” Messer said. “You 
were a great, interactive, 
fun group that made this 
comfortable for everyone. 
The fire department was 
voted best session. They 
have the most toys. They 
did the jaws of life. Every 
department got at least two 
votes.

Hubs shooting to bounce back after winless season
Ohlinger, Williams earn Most Valuable, Most Improved Player honors

ROCHELLE — The 
Rochelle Hub varsity golf 
team saw its share of strug-
gles this season. Without 
four-time state qualifier 
Megan Thiravong to lead 
the way, Rochelle was un-
able to score low enough to 
compete with its Interstate 
8 Conference opponents. 
But with only one senior 
departing this season, head 
coach Glen Mehrings said 
he’s optimistic for next 
season.

“Losing our top two 
seniors from last season 
and a few players who 
didn’t come out this sea-
son, our numbers were 
down,” Mehrings said. “It 
was tough to only have 
seven players, but it was 
a great group of kids to 
work with and we played 
a lot of competitive rounds 
in practice to keep the kids 
engaged because they don’t 
play a lot of offseason 
tournaments… It’s tough 
to get going at the start of 
the season when the kids 
aren’t dedicating a lot of 
time to golf.”

The Hubs went winless 
for the second time in four 
seasons, finishing 0-13 
overall and taking eighth 
place in the Interstate 

8 Conference. Rochelle 
placed eighth in the IHSA 
2A Sandwich Regional 
behind junior Griffin Oh-
linger, who became a one-
time sectional qualifier 
and a two-time Interstate 
8 All-Conference Honor-
able Mention this sea-
son. Ohlinger was named 
the team’s Most Valuable 
Player and senior Rowan 
Williams was the Most 
Improved Player.

“Griffin was our low 
man in every match we 
had,” Mehrings said. “Grif-
fin welcomed playing out 
of our No. 1 spot and he 
didn’t shy away from 
competing against the best 
players on the opposing 
team. Griffin scored really 
well for us and he led our 
team in birdies… Rowan 
stuck it out over the last four 
years and we talked at our 
banquet about how much 
his swing improved. His 
interest never waned and 
he never quit on himself. 
He always had a good at-
titude.”

Williams will be the only 
senior leaving the team this 
season. Rochelle will have 
three juniors including 
Ohlinger, Damen Har-
rington and Wade Smith 
who are eligible to return 
next season. Sophomore 
Cale Workman and fresh-

men Breydan Andrews and 
Jacob Ost could also return.

“It’s like shooting free 
throws in the driveway as 
opposed to playing in the 

fourth quarter,” Mehrings 
said. “Our kids can get 
better playing on their own, 
but playing in offseason 
tournaments will help them 

compete and overcome the 
nervous energy they expe-
rience during the season. I 
think our kids know they 
need to dedicate more time 

to golf and put in more work 
next summer. We don’t 
want any of our kids to end 
their high school careers on 
a sour note.”

ROCHELLE — Ro-
chelle and Chicago (Pay-
ton) battled in the post-
season seven years ago, 
with the Hubs dominating 
the first-round matchup 
against the Grizzlies 60-16. 
The two teams reunited 
Friday evening for the 
opening round of the IHSA 
5A Playoffs, but it was 
more of the same from 
the Hubs, who rumbled 
for over 450 total yards 
in a 36-3 win over the 
Grizzlies.

The No. 5 seed in the 
north bracket of the Class 
5A bracket, Rochelle will 
advance to face either No. 
4 seed Sterling or No. 13 
seed Chicago (St. Patrick) 
next weekend. The Hubs 
(8-2, 5-1 Interstate 8/
Kishwaukee River Blue 
Division) have now won 
seven consecutive games. 

“I thought we really 
controlled the line of 
scrimmage tonight,” head 
coach Kyle Kissack said. 
“We were really able to 
move the point of attack 
down the field and I think 
our kids are playing with an 
edge. We need to continue 
finding that edge and liv-
ing that now because it’s 
been beneficial for us this 
season. I think that edge 

comes from our kids being 
a group of 20-something 
players who basically play 
almost every snap. There’s 
a sense of pride with that.”

Rochelle scored on all 
three offensive possessions 
during the first half. The 
Hubs took the early lead in 
the first quarter, with junior 
Garrett Gensler taking the 
right-side toss and run-
ning in the 7-yard touch-
down before junior Cody 
Stover-Cullum plowed up 
the middle for the 2-point 
conversion. Payton moved 
the ball on its first drive of 
the game, but an untimely 
fumble in Rochelle terri-
tory led to a recovery from 
Hub senior Marco Castro 
and a Grizzlies turnover.

“We weren’t anticipat-
ing them throwing the ball 
much tonight because of 
the wind and I thought our 
kids did a good job of mak-
ing that adjustment early in 
the game,” Kissack said. 
“They were getting stop 
after stop and we doubled 
their time of possession. 
We played really well 
tonight on defense and 
we were able to execute 
our defense from a few 
different looks.”

Hubs ready to roll after three-win season
Guevara, Patel headline returning varsity bowlers this winter

ROCHELLE — The 
Rochelle Hub varsity 
bowling team held its first 
practice of the 2021-22 
season Monday afternoon. 
With several upperclass-
men returning to the team, 
head coach Jim Lyles said 
the team will look to im-
prove upon its third-place 

finish in the Interstate 8 
Conference and the 3-6 
overall record the Hubs 
accumulated in match play 
last season.

“I’m pretty excited 
about this season,” Lyles 
said. “We have six kids 
who have been out for 
the last few years and I’m 
happy to see them back 
out here.

and they’re throwing the 
ball pretty well. I’m look-
ing forward to this season.”

All three wins from 
last season were from 
conference matches, with 
Rochelle sweeping Kane-
land and splitting the 
home-and-home series 
with Ottawa.

returning this season. Ju-
nior left-hander Evin Odle 
also returns after earning a 
starting role on varsity last 
season.

“I’m looking for lead-
ership from our return-
ing guys,” Lyles said.

The Hubs will have 
three varsity spots to fill 
after losing four seniors 
from last season including 
All-Conference honoree 
Keith Holland.

He’s 
not related to the late, great Dom 
DeLuise or his offspring, but 
he’s a joy to watch even when he’s playing 
the bad guy. 

Dunster’s previous roles include playing a 
count in the Helen Mirren HBO limited series 
“Catherine the Great” and a colonel in the 2017 
Kenneth Branagh film “Murder on the Orient 
Express.” In an interview with AV Club about 
how they film the professional soccer scenes, 
Dunster said: “We have a dedicated sports 
choreography team for the show. We had a 
dedicated football director on season 2 who has 
worked a lot with shooting football. ... It takes 
a lot of time and good editors, which luckily 
we have, to make me look like Jamie Tartt.”

In addition to being represented in Eng-
land, Dunster just signed with the American 
talent agency CAA, so, in my opinion, it’s 
just a matter of time before we start seeing his 
name above the title at your local cinema. In 
the meantime, look for season three of “Ted 
Lasso” on Apple TV+ next summer.

Q: Is the game show “Who Wants to Be a 

Millionaire” ever coming back to prime time? 

I loved the brief run it had last year with host 
Jimmy Kimmel, although Regis Philbin is my 

all-time favorite host. -- C.K.

A: Game shows made a big 
comeback in prime time dur-
ing the confining days of the 
pandemic, but “Who Wants to 
Be a Millionaire,” which de-
buted 21 years ago, hasn’t been 
renewed for another season -- 
yet. Modern versions of classic 
game shows “The $100,000 
Pyramid,” “To Tell the Truth” 
and “Match Game” provided 

visual comfort food for nostalgia lovers as 
well as a new generation of fans. 

“Deadline” speculates that “Millionaire” 
could return to ABC in what is called “event 
programming” and not necessarily a regular 
fixture in prime time again like it once was 
when Philbin hosted.

“It was a good team win 
overall and now we have to 
be ready to come back and 
work Monday.”

Rochelle took advantage 
of the Payton mistake, 
with Gensler breaking off 
a 60-yard touchdown run 
off the right side on fourth 
down to put the Hubs 
ahead 14-0 late in the first 
quarter. Rochelle added one 
more score before the half, 
with Gensler recording the 
third of his four rushing 
touchdowns on a 5-yard run 
late in the second quarter. 
Senior quarterback Josh 
Lloyd then connected with 
senior tight end Ethan Wells 
for the 2-point conversion, 
making it 22-0.

“We’re outnumbering 

our opponents at the point 
of the attack,” Kissack said. 
“We can run our toss with 
Garrett, but we can also 
run Trey [Taft] toward the 
opposite side and Cody 
[Stover-Cullum] up the 
middle out of the same 
formation. We’ve had a lot 
of success on toss, but it’s 
not as much about toss as 
it is about Trey and Cody 
being as effective as they 
are. There was a time this 
season where we hardly ran 
toss because Trey and Cody 
were running so well.”

The Hubs stopped Pay-
ton on its opening drive of 
the third quarter, using great 
field position after a short 
punt to string together an-
other scoring series capped 
off by a 9-yard touchdown 
from Gensler, who finished 

with 176 rushing yards 
in the win. The Grizzlies 
struggled to find rhythm 
in the passing game due 
to the strong winds, with 
quarterback Jacob Parsons 
completing only 9-of-27 
passes for 120 yards. Ro-
chelle led Payton 28-0 after 
three quarters.

The Hubs iced their first 
postseason win since 2017 
with a 1-yard touchdown 
run from Stover-Cullum, 
who ended the night with 
110 rushing yards, early in 
the fourth quarter. Payton 
avoided the shutout on its 
second-to-last possession, 
with sophomore kicker 
Isa Katz, one of the team’s 
two female players, boot-
ing a 27-yard field goal 
to get the Grizzlies on the 
scoreboard.

ROCHELLE — The 
Rochelle Lady Hub varsity 
tennis team had more se-
niors this season than during 
any other season throughout 
Lizzie Cartwright’s tenure 
as head coach. That experi-
ence translated into seven 
victories this fall, but with 
over a dozen seniors set to 
depart from the roster, next 
season could be a rebuilding 
year for Cartwright and the 
Lady Hubs.

Rochelle finished with 
a 7-8 overall record this 
season, scoring six non-

“They 
exceeded our expectations 
and they were determined 

to compete at the highest 
level this season.”

Fourteen seniors will de-
part from the Lady Hub ros-
ter including seven seniors 
who finished the season as 
varsity starters. Three-year 
varsity player Emma Hicks 
and newcomer Madison 
Ost anchored Rochelle in 
singles play, while two-
time state qualifiers Jordin 
Dickey and MeLisa Young 
led the Lady Hubs on the 
doubles courts. Josie Lun-
dquist, Megan Thompson 
and Ashley Knight will also 

depart from the program as 
multi-year varsity starters 
in doubles.

“I’m going to miss all 
of our seniors,” Cartwright 
said. “We shared a lot of 
stories and inside jokes over 
the years and I’m going to 
miss all of the laughter. I 
thought the girls improved 
their overall technique and 
their mental toughness. 
They were able to have 
fun and relax while play-
ing, but they also knew 
when to be competitive and 
they learned a lot about the 

sport.”
Junior Abby Tarvestad 

will be the only Lady Hub 
player who earned varsity 
experience this season that 
will be eligible to return 
next season. However, 
Rochelle will have several 
junior varsity and fresh-
soph players eligible to 
come back next season 
including sophomore Elin 
Zheng, who finished first 
in singles at the Princeton 
Fresh-Soph Tournament 
this season. 

“I think all of our varsity 

spots will be open for any 
girls who’re willing to put 
in the effort,” Cartwright 
said. “Elin has stood out 
to us coaches with her 
consistency and I think 
she’s someone we can look 
forward to watching next 
season. We want the girls to 
keep working and want to 
keep growing the program 
and enjoy our success when 
we have it. I think we’ll be 
rebuilding next year but 
we know that everything 
comes in waves so I’m 
excited for that.”

Protect yourself against COVID-19 and other diarrheal and 
respiratory illnesses, and help prevent the spread of germs to others, 
by following these simple hand hygiene guidelines:

1.  Wash your hands with soap and warm water, 
lathering for at least 20 seconds.

2.  If soap is unavailable, use a hand sanitizer 
containing at least 60 percent alcohol to clean your hands. 

Wash your hands throughout the day, and particularly under these circumstances:
• Before preparing food
• Before eating
• After using the toilet
• After changing a diaper or helping a child use the toilet
• Before and after exposure to someone who is sick
• After coughing, sneezing or blowing your nose
• After touching an animal or picking up animal waste
• After handling pet food or treats
• After handling garbage or garbage cans
• Before and after attending to a cut or wound
