Oregon High School
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Exelon invests in Byron plant

Legislation spurs Exelon to put
millions into capital projects

WARRENVILLE — Now
that the Illinois General Assem-
bly has passed sweeping clean
energy legislation preserving its
nuclear plants, Exelon Genera-
tion is moving quickly to fill 650
vacant positions across the state
and jumpstart more than $300
million in capital projects over
the next five years at its Illinois
nuclear stations to continue its
legacy of safety and reliability.

“With this landmark legis-
lation in place, we are moving
quickly to restaff and refuel all
of our nuclear plants for 24/7 op-
eration, producing carbon-free,
baseload electricity formore than
10 million homes and business-

es,” said Dave Rhoades, Exelon
Generation’s Chief Nuclear Of-
ficer. “These plants are not only
important for the clean energy
they produce, but they are mas-
sive economic engines for their
local communities, contributing
morethan $1.6billionto Illinois’
GDP each year.”

Byron Station began refueling
Unit 1 after Gov. J.B. Pritzker
signed the clean energy legisla-
tion. While the nuclear support
provision represents less than 20
percent of the cost of the overall
legislation in the coming years,
it has an outsized impact on the
state’s climate and economic
goals. Saving the plants pre-

serves two-thirds of the state’s
clean energy, avoids a 70 per-
cent rise in emissions, protects
28,000 direct and indirect jobs,

and prevents a $480 millior
increase in annual energy prices:
for consumers.

With the legislation
having taken effect,
Byron Station plans to
invest more than $140
million into the plant in
the next five years on
projects overhauling a
main generator, replac-
ing large transformers,
upgrading a fiber optic
control system and re-
placing various pumps,
motors and piping in the
plant.

Most of the projects
will occur during refu-
eling outages starting
next year that will in-
clude more than 1,500
electricians, pipe fitters,
welders, carpenters and
other trades people com-
ing to Byron from across
[llinois to perform the
work.

“We’re incredibly
pleased to see all the
union contract workers
at Byron Station helping
the full-time employees
refuel Unit 1,” said By-
ron Mayor John Rickard.
“It would have been
terrible for the environ-
ment and devastating
for our community had
the plant been allowed
to shut down. We’re re-
lieved the plant gets to
continue supporting our

community with jobs,
philanthropy and tax
funding for our schools
and essential services,
while producing clean
energy at a time when
clean energy is needed
more than ever.”

Dresden’s Unit 2 re-
fueling outage will oc-
cur in November, and
the station has nearly
$170 million in capital
projects planned over
the next five years,
including upgrades to
six feedwater heat ex-
change vessels, sig-
nificant refurbishment
of a main generator,
electrical component
overhauls, replacement
of closed cooling piping
and revamping nuclear
instrumentation circuit
components.

As with Byron, the
work on these projects
will be performed during
refueling outages by
union personnel.

“Exelon refueling
outages put thousands
of people to work in
Illinois, providing jobs
to skilled local and re-
gional union and trades-
people,” said Terry Mc-
Goldrick, President and
Business Manager of
IBEW Local 15.

“Keeping these plants

o ]

open was the right deci-
sion, and I’'m pleased the
General Assembly made
this investment in the
future of our workforce.
our communities and our
nuclear plants.”

Byron and Dresdern
will also soon begin
the first of multiple
new training classes fot
dozens of licensed oper-
ators who will become
the next generation of
employees operating
the plants and helping to
keep our state’s air clean.

Local impact of energy bill is monumental

On Sept. 15", Gov. JB
Pritzker signed a historic
energy bill dedicated to
protecting the environment
and gives Illinois the na-
tion’sleading climateaction
plan. Over 900 pages of
legislation were debated by
legislators for months and
thedetails canbe confusing.
The highlights for the State
of Illinois are lengthy, but
boils down to this: 1) Mu-
nicipal coal and natural gas
plants must be carbon-free
by 2045, 2) The State
pledges 100% clean energy
in three decades, 3) Exelon
receives $694 million in
financial aid to keep local
nuclear plants operational,
4) $4000 rebates will be
offered to residents in the
Chicago area who purchase
an electric vehicle and re-
batesofupto 80% ofthecost
to install electric charging
stations and 5) Illinois
residents can expect to see
an increase on their electric
bills. Itis estimated to be a
monthly increase of $4.50.

The legislative impact
on residents throughout the
State of Illinois will vary,
but the impact on ourregion
is monumental and will be
felt immediately. The leg-
islation will allow Byron
Nuclear Station to continue
to operate and the impact
can be described purely by
numbers. The first number
is 717. This is the number
of employees who work
year-round for the Byron
Station. These employees
make a combined $97.5
million in employee com-

pensationannually. Without
legislation, these would
have been jobs lost, wages
lost and would have imme-
diately impacted the local
economy with a significant
reduction in funds spent in
our communities.

The second number is
$38 million. This is the
total amount of property
taxes paid by Byron Station
annually to your local tax-
ing bodies. Taxing bodies
include Ogle County, Byron
School District, Byron Fire
Protection District, Byron
Museum District, Byron
Forest Preserve, Byron
Library District, Rockvale
Township, Oregon School
District, Oregon Park Dis-
trict, Rock Valley College,
and Kishwaukee College.
Eliminating Byron station
would have significantly
reduced tax collections,
diminished services, and
additional job loss.

The third number is 2
million. 2 million is the
number of homes served

with carbon free energy by
Byron Station. One of the
biggest benefits of nuclear
energy isitsability toremain
reliable. Unlike solar and
wind, nuclear power plants
canproduce energy nonstop
and does not experience
delaysinenergy production.

The final numberis $338
million. Thisisthe total con-
tribution Byron Station adds
tothe Ogle County economy
through the direct, indirect
andinduced impacts created
by Exelon.

Each of these statistics
stand out to me based on
their immediate impact on
theresidents of Ogle County
and beyond. Looking fro-
wardwecanallow ourselves
tobreatheasighofreliefand
look to express our gratitude
towards Exelon, legislators
and the many local leaders
who understood the im-
portance of nuclear energy
within Ogle County.

This medicine is certainly not a dangerous drug

Dear Editor,

In a recent letter to
the editor, a contributor
characterized Hydroxy-
chloroquine (HCQ) and
Ivermectin as dangerous
drugs.

Let me set the record
straight. HCQ is on the
World Health Organiza-
tion’s list of essential medi-
cines. Ithas been approved
for use for over 65 years
and prescribed billions
of times throughout the
world. The CDC states that
HCQ can be prescribed to
adults and children of all
ages and to pregnant and

nursing mothers. Over
fifty-three studies have
shown it to have positive
results in fighting COVID
infections.

Ivermectin is also on
the WHO’s list of essen-
tial medicines and won
the 2015 Nobel Prize for
medicine. It has been
prescribed billions oftimes
in its nearly 4 decades of
use throughout the world
with no known adverse
reactions. Forty-nine
studies have shown its
effectiveness in fighting
COVID and a full course
of treatment can cost less

than one US dollar.

Ivermectin is primarily
an anti-parasitic drug in
humans and livestock and
therefore is derided. How-
ever, many drugs are used
for cross purposes. Viagra
was originally invented
as a drug to combat high
blood pressure. Aspirin
was developed as a pain
killer but is often pre-
scribed asalow dose blood
thinner.

On another but related
note, I would like to point
out that several studies,
including one conducted
by the prestigious Cleve-

land Clinic and another
study performed at the
Maccabi Healthcare and
Tel Aviv University that
involved over 76,000 peo-
ple, showed that natural
immunity is robust and
long lasting and superior
to the immunity delivered
by the vaccine. Dr. Fauci,
when questioned on this
fact, would not comment.

Ignoring treatments
that work and natural im-
munity is not following
the science, and is costing
precious lives.
