ROCHELLE — The 
City of Rochelle held a 
ribbon cutting ceremony 
Wednesday for its re-
cently-completed waste-
water plant improvement 
project. 

The total cost of the 
project was just over $7 
million and it included up-
grading headworks equip-
ment, converting aeration 
to biological phosphorus 
removal, upgrading the 
anaerobic lagoon, adding 
an office administration 
building and the conver-
sion of the plant’s lab.

Rochelle Municipal 
Utilities Superintendent 
Adam Lanning said the 
improvements will save 
time and keep RMU ahead 
of the curve with the En-
vironmental Protection 
Agency. 

“The equipment we 
replaced would break 
down routinely,” Lan-
ning said. “With these

upgrades, we’re spending 
a lot less time working on 
that stuff. The big part is 
the EPA regulations. With 
the evolving regulations, 
this will ensure that we’ll 
continue meeting those 
regulations and not get 
behind.”

If EPA regulations 
are not met, the agency 
comes in and mandates 

upgrades. That’s why the 
improvements were made. 
If changes were mandated, 
RMU would have been 
building a new treatment 
plant, which would have 
cost 10s of millions of 
dollars, Lanning said. 

Lanning said the im-
provements ensure clean 
water and no financial 
impact to customers. 

“If there’s somebody in 
the creek down the stream 
from our plant, they’re not 
going to get sick,” Lanning 
said. “For the residents, we 
got a low-interest 20-year 
loan through IEPA with 
$2.1 million forgiven of 
that loan. We didn’t have 
to raise the rates to pay for 
this upgrade. That’s a big 
thing.”

The project took around 
two-and-a-half years. The 
first year was permitting 
and design and construc-
tion took a year-and-a-half. 

The project won the 
American Public Works 
Association Project of the 
Year in recent months. 

“It feels great to have 
it done,” Lanning said. “It 
was a good one.”

ROCHELLE — Due 
to the COVID-19 pan-
demic, many area police 
agencies have canceled 
their Law Enforcement 
Torch Run for Special 
Olympics Illinois in the 
past two years.

Nambo called it a 
“really good” turnout and 
said the number of par-
ticipants hasn’t wavered 
in recent years. 

When other area de-
partments were involved, 
Rochelle’s leg of the torch 
run stretched from Flagg 

Road to Illinois Route 251 
near the Rochelle airport. 
RPD has been doing the 
run since the early 1990s. 

“It’s important for the 
department to make sure 
people know it’s still hap-
pening and that there’s still 
a need,” Nambo said. “As 
well as the fundraising part 
of it. It’s important to give 
back to our community.

District 
receives 
funding

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ROCHELLE — One 
of the most troubling times 
during the COVID-19 
pandemic at Rochelle 
Community Hospital came 
when numbers were at a 
height. 

Patients were coming 
in that were too sick and 
they had to be transferred 
to facilities that could 
cater better to their needs, 
RCH Chief Executive 
Officer Gregg Olson said. 
RCH doesn’t normally run 
ventilators. Things got to a 
point where it was difficult 
to find places to transfer 
COVID-19 patients. 

“Where do these people 
go?” Olson said. “I remem-
ber one gentleman was 
very sick and we called 
50 different hospitals and 
couldn’t find a bed. He 
finally got one in Madison 
at the VA Hospital. And 

that took a few days. It was 
that concern of, ‘What do 
we do with some of these 
folks?’ There was nowhere 
to put them.”

Olson called that period 
an “intense, difficult time.” 
Hospital staff didn’t know 
what would come in the 
door. 

“If it was a really sick 
person that needed a higher 
level of care, what could 
we do?” Olson said. “We 
had to take care of them, 
and we did. We were 
successful. All of our 
staff worked together. 
Thankfully we got through 
it, but there were times 
where you could not find 
a bed. That’s something 
I’ll remember for a long, 
long time.”

Olson talked with the 
News-Leader last week 
and described the hospi-
tal’s experience during 
the pandemic. This story 
is part two. Part one ran 

in the Wednesday, June 9 
print edition. 

Olson said several RCH 
employees got sick with 
COVID-19 during the 
pandemic, which affected 
operations. He said the ad-
ministration worked with 
employees to quarantine 
and make sure their lives 
were disrupted as little as 
possible. 

When things weren’t 
good during the pandem-
ic, Olson said RCH was 
honest with its employees. 
Communication played a 
key role in supporting them 
and their families as they 
went through the process. 

“I think we’ve been 
there with information 
and still are,” Olson said.  
“I’m really proud to say 
that with the vaccination 
process, 88 percent of our 
staff is vaccinated right 
now. That’s a very high 
number. It came through 
messaging and commu-

nication.”
Olson detailed how the 

vaccination process played 
out at RCH. The first 
clinic came in December 
when supplies were short. 
The Pfizer vaccine was 
more difficult to manage 
because of restrictions on 
how it could be stored.

Initially, trying to ad-
minister the vaccine was 
tough. There was a week 
when scheduled alloca-
tions didn’t come in. 

“We were expected to 
do a clinic,” Olson said. 

“It was a logistical night-
mare initially. To schedule 
everything and staff things 
and store vaccines. Pfizer 
had the 21-day period. 
Moderna was 28. We had 
to keep that straight.”

With more supply and 
more organizations of-
fering the vaccine now, 
Olson said vaccinations 
have been smooth lately. 
He is concerned about 
seeing demand lessen 
recently. With organiza-
tions like Walmart and 
Walgreens administering 

vaccinations, it’s hard to 
keep track of who has and 
hasn’t gotten it. 

“Our goal is, I don’t 
care where you get vac-
cinated, just get vaccinat-
ed,” Olson said. “We’re 
here for you. If you want to 
go to Walmart, that’s fine. 
Our goal is getting more 
shots in more arms. But 
when you set up a clinic 
expecting 250 and you get 
100, that can sometimes 
become challenging.”

Another memory of the 
COVID-19 pandemic that 
stands out to Olson is the 
Rochelle Foods outbreak 
and what followed in 
April 2020. RCH along 
with the Ogle County 
Health Department and 
KSB Hospital tested 900 
employees over a day and 
a half. 

The testing was done in 
the parking lot of the Ro-
chelle Foods facility with 
employees in their cars. 
Tests had to be shipped 
out to labs with a 24-48 
hour response time and 
hospital personnel had to 
follow up with those that 
tested positive. 

“Rochelle Foods was 
probably one of the big-
gest undertakings we took 
on,” Olson said. “That 
was an incredible couple 
of weeks. Everything was 
so compiled. It had to get 
done quickly. We didn’t 
have enough staff on our 
own and neither did our 
partners. Together we 
made a plan that worked 
out very well for everyone. 
That sticks in my mind. 
That was huge.”

The widespread loss 
of life that the pandemic 
brought was tough for 
RCH and its employees 
to see, Olson said. 98 
percent of the time, RCH 
was able to transfer those 
in dire straits to higher 
levels of care. But there 
were times when people 
passed away before they 
could be transferred. 

“Any kind of death 
is tough for any of us,” 
Olson said. “We tried to 
keep them alive and they

were too far gone. It’s very 
upsetting to the staff. We 
don’t ever like to see that. 
It’s difficult to see death 
when it’s non-COVID-19 
related.”

Olson said RCH has 
employees that lost family 
members to COVID-19 
that lived in other areas. 
The hospital tried to pro-
vide comfort and support 
to them in any way it could. 

“It’s never an easy con-
versation to have,” Olson 
said. “I would say the way 
this virus operated and 
how relentless it was, it 
made it hard. It just didn’t 
let up. It’s been a very diffi-
cult 15-18 months for us.”

RCH employees have 
come to work every day 
during the pandemic 

knowing they are going 
to take care of sick people 
that could make them sick. 
And they kept coming in. 
Olson said the hospital’s 
employee turnover was 
“incredibly low” and 
people weren’t leaving the 
organization. 

The CEO isn’t on the 
front lines, but he knows 
what his employees did 
and what they’ll continue 
to do. 

“I really appreciate and 
will never forget our staff 
here,” Olson said. “They 
truly were heroes. You 
hear that word a lot, but 
these people were heroes. 
I can’t thank them enough. 
And for what they did 
before the pandemic. 

“They save lives.”

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EMBALMING
PROCESS

The embalming process 
essentially involves 
replacing the blood and 
other bodily fluids with 
a preservative such as 
formaldehyde. Embalming
is required by law only under 
certain circumstances, 
but families that intend to 
have a public viewing of 
the body usually choose to 
have it done, embalming 
preservative powers give 
them more leeway in 
scheduling a funeral.
Embalmers are adept at 
restoring natural features 
that have been injured or to 
people who die after a long 
illness.
They have a range of 
techniques to deal with 
various difficulties. They 
can replace missing hair, 
rebuild fractured features, 
or disguise the effects of 

the drastic weight loss from a 
long, wasting illness.
Before it is placed in the 
casket, the body is dressed and
prepared for viewing. Hair 
is shampooed and set, and 
men get a shave. Families 
are sometimes encouraged to 
bring in a recent photograph of
the deceased to help guide 
them.

COVID-19
Harper told the board 

he’s still waiting to hear 
COVID-19-related guid-
ance from the state on what 
school will look like in the 
fall. Changes are likely 
after the state moves to 
phase 5 of reopening. 

Harper said the state 
superintendent of schools 
has been given the power 
to give guidance on what a 
remote learner is and while 
not in effect yet, it will 
likely consist of a remote 
learner being a student in 
an age bracket without an 
approved vaccine (11-un-
der) that’s also placed in 
quarantine by the local 
health department. 

“Fo r  example ,  a 
10-year-old who was not 
placed in quarantine must 
be an in-person learn-
er,” Harper said. “We’ll 
see what they say about 
masks and social distanc-

ing guidelines as well.” 
Harper said the district 

will likely have eight 
weeks to plan following 
guidance. He said the dis-
trict will meet with admin-
istration, other districts 
and legal counsel during 
planning. Whenever guid-
ance comes in, it will be 
Harper’s recommendation 
to follow a “restrictive 
pathway” when it comes 
to remote learning after 
seeing some success and 
“many, many” challenges 
during pandemic months. 

“We want our kids 
back,” Harper said. “Our 
young learners, we feel 
like they need to be back 
with us. We need to have 
structured and unstruc-
tured elements. Social 
and emotional services 
that we feel like we can 
provide. Several warm, 
quality meals a day and all 
of those things that we’ve 
talked about so many times 
in the past months. That

“I’M proud to pay taxes 
in the United States; 
the only thing is, I 

could be just as proud for half 
the money.”

Yep, if you were 
paying attention and 
you opened your mail 
you should know that 
your first installment 
bill for property taxes 
has arrived.

For most of us we 
aren’t happy about 
paying any sort of 
tax, but it always seems the 
property tax strikes closest 
to home. Most likely most 
of us aren’t smart enough to 
wade through the thousands 
of pages of income tax law to 
actually understand if we are 
paying too little or too much. 
Sales tax is easy, just ring it up 
and pay the extra freight. Yet 
property taxes we keep close 
to our heart.

Since farmers are the ma-
jority landowners in most rural 
counties they seem to bear the 
brunt of most property tax in-
creases. Believe me, there’s not 
a farmer out there who can’t 
tell you what their property 
taxes are, and wonder why.

Farmers are continuing to 
see increases in assessed value 
on their farmland, which usu-
ally translates into higher taxes. 
These increases naturally lead 
to questions about farmland as-
sessment procedures and why 
taxes continue to escalate.

Of course we all know that 
farmland and other property are 
not taxed the same. Your home 
is taxed on one-third of your 
assessed value. Your farmland 
is taxed on its profitability.

Illinois Farmland Assess-
ment Law first passed the 
Illinois General Assembly 
in 1977. The years prior saw 
farmland taxed on its market 

value. Amendments to the law 
were passed in both 1986 and 
2013, both making significant 
changes to the Farmland As-
sessment Act.

In determining your 
farmland taxes, the cur-
rent law utilizes an income 
capitalization formula. 

The Illinois Department 
of Revenue calculates that 
agricultural value for each 
soil productivity index (PI). 
Every soil type in Illinois is 
assigned a PI value. Under 

the formula, the value per acre 
is calculated for various types 
of soils based on their capacity 
to produce crops. 

Gross income minus costs 
equals the return-to-land value. 
The return-to-land value is di-
vided by a five-year average of 
Farm Credit Bank interest rates 
for farm mortgages. 

That value is “equalized” by 
dividing it by three as Illinois 
farmland is assessed at 33.3 
percent of value. However, the 
law limits increases or decreas-
es to a soil’s assessed value 
to a maximum of 10 percent 
from one year to the next. This 
“calculated value” is multiplied 
to your tax rate to achieve your 
property tax per acre.

In 1986, the law was amend-
ed to limit both increases and 
decreases in the assessed value 
for each soil type to no more 
than 10 percent per year. This 
limit then produced what are 
called “certified values.” 

The purpose for the amend-
ment was to stabilize the tax 
base for local governing bodies 
and control the large swings 
farmers were experiencing 
in property taxes. However, 
over time, the application of 
the 10 percent limit created a 
huge gap between the certified 
values and the assessed values 
between lower and higher pro-

ducing soils. 
Simply put, higher-pro-

ducing soil assessment were 
outpacing lower-producing soil 
assessments by a 40-to-one 
ratio.

This inequity led to the 
second amendment made to 
the law in 2013. Under that 
amendment the law now limits 
value changes of all cropland 
PI soils to 10 percent of the 
Illinois median cropland PI of 
111. 

Under this amendment, 
farmland values are being 
driven towards a more accurate 
reflection of the income-earn-
ing potential of the farmland.

In essence, that law will 
apply the established tax value 
of the median soil (111) to all 
soils. The result is that higher 
PI soils may still increase, but 
at a slower rate, and lower PI 
soils will increase at an acceler-
ated rate. The goal is to eventu-
ally achieve a two-to-one ratio, 
not the 40-to-one we see today.

One of the best things farm-
ers can do is to check with the 
County Assessor to see how 
their land and buildings are 
being classified. If you have 
made changes to your farm 
operation as far as cropping, 
pasture, installation of con-
servation structures etc. it can 
have an effect on your prop-
erty taxes.

Either way, your taxes are 
due and will be again in Au-
gust. And when that’s all done 
Uncle Sam will come visit you 
in April.

HILLCREST — The 
Village of Hillcrest may 
soon be seeking new lead-
ership after Village Presi-
dent Jason Fore submitted 
his contingent resignation 
from the Board of Trust-
ees on Wednesday.

Once 
sold, Fore will be moving 
outside the village and will 
no longer be a resident of 
the village. Fore said he 
tendered the contingent 
resignation for the pur-
poses of transparency and 
to ensure the village will 
be prepared to appoint or 
approve someone to fill 
the position.

“I made my recommen-
dation for Randy Salsbury 
to the position and he will 
continue to remain presi-
dent pro tem until further 
notice,” Fore said. “I want 
to ensure that the Village 
of Hillcrest can continue 
with not only day-to-day 
operations, but also ensure 
a smooth transition so the 
Village of Hillcrest can re-
main on track with current 
and future projects. I truly 
appreciate the opportunity 
to serve the residents of 

Hillcrest and it has been a 
great honor for me.”

Meeting
Village trustees met 

Wednesday for their 
monthly meeting, where 
trustees approved design 
work for infrastructure 
projects including a new 
water main, water treat-
ment plant, shallow well, 
sewer system and elevated 
water tower. The cost of 
the design work will be 
roughly $291,000. The 
village is still seeking 
grant funding to help pay 
for the multimillion-dollar 
improvements.

The village will pur-
chase a second hydrant 
flusher at a cost not ex-
ceeding $2,500.

R O C H E L L E  — 
When Ben Harvey start-
ed his wrestling career 
at Rochelle Township 
High School, he was 
a freshman while his 
older brother Alex was a 
senior. The two brothers 
competed side-by-side 
for the varsity team, 
helping the Hubs reach 
the IHSA 2A State Dual 
Championships. 

Alex finished his ca-
reer with several RTHS 
wrestling records includ-
ing the career pins record, 
which Ben successfully 
surpassed earlier this sea-
son. The younger brother 
broke another one of the 
older brother’s marks on 
Wednesday, when Ro-
chelle defeated LaSalle-
Peru 62-9 to open the 
Interstate 8 Conference 
dual tournament. Ben 
received a forfeit at 182 
pounds, netting him 140 
career victories and snap-
ping Alex’s old record of 
139 set during the 2017-
18 season.

“I’ve been able to 
perform consistently 

throughout my career,” 
Harvey said. “Alex has 
helped me focus more on 
the little things during the 
wrestling season. He’s 
helped me learn how to 
work on small improve-
ments that make a big 
difference. He’s helped 
me improve my practice 
habits and my pre-match 
routines.

Sanford, Simmons record third-place finishes in field events

ROCHELLE — Sev-
eral Rochelle Hub track 
and field athletes out-
performed their seeds 
Thursday evening, when 
the Hubs finished 10th with 
18 points the IHSA 2A 
Rochelle Sectional. 

Juniors Zach Sanford 
and Ryan Simmons each 
took third in their respec-
tive events despite enter-
ing the sectional meet as 
sixth seeds. Sanford fin-
ished third in the shot put 
with a personal record of 
13.82 meters, while Sim-
mons cleared 1.77 meters 
for third in the high jump.

Rochelle’s 800-meter 
relay team of Luke Or-
likowski, Landon DeLille, 
Ryan Simmons and Ethan 
Wells finished fifth with a 
time of 1:39.97. Freshman 
Caleb Wyssbrod took sixth 
in the 400-meter dash with 
a personal-record time of 
56.04 seconds and Ro-
chelle’s 400-meter relay 
team of Michael Ramsey, 
DeLille, Simmons and 
Wells placed seventh with 
a time of 47.19 seconds.

“I told these kids in a 
meeting before the sec-
tional meet that we have 
a young team,” Bergeson 
said. “Our numbers are 
lower, but we had a lot of 
young guys who had an 
opportunity to compete 
at the sectional meet, 
which is something that 
normally doesn’t happen. 
This experience will help 
them in the future. We had 
freshmen through seniors 
competing for us and that 
experience is invaluable, 
especially for kids like 
Ryan and Zach who were 
so close to qualifying for 
the state meet.”

Q: I just finished watching the first install-
ment of “True Detective” with Woody Harrel-
son and Matthew McConaughey. I’ve heard 
that the subsequent seasons with a different 
cast and mystery are not as good, so I might 
just skip those. Will there be a fourth 
season, and is there any chance that 
Harrelson and McConaughey will 
return for it? -- E.O.

A: When the anthology series 
“True Detective” premiered on HBO 
in 2014, I remember being surprised 
that two big movie stars were doing 
a TV series together. Nowadays, 
television and streaming services have 
so many quality projects, it’s easy 
to see why stars cross over often without a 
second thought.

The third installment of “True Detective” 
did seem to win back fans and critics alike 
with lead actor Mahershala Ali taking home 
an Emmy.

Taking shape
Habitat for Humanity home build to finish early next year

WHILE COVID-19 

has halted progress 

on many events 

and projects this year, it has not 

slowed down Habitat for Hu-

manity of Ogle County on its 

2020 home build in Rochelle.

Habitat for Humanity be-

gan building its 13th home and 

second for a family in Rochelle 

on June 13, 2020 for Felix and 

Tanya Vega and their five chil-

dren. Since the first shovel was 

dug into the ground in June, 

construction has been moving 

forward at the build site at an 

average of three to four days a 

week. 

While most of the work is 

done by construction crews and 

volunteers, the Vega family was 

required to put in a minimum of 

200 sweat hours working at the 

site. The Vega family has well 

surpassed their hours and are 

continuing to work as the home 

begins to take shape. 

“The home build is coming 

along really well,” Habitat for 

Humanity of Ogle County ex-

ecutive director Vanessa White-

Broome said. “We are at the 

point where we have the frame 

and roof completely finished. We 

have gained quite a bit of prog-

ress and are a lot farther than we 

sometimes are at this stage.” 

The next steps are to start 

putting up the siding, windows 

and insulation, then begin the 

inside work such as cabinets and 

electrical wiring. While the goal 

was to have the home finished 

by Christmas, Habitat is hoping 

to have the home completed and 

the Vega family in it by early 

next year. 
Once the home is completed, 

it will be 1,200 square feet and 

include four bedrooms and two 

bathrooms as well as a finished 

basement. While both Habitat 

and the Vega family have been 

working very hard building the 

home, they could not have done 

it without the many supporters 

and volunteers that have stepped 

up.

passed

BYRON – If the Byron Generating Station does close in September 2021, it will mean more than a loss of about 700 jobs.It will also mean the loss of millions of dollars in taxes locally. Exelon Generation an-nounced on Aug. 27 that it intends to retire its Byron Generating Station and Dresden Generating Station in fall 2021. Byron will close in September 2021.Paul Dempsey, commu-nications manager of the Byron station, said that the station’s 2017 tax bill was more than $38 million. The taxes went to a variety of taxing bodies, including the Byron School District, Ogle County and the Byron Mu-seum and Library District.There are also the charitable donations giv-ing by the station, which Dempsey said amount to about $250,000. Donations have gone to Rock River Center in Oregon, Pinecrest Community in Mount Mor-ris, Hub City Senior Center and many others.In July, the station do-nated $9,000 to libraries in Ogle County. And in June it donated $35,000 to local food banks.

Sarah Downs, execu-tive director of the Byron Chamber of Commerce, said that the community has been well aware that Exelon has been sounding the alarm for years that its zero-carbon Byron and Dresden plants are uneco-

nomic to operate and would likely shut down early to prevent further financial losses.
“We need Byron Sta-tion in our community,” she said. “It provides 700 good-paying jobs, over $38 million in taxes, and 

supports our local schools, fire departments, forest pre-serves, and park districts. It’s a key source of business for our local retailers and restaurants. It also provides clean, carbon-free energy to 2.3 million homes and businesses in our area.We 

implore state leaders to take action to save Byron Station from early retirement next year.”
The Byron Forest Pre-serve District received $2.3 million in tax money from the Byron Station last year.“The Exelon Generation Byron Station is obviously an important part of the greater Byron/Oregon com-munity,” said Todd Tucker, executive director of the Forest Preserve District. “The Byron Forest Preserve District alone receives near-ly 75 cents of every property tax operating dollar from the Byron Nuclear Plant.”Tucker pointed out that the money the district has received over the past 35 years has made it possible for it to preserve more than 2,300 acres of natural land for nine preserves, develop the PrairieView Golf Club, Jarrett Prairie Center, Keller Education Center and our the PrairieFire Golf facility.
