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The danger of strife

We’ve all experienced the effects
of strife in one way or another. Strife
can manifest itself through arguing,
screaming and yelling. Other times, it
can be more subtle, like when some-
one gives you “the silent treatment”
and refuses to talk at all.

The dictionary defines strife as
“bickering, arguing, a heated dis-
agreement, or an angry undercur-
rent.”

I think the most dangerous form
of strife is an angry undercurrent, be-
cause it’s not as easy to recognize.
It’s something you can feel in the at-
mosphere.

You know something’s not quite
right, but no one wants to address it.
Maybe nothing is specifically said,
but it’s quite clear that everything is
not okay.

In the early years of my marriage,
[ perfected the art of arguing with
my husband, Dave, without hav-
ing to say a word. I spent entire Sat-
urdays stomping around the house
and cleaning every room, ignoring

him for hours at a time. Thankfully,
Dave was a peacemaker and mature
enough to not give in to my tantrums.

Our enemy, Satan, works relent-
lessly to try and fill our lives with
strife because he knows how power-
ful it is when God’s children walk in
peace and unity.

Psalm 133:1 (NIV) says, “How
good and pleasant it is when God’s
people live together in unity!” It goes
on, in verses 2-3, to give an illustra-
tion of what unity is like.

This psalm tells us that unity
brings the anointing and God’s bless-
ing. The anointing is the presence
and power of the Holy Spirit to help
us in every area. We need the anoint-
ing to raise our children, perform
well at our jobs, have a successful
marriage, and simply enjoy our lives.

Conversely, if there is not unity —
if your home or business is full of
strife—you will not have the anoint-
ing and God’s blessing.

First Peter 3:11 (AMPC) says, “...
[Do not merely desire peaceful rela-

tions with God,
with your fellow-

men, and with
yourself, but pur-
sue, go after

them!]”
“Pursue” is a strong word. It im-
plies making an effort and taking ac-

tion. If we're
really go- ing to
pursue peace,
we can’t wait
around for ev-
eryone to come
apolo- gize to
us. Chas- ing af-
ter peace Joyce Meyer means
resolving issues

quickly and even apologizing to oth-
ers when we don’t feel like it.

Romans 12:16 (AMPC) says,
“Live in harmony with one anoth-
er; do not be haughty (snobbish,
high-minded, exclusive), but readi-
ly adjust yourself to [people, things]
and give yourselves to humble tasks.
Never overestimate yourself or be
wise in your own conceits.”

Living in peace requires us to take
responsibility for our own thoughts
and actions. We’re going to have

to humble ourselves and do some
adapting and adjusting.

I learned a tough lesson in this
area. A few years ago, Dave and I
were in an art store at the shopping
mall. Dave found a picture he really
liked for our house, but I didn’t like
itat all.

He really wanted it, but I
wouldn’t give in. I argued until he
finally said, “All right, just do what
you want.”

At first, I felt smug and congrat-
ulated myself on the victory. Then,
right there in the mall, the Holy Spir-
it spoke to my heart and said, “You
think you won, but you lost.”

It pierced my heart. I knew right
then that I was wrong. If Dave real-
ly liked that picture, there were plen-
ty of places we could have hung it.
At the very least, I could have been
more loving in how I handled the en-
tire conversation.

Pursuing peace requires compro-
mise. We should never compromise
our beliefs or what God tells us to
do, but we will be required to com-
promise our preferences and desires
in order to truly love others and keep
strife out of our relationships.

Living in peace will also require
us to sacrifice our pride. We all like
to be right and win every argument,
but being right is highly overrated!
We may win the battle, but when we
insist on having our own way at the
expense of a relationship, we do tre-
mendous damage.

Always remember, real love
gives up its right to be right. If you
truly want to have a healthy mar-
riage or strong relationships with oth-
ers, I recommend that you learn to
say (and sincerely mean) this state-
ment: “I think I’'m right but I may be
wrong.”

Even if you know you’re right,
you don’t always have to argue about
it and prove your point. It’s true that
some things are very important and
you need to stand your ground, but
there are so many things in life that
just don’t make a difference.

You won’t always agree with
your spouse, family or friends, but
you can still respect and appreci-
ate them. And as you do your part to
“keep the peace,” God will not only
honor your commitment, He will
also bless your life in greater ways
than you can imagine.

It was even
a Pokémon GO game
app stop, which I found
to be an equally funny
and touching tribute to
the jokester that was my
youngest brother.

Recently, it was when
we all became Hub Strong
after a tornado had struck
many homes in April
2015 and just last week
when Hispanic commu-
nity members organized a
vaccination eventat Hicks
Hall with the League of
United Latin American
Citizens (LULAC), where
380 people from diverse
backgrounds were able to
getshots to bring us closer
to herd immunity.

What I don’t like about
Rochelle is the prevalent
attitude that nothing ever
changes. This defeatist,
almost fatalistic attitude
has definitely contribut-
ed to the “Rochellexit”,
where people leave town
to spend their money.

Hubs fall to unbeaten Indian Creek
Walters scores lone goal in 4-1 loss

ROCHELLE — The
Hub varsity soccer team

Early enrollees learning on an off the field

Incoming freshmen already participating in spring practice

DEKALB — While
many high school seniors
are wrapping up the final
months of their school
year, there are a handful
of young men on campus
here at Northern Illinois
University that have de-
cided to getahead starton
their college experience.

Quarterback Ethan
Hampton, tight end Blake
Kosin, offensive lineman
Pete Nygra and corner-
back Cyrus McGarrell are
all on campus attending
classes and participating
in spring drills.

“Our early enrollees
are really good players,”
NIU head coach Thomas
Hammock said. “We had
the same situation last
year. You look at Ray
Thomas. If he doesn’t
come in early, would he
be ready to play? Just to
go through the offseason
and the conditioning,
the training, I think that
makes a big difference.
Those guys coming in
early have given them-
selves every opportunity
to play early in their ca-
reer.”

Two of those early
enrollees, Hampton and
McGarrell, took unique
paths to get to DeKalb.

A native of Elburn,
Hampton would be tak-
ing the field for his alma
mater, Aurora Christian,
this spring, if not for a
decision he made in the
middle of his junior year
of high school.

“I originally planned
to graduate early, back

in February of 2020, be-
fore COVID was a thing
really,” Hampton said.
“Then COVID hit, and it
became a big thing. Were
we going to have a sea-
son, were we not going to
have a season? I was still
practicing with the team.
We got word in July, I
think it was, that we were
not going to have a season
and I just decided it was
probably best to move
on from high school and
honor that commitment I
made to NIU.”

While he made the
decision to leave Aurora
Christian, it wasn’t a de-
cision he made lightly.

“Obviously, I made a
commitment to my high
school as well, but I
talked to my teammates
and talked to my coaches
and they understood the
circumstances I was in
and how fortunate [ was
to go to NIU,” Hampton
said. “They were backing
me 100 percent and that
made my decision easier.
I would’ve loved to stay
at Aurora Christian and
play with them, but an
opportunity comes and
sometimes you have to
make hard decisions, but
I’m confident I made the
right one.”

Although Hampton
was a peace with his
decision to forgo the op-
portunity of staying high
school one more semester
to finish off his career at
Aurora Christian, Ham-
mock had some reserva-
tions at first, but feels

Hampton’s decision has
puthiminagood position
heading into next season.

“Hampton, a quarter-
back from Aurora Chris-
tian, he’s was one I kind
of felt conflicted about,”
Hammock said. “Aurora
Christian plays in the
spring, but he wanted
to come early and give
himself a jump start on
college. He certainly has
done that, so he’ll be in
the mix.”

While Hampton is
from just down the road,
McGarrell is from north
of the border. The Hus-
kie cornerback hails
from Windsor, Ontario,
Canada and continues a
long-standing tradition
of Canadian Huskies, that
includes Huskie greats

Patrick and Courtney
Stephen, Orlando Bowen
and Juwan Brescacin.

McGarrell, who gradu-
ated a year early from
Holy Names Catholic
High School in Wind-
sor, Ontario, injured his
collarbone his final year.
Instead of waiting a full
year to attend NIU, he
came to the States, was
able toreclassify, and was
granted an extra semester
of high school.

He spent the fall at-
tending Clearwater Acad-
emy International where
he was able to play foot-
ball. Rather than take a
semester off, just working
out and to avoid “get-
ting bored” as he put it,
McGarrell wanted to get
his career at NIU started.
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“Since I'm already
done with school, instead
of taking another semes-
ter off and working out, |
thought it would be better
if I came in early to meet
the team, get a head start
and get some playing
time before the season,”
McGarrell said. “It’s
great, I got even closer
with the team. I’ve been
able to experience what
D-I football is all about.
Spring ball has been a
great experience so far.
Hard practices, but I've
been learning a lot so far.
I like it a lot.”

McGarrell has already
made an impression this
spring.

“McGarrell is our No.
3 or 4 corner working at
practice, with a chance to
