OREGON – As Ogle 
County Board Member 
Don Griffin cut the ribbon 
in front of the new Judicial 
Center Annex on Dec. 3, 
he brought to a close a 
22-year process that led 
to that moment.

It was in June 1998 that 
the county’s Long Range 
Planning Committee was 
established to develop at 
25-year capital improve-
ment plan, which focused 
on the judicial system.

In remarks after the 
ribbon cutting ceremony, 
Griffin said all of that 
planning is what brought 
the county this new jail.

“We have a very nice 
facility for the citizens 
of Ogle County for many 
years into the future,” he 
said.

The county broke 
ground on the new facil-
ity in April 2019. It took 
20 months to build and 
came in on time and under 
budget. The total cost is 
projected to be about $23

million.
Sheriff Brian VanVickle 

said the work on the project 
really began in June 2015. 
Since that time, he said the 
new jail project, “has been 

our life.”
VanVickle also thanked

The 154-bed facility will 

house both male and female 
inmates and is about 41,000 
square feet. It is located on 
Sixth Street and Illinois 
Route 64 in Oregon.

The new jail is expected

After the ribbon cutting 
ceremony and remarks, of-
ficials gave public tours of 
the new jail.

MALTA — A state 
grant will move Kish-
waukee College further 
toward its goal of find-
ing a new home for the 
College’s Early Learning 
Center.

“I am happy to support 
Kishwaukee College and 
their efforts to continue 
meeting the needs of area 
residents,” Demmer said. 
“Since 1968, the college 
has served DeKalb, Syca-
more, Rochelle and many 
surrounding communities 
in our region.

Work on the project 
is already underway and 
Kishwaukee College ex-
pects construction to be 
complete by Summer 
2021. All renovations will 
meet the standards set by 
the Illinois Department 
of Children and Family 
Services for day care 
providers.

The college’s current 
ELC facility was origi-
nally built as a temporary 
building in the 1970s and 
is in need of various up-

grades to meet current and 
future demands. The new 
space will allow Kishwau-
kee College to increase its 
enrollment and child care 
services to better meet 
the community’s needs. 
The ELC currently serves 

children ages 2-5. The 
relocation will allow for 
potential future expansion 
of care for children ages 
infant to 2.

The ELC is accredited 
by the National Accredita-
tion Commission for Early 

Care and Education Pro-
grams and has achieved 
Gold Circle of Quality 
rating in the ExceleRate 
Illinois Quality Rating and 
Improvement System ad-
ministered by the Illinois 
Department of Human

The City of 
Rochelle annual tree 
lighting was held Thurs-
day evening live on the 
city’s Facebook page and 
following the lighting 
of the tree, Bearrows 
announced this year’s 
Gratitude Award winner.

Explaining the life-
long Rochelle resident’s 
accomplishments, Bear-
rows said Colwill was a 
member of the first Cub 
and Boy Scout Troop in 
Rochelle, a 1952 graduate 
of Rochelle Township 
High School, active in 
service club, his church 
choir and having served 
on several city commit-
tees.

Pal was also a long-
time employee of Del 
Monte; a volunteer fire-
man of the Rochelle Fire 
Department beginning in 
1957 and in the first group 
of EMTs in Rochelle; he 
became a member of the 
RTHS Alumni Board in 
1992 and is still active 
in assisting and selecting 
scholarship recipients; 
was a Rochelle City 
Council member from 
2000 to 2008; and a 
member of the Rochelle 
Planning and Zoning 

Commission for the past 
eight years.

Colwill’s largest con-
tribution to the commu-
nity revolves around his 
patriotism and support of 
veterans.

“All of his patriotism

THERE’S nothing more valuable than the presence 
of God in our lives. And my goal for teaching about 
God’s presence and anointing is to increase your 

desire to completely and promptly obey Him. Because the 
more we love, trust and obey God, the stronger 
His anointing will be in our lives.

Now, God’s love for you is perfect, com-
plete, and unconditional. He couldn’t love 
you any more than He does right now, and 
His love for you never changes. But we can 
grow in our love for God. 

As we learn more about His character and 
have experience with Him through a personal 
relationship with Him, our trust in Him and 
love for Him grows. And this causes more of the anointing 
of the Holy Spirit to work in us and through us.

Jesus Christ is the Anointed One, and when we are born 
again, His anointing abides in us. The word anoint means 
“to smear or rub all over.” It’s wonderful to think about 
how in Christ, we are “rubbed and smeared all over” with 
the Holy Spirit. 

In one way the anointing is a free gift from God that 
comes by His grace and mercy, and in another way, there 
is a price to pay for it.

First John 2:27 (AMP) says, “As for you, the anointing 
[the special gift, the preparation] which you received from 
Him remains [permanently] in you….” Notice how this 

scripture says that the anointing remains permanently—it 
won’t go away. 

The terms “special gift” and “the preparation” indicate 
having Holy Spirit “umph!”  or power to do what God is 

calling us to do. And it’s the gentle promptings, urges 
and leadership of the Holy Spirit in us that shows us 
how to live. 

When we follow the anointing, we feel peace and joy 
because we’re making wise decisions. It’s so valuable 
for us...and more than anything else, we need to protect 
the anointing in our lives.

While the anointing abides in us through our salva-
tion, it can’t work through our lives until we are broken 
before God. That’s when the oil of the Holy Spirit in us 

is poured out and can be a benefit to others.
So, what is it that needs to be broken in us? Things 

like rebellion, stubbornness, pride and a spirit that’s 
independent from God are a few areas of disobedience 
that can keep the anointing from working through us. 
This is because the vehicle that carries the anointing is 
the soul — our mind, will and emotions. And when we 
are led by our natural carnal or fleshly impulses, we are 
not being led by the Holy Spirit.

But as we grow up and mature in Christ, we can be 
what God wants us to be and live every day empowered 
by the anointing of the Holy Spirit.

It’s important to understand that we need God’s 

anointing every day, in everything we do. And there’s 
an anointing for everything we need to do. It’s not just 
for ministers or for spiritual areas of life.

The anointing is what enables and equips us to do 
what God asks us to do. You have an anointing to be a 
parent, husband or wife…to be in business or some kind 
of organization…whatever you are gifted to do with 
your life. And it’s amazing when God uses someone to 
do something that you know they don’t have the ability 
to do on their own. That’s the power of the anointing!

Philippians 2:10 (AMP) says, “At the name of Jesus 
every knee shall bow [in submission], of those who are 
in heaven and on earth and under the earth.” He is God, 
and He is all-powerful! Yet, He is also our example in 
humility. 

Verses 5-8 in this same chapter tell us we are to have 
the same attitude that He demonstrated: Although He is 
one with God, He stripped Himself of all privileges and 
became a servant; He abased and humbled Himself and 
was obedient even to the extreme of death on the cross.

Power is connected to obedience. The anointing is 
released when we get rid of our selfish, self-centered, 
independent attitudes and humble ourselves before God. 

As you choose to be radically obedient to God, you 
will have the same power that raised Christ from the dead 
working in and through you. And you’ll be amazed by the 
anointing of the Holy Spirit in your life!

Living in the power of the Holy Spirit

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I hope you missed 
me.

Dr. Pitamber 
Persaud is my primary 
care doctor. A few years 
ago he noticed my PSA 
level was rising. PSA 
deals with 
a man’s 
prostate, 
and a high 
PSA num-
ber could 
indicate 
cancer.

My 
numbers 
for years 
were in 
the 3 range, then crept 
up into the 4 range. He 
recommended I see a 
urologist, so I began 
going to Dr. Azem Hal-
eem, with Northwestern 
Medicine. He said it is 
normal for men my age 
to have a higher pros-
tate level, but mine was 
still relatively low and 
within range.  

To be cautious, I 
tested every six months. 
By January 2020, I 
was at 5.5 — the same 
level as the previous 
two tests. In June I 
tested at 6.9. A level 
still within range, but 
the jump concerned him 
and he recommended a 
biopsy.

In August, 10 sam-
ples were taken. Two 
showed cancer — two 
types actually. One was 
a “leave it alone it will 
never kill you type,” 
but the other was mod-
erately aggressive and 
should be treated.

Dr. Haleem pre-
sented several op-
tions: nuclear implants, 
radiation, surgery or do 
nothing.

I have a fear of doc-
tors. I sometimes faint 
when I see blood. I 
have a low tolerance 
for pain. Shots are a 
nightmare for me.

To be honest, hearing 
the word cancer scared 
the crap out of me. I 
cried. My daughter was 
with me and the three 
of us discussed options.  

Dr. Haleem said if 
I opted for surgery, he 
could do it, but recom-

mended Dr. Ricardo 
deOliveria Soares, also, 
at Northwestern, who 
specializes in robotic 
prostate removals.

I made an appoint-
ment to see him along 
with a radiation on-
cologist. 

I talked to several 
men who have had 
surgery. I talked to a 
relative with radioac-
tive pellets implanted.

I visited Dr. 
Soares. I didn’t want 
someone who has 
done 10 or 15 of these 
procedures, so when 

he told me he has done 
more than 400 robotic 
prostate removals, I 
was a little more com-
fortable. 

I opted for surgery.
He scheduled physi-

cal therapy to learn 
pelvic floor exercises, 
which help with in-
continence, one of the 
side effects of prostate 
removal.

On Nov. 18 I under-
went a four-hour op-
eration at Northwestern 
Hospital, aka Kishwau-
kee Hospital. I have 
six tiny holes in my 
belly that were used 
for cameras and robotic 
arms and a three inch 
incision for prostate re-
moval. Dr. Haleem also 
removed lymph nodes 
close to the prostate.

One week later I 
was in his office hear-
ing that the lymph 
nodes were clear and 
the cancer, although 
it had grown since the 
biopsy, was contained. 
No radiation or che-
motherapy would be 
necessary.

The cancer I had 
is common and eas-
ily fixed. I was lucky. 
There are people with 
cancers that are not so 
easily fixed.

So, men: Pay atten-
tion to your PSA.

And cancer pa-
tients: Have hope, have 
faith. I’m praying for 
you all.

THERE has been much fuss 
lately on the accuracy of 
electronic or computerized 

voting systems. There are asser-
tions that many voting systems can 
be manipulated by outside influ-
ences while the voting 
system manufacturers 
and others completely 
deny this. An elec-
tronic vote counting 
system is essentially a 
computer that accepts 
inputs from various 
sources. The two most 
widely used voting 
machines are the opti-
cal scan (paper ballot 
inserted into the machine) and direct 
recording (touch screen). 

Problems associated with the 
optical scan machines include feed-
ing ballots upside down, ballots on 
top of each other simultaneously 
pulled though the reader, paper 
jams, failed, blocked or overheated 
sensors which read the wrong vote 
selection, programming errors, 
and loss of files. Problems with the 
direct recording machines include 
internet access to the software be-
fore being loaded into machines (a 
lack of security), absence of an in-
dependent means of verifying a vote 
count, and programming errors. The 
three major manufacturers of voting 
machines are Election Systems 
& Software LLC (Omaha, Ne-
braska), Dominion Voting Systems, 
Inc. (Denver, Colorado) and Hart 
InterCivic Inc, (Austin, Texas). The 
state of Texas rejected Dominion 
Software due to “Vulnerability 
to Fraud and Unauthorized Ma-
nipulation.” Election Systems & 
Software, LLC was cited by the 
U.S. Election Assistance Commis-
sion (EAC) on March 20, 2020 for 
falsely advertising that one of their 
voting machines was EAC certified 
when in fact it was not, a violation 
of the EAC certification process. 
EAC certification validates that a 
voting system meets the require-
ments set forth in existing Vol-
untary Voting System Guidelines 
(VVSG), and performs according 
to the manufacturer’s specifications 
for the system. 

On election night 2020, election 
judges at a voting location found 
no votes for Tom Demmer despite 
the fact that some of the judges had 
personally voted for Mr. Demmer. 
The official reason for the miscount 
was “a software error.” Ogle County 
uses Election Systems & Software 
LLC as the control system in the 
voting machines.  According to the 
State Board of Elections, State of 
Illinois, “the equipment was not 

programmed to properly read the 
ovals marked for candidates in State 
Representative District 90.  The ma-
chine was programmed to read votes 
for candidate Seth Wiggins in a spot 
on the ballot that was blank and 
was programmed to read votes for 
candidate Tom Demmer in the oval 
space next to Seth Wiggins. This 
resulted in zero votes registered 
for candidate Wiggins, and actual 
votes cast for candidate Wiggins 
were improperly attributed to can-
didate Demmer. Actual votes cast 
for candidate Demmer were not 
recorded at all. The solution to cor-
rect this issue involved machines 
being reprogrammed to properly 

recognize the oval locations, and 
all ballots in the 90th District being 
retabulated.” This error was easily 
caught by those reviewing the final 
tally. But what about a hypotheti-
cal situation where the software is 
modified to add a fudge factor to the 
votes of one candidate increasing 
that count slightly, which may not 
be obvious when reviewing the final 
tally. This programming is certainly 
within the capability of voting ma-
chine software.   

The 2005 Carter-Baker report on 
election reform acknowledged prob-
lems with electronic voting systems 
and recommended that printed veri-
fication be available after a person 
votes. A 2010 report from the New 
York University School of Law 
entitled “Voting System Failures: A 
Database Solution” recommended 
a voting machine trouble reporting 
system much like that for automo-
bile recalls.

These computerized voting 
systems act in a similar manner 
to your PC or iPhone. A computer 
program operates each apparatus, 
and it is not unusual that some 
outside influence can take control 
(being hacked). Since nearly all 
these proprietary computer pro-
grams utilize existing computer lan-
guages and compilers, it is logical to 
conclude that outside influence can 
affect the computerized results of an 

election vote count, especially with 
those computers that have Internet 
access. Many computer program 
developers program a hidden “back 
door” which is a way to by-pass 
security and operate the program 
independently. It is my opinion that 
an assertion that an outside influ-
ence manipulated a computerized 
voting machine vote count should 
be thoroughly investigated down 
to the exact line of computer code 
at fault, not simply the assurance 
from the vendor that there was no 
problem. Several years ago, when 
‘black boxes” were installed in auto-
mobiles, non-standardized software 
caused problems when extracting 
data. The National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration standardized 
the software so anyone could read 
the contents. A similar thing should 
be done with voting machines:    

Software should be standardized 
and open sourced (available to any-
one to inspect). This is to reveal the 
existence of any means of externally 
influencing the operation of the 
computer program (back door).

A data base on problems with 
certain voting machines should be 
developed. This gives users better 
insight into the computerized voting 
machine problems independent of 
vendors who typically defend the 
reliability of their product, even with 
sufficient evidence to the contrary.

Programmers of the machines 
should be certified very much like a 
Notary Public.

The advantage of computerized 
voting machines is the increased 
ease and speed of counting votes 
over paper ballots. A disadvantage 
of computerized voting systems 
is the increased ease and speed of 
perpetrating fraud. The question 
to be asked is, “Did you vote for 
a particular candidate or did your 
voting machine vote for a particular 
candidate.”

SPRINGFIELD — 
People who plead guilty 
to crimes are not auto-
matically precluded from 
later asserting claims of 
innocence, the state’s 
highest court ruled on 
Thursday.

The Illinois Supreme 
Court’s unanimous de-
cision creates a new 
precedent for state courts. 
This is the first time the 
high court answered 
the question of whether 
individuals who pleaded 
guilty can still success-
fully claim innocence.

Under Illinois law, 
individuals convicted of 
crimes can petition the 
court and successfully as-
sert a claim of innocence 
if they can establish that 
their rights were violated 
during the court proceed-
ings that resulted in their 
conviction.

The court’s 22-page 
opinion holds that the 
guilty plea of the de-
fendant – in this case, 
Demario Reed – “does 
not prevent him from 
asserting his right to not 
be deprived of life and 
liberty given compelling 
evidence of actual inno-
cence under the (law).”

The court’s decision 
also establishes a new 
standard that individuals 
who pleaded guilty and 
later claim innocence 
must meet in order for 
their petition to succeed.

The justices ruled that 
those individuals can 
prevail on innocence 
claims if they can provide 
“new, material, noncu-
mulative evidence that 
clearly and convincingly 
demonstrates that a trial 
would probably result 
in acquittal,” the court’s 

opinion states.
In the case before 

the court, Reed pleaded 
guilty in 2015 to armed 
violence after he was 
arrested at a Macon 
County home for pos-
sessing crack cocaine 
and a sawed-off shotgun, 
which were found in the 
home. Following his 
guilty plea, Reed sub-
mitted a post-conviction 
petition asserting his 
innocence, based on a 
sworn affidavit from 
Davie Calloway, who was 
also at the home when 
Reed was arrested.

Calloway claimed in 
the affidavit that the co-
caine found in the home 
belonged to him, and not 
Reed.

In January 2017, a 
Macon County judge dis-
missed Reed’s post-con-
viction petition, finding 
that Calloway’s testimo-

ny was not convincing.
Reed appealed to the 

4th District Appellate 
Court, which is one level 
below the Illinois Su-
preme Court.

The appellate court 
agreed with the Macon 
County judge to dismiss 
the petition in a 2019 rul-
ing that relied heavily on 
a 1970 Illinois Supreme 
Court decision, People v. 
Cannon.

In the Cannon case, 
the court rejected the de-
fendant’s postconviction 
claim of actual innocence 
because, the 1970 Illinois 
Supreme Court opinion 
states, “(b)efore his plea 
of guilty was accepted, 
the defendant, represent-
ed by appointed counsel, 
was fully and carefully 
admonished by the trial 
judge.”

The appellate court 
concluded that it must 

follow the legal guidance 
in the Cannon case, “until 
the supreme court says 
otherwise.”

I l l i no i s  Sup reme 
Court justices clarified 
in Thursday’s opinion 
that the appellate court’s 
reliance on the Cannon 
case law was misplaced, 
as the 50-year-old opin-
ion served only as “dic-
ta,” or a nonbinding legal 
opinion, and “does not 
control this case.”

“This court refuses to 
turn a blind eye to the 
manifest injustice and 
failure of our criminal 
justice system that would 
result from the continued 
incarceration of a demon-
strably innocent person, 
even where a defendant 
pleads guilty,” the court’s 
opinion states. “Accord-
ingly, we find defendants 
who plead guilty may 
assert an actual innocence 

claim under the (law).”
While the justices 

found that Reed was al-
lowed to claim innocence 
despite his guilty plea, 
they did not accept Reed’s 
argument that Calloway’s 
affidavit would alter the 
outcome of a trial.

“We cannot say it 
was unreasonable for 
the court to question the 
truthfulness of Callaway, 
where he came forward 
only after being impris-
oned and discussing the 

case with (Reed),” the 
opinion states.

The Illinois Supreme 
Court agreed with the 
appellate court’s deci-
sion to dismiss Reed’s 
post-conviction petition, 
although the two courts 
offered different reasons 
for the dismissal.

A spokesperson for Il-
linois Attorney General’s 
Office, which represented 
the state in this case, did 
not immediately respond 
to a request for comment.

ROCHELLE se-
nior Reese Kirk 
has signed to 

continue his academics and 
his athletic career with the 
Kishwaukee College men’s 
golf program, becoming the 
second Hub student-athlete 
in two years to commit to 
playing for the Kougars 
and head coach Thomas 
Brennan, an RTHS alum.

Kirk spent four seasons 
with the Rochelle golf team 
including three seasons on 
the varsity team. Kirk was 
named the Most Improved 
Player Award winner as a 
sophomore and has been 
Rochelle’s No. 2 varsity 
player over the last three 
seasons under head coach 
Glen Mehrings.

“I chose Kishwaukee 
College because it’s close to 
home and I can be with my 
family and friends,” Kirk 
said. “Kishwaukee College 
was interested in having 
me join the golf team and 
I think moving from RTHS 
to Kishwaukee College will 

be a perfect fit for me be-
cause I know I can compete 
at the collegiate level with 
others who want to compete 
as much as I do.”

“It still seems like yes-
terday that I saw Reese as an 
eighth-grader hitting balls 
at the driving range with 
a mixed bag of clubs and 
trying to figure out how to 
get the ball from one point 
to another,” Mehrings said. 
“He’s a good athlete with 
great hand-eye coordina-
tion and he loves the game 
of golf. That’s what truly 
made him a better player 
throughout his four years 
on the team.”

Kirk has helped the 
Hubs to six victories in each 
of the last two seasons. His 
senior season saw high-
lights including a personal-
best, nine-hole score of 
39 during Rochelle’s win 
against the Plano Reapers 
at Fairways Golf Course, 
Kishwaukee College’s 
home course. Kirk also re-
corded a top-16 finish at the 
Sterling Invitational with 
an 18-hole score of 88. Kirk 
will reunite with RTHS 

graduate Hayden Jones, 
who was a junior when Kirk 
was a JV freshman.

“I’m hoping to make 
new friends and make a 
great impact on the team by 
putting up low scores and 
making the team better,” 
Kirk said. “I plan on study-
ing business in order to 
pursue a career in the busi-
ness field. I want to thank 
my family and friends for 
helping me reach this level 
of my golf career because 
I couldn’t have done this 
without their support.”

“Reese never missed 
practice and he always 
wanted to face the top 
players from the opposing 
team during matches,” 
Mehrings said. “He’s made 
some of the greatest im-
provements I’ve seen in a 
player over my last 25-plus 
years coaching golf.

Speed keys Alfano’s 
sophomore success

WHILE he was only a sopho-
more, Braden Alfano held his 
own in the trenches for the 

Rochelle Township High School varsity 
football team this past season. Alfano fin-
ished with 21 tackles on the defensive line 
while notching two sacks and one forced 
fumble for the Hubs in 2019.

Alfano made his presence felt right 
away, recording three tackles as well as 
his first varsity sack in Rochelle’s season-
opener against the Pekin Dragons. His 
forced fumble helped change the mo-
mentum in the team’s finale at Ottawa, 
where the Hubs outlasted the Pirates in 
double overtime. Alfano said he’s aiming 
to increase his speed and strength for his 
junior season.

“I felt that I competed to the best of 
my ability last season, even though I 
was undersized compared to whoever I 
lined up against on most plays,” Alfano 

said. “I used my speed off the ball to 
beat bigger opponents and make plays. I 
need to get stronger and faster in order to 
continue competing this season. My goal 
for this season is to help the team make 
the playoffs.” 

Despite not taking up football until sev-
enth grade, Alfano has quickly developed 
into an impact player for the Hubs, who 
fielded several underclassmen on the var-
sity team this past season. After lining up 
at defensive tackle during his sophomore 
campaign, Alfano will kick outside and 
look to set the edge as a defensive end 
this coming season. Alfano said he’s been 
lifting weights and doing speed workouts 
during the offseason to stay prepared for 
the upcoming season.

“We didn’t have many seniors on the 
team last year, but they were all great lead-
ers and I hope that we can lead how they 
did last year,” Alfano said. “My favorite 
things about football are the brotherhood 
we create in the locker room and the op-
portunity to compete on a weekly basis.”

2, 2020.

“The IHSA Board of 
Directors met virtually 
this morning for an up-
date session, where they 
discussed several topics, 
including the timeline of 
winter sports.

Given Gov. Pritzker’s 
current mitigations, the 
board has no expectation 
of starting low risk winter 
sports prior to January. The 
board and IHSA staff will 
continue to monitor the Tier 
3 Resurgence Mitigation in 
effect currently. When there 
is a timeline for the state to 
emerge from these restric-
tions, the board is prepared 
to restart lower risk winter 
sports quickly. 

In addition, the Board 
hopes to reestablish contact 
days in January for any 
winter sports that cannot 
begin, as well as spring 
and summer sports. The 
introduction of the contact 
days will be based on miti-
gations from the governor 
and the Illinois Department 
of Public Health at that 
time. Further guidance on 
contact days limits will 
be established at a future 
Board meeting.

Given its status as a low 
risk sport, the board also 
discussed the possibility of 
moving the girls badminton 
season from the spring to 

the winter. Schools should 
begin preparing for this 
possibility as action on this 
could be decided at the Dec. 
14, 2020 Board of Directors 
meeting.

The board reiterated that 
they remain committed to 
creating as much opportu-
nity as possible for all sports 
that remain to be played this 
school year. They intend 
to evaluate the equity of 
each season as a potential 
resumption date in January 
begins to materialize. 

The board appreciates 
the flexibility displayed 
by our schools throughout 
the pandemic, and although 
they recognize the chal-
lenges each modification 
creates, they continue to 
ask that schools be adapt-
able in the New Year. The 
board continues to evaluate 
season start and ending 
dates depending on when 
the winter season resumes.

The board is scheduled 
to meet again on Dec. 14 
at their regularly scheduled 
December board meeting. 
The board will be discuss-

ing sports/activities state 
series, possible adjust-
ments to IHSA By-law 
3.022 and 4.022 for semes-
ter academic eligibility and 
the latest information re-
garding Tier 3 Resurgence 
Mitigation limits.

The board and staff 
have received questions 
from schools regarding the 
interpretation of the Tier 
3 Resurgence Mitigations 
and the application in use 
of the weight room and 
open gyms before and after 
school. The board believes 
that local schools and their 
districts may interpret the 
application of this and 
whether or not their facili-
ties are made available to 
community members in 
their district according to 
the guidance for public 
health and fitness centers.

To reiterate, the board 
has no expectation to begin 
any winter sports seasons 
until 2021, but will remain 
agile in their preparation 
and willingness to adapt 
should a window present 
itself sooner.”

The Japanese sneak at-

tack took 2,403 Ameri-

can lives, nearly half of 

them — 1,177 sailors and 

Marines — aboard the 

Arizona, which sunk after 

a cataclysmic bombing.

Amid the greatest loss 

of life ever aboard a U.S. 

warship, just 335 from the 

Arizona survived, includ-

ing Potts. Now 98, he is 

one of only three remain-

ing survivors of the war-

ship. When Potts thinks 

back to the world-shaking 

chaos, confusion and 

clamor — as well as the 

men he helped save and 

the bodies he recovered 

— he remains amazed at 

how the quickly and bru-

tally hellfire rained down 

on that terrible morning.

“It was unbelievable
