CLINTON — Kids in
the vicinity of Downey
Park  will enjoy a
renovated play  area
probably sometime in the
late  summer thanks to
funds approved Monday
by the city council.

City administrator Tim
Followell provided details
and images of the planned
new equipment the city
will purchase for the park
from Molanda Company
at a cost of $61,971.

“You already know,
but this is replacing
some worn out,

dilapidated equipment,”
Commissioner of Health
and Public Safety Dan
Ballenger told council
members on Monday.
“It’s going to be installed
by firemen and police
officers.”

In December, Ballenger
said the city removed the
old playground equipment

from  Downey  Park
because it had become
unsafe.

Followell  distributed
photos of the new
equipment to  media
members  during  the
meeting.

“Hopefully, the boys

and girls will enjoy that
once we have it up and
running,” said mayor
Roger Cyrulik.

Followell said the goal
was to have installation of
the equipment completed
by mid-summer.

In other business,
commissioner Ken
Buchanan reminded

residents that yard waste
pick up will continue
during the third week of
each month. He also said
leaves must be bagged
for pick up. Bagged yard
waste cannot be placed
out earlier than the week
before scheduled pick up.

The council approved
$30,395 for the purchase
of a 2020 Ford Explorer
for the sewer department
and also placed on file a
construction engineering
service agreement with
Cummins  Engineering

Corp. for the upcoming
Center Street project.

State’s top health official updates lawmakers on coronavirus

Community spread “likely,” says public health director

SPRINGFIELD -
Illinois’ top health official
Tuesday elaborated on
the Department of Public
Health’s efforts to contain
the coronavirus, one day
after a fourth person in
the state tested positive
for the illness.

Dr. Ngozi  Ezike,
director of the
department, updated

Public Health Committee
on state and local efforts
to prevent, contain and
treat COVID-19, as well
as the toll it has taken on
state resources.

“The risk of coronavirus
infection to the people
of Illinois remains low,
however, even as the risk
is low, we are planning
and preparing for all
possibilities,” Ezike said.

She said the state has
tested 116 people for the

virus. Ninety tests have
come back negative,
four were confirmed as
infected and 22 are still
outstanding.

The four positive cases
were all in Cook County.
The most recent two,

announced Saturday
and Monday, were a
couple in their 70s.

Their tests await official
confirmation from the
Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention.
Ezike said state health

officials and the CDC are
trying to find out where
those people got the
virus. The first two cases,
another elderly couple,
have since recovered.
The wife was infected
after traveling to Wuhan,
China, where the virus
originated, while her
husband contracted the
virus from her.

The total cost to local
health departments and
the state for COVID-19
response has been more
than $20 million, Ezike
told  reporters after
testifying.

“We have also requested
additional funding for our
preparedness efforts,” she
told lawmakers.

She said IDPH wants
more money from the
federal government
to cover costs that the
state government and
local governments have
incurred, including
the cost of providing
testing. She said cost
estimates have  been
provided to Illinois’
congressmembers so they
can advocate for more
funding in the federal
budget currently being
negotiated.

“We absolutely want
support to get additional

resources,” Ezike also
said of the Illinois
legislature.

That would include

funding for personnel,
equipment, lab  and
housing costs.

Testing methods

Ezike said  health
officials monitor anyone
suspected to have come
in contact with a person
known to have the virus
for 14 days. If they
develop a fever, they
are tested, and results
are sent to a lab in
Chicago, Springfield or
Carbondale.

Ezike said the state has
2,200 testing kits, and
she will ask the CDC for
more when she travels
to Washington, D.C. on
Wednesday.

The IDPH is preparing
to partner with hospitals
in every region for a
program called “sentinel

surveillance,” where
patients with  flu-like
symptoms can be

voluntarily tested for the
virus. The aim is to detect
community spread, which
is when the source of the
infection is unknown.

“It is likely that we
will have some level
of community spread,”
Ezike said. “The issue is
how much.”

Ezike said the health
department is in regular
contact with hospitals,
talking through infection
control protocols
and keeping up with
inventories of medical
supplies. Chicago’s
O’Hare International
Airport is also screening
some passengers for the
virus.

The best way for
people to protect against
COVID-19 right now,
Ezike told lawmakers, is
basic hygienic practices
such as washing hands
for 20 seconds with soap
and water, using hand
sanitizer, staying home
when sick and cleaning
frequently-touched
surfaces.

“These commonsense,
everyday measures really
do matter,” she said.

Preparing for the future

Ezike also addressed
concerns  that  some

senators had about how
severe the virus could get.
State Sen. Julie Morrison,
D-Deerfield, asked if
schools, universities and
businesses should think
about closing.

“We’re not in that
situation now,” Ezike
said.

She added that such a
response would also not
be a “one-size-fits-all for
the state.” She said school
or work closures may be
appropriate if one part of
the state sees dozens or
hundreds of cases.

State  Sen.  Mattie
Hunter, D-Chicago, asked
if people should stock up
on emergency supplies
like medications, food
and water, in case they
need to be quarantined.

“That’s a basic that
we always recommend,
coronavirus or not,”
Ezike said.

Currently, the only way
to test for the virus is for
people to get tested at a
hospital or clinic, which
sends samples to a state
lab.

Committee Chair
Patricia Van Pelt,
D-Chicago, said this
“convoluted” process
may shut out people who
cannot afford to go to the
doctor.

“We are looking at the
possibility of having
some kind of drive-
through testing where
you don’t bring people
into the hospital who are
sick in the first place,”
Ezike said.

She told reporters that
she hopes commercially
available  tests will
become available so
hospitals and clinics can
cut out the state lab and
get results in an hour or
two.

Ezike also said IDPH
is conducting hospital
assessments in case things
worsen. Additionally,
she encouraged people
to get this year’s flu shot
so that illness can be one
less thing that health care
workers have to juggle if
COVID-19 spreads.

A vaccine for
COVID-19 is in the
works on the national and
international levels, but
Ezike told lawmakers it
could be six to 12 months
before it is available.

“Should this coronavirus
infection become
something like HINI,
which is a seasonal thing,
then we would have one
for potentially the next
round,” she said.

Worldwide concern

The number of
confirmed  cases  of
COVID-19intheU.S.rose
above 100 on Tuesday,
with Washington state
seeing the most cases at
31. Washington is also
the only state to have
deaths, with nine. Most
of the dead were either
elderly or had preexisting
medical conditions.

More than 92,000 cases
have been confirmed
worldwide as of Tuesday
evening, causing more
than 3,100 deaths.

State’s Attorney’s Race Candidate Questionnaire

Editor’s Note: Chairman of the DeWitt County Republican Party Dustin Peterson sent the following statement and
candidate questionnaire response to local media this week. Following is his accompanying statement and one of the

candidates’ responses.

The DeWitt County Republican Central Committee
provided the following questions to both Republican
candidates for states attorney as it is the only contested
primary that covers the entire county. We as a party do
NOT endorse in the primary, and this was an effort to
provide some background on the candidates for states
attorney. We will publish this on our Facebook page to
share as well.

I’ve attached the response we received from current

Candidates for States Attorney
Questionnaire

Dan Markwell, current DeWitt County State’s
Attorney and candidate for reelection.

1. How many years have you practiced law? I have
practiced law for 20 years, 18 of which have been
serving the public as either an Assistant State’s
Attorney or State’s Attorney. I also spent two years
practicing criminal law in private practice and as an
assistant public defender.

2. Have you ever tried any serious felony cases? Yes.

If so, how many cases involving serious felonies have
you tried and describe the results obtained?

I have prosecuted in excess of 1,000 felony cases over
my prosecutorial career including but not limited to
murder, predatory criminal sexual assault, delivery
of controlled substances, home invasion, aggravated
battery, theft, burglary, and residential burglary to
name just a few. I’ve tried several dozen felony jury
trials as well as dozens of felony bench trials over the
past 20 years. I’ve obtained sentences of 60 years in
prison for the murder of a 3 year old child, 40 years
in prison for the predatory criminal sexual assault
of a child, and numerous other prison sentences for
defendants who have committed violent crimes or
who are repeat offenders.

3. Please describe how your prior work experience will
help you serve DeWitt County as the State’s Attorney.
My prior 18 years as a prosecutor provided me with
the experience of trying numerous types of cases
including traffic, misdemeanor, juvenile, felony, tax,
ordinance and civil cases. I also gained experience
representing county boards and elected officials to
resolve civil issues. Since becoming DeWitt County
State’s Attorney in 2014, I’ve resolved criminal and
civil matters to the benefit of the public and the
county.

4. Have you ever been charged with or convicted of a
crime? No. A prosecutor should hold himself /herself
to the highest of standards and the public should
demand no less. As a prosecutor is responsible for
enforcing the law, he/she should not place himself /
herself in situations that would that would cause the
public to question his/her integrity and erode public
confidence in the office.

5. What do you believe to be your opponent’s strengths
and weaknesses for serving DeWitt County as the State’s
Attorney? I see my opponent’s lack of prosecutorial
experience as her greatest weakness, specifically: a
lack of felony trial experience; a lack of experience
representing county boards, sheriffs, county clerks,
circuit clerks, county treasurers, county coroners,

state’s attorney Dan Markwell. After a few follow ups
due to no response, I was able to confirm with Stephanie
Scoles that she was respectfully declining the invitation
to complete the questions that were presented to both
candidates.

and county tax assessors; a lack of experience in
federal court resolving lawsuits against counties; as
well as a lack of experience as a member of a drug
court. My opponent’s strength would appear to be
her concern for the welfare of children.

6. What kind of harm can result to our county from an
inexperienced or under qualified State’s Attorney? There
is no grace period once becoming State’s Attorney
and no time for on the job training. A State’s Attorney
is on call 24 hours a day, seven days a week and must
be able to draw on his/her experience to provide an
intelligent and sober response on a moment’s notice.
The State’s Attorney must have a working knowledge
of criminal law, juvenile law, tax law, election law,
zoning, small claims, contract law and labor law, in
performing his/her duties.

7. The State’s Attorney office has three attorneys and
two support staff. What type of experience does each
candidate have managing an office of that size? I have
managed an office of that size for more than five
years. As DeWitt County State’s Attorney, I have the
responsibility to make sure my office is adequately
staffed to serve the public while doing so in a fiscally
responsible manner. On a yearly basis I prepare a
budget for approval by the County Board. Funds
become more and more limited each year. I have
cut my budget when requested by the Board and
have also done so voluntarily when I have seen the
ability to cut costs. In 2017, I reduced the number
of attorneys in the office from 3 (including myself)
to 2 %. The benefit to having a wealth of experience
as a prosecutor is being able to cover a wide variety
of job duties. By taking on additional responsibilities
myself, I was able to reduce a full-time attorney
position to part-time which saved the county money
in the form of a reduced salary and in not having to
pay for benefits for a full-time employee.

8.Please add any relevant information in regards to your
specific qualifications for the job. Keep answers specific
to the role of State’s Attorney. I hold a B.S. Degree in
Administration of Justice,a M.A. Degree in Criminal
Justice Management and Administration, as well as a
Juris Doctorate. am licensed to practice law in Illinois
State Courts as well as in the U.S. District Court for
the Central District of Illinois. I am a member of
the Illinois State’s Attorney’s Association. I settled
civil litigation on behalf of DeWitt County with the
Clinton Landfill and put together an agreement for
future payments of host fees to the county which
has resulted in payments to DeWitt County of
$5,281,338.25 since I took office. I’ve prosecuted all
types of cases on behalf of The People of the State of
Illinois including the murder of Farmer City resident
Blayne Benefield. I have the respect of Federal, State,
County and Local law enforcement.

Manage your blood pressure

(NAPSD)—Did you know if you have
high blood pressure you are at increased
risk for chronic kidney disease?

High blood pressure, also called hy-
pertension, is the second leading cause
of chronic kidney disease in the United
States. About 1 in 5 adults with high blood
pressure may have chronic kidney disease,
according to the Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention.

Blood pressure is the force of blood push-
ing against the walls of your blood vessels.
If your blood pressure gets too high, the
blood vessels in your body—including
those in your kidneys—may become dam-
aged. This damage makes it harder for the
kidneys to filter blood and remove wastes
and extra water from the body. Kidney dis-
ease can get worse over time, and if not
treated it can lead to kidney failure.

And while high blood pressure can lead
to kidney disease, the reverse is also true:
kidney disease can lead to high blood pres-
sure. Simple tests can tell you whether you
have high blood pressure or kidney dis-
ease. Ask your health care professional if
you have been tested for high blood pres-
sure and kidney disease.

Many people with kidney disease don’t
know they have the disease until their kid-
neys begin to fail. Research suggests that
fewer than 1 in 10 people who have kid-
ney disease are aware they have the dis-
ease. This is because kidney disease often
doesn’t have any symptoms early on.

The good news is that you can help pro-
tect your kidneys by managing high blood
pressure with healthy lifestyle habits.

“Our research continues to uncover the
complexities of the link between high
blood pressure and kidney disease,” says
Griffin P. Rodgers, MD, director of the Na-
tional Institute of Diabetes and Digestive
and Kidney Diseases (NIDDK), part of the
National Institutes of Health (NIH). “And
what we are finding supports the message
that you can help protect your kidneys
by managing high blood pressure with
healthy lifestyle habits.”

Adopting healthy lifestyle habits that
help you manage your blood pressure will
also help to keep your kidneys healthy.
You can prevent or slow kidney disease
progression by taking the following steps
to lower your blood pressure:

Take medicines as prescribed. Blood
pressure medicines often play a key role in
lowering blood pressure.

Aim for a healthy weight. If you are
overweight or have obesity, reducing your

weight may lower high blood pressure.

Select healthier food and beverage op-
tions. Follow a healthy eating plan that fo-
cuses on heart-healthy foods such as fruits,
vegetables, whole grains, and lean meats
that are low in sodium.

Stop smoking. Smoking damages blood
vessels, increases your risk for high blood
pressure, and worsens problems related to
high blood pressure. For help quitting, call
1-800-QUITNOW or go to Smokefree.
gov.

Get enough sleep. Lack of sleep can have
an adverse effect on your blood pressure
and metabolism. Aim for 7 to 8 hours of
sleep each night.

Manage stress and make physical activity
part of your routine. Healthy stress-rucing
activities and regular physical activity can
lower blood pressure. Try to get at least 30
minutes or more of physical activity each
day.

“You can manage your blood pressure
and its complications through healthy
lifestyle habits, which include exercise,
following a healthy eating plan and taking
blood pressure medication as prescribed
by your doctor,” says Gary H. Gibbons,
MD, director of the National Heart, Lung,
and Blood Institute (NHLBI). “It’s import-
ant to know your numbers because con-
trolling or lowering your blood pressure
can prevent or delay serious complications
like kidney disease and heart disease.”
