Let’s grow

HILLCREST – The most pressing issue 
discussed during the monthly Hillcrest board 
meeting Wednesday night was how to move 
forward with Phase 1 of the Baxter and Wood-
man water and sewer project. 

Initially, there were five options presented 
to the board, but members narrowed it down 
to two. Option one involves digging a new 
shallow well for the village, which would also 
require the village to construct a new tower. 
Option two entitles connecting to the current 
Rochelle Municipal Utilities water line as a 

standby customer. Since this is such a crucial 
part of the village, board members agreed to 
streamline the discussion.

“We need to get a better insight into this, 
so that Baxter and Woodman can begin pre-
paring where they want to go with this,” said 
Jason Fore, village president. “To me, this is 
an important aspect to our water infrastructure 
and something that needs to be addressed as 
soon as possible.” 

Baxter and Woodman will get estimates on 
both of the options and present them to the 
board. Along with getting quotes on the water 
project, Baxter and Woodman is also going to 
get quotes on the cost to lay new sewer along 

certain roads in the village. The board will 
make a decision on both the water and sewer 
projects at next month’s meeting. 

Other business
Board members decided to purchase prop-

erty located at 422 Wayne Road. The initial 
offer was for $75,000, but the village was able 
to negotiate the price down to $55,000. 

Board members also welcomed a new 
full-time streets and grounds employee to 
their crew. Matt Bolhous, a former resident 
and firefighter for Hillcrest, has been hired 
on to help with many aspects including snow 
removal and salting of the villages roadways.

Moving forward with first phase
Hillcrest trustees discuss water and sewer project

First harvest from Phase 3 expansion celebrated at MightyVine
R O C H E L L E  – 

MightyVine Tomatoes 
held an event at its facility 
in Rochelle to celebrate 
the first harvest of its 
newly completed Phase 
3 greenhouse expansion.

With the completion of 
its Phase 3 expansion in 
fall of 2019, local tomato-
grower MightyVine is 
harvesting 22.5 acres of 
premium-quality toma-
toes. With this expansion, 
financed by Rabo Agri-
Finance, the hydroponic 
farm will now produce 10 
million pounds of fresh 
tomatoes a year in their 1 
million square foot, state-
of-the-art greenhouse. 
MightyVine currently 
employs 100 residents 
with competitive pay and 
benefits.

The company has been 
selling tomatoes for just 
about four years, but can’t 

keep up with the growing 
demand for its high-flavor 
varietals. Many upscale 
restaurants in Chicago 
advertise that they use 
MightyVine tomatoes in 
their entrees.

“We’ve built a brand 
that consumers are ask-
ing for in restaurants and 
grocery stores all over the 

midwest. said Gary Lazar-
ski, CEO of MightyVine. 
“Expansion is the only 
way to meet that demand. 
Right now, we’ve got re-
tailers who are upset that 
we can’t fill their orders. 
It’s a good problem to 
have, but one that needs 
to be addressed quickly.”

MightyVine has in-

stalled the foundation for 
Phase 4 of its greenhouse 
complex and is ready to 
expand even further. The 
additional expansion will 
help fill continued de-
mand from current retail 
and foodservice partners 
like Costco, Whole Foods, 
Jewel, Walmart and Local 
Foods. Expansion also 

leaves room for growth 
with new buying partners.

MightyVine has been 
operating in the commu-
nity since 2015, and is 
very excited to see what 
the future holds for both 
its business and the City 
of Rochelle.

ROCHELLE – The 
Rochelle Community 
Hospital Auxiliary and 
RCH Foundation added 
two new scholarships to 
their list of scholarships 
given out to students 
annually.  

For more than 50 years, 
the Rochelle Communi-
ty Hospital has offered 
scholarships annually 
to area students plan-
ning to pursue careers in 
the healthcare field. The 
scholarships are given 
out to Rochelle Township 
High School seniors or 
graduates, Ashton-Frank-
lin Center or Oregon High 
School students, a RCH 
employee or a child of an 
RCH employee. 

The only additional re-
quirement is that the recip-
ient must live in or within 
15 miles of Rochelle.  
Each year, the hospital 
gives out between five and 
seven scholarships. With 
the addition of the two new 
scholarships, the hospital 
and the foundation are 
offering a total of seven 
this year. 

“This year, there are 
two new scholarships 
being presented,” said Mi-
chelle LaPage, foundation 
and community events 
manager. “One in mem-
ory of Judith Stavrakas, a 
past auxiliary president, 
and the second is a health 
informatics scholarship in 
memory of Chris Powell, 
a former RCH information 
systems employee.”

Judith “Judy” Stavrak-
as served as the auxiliary 
president from 1976-
78 and then again from 
1987-88. She also served 
as the chairwoman of the 
Illinois Hospital Associa-
tion Council of Volunteers 
in 1985. 

Chris Powell was a 
RCH Information Ser-
vices technician from 
2011-15.

I have to give 
credit to city of-
ficials who, on 

Monday, made the dif-
ficult decision to get 
rid of Hickory Grove.

Back in the 1980s, 
it made 
sense 
to take 
advantage 
of state 
grants to 
build a 
center that 
would be 
an asset to 
the com-
munity.

There was supposed 
to be a theater, which 
ended up as a multi 
purpose room. For 
years, VCCT 
staged plays there but 
it was not an ideal 
performance space.

The dream of at-
tracting small conven-
tions and expositions 
never seemed to come 
to fruition, but lo-
cal service clubs and 
organizations have 
used Hickory Grove 
for years as meeting 
places.

Many events were 
held there over the 
years: the Firemen’s 
Ball, From the Heart, 
weddings, birthdays, 
Quinceañeras, swim-
ming parties, auc-
tions, concerts and 
even a wrestling 
match, to name a 
few. But the building 
never seemed to be a 
good fit.  

Tenants were hard 
to find, and they were 
the revenue producers.

Even though it was 
under the watch of the 
Ogle County Civic 
Center Authority, the 
county never had a 
financial obligation to 
the complex.

Robin Baldwin 
Gounaris tried for 
years to make a 
restaurant a go, but 
a restaurant on the 
second floor of a 
building with virtually 
no street exposure is 
a tough sell. Kudos to 
her for keeping it go-
ing as long as she did.

At the council 
meeting, city Man-
ager Jeff Fiegenschuh 
gave a timeline of 

mid-July for begin-
ning the demolition 
process — salvaging 
what can be reused 
and getting bids. The 
work hopefully will 
be completed by early 

2021. 
The hotel and 

condos will still be 
there, although I 
expect guests and 
residents will be a 
little disturbed by 
the noise of the de-
molition and future 
construction. 

Fiegenschuh in-
dicated there were a 

couple of developers 
interested in the bare 
property but that’s a 
decision far down the 
road.

To me, it would be 
an ideal location for 
a convention center 
type facility with a 
new, modern kitchen, 
a couple of banquet 
rooms, and a restau-
rant on the ground 
floor with plenty of 
curb appeal.

The big issue with 
any development will 
be parking. There are 
times when parking 

is a nightmare with 
multiple events taking 
place.  

Change is never 
easy. I still hear peo-
ple complain that the 
old high school was 
demolished, although 
after spending time in 
the “new” high school 
I can’t imagine why.

Sometimes change 
is necessary and a 
good thing.  

Onward to the fu-
ture!

The mall as a gathering place is disappearing

HOW many of you 
remember going to 
the mall?

That magical place where 
young people went to hang 
out and socialize more than 
buy things. The local mall 
was a place to see and been 
seen. It was like cruising 
main street on a Friday 
night, but you were instead 
walking around a horribly 
decorated box with ugly 
carpet and populated with a 
lot of stores you never even 
noticed.

It was a magical place.
The first shopping mall 

was built in the 1950s, but 
they started coming into 
their own in the 1970s, 
before becoming the center 
of popular culture during the 
80s. Going to the mall was 
a big deal for everyone, but 
especially teenagers.

I remember when my 
small town got its first mall, 
Southgate Mall, back in 
1973. It was pretty dinky by 
mall standards, but to us it 
was an incredible place to 
hang out, buy a record, have 

a Coke and waste hours on 
end.

The mall was a few miles 
from my house. It was on 
“the mesa” and I lived 
in “the valley.” But if 
I rode my bike on the 
irrigation canal banks 
from my neighborhood 
south to 24th Street, then 
east up the hill to Av-
enue A, where I would 
take a right, head south 
a few more blocks and 
then dodge through 
the neighborhood for about a 
mile, I would eventually reach 
Southgate Mall, in all of its 
1970s glory.

There were many weekends 
where my friends and I would 
ride our bikes up to Southgate 
– this was the era where our 
parents, lounging with a ciga-
rette after a long work week, 
just waved us off when we said 
we were going to the mall – to 
pick up a record and try to 
juggle it as we rode home that 
evening.

I loved the mall. And I have 
been going to malls in different 
parts of the country for decades.

But malls are dying, and 
quickly. Southgate Mall start-
ed dying in the 1990s and was 
torn down in 2014 after years 

of being a shell full of 
mostly empty stores. 

Have you been to 
CherryVale Mall in 
Rockford recently? 
It is losing anchor 
stores quickly. Sears 
is no more. Bergner’s 
is closed. The furni-
ture store that replace 
Bergner’s is closing. 

And it was recently reported 
that Macy’s is also closing 
many of its stores across the 
county – including the one in 
Rockford.

Don’t forget that store 
closings mean job losses, 
something that should be a 
big concern. In many cases, 
these are full-time jobs with 
benefits, like health insur-
ance. I have written about the 
gig economy before, where 
people are basically indepen-
dent contractors making little 
money and enjoying zero 
benefits. That is the future for 
many of those losing jobs.

With more and more people 
ordering everything from 
electronics to furniture to 
clothes online, we will see 
more local retail closures 
in the future. Malls will be 
something that our grandkids 
will read about in books, but 
probably won’t have much 
experience with.

Sure, I am sad to see the 
slow death of malls. They 
were an important place 
for people for decades, and 
many of us grew up in malls. 
They were a great social and 
retail hub for many commu-
nities.

Losing them means los-
ing a little piece of what a 
community is supposed to 
be. Instead of being out and 
about, we can just order 
what we need on our phones 
and not have to deal with 
other people at all.

I wonder what that will 
mean for society in 30 
years? Not sure I want to 
know.

The F. Lawrence Lenz Scholarship Fund was established 
in April 2003 by his family following his death.  As an 
Ogle County Circuit Judge, Judge Lenz elected to be the 
juvenile court Judge. In his capacity as juvenile judge, 
he was one of the instrumental supporters of the opening 
of Focus House in 1975.  From the bench he believed in 
the value of having community-based programs and was 
an advocate of Focus House until his death. One $500 F.

The LaVerne Adams Scholarship Fund was established 
in May 2002 following Mr. Adams’ death. A long-time 
resident of Ogle County, Mr. Adams sat on the Ogle 
County Board from 1972 until 2002. At the time Focus 
House was established in 1975, Mr. Adams was appointed 
and served as the chairperson of the county committee 
that oversaw the operation of the program. His family 
started the scholarship in LaVerne’s name due to his 
commitment to the youth of Ogle County and the Focus 
House program. One $500 LaVerne Adams Scholarship 
will be awarded.

Foundation for Focus House General Scholarship 
- The Foundation for Focus House and Community 
Programming exists to receive and administer contri-
butions, gifts, memorials and bequests for the exclusive 
purpose of enhancing programming at Focus House and 
offering community programs that enhance, enrich and 
supplement individuals involved in Court Services.  Two 
$250 Foundation for Focus House General Scholarships 
will be awarded.

Applicants
Applicants must be Ogle County residents that are 

graduating from high school or already enrolled or at-
tending a post secondary institution. The scholarships 
focus on positive impact or personal growth that the 
applicants have made in their lives or in their community. 

A priority is given to past Focus House residents, 
former probationary clients, youth that have had police 
contact or youth that are studying criminal justice, but 
all students are welcome and encouraged to apply.

ROCHELLE — The 
sophomore Hubs are on 
pace for over 20 wins this 
season, and a handful of 
them are already making 
their presence felt on the 
varsity basketball team.

Maximum effort fueling 
Hub senior Davis-Carter

SENIOR wrestler Keegan Davis-
Carter knew there was one area he 
needed to get stronger in entering 

this season: He needed to compete for the 
full six minutes of every match.  

Armed with more stamina and physical 
strength, Davis-Carter turned around a dis-
appointing junior campaign and has become 
one of the Rochelle wrestling program’s 
top competitors. Entering this weekend’s 
IHSA 2A Sectional with a 28-9 record, the 
138-pounder has grown tremendously after 
going 18-22 last season. Davis-Carter’s 
improvements are reflected in the team’s 
results as well, with Rochelle finishing 18-4 
in head-to-head duals.

“We weren’t expecting to have this great 
of a season, but our young wrestlers really 
stepped up and our seniors wrestled well,” 
Davis-Carter said. “My coaches have been 
on me about working hard in the mat room. 
My junior season wasn’t the season I really 
wanted… I definitely couldn’t wrestle three 
periods, and I think that’s the biggest jump 
I’ve made this year. I tried scoring as many 
points as I could this year, and I think I did 
that well.”

Davis-Carter will represent Rochelle in 
the individual sectionals for the third time 
in his prep wrestling career after advancing 
as a freshman and as a junior. While Davis-
Carter competed for the Hubs in the IHSA 
Dual State Championships his sophomore 
season, the senior would like nothing more 
than to qualify for state in front of the home 
fans at RTHS this weekend.

“I have a lot of motivation to perform 
well, especially since this will be my last 
time competing at RTHS,” Davis-Carter 
said. “I want to put on a show for the fans 
because we’re going to have a lot of them 
in the gym supporting us.”

A multi-sport student-athlete, Davis-

Carter started wrestling when he was 6 years 
old, and he began playing football with the 
Rochelle Junior Tackle program around 
the same time. A two-time starting varsity 
cornerback for the Hubs, Davis-Carter said 
the hand-fighting techniques he uses in the 
wrestling room have been partially devel-
oped from his time on the gridiron.

“Wrestling and football go hand-in-hand 
for me,” said Davis-Carter, who’s currently 
weighing offers to compete collegiately in 
both sports. “I need to get low for a takedown 
in wrestling, much like I need to get low for 
a tackle in football. Football has definitely 
helped me a lot.”

While Davis-Carter and the Rochelle 
wrestlers have enjoyed quite the successful 
season, those triumphs didn’t come easily. 
After a tough 2018-19 campaign where 
the Hubs finished 9-19 overall and fell to 
the bottom of the Northern Illinois Big 12 
Conference, Davis-Carter and his teammates 
knew they needed to improve greatly in order 
to have any success this winter.

“Our upper weights have always been 
strong, but our lower weights have improved 
a lot,” Davis-Carter said. “Grant [Thomp-
son] and I have improved a lot and having 
Caleb [Nadig] come in was huge for us. Our 
lower weights have gotten much better, and 
[Alphonso] Vruno coming in as our head 
coach was big for us.”

Davis-Carter is hoping his aggressive 
wrestling mentality will lead to glory during 
the sectional tournament this weekend. With 
30 wins and a possible state qualification 
in sight, the 138-pound senior will leave 
everything out on the purple and white 
mats at RTHS.

“I’m a go-go-go type of wrestler and I 
want to score a lot of points,” Davis-Carter 
said. “I don’t want to win by only a few 
points. I’m not satisfied if I can’t beat my 
opponent by five or more points. I know I 
have to be focused if I’m going to go out 
there and perform my best.”

A victory would boost 
him into the championship 
match, where he could 
potentially see Knauf in 
what would be a rematch 
of the Sycamore regional 
title bout.

“I learned that [Chav-
ers] is really everywhere 
and he’s really loose and 
flexible,” Harvey said. “I 
need to be really techni-
cally sound. He throws 
a lot, so I need to work 
on keeping my hips back 
and defending him. If I 
go out there and perform 
how I know I can, I think 
I can win.”

Harvey was one of 
six Rochelle wrestlers 
competing in the sec-
tional tournament Friday. 
Four Hubs grappled in 
the first round including 
seniors Keegan Davis-
Carter (29-10) and Gavin 
Ansteth (25-11), who 
each won their opening 
bouts. Davis-Carter de-
feated Rock Island’s Aime 
Iraniybutse 15-8 before 
falling 12-1 against Joliet 
Catholic’s Jack Finnegan 
in the 138-pound quarter-
finals. Ansteth recorded 
a first-period pin over 
Freeport 195-pounder 
Jaheim Brown, reaching 
the quarterfinals where he 
conceded a 6-0 decision 
to Metamora’s Payton 
Cardin.

Davis-Carter and An-
steth will work through 
the wrestlebacks, where 
they’ll be joined by 
126-pounder Caleb Nadig

Thompson (22-18) and 
145-pounder Ethan Tool-
ey (21-20). Nadig fought 
a tough bout against Rich-
woods’ Shawncy Toombs, 

losing by 8-5 decision.

8-2 before giving up a pin 
in the third period. Tool-

ey wrestled Metamora’s

The meeting will be held at the 

Rochelle Veterinary Hospital on 

Thursday, Jan. 30, from 6 to 7 p.m. 

to discuss what rabies is and some 

of the risks it presents to animals 

and humans, why all rabies vaccines 

aren’t created equal and why the state 

has made this change to the law. 

There will also be dinner provided 

as well as speakers Dr. Warren and 

Tracey from Boehringer Ingelheim 

to answer any questions or concerns 

attendees might have. The event is 

free to attend, but the veterinary hos-

pital kindly asks that people RSVP 

by Jan. 28.  They can do so by phone 

at 815-562-5207 or through email at 

rochellevet@mail.com.

“We are excited to educate the 

community a little bit on the vaccines 

and give them a better understanding 

of why there is a change and why the 

state is requiring it now,” explained 

Dr. Marquardt, doctor at Rochelle 

Veterinary Hospital. 

According to the Illinois State Vet-

erinary Medical Association, there 

are about 250 to 300 cases each year, 

and each case is 100 percent fatal to 

the pet. The animals most likely to 

spread the disease are bats, skunks, 

raccoons, foxes and coyotes. While 

these are all outdoor animals, rabies 

can affect indoor cats, since 

many rabid bats are found in 

homes where cats are present. 

Even if someone is looking 

into getting their cat vaccinated, 

the Rochelle Veterinary Hospital 

wants people to be careful since 

there are two different kinds of 

vaccines out there, adjuvant 

and non-adjuvant vaccines. 

Adjuvant vaccines have 

the risk of cats devel-

oping vaccine-

i n d u c e d 

sarcomas, 

a type of 

cancer.  But 

with non-adjuvant 

vaccines, there is no risk 

associated with them. In order to 

provide the safest vaccines possible, 

the Rochelle Veterinary Hospital 

only uses non-adjuvant vaccines.

ROCHELLE – Thanks to the efforts of three local 

women, a worldwide organization with chapters throughout 

the United States and Europe has recently 

created a local chapter in Ogle County.

100 Women Who Care is an organization 

with 650 county chapters spread across the 

United States and Europe. 100 Women Who 

Care gathers to raise money and make an 

impact on nonprofit organizations located 

within the same county as the chapter. The 

goal of each of the chapters is to donate 

$10,000 to a local charity in one hour, four 

times a year by following a formula from 

the organization. 

“Fundraising takes a lot of hours of leg work on the part 

of the volunteers and with system, only four meetings a 

year, if we can get 100 women members who are willing to 

donate $100 we can raise $10,000 in one hour,” explained 

Deanna Forrest, one of the three founders.

Group members will meet four different times a year 

for one hour each time, where they will each donate $100 

and choose the organization that will receive 

the $10,000 donation. At the meetings, each 

member brings a check for $100. Then mem-

bers nominated organizations to be put into 

a hat to draw from. Three organizations are 

drawn at random at the meeting. 

Nominating members of each of the 

chosen organizations make a 5-minute pre-

sentation about the organization or charity 

for the entire group to vote on which cause 

to support. Once an organization is chosen 

by the group they receive the funds immediately.

LASALLE — After go-
ing scoreless during the first 
quarter of their matchup 
with the Dixon Duchesses 
on Tuesday, the Lady Hubs 
opened Thursday’s Inter-
state 8 Conference basket-
ball game at LaSalle-Peru 
with an early advantage. 

Rochelle held a 9-6 lead 
over the Cavaliers before 
LaSalle-Peru broke the 
game open in the second 
quarter, scoring 19 con-
secutive points and domi-
nating the Lady Hubs 37-11 
over the second and third 
quarters. Behind 14 points 
and nine rebounds from 
6-foot-2 forward Rhian-
non Skoog, the Cavaliers 
defeated Rochelle 58-28.

“We were able to knock 
a few shots down in the first 
quarter,” head coach Tony 
Rowan said. “I thought we 
moved the ball well and I 
thought we defended well. 
We just couldn’t make 
shots throughout the game. 
Their offensive rebound-
ing was really good in the 
second and third quarters, 
and they turned on their 
full-court press after that. 
The press wasn’t giving 
us trouble initially, but we 
started to make poor deci-
sion when they stretched 
out their lead.”

Lauren Klein also 
scored 14 points for the 
Cavaliers, who dropped the 
Lady Hubs to 4-26 overall 
and 1-13 in the conference 
to end the regular season. 
Sophomore Josie Lun-
dquist led Rochelle with 
10 points, while forward 
Afi Gati grabbed a team-
high 12 rebounds, with 11 
boards coming in the first 
half. Sam House chipped in 
seven points for the Lady 
Hubs.

“Afi did a great job of 
boxing out their 6-foot-2 

girl,” Rowan said. “If she 
didn’t box her out, the ball 
would have wound up in 
her hands, and she would 
be within 3 feet of the bas-
ket for an easy layup. Afi 
blocked her out well and 
she was staying in good 
positions.”

Rochelle will begin 
its postseason run as the 
No. 7 seed in the IHSA 
3A Sycamore Regional 
on Monday at 7 p.m. The 
Lady Hubs will face No. 
9 seed Belvidere, with the 
winner advancing to play 
No. 1 seed Sycamore in 
the semifinals on Tuesday 
at 6 p.m. 

“I think we match up 
with Belvidere pretty well,” 
Rowan said. “The biggest 
thing for us is that we can’t 
hang our heads. There were 
times during the game 
tonight where, since we 
haven’t had the greatest 
season, we started hang-
ing our heads and multiple 
things started going wrong. 
If we can stay confident in 
ourselves and be positive, 
good things will happen 
along the way.”
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
