Recreation center donation
Central Bank Illinois commits $25,000 to community project

ROCHELLE — Years 
of planning and hard work 
has become a reality, thanks 
to the support of the com-
munity of Rochelle and 
now a sponsorship com-
mitment from a local bank.

On April 2, voters ap-
proved the funding of a 
community recreation cen-
ter to be built by the Flagg-
Rochelle Community Park 
District. The goal of build-
ing a community center is 
to serve as a centralized 
‘hub’ to improve the quality 
of life in Rochelle and the 
surrounding areas.

The facility will allow 
for a variety of activities 
– from basketball, soccer, 
volleyball, softball/base-
ball with the indoor turf and 
multi-purpose flooring field 
house, to swimming, water 
aerobics and lessons in the

aquatic center. It will also 
include a 24-hour, seven-
day a week state-of-the-art 
fitness center and a group 
fitness classroom as well 
as two multipurpose rooms 
and an outdoor patio for 
gathering space.

Construction is pro-
gressing with the field 
house already framed and 
pre-cast installed. The next 
step is to finish the roof on 
the field house. After that, 
framing will begin further 
west, which will include 

the fitness and aquatic 
centers, classrooms, the 
administration area and the 
lobby. The goal is to have 
construction completed in 
September 2020.

“Rochelle deserves this 
investment into our com-

munity, and the park district 
is thankful for the support 
from the community, as 
well as businesses like 
Central Bank. We are 
happy to announce their 
sponsorship towards the 
rec [center],” said Jackee 
Ohlinger, executive direc-
tor of the Flagg-Rochelle 
Community Park District.

“Central Bank is happy 
to be a supporter of the 
Flagg-Rochelle Commu-
nity Park District effort 
to bring the community 
recreation center to Ro-
chelle,” said Jeff Glen, 
market president for Cen-
tral Bank Illinois. “The rec 
[center] will be an asset to 
the entire area and Central 
Bank is proud to be able to 
contribute.”

OREGON – The Ogle County Board 

has voted to prohibit the sale of recreation 
marijuana in the county, but that could 
change.

“We can opt into that at any time,” said 
County Board Chairman John Finfrock 
about selling recreation marijuana in 
the county.

The board voted 18-2 at its Dec. 17 
meeting to – for now – not allow the sale 
or growth of recreational pot in unincor-
porated areas of the county. Individual 
municipalities can still approve their own 

marijuana ordinances.
Finfrock said that the main concern is 

that the county has not received enough 
information from the state on how the 
cannabis operations will work.

“We want a lot more information about 
it,” he said. “There’s so many things up 
in the air that we’re not sure of.”

One of those things is taxes, and what 
the real tax dollars flowing into the county 
from recreational marijuana sales would 
look like.

“Frankly, we don’t know,” Finfrock 
said.

SPRINGFIELD — 
For just the third time 
in the nation’s 243-year 
history and with no 
Republican support, the 
U.S. House of Represen-
tatives voted Wednesday 
night to impeach the 
president of the United 
States.

Pres ident  Donald 
Trump stands accused 
of abusing his power for 
his own political gain by 
engaging in an alleged 
quid pro quo with the 
Ukrainian government 
to interfere in the 2020 
election, and of obstruct-
ing Congress in its efforts 
to investigate the alleged 
abuse.

The votes in favor of 
impeachment on the two 

articles accusing Trump 
of abuse of power and 
obstruction of Congress 
were almost exclusively 
along partisan lines.

The House first voted 
230-197 to impeach on 
the article alleging abuse 
of power. Two Democrats 
joined all Republicans 
against it and another 
Democrat, presidential 
candidate Tulsi Gabbard, 
voted present. The House 
then voted 229-198 to im-
peach on the article alleg-
ing obstruction of justice. 
Three Democrats joined 
all Republicans against 
it. Gabbard also voted 
present on the second ar-
ticle. Former Republican 
U.S. Rep. Justin Amash, 
I-Michigan, voted for 
both articles as an Inde-
pendent.

As the House made the 
historic impeachment votes 
for only the third time, 
Trump took the stage in 
Michigan during a cam-
paign rally.

“With today’s illegal un-
constitutional and partisan 
impeachment, the do-noth-
ing Democrats – and they are 
do-nothing, all they want to 
do is focus on this – what they 
could be doing, are declaring 
their deep hatred and disdain 
for the American voter,” 
Trump said. “This lawless 
partisan impeachment is a 
political suicide march for 
the Democratic Party.”

Trump also touted his re-
cord on jobs and the “greatest 
economy in this country’s 
history.”

“While we’re creating 
jobs and fighting for Mich-
igan,” Trump said, “the 
radical left in Congress is 

consumed with envy and ha-
tred and rage. You see what’s 
going on. These people are 
crazy.”

During more than seven 
hours of debate before the 
historic vote, Democratic 
members of Congress said 
Trump clearly abused his 
power to withhold funding 
from Ukraine in exchange for 
their investigating a political 
rival. Republicans said the 
impeachment process was 
a political sham and there 
was no evidence against the 
president, noting that many 
Democrats wanted to oust 
Trump from office the mo-
ment he was elected.

U.S. Rep. Sean Casten, 
D-Illinois, took to the House 
floor Wednesday explaining 
why he supported impeach-
ment. He acknowledged the 
partisan cloud over the vote.

“So when you talk about 
partisanship, I’d remind 
you of those great words 

of [Abraham] Lincoln, I’m 
paraphrasing him slightly, 
‘when one party would 
inflame partisanship rather 
than let the nation survive, 
I’m proud to be the party that 
would accept partisanship 
than to let the nation perish,’” 
Casten said.

While impeachment was 
assured in the Democrat-con-
trolled House, the matter now 
moves to trial in the Senate, 
where Republicans hold 
a slim majority. Although 
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi 
late Wednesday refused to 
commit to sending the arti-
cles of impeachment to the 
Senate, saying she “wants 
to see what happens over 
there” first.

To convict Trump of the 
impeachment charges and 
remove him from office, a 
two-thirds majority vote in 
the Senate is necessary, a 
threshold that’s unlikely to 
be met. The House required 

a simple majority vote to 
impeach.

U.S. Rep. Dan Meuser, 
R-Pennsylvania, said Dem-
ocrats provided no evidence 
Trump abused his power of 
office.

“Abuse of power? Not 
according to the Ukraine,” 
Meuser said during his floor 
remarks. “President Zelen-
sky confirmed many times 
that there was no quid pro 
quo, no action taken, and 
significant military aid was 
delivered without anything 
in return. Of course, his 
words have been conve-
niently dismissed.”

Trump joins Presidents 
Bill Clinton and Andrew 
Johnson as the only presi-
dents in U.S. history to be 
impeached. Both Clinton 
and Johnson were acquitted 
by the Senate, as Trump is 
expected to be. Congress 
began an impeachment 
inquiry into President Rich-

ard Nixon, but he resigned 
from office before a vote 
was taken.

The articles of impeach-
ment specifically accuse 
Trump of withholding $400 
million in military aid to the 
Ukraine unless and until 
Ukrainian President Volo-
dymyr Zelensky announced 
an investigation into former 
Vice President (and Trump 
political rival) Joe Biden and 
his son Hunter’s business 
dealings in the country.

During the administra-
tion of former President 
Barack Obama, Hunter 
Biden took a paid position 
on the board of Ukrainian 
energy giant Burisma while 
his father was vice president, 
a decision Republicans say 
was ethically wrong.

Biden leads most national 
polls in the race to be the 
Democratic nominee for 
president to run against 
Trump in 2020.

On Thursday, Central Bank an-
nounced a sponsorship of $25,000 to 
the park district’s rec center project.

The culmination of the rec center 
project represents years of work on 
the part of the park district board, 
executive director Ohlinger, staff and 

many members of the community.
“The rec [center] is a long-term 

dream come true for the Rochelle 
area. A lot of work and thought went 
into this project and I believe we 
will all reap the benefits for years to 
come,” said Dale Wells, park district 
treasurer and Central Bank officer.

Mic Brooks, vice president of the 

park district board and officer for 
Central Bank Illinois added, “We are 
very pleased that Central Bank Illinois 
is supporting this project through 
their participation. This is a perfect 
example of a positive collaboration 
between local government and local 
businesses that works to make things 
happen in our community.”

The county first discussed 
recreation marijuana at its Aug. 
20 meeting, when Kim Gouker 
was still chairman of the board. 
Gouker died in September. At the 
time, Gouker said he felt person-
ally that the county should opt 
out, but that more information 

was needed.
The board also agreed at the 

meeting on a close 12-8 vote to 
extend the county’s moratorium on 
the development of solar power. 
The county first adopted the mor-
atorium in August 2018 and has 
extended it several times since.

The new extension takes the 
moratorium until March 31, but 

that could change “at any time,” 
Finfrock said.

He said a solar sub-committee 
is close to finishing its work. 
Once that is done, it will bring 
its findings to the full County 
Board for consideration. Finfrock 
said he does believe the county 
will soon move forward on the 
solar issue.

Crandall named 2020 Ray Eliot Award winner
Former RTHS coach, athletic director honored for service

ROCHELLE — Kevin 
Crandall’s career as a high 
school football coach and 
athletic director spanned 
well over two decades, 
and the Rochelle Township 
High School Hall of Famer 
earned about as many ac-
colades as one could obtain 
along the way. 

Crandall retired from 
RTHS after the 2017-18 
school year, but his dedica-
tion to the Rochelle com-
munity and Illinois high 
school football garnered 
recognition from the Illi-
nois High School Football 
Coaches Association on 
Thursday. The IHSFCA 
selected Crandall to receive 
the 2020 Ray Eliot Award 
for his sportsmanship and 
his work in advancing the 
sport throughout the Illinois 
high school football com-
munity.

“I’m shocked,” Crandall 
said. “I think it’s really 
more of a team award. We 
had great players and great 
assistant coaches, and I 
had two great secretaries 
to work with throughout 
my time at Rochelle who 

allowed me to be involved 
in some statewide events 
I otherwise wouldn’t be 
involved in. Football has 
given me so much in my 
life, and it’s a pleasure to 
work with the association 
and have the opportunity 
to give back to the game.”

Crandall led three high 
school football programs 
including Bethany, Villa 
Grove and Rochelle to a 
combined 201 wins over 
his 31-year coaching career. 
Crandall spent 24 years as 
the athletic director and 
head football coach of the 
Hubs, leading Rochelle to 
160 wins and 17 postsea-
son appearances including 
three visits to the IHSA 
State Semifinals. He was 
inducted into the RTHS 
Hall of Fame in 2017 
after entering the Millikin 
University Hall of Fame 
in 2016.

“I was blessed to have 
the chance to be a head 
coach and an athletic di-
rector,” Crandall said. “I 
worked with a lot of great 
administrators throughout 
my time there. The two 
things I enjoyed most about 
the job was mentoring our 
coaches and helping our 

coaches through difficult 
situations. Having the op-
portunity to work with all 
of the student-athletes is 
something I probably miss 
the most about being at 
Rochelle. I really miss in-
teracting with the athletes.”

Crandall may be retired 
from his head coaching 
and athletic directing du-
ties, but the 2012 IHSFCA 
Hall of Famer and 2017-18 
IADA Athletic Director 
of the Year remains heav-
ily involved in working 
to promote and teach the 
sport to both coaches and 
players. He currently serves 
as the executive director of 
the IHSFCA and has built 
a very strong bond with 
Sycamore High School 
head coach Joe Ryan, who 
brought Crandall onto his 
staff as an assistant coach.

“We organize a coaching 
clinic during the spring and 
we provide Academic All-
State honors for the teams 
and players,” Crandall said. 
“We’re trying to expand 
the influence the IHSFCA 
has. We’ve put together an 
annual summit for youth 
football directors and we’re 
trying to take an active role 
in making the game safer.”

CALEB Nadig’s family watched 
from the bleachers as the sopho-
more wrestling standout contin-

ued his dominant start to the season with 
two decisive pins in Rochelle’s home opener 
with the Oregon Hawks and Plano Reapers 
on Tuesday.

Among those family members were 
Caleb’s four younger brothers Joseph, Ben-
jamin, Elijah and Phinehas, who all compete 
with the Rochelle Wrestling Club. It was 
Nadig’s first home meet with the RTHS 
wrestling program, but those who follow 
the team can expect to see the Nadig name 
in the varsity lineup for a very long time.

“It was a very exciting meet and I feel 
like we’re good role models for the little kids 
who want to come up and wrestle for the 
high school,” Nadig said. “It was really fun 
and it was cool to have the whole wrestling 
club there. I want to be there for my brothers 
when they’re wrestling and I want to show 
them that it’s all about effort and giving it 
their all. I always remind them to have fun 
and I want to demonstrate to them how to 
avoid breaking down when things get hard.”

Nadig (11-2) has shined in his first season 
with the Hubs, compiling a team-leading 
eight pins while adding one technical fall 
and two major decisions to help Rochelle 
start the season 7-2 overall. The Hubs 
have knocked off three ranked opponents 
already, defeating Rock Falls, LaSalle-Peru 
and Harvard all on the road. With several 
wrestlers still making weight and getting 
healthy, Nadig and his teammates are gear-
ing up for bigger and better opportunities.

“We’ve had really good camaraderie this 
season and we’ve all been focused on our 
main vision,” Nadig said. “We all know we 
want to have a winning record, and we’re 
gaining the confidence to know that we can 
beat some of the best teams in the state. I 
think my season has started the way I wanted 
and I have very clear goals for the season.”

One of six children including four broth-
ers and an older sister Ruth, Caleb grew up 
near DeKalb and took up wrestling when 
he was 10 years old. He spent three seasons 
with the DeKalb Huntley middle school 
program, reaching the IESA State Champi-
onships three times and helping the school 
win the 2017 IESA State Championship. 
His older cousin, Stephanie Nadig, received 
All-American honors twice throughout her 
wrestling career.  

“Our family has a lot of energy and it’s a 
good sport for us,” Nadig said. “It’s the only 
sport we really started doing and it caught 
on for a lot of us. My uncle wrestled and 
he was pretty good, and my dad saw an ad 
in the newspaper to wrestle for the DeKalb 
club. My dad felt that I would be good at 
the sport because I’ve always been strong 
and athletic.”

Nadig’s prep career started at Boylan 
Catholic, where he went 25-17 and medaled 
in third place at the IHSA 2A Rochelle Re-
gional. He and his family made the decision 
to transfer him into the Rochelle program 
before his sophomore campaign, and he got 
an early start on his training, working with 
head coach Alphonso Vruno over the sum-
mer before the school year began.  

“Working with coach Vruno has been 
really nice since his wrestling style is very 
similar to mine,” Nadig said. “We’re both 
very aggressive and I’m pretty advanced 
in the sport so he’s been able to teach me 
a lot of the tiny details that make such a 
difference. He’s been to mentor me on the 
mental aspect of the sport.”

The early tutelage has paid dividends 
for Nadig, who said that his father John 
has been his biggest role model for the way 
he’s helped him improve the mental aspect 
of his game.

“He was a good athlete and he has a lot 
of experience in dealing with the mental 
side of sports and knowing what to do when 
things get tough,” Nadig said. “He’s helped 
me a lot when wrestling was tough for me. 
He’s taught me the right things.”

The 

levy will sit for 

30 days before approval 

at December’s meeting.

An establishment with-

in the village is seeking a 

liquor license; however, 

the village ordinance al-

lows for only one which 

is already taken. Trustees 

passed a motion to add 

a second Class A liquor 

license ordinance that will 

follow the same param-

eters as the one currently 

on the village books.

Payton also gave a pre-

sentation about an E-pay 

system that the village will 

be adopting. Currently, all 

bills to the village need to 

be paid in cash and this 

would allow for residents 

to pay their bills with a 

credit card online or with 

a credit card at village hall. 

The system would be set 

up at no cost to the vil-

lage, the state would pay 

for everything, including 

card readers at village hall.
