ROCHELLE – A re-
cord-breaking snowstorm 
hit the community on Hal-
loween and the city street 
department did everything 
in its power to keep travel 
in the ‘Hub City’ safe.

Many portions of the 
state were impacted by a 
snowstorm extremely early 
this season, including Ro-
chelle, and the city’s street 
department used all avail-
able resources to keep the 
roads clear.

While the city knew the 
storm was coming, current 
projects around town lim-
ited their resources during 
the storm. 

“We are still in the middle 
of other projects, so we had 
to scramble a little bit to 
get salt spreaders on and 

plows hooked up to the 
trucks,” explained street 
department director Tim 
Isley. “We were also a little 
short on trucks, so we had 
to use some trucks that we 
normally wouldn’t use.”

Salt for this coming 
winter has not yet been 
ordered, but luckily the city 
still had salt leftover from 
last season. 

While all of the weather 
stations had been predict-
ing a big snow storm, city 
officials at the street depart-

ment did not expect to get 
this much.

Prizes
The prizes in the com-

petition ranged in value 
from $1,000 for first place, 
$750 for second place, 
$500 for third place and 
$100 to everyone else that 
competed. First place was 
awarded to David Pack 
from Schaumburg with his 
idea for life-size building 
blocks called Box Blox, 
that kids can use to cre-

ate anything they could 
imagine like storefronts 
or clubhouses.

“Many of us may have 
seen a kid have more fun 
out of a box than from the 
toy inside, a few years ago, 
we put that to the test when 
I purchased 150 moving 
boxes and put them in my 
front yard,” Said Pack. “I 
was soon amazed to see 
kids from across the block 
come over and play for 
hours and hours.”

The motto of the Box 
Blox is “build big, store 
small” since they collapse 
down and can be stored in 

a small container. 
Second place was 

awarded to a group of 
students from Northern 
Illinois University who 
created a business that 
aims to help make finding 
a parking spot on campus 
easier. The business idea is 
titled “Your Spot Awaits” 
and was created by Gus-
tavo Casa, Adam Coonich 
and Anguel Tochkov and 
has been in business on 
campus since 2017.

“Our idea revolves 
around lot monitoring 
through vehicle track-
ing systems that can be 
accessed by students 
throughout a dedicated 
app,” explained the group. 
“The idea of our company 
came from the minds of 
students looking to solve 
the various parking issues 
around campus.”

Members of this group 

would like to say that just 
like every other student, 
they have had their own 
share of bad parking ex-
periences, but they just 
decided to do something 
about it.

The third-place prize 
went to Mary Ley from 
Aireloom Music Inc. in 
Mount Morris for her 
solution to a very com-
mon problem for guitar 
players. The problem she 
is hoping to solve is losing 
the guitar pick inside the 
sound hole of the guitar 
— this is being solved by 
attaching a small strap 
from the pick to the play-
ers’ fingers.

“I use plastic waste for 
my guitar pick and strap 
that attaches to the players 
finger, it is called Pick In 
Hand and is made from 
100 percent plastic waste,” 
explained Ley.

SPRINGFIELD — In light of news reports that a 
member of the Illinois House of Representatives was ar-
rested by Federal agents for attempted bribery of a public 
official, State Representative Tom Demmer (R-Dixon) 
introduced legislation Tuesday that would ban lawmakers 
from performing paid lobbying work with local govern-
ment units while in office.

“As evidenced by the case of State Representative 
Luis Arroyo, lawmakers who serve as lobbyists can push 
legislation they can benefit from financially. That is wrong 
and a violation of our oath of office,” said Rep. Demmer. 
“There is a clear conflict of interest for sitting lawmakers 
to perform paid lobbying work while in office. House 
Bill 3947 would ban lawmakers, their spouses, and live-
in immediate family members from that activity. I urge 
my Democratic colleagues to support this bill and other 
ethics reform measures so we can eliminate conflicts of 
interest and restore trust in state government.”

The legislation, House Bill 3947 (HB 3947), would 
ban members of the General Assembly, their spouses, 
and immediate live-in family members from performing 
paid lobbying work with local government units. Cur-
rently, members of the Illinois General Assembly - state 
representatives and state senators - are prohibited from 
lobbying the State of Illinois, but are not prohibited from 
lobbying local government units, such as a counties or 
municipalities.

On Oct. 25, Democratic State Representative Luis 
Arroyo of Chicago was arrested by Federal agents for 
attempted bribery of a public official. Arroyo works as a 
registered lobbyist with the City of Chicago in addition 
to his duties as a state representative. According to the 
United States Department of Justice, Arroyo attempted 
to bribe an unnamed state senator $2,500 per month in 
exchange for supporting legislation that would benefit one 
of Arroyo’s lobbying clients. If convicted of the corruption 
charges, Arroyo faces up to 10 years in prison.

If HB 3947 were law prior to Rep. Arroyo’s attempted 
bribery scheme, he would have been precluded from 
performing paid lobbying work on behalf of his client 
while serving in office.

Rep. Demmer gave remarks on the legislation at a press 
conference earlier today. HB 3947 has yet to be assigned 
to a committee. House Speaker Michael Madigan released 
a statement Monday saying he is open to strengthening 
Illinois’ current ethics and lobbying laws.

Three Hubs earn All-Conference First Team honors

ROCHELLE — The

Redington brothers 
battle for the first time

BROTHERS Danny and Ben 
Redington dedicated their youth 
and high school football years to 

Rochelle Township High School and the 
Rochelle community. They’ve worn purple 
and white for most of their lives, which 
made Saturday’s NCAA Division III football 
contest between Wisconsin-Platteville and 
Wisconsin-Eau Claire a first-time experience 
for both players.

Danny graduated RTHS in 2017 before 
continuing his football career at Platteville, 
while Ben moved on to Eau Claire after 
earning his diploma from RTHS in 2019. 
Since their schools were members of the 
same football conference, the two brothers 
knew they would eventually face each other 
on the field, and that happened for the first 
time on Saturday, when Danny and the 13th 
ranked Pioneers cruised over Ben and the 
unranked BluGolds 43-8. 

“To be on the opposite team was honestly 
a lot of fun,” Danny said. “It felt like any 
other game for the most part, but knowing 
that only one team could win added a bit 
of brotherly competition, and for football 
players, any reason you can find to play 
harder is a good reason. I’m very thankful 
our team has been successful this year, and 
this season has helped make for a very fun 
college year overall.”

“It was very surreal for me to play against 
my brother for the first time,” Ben said. “I’ve 
been so used to playing with him in the past 
that playing against him was a very unique 
and special experience. Our season has gone 
well for the most part, with injuries playing 
a large factor in recent games. My overall 
experience has exceeded my expectations 
so far.”

While the game was largely a one-sided 
affair, the brothers were excited to line up as 
opponents for the first time, and they’ll clash 
again when Platteville and Eau Claire collide 
during the 2020 season. Danny, a third-year 
junior, currently plays on the offensive line 
for the Pioneers, while Ben, a first-year fresh-
man, lines up at tight end for the BluGolds. 
The brothers have been giving each other 
advice on both football and academics while 
attending their respective schools.

“It takes drive and a lot of effort, and 
sometimes it can feel like all the effort you 
give isn’t quite enough,” Danny said. “If I 
ever feel like that, I know I can talk to Ben, 
as someone who knows exactly what I’m 
talking about, and we can both give each 
other the motivation to keep going.”

“I’ve found out first-hand that college 
football is a grind,” Ben said. “It can be 
challenging to keep working at some points. 
We have definitely helped each other get 
better by training with each other and hold-
ing each other accountable to get better over 
the summer.”
