ROCHELLE – A new online program 
has teamed up with the Rochelle Area 
Community Foundation to help adults find 
volunteer opportunities, track of their hours 
and provide a platform for non-profit groups 
to post all of their upcoming opportunities 

Letsthrive360.com is a website open 
to all non-profit organizations 
throughout the country and 
their volunteers can regis-
ter and their hours will be 
verified by the non-profits 
and recorded for future 
reference.

Founder and CEO Ni-
cole Sdao thinks the world 
would be a different place 
if people measured volun-
teer hours the same way 
they measure their steps. 

“If we all had it as purposeful and top 
of mind to go do good and put good back 
into the world as we did how many steps 
were taking, imagine how much better 
this world could be,” said Sdao

The idea for the program began when 
Sdao moved to Freeport 19 years ago. She 
was heavily involved with volunteering, 
but noticed a disconnect between non-profit 
groups and volunteers.

Before this program, people looking 
for volunteer opportunities would have to 
search online or call different non-profits 
asking if they needed any help. Not only 
can this time consuming and tedious, but 
many of the smaller, local organizations 
were overlooked because the national ones 
came up first when searching. According to 
Sdao, this program helps solve that problem 

by putting all opportunities in one central 
location.

“It is like a fishing net; all these non-
profits are throwing out single lines trying 
to reel in volunteers. But when you put them 
all in one location, many more volunteers 
will see the opportunities and join in,” 
explained Sdao.

While the program helps many local 
non-profit organizations reach potential 

local volunteers, it also helps reach oth-
ers across the country. There 
are no borders, so organiza-
tions from anywhere can list 
opportunities and people from 
anywhere can respond.

“I have had people call me 
from time to time and say ‘hey, 
my kids are going to be here 
over break and I would like to do 
something to help other people.’” 
said Kim Montgomery, executive 
director of the RACF. “Now, when 

somebody asks me this type of question, 
I can say to go look on letsthrive360.com 
for opportunities.” 

Keeping track of volunteer hours is 
important to both parties, but can typically 
be very loosely monitored. 

“If you think about how many schools 
require hours for graduation, the judicial 
system, time off or promotions from cor-
porations. All of this was self-recorded or a 
hot mess of pieces of paper flying around,” 
added Sdao. “Before this program, record-
ing hours was for the sole purpose of the 
organization and not the individual. Now 
you have a record for yourself so hopefully 
when you apply for a job you can prove that 
you showed up on time and did the work.”

“For some reason, 
we never really had an 
answer why I went into 
labor early and ended 
up delivering down in 
Orlando at 23 weeks,” 
said Gabby.

After being born pre-
maturely, the girls, Ellie 
and Lana, were placed in 
the NICU to monitor their 
health. Ellie received 
one unit of blood as her 
health was beginning 
to decline and, unfortu-
nately, she passed away 
the next day on April 28 
from a bacterial infec-
tion. 

One week later Lana 

was suffering from the 
same bacterial infection 
along with other compli-
cations, but she was able 
to come home on Aug. 1 
with oxygen, a monitor 
and an ostomy bag. A 
few days after returning 
home Lana was readmit-
ted to the NICU at Rock-
ford Memorial Hospital 
and spent another month 
in the hospital until she 

was healthy enough to be 
sent home with no oxy-
gen or monitor needed. 

Now five years lat-
er, Gabby and Derek 
thought it was time to 
create an event to honor 
Ellie, give back to their 
community and save 
lives in the future. 

“Lana is doing won-
derful now that we are 
out of the woods with her 
health and everything. 
We decided now that 
we’re good and we don’t 
have to worry about her, 
that it is time to give 
back to the community, 
especially Rochelle,” 
said Gabby Troha. “We 
are both from Rochelle 
born and raised, and they 
rallied around us so much 
while we were in Florida 
and helped us out tremen-
dously.”

Gabby has worked 
as a team leader for the 
American Red Cross for 
seven and a half years. 
As a team leader, she 
would draw blood from 
donors and run blood 
drives every day, and she 
would also try and donate 
whenever she could. But 
everything she and her 
husband went through 
with their daughters has 
completely changed her 
outlook on both her job 
and donating blood.

“Every day with my 
job I talk to donors and I 
generally find one or two 
donors who have their 
own personal stories that 
mean a lot. So, I always 
knew it was special, but 
now it obviously hits even 
more close to home with 
us,” she explained.

When Lana was born 
she weighed only one 
pound six ounces and 
measured 11 inches long. 
Now she is five years old, 
weighs nearly 40 pounds 
and has a thriving person-
ality. Her parents say that 
she lights up any room the 
second she walks in.  

Other than honoring 
the twins, the main goal 
of this event is to keep 
a stable blood supply 
on hospital shelves. The 
American Red Cross is 
asking for as many donors 
as possible, as they are 
currently experiencing an 
emergency need for blood 
donations. 

“Just last week we had 
450 fewer blood drives 
held, which led to 17,000 
less units of blood collect-
ed. Right now, there is 
less than a three-day sup-
ply of blood available,” 
explained Janet Jarvis, 

account manager for the 
American Red Cross.

To put into perspective 
one unit of blood can save 
approximately three lives. 

This shortage of blood 
is due to multiple reasons 
such as not being able 
to hold as many blood 
drives during the summer 
months, more people 
traveling which leads to 
more accidents where 
blood is used very fast, 
and finding new donors 
can be challenging. The 
American Red Cross offi-
cials suggest one easy way 
to get new donors is to ask 
people you already know.

“Only 3 percent of the 
population donates blood, 
and the number one reason 
is simply because they 
have not been asked,” 
added Jarvis.

Another main reason 
people are reluctant to do-
nate is fear, but whether it 
is talking donors through 
the process or holding 
their hands, the workers 
at the Red Cross are there 
to help make it a more 
comfortable experience 
for the donor. 

The American Red 

Cross is currently in need 
of O+ and O- blood types 
the most, but is apprecia-
tive of any type of blood 
donation. The goal of the 
event last year was set 
at 25 units of blood and 
they achieved 49 units, 
nearly double their goal. 
This year the goal is set at 
36 and the Troha’s have 
confidence the Rochelle 
will come together and 
beat the higher goal. 

“We feel the love 
that people do come 
out for it. They helped 
us before and they are 
helping us now,” said 
Gabby. “Whether its 
sporting events, the tor-
nado recovery, the new 
playground or anything 
at all, everyone comes 
together.”

Anyone who comes 
to the event and donates 
blood will receive a free 
American Red Cross 
fleece blanket while sup-
plies last. To schedule a 
blood donation, use the 
Blood Donor App, visit 
RedCrossBlood.org, call 
1-800-RED-CROSS or 
e-mail Janet Jarvis at Jan-
et.Jarvis@redcross.org.

“We have put milling down, we 
have compacted gravel and then they 
did a hybrid of the chip seal program 
to bond that whole thing together.

ROCHELLE – The Rochelle 
Community Hospital Auxiliary and 
Culver’s of Rochelle are hosting the 
third annual share night Wednesday, 
July 17 from 5 to 8 p.m.

They can 
search by zip code, distance 
away, date, organization and 
even a specific skill interest. 
Users can even volunteer at 
an organization not listed 

on the site, and still get their 
hours verified. 

“Once they are finished 
volunteering there, they 
just need to get the contact 
information of someone at 
the establishment who could 
verify their hours. They 
plug in the length of time, 
the work they did and the 
name of the establishment 
on the website. They click a 
button, the non-profit gets an 

email listing out everything 
plugged into the website, 
they click a button and boom, 
the website keeps track of 
those hours,” explained 
Sdao.

The non-profit leaders 
then receive an email is for 
verification purposes, just 
to make sure the volunteer 
hours were done at an official 
non-profit organization. 

This program helps 

non-profits all around the 
United States list volunteer 
opportunities in hopes of 
maximizing their turnout 
and the RACF hopes that 
local non-profits take advan-
tage of this useful program.

“We hope that this is a tool 
that the non-profit organiza-
tions embrace and as they do 
that, more information about 
the program will be shared,” 
said Montgomery.

In an 
age where in some areas 
drinking fountains were 
separate for whites and 
non whites, my mom 
was using our every-
day glassware to offer 
someone a cold drink on 
a hot day. She was being 
compassionate toward 
another human being.

That’s what I want to 
remind everyone. We are 
all human beings…re-
gardless of race, sexual 
orientation, religion, 
nationality or whatever. 
We all cry when a loved 
one dies, we all bleed 
when cut, we all need 
each other.

And a cold glass of 
water on a hot day.

Lately I have been 
thinking that really rich 
people can do anything 
they want because they 
are really rich. Maybe 
Lady Justice isn’t blind 
after all. Or maybe I 
think too much.

COUPLES about to embark on their 
wedding journeys will likely learn a 
thing or two about party planning once 

their engagements are over and they are newly 
married. Wedding planning can seem over-
whelming and a tad confusing at times, but a 
crash course in wedding terminology can help 
couples make more informed choices along the 
way. 

• Blusher: A short, single-layer veil that cov-
ers the bride’s face before the ceremony.

• Boutonnière: A single flower bud worn by 
the men in the bridal party.

• Canapés: Bite-sized appetizers served 
during the cocktail hour of a reception.

• Civil ceremony: A marriage ceremony 
conducted by a council official or justice of the 
peace at a municipal location rather than in a 
house of worship.

• Cocktail hour: Typically an hour-long in-
terlude between the wedding ceremony and the 
main dinner of the reception. Guests have time 
to arrive and mingle before being seated.

• Corkage fee: A fee some establishments 
charge to allow guests to bring their own wine. 

• Dais: A podium or platform raised from the 
floor where the bride and groom are seated. 

• Deposit: A percentage of the total cost of 
service given to a vendor to secure a date for 
their services.

• Dragées: Round, small edible balls of sugar 

that appear on wedding cakes.
• Escort (seating) cards: Printed cards that 

direct reception guests to their seats.
• Fondant: A sweet, plyable product used to 

decoratively cover layered cakes. It can be used 
in lieu of straight buttercream. 

• Handle wrap: Ribbon or fabric that wraps 
around the stems of a bouquet the bride and 
wedding party carries.

• Maid/matron of honor: The title given to the 
woman who assists the bride and stands closest 
to her at the altar. “Maids” are those who are 
unmarried, while “matrons” are women who are. 

• Master of ceremonies: An individual who 
will work with the DJ or band to announce the 
various components of the wedding reception.

• Nosegay: A small bouquet or flower ar-
rangement typically given to the mothers of the 
bride and groom before the ceremony.

• Processional/Recessional: Musical pieces 
that mark the entrance and exit from the wed-
ding ceremony.

• Receiving line: A line of the key people in 
the wedding who welcome and greet guests.

• Stationery: All of the paper products used 
at the wedding, including invitations, programs 
and enclosures.

• Tablescape: A word that describes the multi-
ple components of centerpiece designs.

AFTER breaking out during their 
freshman season with the Rock 
Valley College men’s soccer 

program, Rochelle players Luis Marquez 
and Atl Flores each stepped up over their 
sophomore campaign with the Golden 
Eagles this past year.

I will miss the bond we shared, 
and I enjoyed the determination and com-
mitment each player made to be in school 
and play soccer for Rock Valley College.”

With his athletic career at Rock Valley 
College over, Marquez said he plans to 
stay for two years so he can complete his 
automotive service technology degree in 
hopes of landing a job in Rochelle or the 
Chicagoland area.
