The dogs 
were fed table scraps. It took two hours 
for the rescuer to get Ruby in a basket. 
Ruby made it to Kemmerer, where I 
adopted her from Paws and Claws.

She is living her best life. She gets 
walks, treats, toys and plenty of love.  

We have so many books at the li-
brary about dogs, including dogs who 
were in the service during WWII or in 
the Middle East.

Reviewing Vance’s ‘Hillbilly Elegy’

Having grown up in the 
foothills of Appalachia, I 
found J.D. Vance’s “Hillbil-
ly Elegy” to be a strikingly 
accurate portrayal of life in 
rural, poverty-stricken areas. 
Vance’s memoir is a bru-
tally honest account of his 
tumultuous upbringing and 
the challenges he faced in 
escaping the cycle of poverty 
and dysfunction that gripped 
his family and community.

This book resonated 
deeply with me, as it mir-
rors many of my own expe-
riences growing up in rural 
southwestern Pennsylvania.

Vance’s story is one of re-
silience and determination. 
Born into a chaotic family 
plagued by addiction, insta-

bility, and violence, Vance’s 
journey from a troubled 
childhood in Middletown, 
Ohio, to graduating from 
Yale Law School is nothing 
short of remarkable.

His candid reflections on 
the cultural and social dy-
namics of the white working 

class in Appalachia offer 
valuable insights into a de-
mographic often overlooked 
in mainstream discussions.

One line from the book 
that particularly struck me 
was, “Where we come from 
is who we are, but we choose 
every day who we become.” 
This sentiment encapsu-
lates the essence of Vance’s 
narrative and resonates pro-
foundly with my own life. 
Growing up in an area where 
opportunities were scarce 
and the odds were stacked 
against us, this idea of per-
sonal agency and the power 
to shape one’s destiny is both 
inspiring and empowering.

Vance’s ability to weave 
personal anecdotes with 
broader social commentary 
makes “Hillbilly Elegy” a 
compelling read. He delves 

into the complexities of 
identity, family, and the 
sense of belonging, paint-
ing a vivid picture of the 
struggles faced by many 
in rural America. While 
his experiences are unique, 
the themes he explores are 
universal, making the book 
accessible and relatable to a 
wide audience.

I found “Hillbilly Elegy” 
to be a powerful memoir that 
sheds light on the often-mis-
understood world of Ap-
palachian life. Vance’s raw 
and unflinching portrayal of 
his journey offers hope and 
insight, reminding us that 
while our past shapes us, our 
future is ours to define.

State employment and 
payroll: Job growth 
continues in 1st quarter

CHEYENNE (WNE) —- The Research and Planning 
section of the Wyoming Department of Workforce Services 
reported Friday that from first quarter 2023 to first quarter 
2024, total employment in the state rose by 3,429 jobs, and 
total payroll increased by $163.8 million.

Laramie County added 834 jobs, and its total payroll 
expanded by $49.4 million. Job gains were seen in construc-
tion, health care and social assistance, local government, 
state government and federal government.

Natrona County gained 462 jobs, and its total payroll 
grew by $33.4 million, while employment in Sheridan 
County rose by 335 jobs, and its total payroll increased by 
$18.3 million. Sweetwater County added 260 jobs, and its 
total payroll rose by $388,865.

Teton County gained 260 jobs, but its total payroll fell 
by $7.6 million. Employment rose in construction, local 
government, and administrative and waste services, but fell 
in finance and insurance, transportation and warehousing, 
and information. The decrease in total payroll was largely 
the result of significant bonuses paid in management of 
companies and enterprises and finance and insurance in 
first quarter 2023, but not repeated in first quarter 2024.

Employment in Albany County increased by 216 jobs, 
and its total payroll rose by $8.8 million. Campbell County 
added 203 jobs, but its total payroll fell by $2.8 million. 
Uinta County lost 84 jobs, but its total payroll rose by $1.7 
million. The largest job losses occurred in accommodation 
and food services, construction, local government and 
information.

Federal funds to help fuel 
‘next-gen’ WY nuclear plant

Recent investments in 
clean energy from the Biden 
administration are hitting 
the ground in Wyoming. 
Engineer ing company 
TerraPower, founded by 
Bill Gates, recently broke 
ground in Kemmerer on 
what the company calls a 
“next-gen” nuclear reactor 
that it says will create en-
ergy more efficiently and 
safely.

The company aims to 
have the $4 billion proj-
ect operational by 2030. 
TerraPower’s project and 
others are getting federal 
boosts from the 2021 Bipar-
tisan Infrastructure Law and 
2022 Inflation Reduction 
Act, which provide billions 
of dollars for clean-energy 
projects through grants, 
loans and other incentives.

Shannon Heyck-Wil-
liams, associate vice pres-

ident, climate and energy 
with the National Wildlife 
Federation, said Wyoming 
is slated to receive a good 
chunk of that funding.

“In Wyoming, $3.5 billion 
in private sector commit-
ments and $4.1 billion in 
public investments in clean 
energy, infrastructure and 
manufacturing have all hap-
pened largely due to the pas-
sage of these two big pieces 
of legislation,” she explained.

The U.S. Department of 
Energy is funding part of 
TerraPower’s project to the 
tune of $2 billion. The laws 
also provide for projects at 
community and home scales, 
including investments in 

electric vehicles and charging 
stations, electric school buses 
and credits for homeowners 
transitioning to clean energy.

TerraPower estimates the 
project will generate enough 
power for up to 400,000, 
while creating 1,600 con-
struction jobs and 250 ca-
reers. That’s critical for com-
munities such as Kemmerer.

“Every time a new man-
ufacturing facility is created 
or retooled, that means new 
jobs for people, especially 
important in certain areas of 
the country that maybe have 
a declining economy related 
to fossil fuels or other sorts 
of older manufacturing,” 
Heyck-Williams said.

The construction site is 
near a coal-fired electricity 
plant owned by Pacificorp 
and slated for retirement in 
2036, according to the com-
pany’s 2023 plans.

For the love — and hate — of Donald Trump
For Democrats this historic election is about 

only one issue — Trump.
Whoever wins the White House, it won’t

Only Trump can capture the hearts of the 
noncommitted. But to do it, he needs to make 
some serious changes.

He needs to stop arguing like a 
teen-age boy over his crowd sizes. 
It’s stupid — and no one but him 
cares anymore.

speaking to adoring crowds of 40,000 like 
it’s 2016 again.

But if the uncommitted voter at the dinner 
table isn’t clearly hearing his message today, 
and isn’t deciding that Trump deserves a little 
love, Trump is going to lose.

He needs someone to write him a short, 
sweet but powerful stump speech targeted at 
Republicans and the uncommitted voters the 
GOP needs. He should deliver it over and over 
again — and he should stick to what is written 
on the teleprompter.

Democrats had problems when Biden went 
off script. He would say things that would 
even make Nancy Pelosi cringe and force the 
White House to clean up his weekly gaffes.

Well, Trump’s no different. When he 
goes off script, he makes a lot of faithful 
Republicans cringe. The uncommitted voters 
he’ll need to win in November are much less 
forgiving.

T h e  f e d e r a l 
government has 
been using the 
E R C  p r o g r a m 
since Hurricane 
Katrina in 2005 as 

a practical way to help em-
ployers keep their employ-
ees on the payroll during 
crisis and natural disasters.

In Wyoming and through-
out America, the ERC pro-
gram has been a lifeline 

for millions of Americans 
and has kept restaurants, 
hardware stores, childcare 
centers, homebuilders, and 
other key businesses and 
industries open.

Unfortunately, the IRS 
is mishandling ERC claims 
processing, and communi-
ties are paying the price. 
There are currently tens of 
billions in unclaimed funds 
and over 1.4 million claims 
pending, with some business 
owners waiting years for the 
support they were promised.

Instead of using its vast 
resources to deliver tax relief 
to American job creators, the 
IRS announced a moratori-

um on processing new ERC 
claims in September 2023.

While the IRS is sit-
ting on between 180,000-
300,000 valid claims, they 
have decided to prioritize 
issuing denial letters for po-
tentially fraudulent claims. 
The result is that small busi-
nesses who were promised 
the tax credit continue to 
languish. 

Compounding the prob-
lem is the fact that 70% of 
small businesses nationwide 
have less than four months 
of operating cash on hand, 
according to a recent study 
conducted by OnDeck.

This is important because 
of the trickle-down effect 
this has on the rest of the 
economy. Small businesses 
owners who are facing a 
cash crunch are less likely 
to consider expanding their 

business, buying new equip-
ment, or hiring new staff. 

I’ll be the first to say that 
instances of fraud and abuse 
should not be tolerated. 
Fraud should be rooted out 
and prosecuted wherever it 
exists in government pro-
grams.

But the IRS cannot sim-
ply disregard legitimate, 
low-risk ERC claims and 
subvert the will of Congress 
by focusing exclusively on 

invalid claims. After all, the 
IRS’ workforce of 78,000 
employees is more than 
capable of processing these 
low-risk claims in a timely 
manner. 

I grew up in Wyoming, 
and I know that small busi-
nesses are the engine of Wy-
oming’s economy, driving 
innovation, creating jobs, 
and serving as the backbone 
of the state’s communities. 
These job creators are our 

family, our friends, and our 
neighbors.

Let’s stand together and 
demand that the IRS be held 
to account and made to do its 
job. If the IRS doesn’t follow 
the law, it is breaking it.

BLM taking final comments on multi-billion dollar project
Pacific Soda 
wants to build 
trona mine near 
Green River

CASPER — A multi-billion 
dollar trona production project in 
Sweetwater County is nearing the 
finish line. 

Pacific Soda LLC’s Dry Creek 
Trona Mine Project would produce 
approximately 440 metric tons of 
sodium bicarbonate (baking soda) 
and 6 million metric tons of soda 
ash annually. Soda ash is a high-
ly marketable commodity with 
applications ranging from glass 
manufacturing to metallurgy and 
cosmetics. 

The project, first proposed in 
2020, is in a race against the clock 
to win approval before the Bureau 
of Land Management updates its 
Rock Springs Resource Manage-
ment Plan, which could prioritize 
conservation in a way that makes 
large scale developments like the 
Dry Creek project harder to pursue, 
local officials believe. 

The proposal is now in its final 
45-day public comment period with 
the BLM, and if approved would 
significantly increase the state’s 
trona output. Wyoming is currently 
the nation’s top supplier of trona, 
and industry investment could soon 
make it top in the world. 

The globe’s largest supplier of 
natural soda ash, London-based We 
Soda, is also nearing approval for its 
Project West development in Green 
River, which could add up to three 
million tons of Cowboy State trona 
to international markets each year. 

Different from conventional 
hard rock trona mining, both Green 
River proposals would employ 
“solution mining” technology in 
which water cocktails are injected 
into mineral beds as deep as 2,300 
feet below the surface, where tro-
na is dissolved into solution and 
pumped back to the surface for 
processing. 

The company estimates there are 
more than 200 million metric tons 
of trona in reserve across the Dry 
Creek project area, which would 
yield output for decades at the ex-
pected extraction rate. 

The project would disturb ap-
proximately 3,369 acres of private 
land, 2,947 acres of BLM-admin-
istered lands, and 9 acres of land 
administered by the U.S. Forest 
Service, all within Sweetwater 
County. 

The company initially proposed 
co-locating mining and processing 
facilities, but the BLM’s preferred 
alternative would see many of the 
processing facilities — including 
a refinery, purge pond, landfill, 
stormwater pond and utility co-gen-
eration infrastructure — moved to 
an area north of I 80, approximately 
8 miles west of Green River and 
connected to the mine site by a 
pipeline. 

The public comment period is 
expected to raise questions about 
wildlife impacts, including threat-
ened fish species, sensitive wetland 
ecosystems and vegetation. The 
project also invites questions about 

water apportionment at a time when 
drought and increased demand is 
shifting the way states think about 
water in the west. 

Green River trona projects are 
designated junior water rights 
holders, so in the event of “calls,” or 
rations, on the Colorado and Green 
Rivers, trona operations would be 
among the first to lose rights. 

“If there is a call on the river, 
they’re going to be the one first to 
have to shut off their taps. They’re 
going into this [knowing] that could 
happen,” said Rep. JT Larson, 
R-Rock Springs, who also serves on 
the Sweetwater County Chamber of 
Commerce. 

The company estimates it will 
need up to 4,796 gallons per min-
ute, 24 hours a day and 7 days a 
week, during operations. The wa-
ter right obtained by Pacific Soda 
allows for up to 14,500 acre-feet 
of water from Wyoming’s Green 
River allotment. 

Sweetwater County officials 
have high confidence the project 
will materialize and bring oppor-
tunity with it.

“We’re really excited… to see 
our trona industry expand. It means 
more good paying jobs for our com-
munity, and these opportunities in 
our communities only come around 
every so often,” said Larson.

The rut is on

POWELL — While not intended for their 
human audience, the reverberating guttural 
warnings from massive bull bison during the 
rut in Yellowstone National Park should be 
enough to let visitors know these powerful 
wild animals are not to be challenged. 

The rut lasts from mid-July through Sep-
tember, according to park officials. 

Bulls will mate with multiple females over 
the course of a single season; however, female 
bison (cows) will mate with only one bull. 

“It’s important to remember that during the 
rut, bulls are on high alert and can get aggra-
vated easily and the fights are not limited to 
off-pavement areas,” park officials said in a 
recent post on social media. 

Those living in or near the Greater Yel-
lowstone Ecosystem know better than to 
challenge the massive beasts. Yet, of the 
millions of visits to the park a year, there are 
a few who are willing to get within range 
of the unpredictable animals — especially 
during the rut. 

Most of those who do have a physical en-
counter with the one-ton behemoths come to 
regret their decisions as they’re being toted to 
the nearest hospital — often in an extremely 
expensive trip by helicopter. 

On average, there are one to two reported 
incidents of bison injuring visitors annually. 

The most in recent history was five injuries 
in 2015. 

According to the U.S. Geological Survey, 
over the history of the national park (dating 
back to 1872) two people have been killed as 
a result of bison encounters. 

Last June, shortly after the park opened all 
its gates for the year, an 83-year-old woman 
from South Carolina was gored and serious-
ly injured by a bison that was defending its 
space, park officials said at the time. 

Incidents are so frequent that a Cody pizza 
restaurant is named Tossers and features a 
logo of a tourist being tossed by a bison. 

When viewed from the relative safety of a 
vehicle or the minimum distance of 25 yards 
(75 feet) prescribed by park regulations, the 
bison rut is one of the most memorable and 
accessible events at the nation’s first national 
park. Of course, it’s never close enough for 
those armed with cellphone cameras. 

Few realize the animals are agile, can 
spin around quickly, jump high fences, are 
strong swimmers and can run at a top speed 
of 35 mph. 

“Bison are unpredictable and can run three 
times faster than humans,” according to a pub-
lication by Yellowstone Public Affairs Officer 
Morgan Warthin, recently released after a 
bison encounter resulted in serious injuries.

While Kemmerer High

Wyoming state parks see second 
highest visitation ever in 2023

CHEYENNE (WNE) — 
With Wyoming boasting the 
fourth fastest growing out-
door economy in the nation, 
2023 visitation numbers 
at State Parks and Historic 
Sites reflect that upward 
trend.

Last year’s total visitation 
of nearly 5.3 million was 
the second largest in history 
and reflected an increase of 
approximately 54,000 over 
2022. 

Those numbers are only 
surpassed by visitation reg-
istered during 2021, when 
outdoor recreation exploded 
due to the COVID19 pan-
demic.

Overall, visitation to both 
state parks and historic sites 
saw an increase of 1% over 
2022 numbers and a 2% 
increase over the five-year 
average. The continued 

growth of state park visita-
tion during the past several 
years is an indicator that the 
efforts of staff to implement 
infrastructure improvements 
and new programming are 
working.

The Cowboy State’s park 
system continues to provide 
innovative recreational and 
educational programming 
during recent years that 
have proven to be extremely 
popular. These programs, 
ranging from hikes to bird 
and wildlife presentations to 
stargazing events, and many 
others, continue to draw 
both local and out-of-state 
visitors to the parks.

“Wyoming’s outdoor rec-
reation and tourism econ-
omies continue to play a 
critical role in the state’s 
economic vitality and qual-
ity of life of our residents 

and visitors,” said Patrick 
Harrington, manager of the 
Wyoming Office of Outdoor 
Recreation, in a news re-
lease. “We are fortunate to 
live in a state that recognizes 
these benefits and that con-
tinues to inspire folks from 
around the world to experi-
ence and enjoy Wyoming’s 
great outdoors.”

During 2023, nine out 
of 15 state parks registered 
an increase in visitation 
compared to 2022, while 13 
of 16 historic sites saw an 
increase. 

Hot Springs State Park 
once again led the way in 
overall visitation with more 
than 1.5 million.

KEMMERER — Teresa Chaulk, 
Lincoln County School District No. 1 
Superintendent and Special Education 
Director, said she is looking forward to 
the new school year and that she loves 
witnessing the joy and enthusiasm of 
teachers and students as they return to 
school. 

“Students make it fun. I’m happy 
when they show back up to school,” 
Chaulk said. 

Chaulk is also excited about the 
RIDE program, which is now in its sec-
ond year after last year’s pilot program.

“We are embracing the RIDE initia-
tive, and all of our certified teachers will 
be participating this year,” she told the 
Gazette.

 Teachers who participated last year 
gave positive feedback and will provide 
additional support for the newcomers 
this year.

“Last year we had great feedback 
from parents and teachers that it was an 
engaging and effective way for learn-
ing,” Chaulk said.  

The program aims to incorporate a 
more student-centered and competency-
based curriculum, and Chaulk said it 
makes learning more engaging for stu-

dents. She said they are embedding the 
profile of a graduate in the curriculum.

“We are taking small steps and mak-
ing it manageable,” she said.  

Other benefits that make the pro-
gram worthwhile, Chaulk said, include 
reduced classroom management which 
allows for a greater focus on teaching. 
While every district in the state had the 
opportunity to apply, Kemmerer School 
District was an early adopter.

Chaulk said she is also excited to 
continue the THRIVE initiative for staff 
and students which focuses on mental 
health and well-being. Two school coun-
selors will be heading up the THRIVE 
program.

“We have to take care of our people," 
she said.

While the Wyoming Department of 
Education is working on grants for more 
mental health programs, Chaulk said it 
would be ideal if the legislature would 
look at funding it in ways that would 
make it more sustainable. 

Chaulk expressed deep apprecia-
tion for the dedication and hard work 
of teachers and recognized their crucial 
role in shaping students' futures and 
enhancing the educational experience.

“Teaching is the hardest job in our 
country and should get the respect it 
deserves,” Chaulk said.

Home School Policy

1. The School District Form of reporting the Basic 
Education Program of a Home-Based School 
must be submitted to the superintendent of 
schools by the parent or guardian prior to the 
beginning of the school term or within 10 days of 
withdrawal from school attendance, whichever is applicable.

2. Failure to submit the Basic Educational Program of a Home-Based 
School is a prima facie evidence that the Home-Based Educational 
Program does not meet the requirements of the state law.

3. The Superintendent’s receipt of the Basic Educational Program and 
curriculum is not to imply that Home-Based School Program is 
comparable in any way to the educational program of the public school.

4. Consultation between the Home School and the district’s teachers 
during the school day is not permitted.

5. Specialized testing of some school students may be administered by 
school district personnel with prior approval by the Superintendent of 
Schools.

Study tips for a strong start in school
Studying is vital to academic performance. At the dawn of a new school 

year, students get a fresh start to improve upon or continue strong their study hab-
its. Teachers will be rolling out their curricula, and that may feel overwhelming. 
However, optimizing study skills can boost confidence in school and in areas out-
side of the classroom. These study tips can put students on a path for success.

• Find your optimal study space. The ideal study spot varies from student to 
student. Some need a quiet nook in the library, while others may prefer the sounds 
of nature while seated on a park bench. There’s no one-size-fits-all study loca-
tion, so students may need to experiment with what works best for them. Also, The 
Princeton Review says that a student doesn’t need just one study space. He or she 
may find a change of scenery can prompt the brain to retain information better.

• Devise a study plan. Setting goals and a plan of attack allows students to

space out their studying over several days. This can reduce stress and make the task 
seem less cumbersome.

• Avoid cram sessions. Devising a study plan is better than cramming the night 
before a test. The American Psychological Association says students may perform 
well on a test for which they’ve crammed, but that doesn’t mean they’ve truly 
learned the material. Studying with a goal of retaining the material long-term is 
important.
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Education begins at home. Research has found that kids benefit significantly when 
parents and other caregivers are strongly involved in a child’s education. A 2020 
study published in the Journal of Prevention and Intervention in the Community 
found that parental involvement in a child’s education is associated with improved 
academic performance. Specifically, children whose parents are more involved in 
their educations have higher levels of academic performance than children whose 
parents were not as involved.

A 2005 study from researchers at the Johns Hopkins University Center of 
School, Family and Community Partnerships showed that school practices that 
encourage families to support their students’ math learning at home led to higher 
percentages of students scoring at or above proficiency on standardized math tests.

Additional research indicates the benefits also extend to other subjects and areas of 
learning, including language comprehension and expressive language skills.

With so much to gain from parental involvement in students’ educations, parents 
can embrace these strategies to get more involved.

• Develop a partnership with the teacher. Open communication with the 
teacher(s) can help parents stay up-to-date on what is going on in the classroom and 
learn early on where a student may need extra support. Then parents can offer extra 
guidance if it is feasible, or look into an experienced tutor.

• Be firm but supportive. Too much academic pressure may cause a child to 
pull back or even test boundaries, and that can lead to students falling behind in 
school.

• Attend school functions. Parents can go to open houses, back-to-school nights, 
conferences, and other events held at school to show support and interest in their 
children’s education. Involved parents also build school-based networks this way, 
which can be called upon if their student needs additional support in the future.

• Establish a schedule at home. Students can benefit from a schedule, with 
regular bedtime, homework time and opportunities to relax. Knowing what to expect 
and when to expect it can take some of the stress out of learning and studying, 
according to Nemours health.

• Learn how to actively study. Some 
students think that studying requires 
reading over the material or highlighting 
text. Active studying involves engaging 
with the material and constructing mean-
ing from the text. One way to engage 
with the material is to try acting as 
the teacher and explaining concepts to 
another person. Creating a study guide 
or even concept maps also helps one 
actively study.

• Balance intensity with laid-back 
study approaches. Students may pro-
crastinate with their studying because 
they don’t want to devote a lot of time 
to the task. Instead, they can do shorter 
sessions mixed with longer sessions of 
studying. In fact, The Learning Center 
at the University of North Carolina at 
Chapel Hill says shorter, intensive study 
time can be more effective than drawn-
out studying.

• Ask for help. Asking a teacher or 
another student for help is not a sign of 
weakness. It’s a good strategy to develop 
early on. The longer one waits, the more 
difficult it may be to catch up on mate-
rial. Asking for help goes hand-in-hand 
with setting up a buddy system for 
studying. Study groups enable students 
to go over material together, which can

The Lincoln County School District #1 Transportation Department would like to welcome our school bus riders for the 2024-2025 school year. The drivers are 
preparing to meet their students at their bus stops again this year. Be sure to check the bus schedules as some stops and times have changed. The pickup and drop 
off zone at KJSHS will continue to be behind the school building instead of the front. If you are dropping off your student, please stay in front and do not go behind 
the school as this road is only for the buses. If you are picking up or dropping off K-6 grade students at CES please use the top parking lot as the bottom lot is for 
buses only. 

Students will need to have a “STUDENT BUS PASS” upon entering the bus if the student is a non-bus rider, the student needs to ride a different bus, or the 
student needs to get off at a different stop from their scheduled stop. The respective building office must fill out this “PASS” so that the driver has all the information 
necessary to transport the student to the correct location. This is to insure the safety of the student. 

The Transportation Department will be using ParentSquare to distribute important bus information and updates such as delayed bus arrival. If you are new to our 
school district, please be on the lookout for a registration email from the District. 

We look forward to transporting your children. Here are a few tips to help your student to get to school safely on the bus:
1. Wear bright clothes so the bus driver easily sees you.
2. Be at the bus stop at least “5” minutes before the bus is due. (The times listed in the Bus Schedule are the bus DEPARTURE times from the stop.)
3. Wear clothes & shoes appropriate for our Kemmerer weather. As there may be delays for bad roads.
4. Line up quietly in single file away from the road.
5. Stay out of the DANGER ZONE, which is 10 feet around the bus on ALL sides.
6. Use handrails to get on and off the bus.
7. Pay attention to the bus driver. Cross the road when they motion you to cross. Be sure to look both ways—vehicles don’t always stop for the red lights on 

the school bus.
8. Keep the aisles clear, and everything inside your seat-especially YOU!
9. Never stick your hands, head, or ANYTHING out the window.
10. Talk quietly and stay seated on the bus. 
11. Go directly to your bus after school is dismissed as to not hold up bus departure.
Please remember when the yellow lights are flashing, the bus is getting ready to stop and when red lights are flashing a child or children are getting on or off the 

bus. WHEN THE RED LIGHTS ARE FLASHING, BOTH DIRECTIONS OF TRAFFIC MUST STOP!!
If you have a new student that is concerned about riding the bus and you take 

them to school the first day, be sure they know where they live and where their 
bus stop is. It would help to send with them their home address, phone number 
and bus stop, so the driver can help if they become lost or confused.  It is also a 
good idea to have this information written on their backpack. 

Please be patient the first three to five days of school. We do our best to keep 
our schedules, but things are always hectic and sometimes confusing for our stu-
dents and it may take a little longer.

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High school graduates or individuals 
looking to explore continuing education 
at any age have various options. Among 
the most popular options is enrolling in a 
college or university. Studying a trade in a 
vocational school is another popular option. 

What are vocational schools?
Vocational schools are sometimes 

referred to as career or trade schools. 
Vocational schools tend to offer certificate 
programs that are much shorter in duration 
than traditional college degree programs, 
and train students for skilled jobs. 
Vocational programs prepare individuals 
for careers in electrical work, hairstyling 
and cosmetology, certified nursing aids, 
automotive work, and HVAC services, 
among others. 

Cost of attendance
Cost of education is an important 

factor when choosing a career, and the 
cost of vocational school is no exception. 
The College Board says trade school costs 
between $5,000 and $15,000 on average 
for a three- to 18-month program. By 
comparison, the national average for a two-
year degree program at public and private 
colleges can range from $3,621 to $15,333 
per year. The cost to attend a four-year 
college is considerably higher, though it 

varies widely by institution. 
NerdWallet reports that, as of 2021, 

total student loan debt in the United States 
exceeded $1.61 trillion. Vocational school 
can be a much more affordable option than 
attending college, without the specter of 
large amounts of debt looming once the 
training is over.

An obvious job path
Many higher education concentrations 

are confronting low enrollment, while 
vocational programs are doing quite well, 
according to The Hechinger Report, which 
covers innovation and equality in education. 
The reason may be that vocational training 
presents a clear career path, and a more 
secure way to a solid job. Mechanic and 
repair trade programs had an enrollment 
increase of 11.5 percent from spring 2021 
to 2022, indicates the National Student 
Clearinghouse. 

“America is lending money it doesn’t 
have to kids who can’t pay it back to 
train them for jobs that no longer exist,” 
says Mike Rowe, television personality 
and founder of the Mike Rowe Works 
Foundation, which offers scholarship money 
to those who are pursuing the trades. Rowe 
feels that America has convinced people that 
the best path for most people is an expensive 

education. Meanwhile, the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics indicates there are more than seven 
million jobs available across the U.S. that do 
not require a four-year-degree. 

Advantages to vocational schools
Trade school students can look forward 

to some benefits.
• hands-on learning
• more rigid schedule 
• efficient time usage
• faster class pace

• small class sizes
• ability for licensure, where needed
• lower costs of attendance compared to 

other types of schooling
• instructors who are experts in their fields

Vocational schools are an option for 
students right out of high school or those 
returning to school later in life. Such schools 
provide access to millions of rewarding 
and lucrative jobs that can offer financial 
security.

Get schooled on vocational training

Children will soon be trading in the chimes of 
neighborhood ice cream trucks for the bells of school as 
summer vacation gives way to the start of a new academic 
year. August through September is prime back-to-school 
season, with children all across the country stocking their 
backpacks and shopping for new school wardrobes.

There is more to getting ready for the start of school 
than making sure pencils are sharpened and tablets are 
charged. Parents and children can work together to ensure 
the transition back to the classroom is as seamless as 
possible. 

Adjust sleep and wake times
Summer vacation often means letting loose of 

schedules for a while, and that may translate into later-
than-normal bedtimes and rising a little later in the 
morning. Everyone in the household will have to 
reacquaint themselves with schedules that ensure kids get 
to school on time. A few weeks before the first day of 
school, start incrementally going to bed at an earlier time 
and start waking up earlier each morning. Try to plan out 
the increments so that by the time the last few days of 
summer vacation wind down, the family is on target with 

a waking schedule that mirrors the school schedule. 
Acclimate to being around people

Although summer vacation may involve t r ips 
that bring children in contact with other people, it 
may have been some time since they’ve spent five or 
more hours per day around 20 to 30 people their age. 
It may take a transition period to get used to being 
around a bunch of peers, so families can visit places 
where there tend to be crowds of kids, such as zoos, 
aquariums, parks, and trampoline centers. These can 
be low-pressure locations to dust off social skills.
Know the route or plan for school transportation

Students may be driven independently, ride the 
school bus, walk or bike, or carpool with others to 
and from school. Families can establish plans so 
that getting to and from school is not something 
k ids need to wor ry about.  Pract ice routes and 
timing, taking into consideration that when schools 
open there will be much more traffic. Parents can 
reassure children that there will be a learning curve, 
but all of the kinks generally get worked out during 
the first week.

Avoid “summer slide”
Most students don’t want to think about studying, 

homework and testing while on summer break, but it can 
be beneficial to stay current on some lessons. Summer 
slide refers to the loss of some of the learning achieved 
during the previous school year over the summer break. 
Some experts say summer slide is overstated, but it can’t 
hurt for students to refresh their memories on some math, 
science and language arts concepts over break so that they 
will be ready to hit the books when the new school year 
begins.

Prep for school lunches
Children and adults can work together to map out 

healthy eating options for school lunch. Many school 
districts have lunch plans that can be purchased through 
an online account. Participating students simply enter a 
number or swipe a code at checkout. School lunches are 
built to be nutritionally diverse and have options that even 
picky eaters will like.

School is right around the corner, and families should 
get ready for the routine and needs that go with the 
academic year as the first day draws closer.
