Dress up your landscape with

winter-inspired container gardens
By Melinda Myers

Clear out your fall containers 
and make room for some winter 
greenery. These planters are 
sure to brighten those dreary 
winter days and add life to your 
landscape.

Transform weatherproof 
summer and fall containers 
for winter. Fiberglass, plastic, 
cement and wood will hold up 
to the cold, ice and snow. Don’t 
subject terra cotta and glazed 
pots to the harsh elements that 
can cause them to crack.

Remove faded fall flowers 
and add a bit of potting mix to 
fill the container within two 
inches of the top. Or select a 
new weatherproof container 
and fill it with potting mix.

Consider your overall land-
scape design and other outdoor 
winter decorations when creat-
ing or purchasing a holiday 
planter. Place a couple of winter 
planters on your front steps or 
dress up your patio, deck or 
balcony and enjoy the view 
from the comfort of your home. 

Don’t overlook those hang-
ing baskets. Fill them with 
winter greenery to elevate your 
winter containers to a fun new 
level.

Fresh-cut needled evergreens 
like spruce, white pine, fir and 
broadleaf evergreen boxwood 

and holly combine nicely to 
form the backbone of your 
container design. Make it easy 
by using spruce tips to create 
vertical interest in a container.

You only need to set a few 
in the center of the pot to look 
like a pro. Surround these with 
graceful white pine boughs to 
anchor the arrangement to the 
container. Add sprigs of other 
evergreens for additional tex-
ture and shades of green.

Next, it’s time to put your 
creativity to work. For those 
that prefer a natural look, con-
sider white birch branches and 
stems of red twig dogwood, 
corkscrew willow or contorted 
hazelnut.

Add a bit more color with ber-
ry laden winter holly branches 
and dried seed rudbeckias, 
allium, and coneflower seed 
heads or hydrangea flowers. 
Finish off your arrangement 
with a few evergreen cones 
and a bow.

Or add a bit of glitz with 
painted and glittered cones, 
twigs, ornaments, or other 
holiday adornments. You can 
purchase these or create your 
own with a bit of paint and 
glitter. Just make sure your 
materials will hold up to the 
winter weather.

Once your arrangement is 
complete, water thoroughly. 

The moist soil helps keep 
greenery fresh and in place. 
Once the soil is frozen you can 
stop watering. The cold weather 
will help keep your greens 
looking good throughout the 
holidays and beyond.

Extend the life of your green-
ery with an organic biodegrad-
able antitranspirant. These ma-
terials help seal in the moisture, 
delaying the browning of cut 
greens. Always read and follow 
label directions carefully. Most 
need to be applied to evergreen 
boughs outdoors and allowed to 
dry before bringing it indoors 
or beginning your arrangement.

redistricting meetings
voice is fairly represented at 
the Capitol. The new legislative 
seats will remain the same for 
a decade until the 2030 census.

This year, all House members 
will serve on a redistricting 
committee that covers their part 
of the state. These committees 
will host multiple meetings, 
both in-person and virtual, to 
give the public the opportunity 
to voice their opinions about the 
redistricting process.

On Tuesday, January 12, the 
South Central Subcommittee, 
of which I am a member, will 
host its public meeting on redis-
tricting. I’ll share more details 
about that meeting as the date 
draw closer.

If you’re not able to attend in 
person, I hope you’ll watch the 
live-stream that will be avail-
able on the House website. A 

Every 10 years, the United 
States completes the census. 
The census is used to track 
changes in demographics and 
populations across the country, 
and the Legislature uses the 
data reported for Oklahoma to 
redraw legislative seats.

The Legislature is constitu-
tionally obligated to redraw 
districts every decade, and 
this process will consume a 
significant portion of our atten-
tion in the upcoming legislation 
session.

This year, the House Redis-
tricting Committee and its eight 
regional subcommittees are 
holding town halls across the 
state over the next few months 
to encourage public input in the 
redistricting process.

Redrawing legislative seats 
after population changes en-
sures that each legislator repre-
sents roughly the same number 
of constituents and that your

The mission: prevent Andrei 
Sator (Kenneth Branagh), a ren-
egade Russian oligarch, from 
starting World War III. The 
Protagonist will soon master 
the art of “time inversion” as 
a way of countering the threat 
that is to come.

Well here it is. The most 
discussed movie of 2020 is 
finally available to those of us 
unwilling to visit a movie the-
ater during a global pandemic.

Like pretty much every film 
this year, the release of “Tenet” 
was delayed multiple times due 
to COVID-19.

However, unlike most mov-
ies, these delays were small. 
Only two weeks at a time, first 
going from July 18 to July 31, 
then to August 12.

This is because “Tenet” was 
supposed to be the film that 
brought everyone back to the 
theaters. 

Remember back in spring this 
year when some people thought 
there was a chance COVID 
would all blow over in a few 
months and we’d be back to 
normal by midsummer?

Feels like a lifetime ago.
Anyway, “Tenet” obviously 

wasn’t the catalyst to bring 
movie watchers back to the-
aters, at least not in the United 
States where the film grossed a 
measly $57.8 million compared 
to its enormous $200 million 
budget.

The movie did better interna-
tionally, in countries where the 
pandemic was slightly better 
managed, but it was still far 
below expectations and will 
likely cost Warner Bros., the 
film’s distributor, millions of 
dollars once marketing costs 
are accounted for.

To make matters worse for 
theaters, “Tenet’s” box office 
woes are likely a big factor 
behind the decision at Warner 
Bros. to release nearly their 
entire 2021 film slate to HBO 
Max, the same day each movie 
will be released in theaters.

After all, if studios can’t 
cover production budgets by 
releasing their films in theaters, 
at the very least they can pro-
mote their streaming service 
and maybe make up some of 
the money that way.

So instead of “Tenet” being 
the savior of theaters as was 
hoped, it ended up being more 
of a canary in the coal mine. A 
warning to Warner Bros. and 
other studios that most of the 
general public wasn’t willing, 
or even able, to go back to 
theaters just yet.

However, after finally watch-
ing the movie myself, I really 
have to wonder if “Tenet” was 
even a good test to see if people 
were ready to brave theaters.

Because while the mov-
ie’s writer-director-producer, 
Christopher Nolan, is a talented 
filmmaker and has a dedicated 
following, I still question if 
“Tenet” would have found that 
much more monetary success 
under normal conditions.

Not because it’s an awful 
movie per se, but because the 
film is not exactly what I’d call 
an enjoyable experience.

To Nolan’s credit though, 
this film does feature a very 
interesting concept.

Basically the idea is what 
if time travel existed in the 
future, but instead of people 
quickly going backwards and 
forwards in the blink of an 
eye, as done in so many other 
science fiction stories, people 
and objects going backwards in 
time actually move through the 
world in reverse in real-time.

To anyone moving forward 
through time normally, those 
experiencing “time inversion” 
as they call it, would appear to 
be doing everything backwards, 
as if someone was rewinding a 
old-fashioned VCR.

It’s a neat idea. One that the 
film uses to great effect dur-
ing some of the movie’s more 
captivating action sequences.

There are some genuinely 
cool moments in this film. 
Moments that must have taken 
an exceeding amount of plan-
ning, especially when they had 
characters and objects moving 
forwards and backwards in time 
in the same scene.

Of course the film can’t be 
that simple. It never is with 
time travel.

Moving through time can 
be a difficult concept to tackle 
in stories, especially when it 
involves characters going into 
their recent past.

But in the case of this “Tenet,” 
I can’t shake the feeling that this 
film seems far more difficult to 
follow than necessary.

You know that guy who al-
ways tries to use bigger words 
than necessary every chance 
they get, all in the hope that it’ll 
make themselves sound smarter 
than everyone else?

I used to have an uncle like 
that. Good guy. I’m sure I have 
a few odd words in my vocabu-
lary thanks to him.

Anyway, that’s how I picture 
Nolan.

It’s like he tries to make his 
movies more difficult to follow 
in order to give them the veneer 
of being intelligent, especially 
in the case of this film.

Writing something that’s 
difficult to understand doesn’t 
make you smart Nolan. I should 
know, I do it all the time. It 
actually takes a lot of work 
to organize your thoughts in a 
way that’s not too difficult for 
people to comprehend.

Admittedly, I likely fail all 
the time. But at least I don’t try 
to confuse people on purpose, 
which seems to be the goal of 
Nolan.

Not only is the story incred-
ibly convoluted, but the edit-
ing and the sound mixing also 
doesn’t do the narrative any 
favors.

So many scenes in the film 
feel oddly cut short. You’re 
never given a chance to breathe, 
to absorb all this information 
being thrown at you at once.

It’s jarring and it makes the 
movie feel rushed.

It even happened within 
scenes when cutting from one 
camera to another.

A moment I noticed in par-
ticular involved a character get-
ting up to walk across a room. 
One second they’re standing up 
and beginning to walk towards 
the camera, the next we cut to 
the reverse shot of them walk-
ing away and they’re already 
halfway across the room.

It’s as if they teleported a 
dozen feet out of nowhere. This 
might seem like a nitpick, but 
this is basic editing techniques. 
Even the lowest budget, made-

for-TV movies get stuff like 
this right.

It’s odd, because the edit-
ing within the major action 
sequences is just fine. I’d even 
call it great at times.

Yet in simple dialogue scenes, 
moments which contain the in-
formation you need to under-
stand this movie, everything 
feels clipped and hurried for 
no reason. It doesn’t make any 
sense.

Then of course there’s the 
sound, which is probably the 
biggest complaint I’ve seen 
about this film in the months 
since it was released in theaters.

To put it bluntly, the sound 
mixing in this movie is bad.

There’s moments where you 
flat out can’t understand what 
characters are saying while 
they’re delivering important 
information to the audience.

If your intense movie 
soundtrack is so loud that the 
audience can’t hear a dang thing 
they’re saying, you’ve failed at 
your job. Period. End of story.

Again, this is basic stuff.
You can’t be upset that people 

don’t get your movie when no 
one can hear the dialogue.

Combine this with the bad 
editing and the relentless, hur-
ried pace of the film, and it’s 
no wonder people come out of 
the experience confused.

This is when I would expect 
fans of the film to tell me that 
I’m just stupid, and to truly 
understand Nolan’s genius, 
you have to watch the movie 
multiple times.

To those people I would say, 
if you want people to rewatch 
your film over and over again, 
your movie has to be enjoyable 
to watch the first time. And 
for me, “Tenet” was just an 
unpleasant experience for the 
most part.

Like I said, there are some 
genuinely cool moments to be 
found here, and the concept is 
unlike anything I’ve ever seen 
in a movie.

Nolan certainly is a man with 
a unique vision. In this case, I 
only wish he was better at show-
ing that vision to the world.

“Tenet” is rated PG-13 and 
is available to purchase on 
Blu-Ray and video-on-demand.

spends her days trying to sur-
vive high school and the cruel 
actions of the popular crowd. 
But when she becomes the 
latest target of the Blissfield 
Butcher (Vince Vaughn), the 
town’s infamous serial killer, 
her senior year becomes the 
least of her worries. 

When the Butcher’s mystical 
dagger causes him and Millie 
to magically switch bodies, the 
frightened teen learns she has 
just 24 hours to get her identity 
back before she looks like a 
middle-aged maniac forever.

What do you get when you 
take the classic horror franchise 

“Friday the 13th” and chuck it 
into a blender with “Freaky Fri-
day,” blood, guts and all? Well, 
obviously, you get this movie.

Seriously, that was the pitch. 
Last year this film’s working 
title was “Freaky Friday the 
13th.”

Instead of a teenage girl 
temporarily switching bodies 
with her mother, Millie swaps 
places with a knock off version 
of Jason Voorhees, the masked 
killer featured in the majority of 
the “Friday the 13th” movies.

This right here is exactly 
the kind of film that’s right up 
my alley.

I have a huge soft spot in 
my heart for horror-comedies. 
Movies like “Zombieland,” 
“The Cabin in the Woods” 
from a few years back, or more 
recently “Ready or Not” and 
“Happy Death Day.” There’s 
just some strange part of my 
brain that gets all giddy when 
I watch them.

And on the surface, “Freaky” 
seemed like yet another film 
that would fill that odd void 
in my life. 

Especially considering the 
fact that this movie was writ-
ten and directed by Christopher 
Landon, the same person be-
hind both “Happy Death Day” 
and its sequel “Happy Death 
Day 2U,” two films I adored 
when I saw them in theaters.

And well, the movie is more 
or less what you might expect 

from this premise. Sadly, there 
isn’t really much here to el-
evate the film beyond its novel 
concept.

Where Landon’s last movie, 
“Happy Death Day,” had a 
strong, charismatic lead in Jes-
sica Rothe, this film instead has 
Kathryn Newton.

Don’t get me wrong, I think 
Kathryn is a perfectly fine ac-
tress. Sure, I think she’s a little 
too restrained for a lead role like 
this, but her character here is 
likeable enough and she makes 
for a reasonably sympathetic 
horror movie star.

But a film like this required 
a bit more than fine. It needed 
someone who could be genuine 
and charming as themselves, 
but also conniving and even 
intimidating when their body 
inevitably becomes possessed 
by a serial killer.

I’m sorry Kathryn, but I just 
couldn’t buy it.

In an odd twist, the actor who 
plays our Jason Voorhees stand-
in, Vince Vaughn, also doesn’t 
make for a terribly convincing 
Blissfield Butcher.

Luckily for us though, Vince 
does make for a wonderfully 
charming teenage girl.

Most of the movie involves 
Vince as Millie, trying to con-
vince her friends and family 
that she isn’t a murderer and 
trying to get their help so she 
can switch back to her old body.

From there, the film plays 

out pretty much exactly how 
you’d expect.

There’s no mystery here. No 
twists or turns along the way. 
The movie ends up concluding 
pretty much exactly how you’d 
expect.

And not only is the story 
pretty predictable, but the 
kills here aren’t even all that 
creative. Something you’d 
probably expect from a novelty 
horror movie like this.

Oh, it starts off promising in 
the movie’s opening prologue, 
but those are sadly some of 
the most interesting kills in 
the film.

I can’t understand what was 
holding them back. This is an 
R-rated slasher for crying out 
loud. Creativity is king in films 
like this. Yet beyond a couple 
exceptions, most the murder 
here only amounted to simple 
stabings or impalings.

I don’t know. Despite my 
complaints, I still did have 
some fun with this movie. I 
imagine those looking for a new 
horror-comedy will probably 
find something to enjoy here.

I guess after being spoiled 
with films like “Ready or Not” 
and “Happy Death Day,” I just 
can’t help but feel a little disap-
pointed when “Freaky” doesn’t 
reach the same heinous and 
hilarious heights.

“Freaky” is rated R and is 
available to rent on video-on-
demand for $19.99.

Do-it-yourself holiday centerpiece

Dress up your holiday meals 
with a centerpiece crafted from 
greens, colorful stems and seed 
heads collected from your gar-
den. Or purchase fresh materials 
you need from your favorite 
garden center or florist.

Most gardeners spend some 
time gathering a few blossoms 
and creating a bouquet or ar-
rangement for their summer 
gatherings. Don’t let winter 
stop you from crafting a festive 
centerpiece from materials col-
lected from your gardens this 
time of year.

Start by gathering some 
greens.  The fan-like sprays of 
arborvitae, blue-green sprigs 

of juniper as well as branches 
of yews, boxwood, pines and 
spruces can provide all the 
greenery you need.

Now look for items with 
interesting color or shape. Red 
and yellow twig dogwoods and 
paper bark birch add festive 
color to any arrangement. The 
interesting shapes of curly wil-
low, contorted filbert and fantail 
willow provide intriguing form.

Next gather cones, berries, 
and fruits. Look for orange and 
red rose hips, blue berry-like 
cones of junipers, sweet gum 
seedpods, and alder’s cone-like 
fruit. Gather a few evergreen 
cones to include in or around 
your arrangement.

Look for potential adorn-
ments that are lingering in the 
perennial garden. Coneflower, 
rudbeckia, and allium seed 
heads can add a bit of structure 
to your arrangement. Gather a 
few milkweed, balloon plant 

and lotus pods. And don’t wor-
ry, your milkweed plants will 
return for next year’s visiting 
monarchs. Honor their natural 
color or add a bit of bling with 
some gold, silver, or red paint.

Include a few shiny orna-
ments as needed. Glittered 
stems, ribbons and candles can 
add festive color to nature’s 
beauty in your centerpiece.

Visit your favorite florist or 
craft store for needed supplies.  
Pick up some floral foam to 
secure the stems. Cut it to shape 
to fit the size and shape of the 
container.

Moisten the foam before 
inserting fresh greens and cut 
flowers. Set the block of foam 
on top of a basin of water and 
let it sink. This allows all the air 
spaces to fill with water, ensur-
ing your flowers and greens 
have the water they need. Use 
high density foam when work-
ing with evergreen boughs and 
branches.

No need to moisten the foam 
when using dried and artificial 
material. This material makes 
it easier to create your arrange-
ment.

Consider purchasing a few 

seasonal flowers for added color 
for your special event.  These 
can be placed directly in the 
floral foam or water filled florist 
tubes set in the arrangement. 
Simply remove faded flowers 
and replace as needed.

Or use miniature poinsettias, 
kalanchoes and cyclamen for 
longer lasting living color. Tuck 
them in the bed of greens or use 
them to decorate each place 
setting. Check the soil moisture 
frequently as the small pots dry 
out quickly.

The possibilities are end-
less, and the results are sure to 
brighten your spirits no matter 
how you are safely celebrating 
this holiday season.

Grow your own herbal

centerpiece for the holidays

Dress up the table and your 
holiday meals with a center-
piece of fresh herbs. You and 
your family will enjoy snipping 
a few fresh sprigs to season 
your meal to your own taste.

Purchase plants so they 
will be ready to harvest for 
the holidays. Many garden 
centers now carry herb plants 
year-round and some grocery 
stores sell herb plants in their 
produce department.

Include herbs your family 
likes and those that comple-
ment your menu. Grow plants 
in individual containers or 
plant several in one larger 
decorative pot. Select a con-
tainer with drainage holes and 
one that complements your 
table setting.

Double pot plants when us-
ing a decorative container that 
lacks drainage holes. Plant 
herbs in a smaller pot with 
drainage holes. You can set 
several individual pots in a 
larger container.

Place pebbles in the bottom 
of the decorative pot. These-
selevate the inner pots above 
any excess water that collects 
in the bottom of the decorative 
pot. Better for the plants and 
less work for you.

Use a quality, well-drained 
potting mix when moving 
herbs into another container. 
Be sure to place a saucer or tray 
under the pot to protect your 
furniture. Set on a decorative 
placemat for added protection 
and add a few seasonal items 
to complete your display.

Include some basil to dress 
up a pizza, salad, or soup with 
just a few leaves. Add some 
oregano for seasoning any 
tomato-based dishes such as 
pizza and pasta.

Use fresh thyme to add flavor 
to cheeses, eggs, tomatoes, and 
lentils. Lemon thyme makes a 
nice tea.

Chives’ mild onion flavor 
is great on potatoes, but con-

sider adding it to soups, dips, 
seafood dishes, and omelets. 
Just snip a few leaves and cut 
them into smaller pieces before 
adding them to your dish.

Parsley is high in vitamin C 
and often added to soups, pasta, 
salads, and dressings. Harvest 
a sprig at the end of the meal 
to freshen your breath.

Always water plants thor-
oughly when the top inch of 
soil is starting to dry. Basil 
likes slightly moist soil but 
not soggy wet. Pour off excess 
water that collects in the saucer 
or elevate the pot on pebbles 
above any water that lingers in 
the saucer or tray.

And don’t forget the snips. 
Let everyone add their own 
favorite herbal seasonings to 
their meal. Encourage every-
one to make the cut above a set 
of leaves. This keeps the plant 
looking good and the wound 
will close quickly. And don’t 
be timid; regular harvesting 

encourages new growth for 
future harvests.

When the herbal centerpiece 
is not dressing up the table, 
move the plants to a sunny 
window or under artificial 
lights. Avoid drafts of hot and 
cold air. Continue watering it 
thoroughly as needed.

Everyone will appreciate the 
fresh flavor and fun of flavor-
ing their own meals right at the 
table during your holiday meal.

December 13, 2020 was 
the third Sunday in Advent. 
Remember that Advent is the 
liturgical season in which we 
wait with joyful anticipation 
for the coming of Christ.

We call this third Sunday of 
Advent “Gaudete Sunday” be-
cause especially on this Sunday 
we reflect upon Christian joy. 
We get the title “Gaudete” from 
the Latin word for “rejoice,” 

which is the word St. Paul uses 
in his letter to the Thessalonians 
when says “Rejoice always… 
this is God’s will for you.”

Sometimes people think joy 
and happiness are the same 
thing.  A concise explanation of 
the difference is found at www.
psychologies.co.uk/joy-vs-
happiness. Joy vs Happiness. 
Joy and happiness are wonder-
ful feelings to experience but 

are very different.
Joy is more consistent and is 

cultivated internally. It comes 
when you make peace with who 
you are, why you are, and how 
you are, whereas happiness 
tends to be externally triggered 
and is based on other people, 
things, places, thoughts, and 
events.

The second reading for the 
third Sunday in Advent was 1 
Thessalonians 5:16-24.  Broth-
ers and sisters: 16 Rejoice al-
ways. 17 Pray without ceasing. 
18 In all circumstances give 
thanks, for this is the will of 
God for you in Christ Jesus.

How do we rejoice always? 
We must understand that be-
ing joyful is a deep internal 
satisfaction.  It does not depend 
on how much money we have, 
where we live, or how success-
ful we or our children are.  We 
rob ourselves of our joy when 
we rely on anything or anyone 
above Christ.

What does pray without 
ceasing mean? It most assur-
edly does not mean staying 
on your knees 24/7. It means 
being in regular contact with

In These Times, ‘How 
Great Thou Art’ Good for 
the Soul

It may be the greatest song 
ever written—‘How Great 
Thou Art.’ If not, it’s on that top 
shelf with the best of the best.

The writer of ‘How Great 
Thou Art’ understood some-
thing about God’s glory and 
majesty. He had experienced 
wonders in God’s handiwork 
that made him stop right where 
he was and give God the glory. 
You might think he stood and 
looked out over the Grand Can-
yon – ah, from high up there 
you can sing ‘Then sings my 
soul my Savior God to thee’ 
with vigor, can’t you! – or up 
high on the Smoky Mountains 
looking deep down into the 
foothills with the fall leaves 
shifting from color to color 
and the cool running Pigeon 
River churning confidently 
through it.

Carl Bobert, the Swedish 
preacher who penned these 
words in 1886, likely never 
saw either of those wonders, 
although he would have plenty 
of his own to admire in the 
beautiful landscapes of Swe-
den. Many scenes there display 
the glories of God and would 
cause him to sing, and write:

‘O Lord my God, when I

The wonder we have of God, 
as with the song poet here, 
seems to come in stages. First 
we wonder at God’s greatness, 
marveling of Him in our mind, 
then we see all that He has 
made and hear the pow’r of the 
rolling thunder - our thoughts, 
our eyes, our ears all taking in 
God’s glory.

But there’s something still 
missing, some sense we pos-
sess that we have not yet 
engaged in our wonder and 
worship of God, but the writer 
will not leave it that way for 
long. As we come to the 
resounding chorus, he takes 
the wonder of his soul to new 
heights, writing, “Then sings 
my soul, my Savior God, to 
Thee; how great Thou art, how 
great Thou art! Then sings my 
soul, my Savior God, to Thee; 
how great Thou art, how great 
Thou art!”

There we go to the depths of 
our being, down into our very 
soul. Our wonder looks up to 
the heights while our emotions 
reach down to the depths. Our

Site Address

R319.1 Address numbers. Buildings shall have approved 
address numbers, building numbers or approved building iden-
tification placed in a position that is plainly legible and visible 
from the street or road fronting the property.

These numbers shall contrast with their background. Address 
numbers shall be Arabic numbers or alphabetical letters. Numbers 
shall be a minimum of four inches (102mm).

Where access is by means of a private road and the building 
address cannot be viewed from the public way, a monument, pole 
or other sign or means should be used to identify the structure.

to be out (in the community) 
and people would give us 
money,” Christian said.

The influx of funds means 
McClain County Operation 
Christmas has a cash cushion 
going into 2021.

The number of applications 
was down in 2020.

That decline may have been 
due in part to the closure of 
the Department of Human 
Services office in Purcell.

But Christian said it was 
also due in large part to the 
on-again, off-again schedules 
for schools across the county 
and the fact that many parents 
opted to enroll their children in 
Epic Charter School this year.

Gail Wilson stepped up this 
year to handle the food side of 
the charity.

She said organizers called 
all of the recipients from 2019, 
asking if they wanted to apply 
this year.

Happily, many reported 
their circumstances actually 
improved in 2020.

Purcell police cancelled 
their Shop with a Cop event 
this year. And several other 
organizations cancelled their 
toy drives in 2020.

Newcastle schools and the 
town’s First Baptist Church 
brought a trailer loaded with 
gifts.

Wayne students abandoned 
the district’s food drive in fa-
vor of a money drive, raising 
more than $300. The students 
used that money to purchase 
groceries to fill food baskets.

Among volunteers at the 
Multi-Purpose Center were all 
three county commissioners, 
officers from the sheriff’s de-
partment and criminal justice 
students from Mid-America 
Technology Center.

Operation Christmas provid-
ed 23 food baskets in support 
of a program run by Dibble 
Schools in which teachers 

identify kids in need.
“The teachers buy for those 

kids,” Christian said.
Another first was helping 

residents of Hope Center shop 
for their children and wrap 
those gifts.

The Hope Center is a 
12-month drug and alcohol 
recovery program for women.

That effort benefitted 23 
youngsters.

“The moms were very ap-
preciative they had stuff for 
their kids,” Christian said.

Restaurants across the coun-
ty made sure Operation Christ-
mas “elves” were well-fed all 
week.

And McClain County Emer-
gency Management Director 
Ron Johnson sent staff to 
disinfect the Multi-Purpose 
Building every morning.

Other health protocols were 
observed during the week.

Masks were required and 
volunteers had temperature 
checks every day before enter-
ing the Multi-Purpose Center. 

Daily sign-in sheets were 
utilized to assist in contact-
tracing should any volunteer 
come down with COVID-19.

The strict appointment-only 
schedule for recipients also 
helped.

There have been memorable 
years in Operation Christmas 
history.

There was the year all the 
toys in storage were sprayed 
by a skunk. And the year all 
the food drive donations were 
locked up tight in the schools, 
which were closed because of 
the snow and ice of an unprec-
edented winter storm.

“This year I will remember 
the number of applications 
and the generosity of people,” 
Christian said.

And the fact 2020 is the first 
year everyone picked up their 
food baskets and “everything 
left the building.”

• It is expected that all oppos-
ing teams and coaches conduct 
COVID-19 screening and tem-
perature checks before traveling 
to CVC facilities.

• Athletes not engaged in 
competition (bench area) will 
be recommended to wear facial 
coverings.

contract with the National Fed-
eration of High Schools.

Testa cited the “great qual-
ity” of the cameras provided 
by NFHS.

The two cameras the district 
has received would cost ap-
proximately $15,000.

Instead, the contract cost the 
district $2,500.

In addition to quality, Testa 
said the cameras don’t require 
an operator.

“They are motion-activated,” 
she added.

One camera was installed in 
The Reimer Center at the high 
school and the other at Conger 
Field.

In addition to sports, the live 
streaming can be used for other 
events, as well.

Patrons will pay $10.99 per 
month or $59.99 a year to view 
games and other content.

“They can watch any events 
from any schools (using 
NFHS),” she continued.

The district will receive a 
small portion of the subscrip-
tion fees in year four.

“The schools will get all that 
revenue,” she said.

The most recent remedia-
tion data is from the 2018-19 
school year.

Oklahoma’s colleges and 
universities require remedia-
tion courses for students who 
score below 19 in any of the 
four main areas of the ACT 
test – science, English, math 

and reading.
In 2018, 87 percent of 102 se-

niors graduated on time. There  
were three dropouts and the 
remainder of seniors graduated 
later obtained a GED.

Sanders explained the high 
school has implemented an 
8-point plan for instructional 
improvement.

Key points call for all stu-
dents to take college prep 
courses regardless whether 
they plan to attend college.

In addition, students will 
receive college and career path-
way guidance from the time 
they enroll in the high school 
until they graduate.

Under the improvement plan, 
all juniors will take the ACT in 
the spring. However, they also 
have the option to take the test 
in the fall.

The third presentation was 
by elementary principal Cindy 
Stone, who shared the SMORE 
newsletter she is utilizing to 
stay in contact with parents.

SMORE is a multimedia 
platform and is only shared 
within the school setting.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN 
OF GOLDSBY, OKLAHOMA PER-

ARTICLE 1 OF CHAPTER 3 OF 
THE GOLDSBY CODE OF ORDI-
NANCES; REQUIRING ZONING 
COMPLIANCE FOR BEEKEEP-
ING AND APIARIES; LIMITING 
THE NUMBER OF COLONIES 
OR HIVES BASED ON LOT SIZE; 
PROVIDING SETBACK REQUIRE-
MENTS; PROHIBITING AFRICAN-
IZED BEES; REQUIRING COM-
PLIANCE WITH STATE LAW AND 
REGULATIONS; PROVIDING FOR 
VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES; 
PROVIDING FOR NUISANCE 
ABATEMENT; PROVIDING FOR 
SEVERABILITY; AND DECLARING 
AN EMERGENCY,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE 
BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE 
TOWN OF GOLDSBY, OKLA-
HOMA, THAT:

Section 1. Section 3-4.E of Ar-
ticle 1 of Chapter 3 of The Goldsby 
Code of Ordinances Amended. 
Subparagraph E of Section 3-4 
of Article 1 of Chapter 3 of The 
Goldsby Code of Ordinances 
which, before the adoption of this 
ordinance, reads as follows:

“The keeping of bees within the 
corporate limits of the Town of 
Goldsby, Oklahoma, shall be per-
mitted only in those areas Zoned 
for Agricultural or Large-Lot (over 2 
acres) Residential uses, and in ac-
cordance with Zoning Ordinance 
provisions. No License or Permit, 
other than Zoning clearance, shall 
be required to keep or raise bees.”

is hereby amended in its entirety 
to read as follows:

E. The keeping of bees within 
the corporate limits of the Town of 
Goldsby, Oklahoma, shall be per-
mitted only in those areas zoned 
A-1 Agricultural- Residential, R-1 
Low Density Residential, or R-2 
Low Density Single-Family Resi-
dential, and only in accordance 
with the provisions of this Ordi-
nance and the Zoning Ordinance 
of the Town of Goldsby.

1. Zoning Compliance Required. 
Except in those areas zoned A-1, 
R-1, or R- 2, no person shall keep 
or maintain any apiary, colony, 
nuclei, or hive of bees within the 
corporate limits of the Town of 
Goldsby.

2. Colonies restricted. No per-
son shall keep or maintain more 
than one (1) colony or hive of bees 
per four thousand (4,000) square 
feet of lot area.

3. Hives. No person shall keep 
or maintain bee colonies in other 
than movable frame hives that 
permit the thorough examination 
of every comb.

4. Setback requirements. No 
person shall locate colonies or 
hives of bees closer than thirty-five 
(35) feet to any road, sidewalk, trail 
of other pedestrian right-of-way. 
No person shall locate colonies or 
hives of bees closer than thirty-
five (35) feet to any property line, 
except:

(1) When those colonies or hives 
are situated at least eight (8) feet 
above adjacent ground level; or

(2) When those colonies or hives 
are situated less than six (6) feet 
above adjacent ground level and 
behind a solid fence, wall, dense 
evergreen hedge or effective 
equivalent having a height of not 
less than six (6) feet and parallel to 
each property line within thirty-five 
(35) feet of the hive, such fence 
shall extend at least thirty (30) feet 
beyond the hive in both directions 
or the full length of the property 
line to which the fence is parallel, 
whichever is the lesser.

5. Water sources. No person 
shall keep or maintain any apiary, 
colony, or nuclei of bees within the 
Town of Goldsby without provid-
ing a fresh water source on that 
person’s lot during all periods that 
the bees fly from the hives.

6. Africanized honeybees. lt 
shall be unlawful and an offense 
to retain Africanized honeybees 
within the Town of Goldsby except 
for specifically approved research 
purposes as determined by rules 
promulgated by the Oklahoma De-
partment of Agriculture. “African-
ized honeybee” or “Apis mellifers 

scutellata” means a hybridized 
bee of African descent that at any 
stage of development is consid-
ered a pest to bees, humans, and 
animals as determined by rules 
promulgated by the Oklahoma 
Department of Agriculture.

7. Compliance with State Law 
and Regulations. No person shall 
keep or maintain any apiary, col-
ony, nuclei, or hive of bees within 
the Town of Goldsby that is not in 
compliance with the provisions of 
the Oklahoma Apiary Act and the 
rules and regulations of the Okla-
homa Department of Agriculture 
regulating apiaries or beekeeping.

8. Sign. Any person owning 
or maintaining an apiary, colony, 
nuclei, or hive of bees within the 
Town of Goldsby who does not 
possess and display a registration 
number issued pursuant to the 
voluntary registration under the 
rules promulgated by the Okla-
homa Department of Agriculture 
shall clearly post and display their 
name, address, and telephone 
number on a permanent sign with 
a minimum of one- and one-half 
inch (1 1/2”) high contrasting let-
tering at or near the apiary, colony, 
nuclei, or hive of bees.

9. Violations and Penalty. lt shall 
be unlawful and an offense for any 
person to keep or maintain any 
apiary, colony, or nuclei of bees or 
any hive of bees within the Town 
of Goldsby in violation of this or-
dinance. Any person who violates 
any provision of this Ordinance 
shall be guilty of an offense and, 
upon conviction thereof, shall be 
fined in an amount not to exceed 
the lesser of $200.00 or the limit 
established by State law. Each 
day upon which such violation 
continues shall be deemed a 
separate offense.

10. Public Nuisance. lt shall 
also be a public nuisance for any 
person to alter, convert, maintain, 
or use any building, structure, or 
land within the Town of Goldsby 
in violation of this Ordinance. The 
Town of Goldsby, Oklahoma, in 
addition to other remedies avail-
able to it, may institute any proper 
action or proceedings to restrain, 

correct or abate such violation in 
accordance with the provisions 
of Chapter Twelve (Nuisances) of 
this Code of Ordinances as the 
same may be hereafter amended. 
ln the event a lawsuit is initiated, 
the Town of Goldsby shall be en-
titled to recover all attorney fees 
and costs incurred in connection 
with the lawsuit, including without 
limitation, the costs of bringing the 
action, service of process, export 
fees, the costs associated with the 
Code Enforcement Officer, and 
any and all other costs which have 
been incurred.

11. License or Permit. No mu-
nicipal license or permit shall be 
required to keep or maintain bees 
in compliance with the provisions 
of this ordinance in those areas of 
the Town of Goldsby zoned A-1, 
R-1, or R-2.

Section 2. Severability. lf any 
section, subsection, sentence, 
clause, phrase, or portion of this 
ordinance is for any reason held 
invalid or unconstitutional by any 
court of competent jurisdiction, 
said portion shall be deemed a 
separate, distinct, and indepen-
dent provision and such holding 
shall not affect the validity of the re-
maining portion of this ordinance.

Section 3. Emergency. lt being 
necessary for the preservation of 
the public health, safety, peace 
and welfare of the citizens and 
residents of the Town of Goldsby, 
Oklahoma, that this Ordinance 
shall become effective and placed 
into use as soon as possible, an 
emergency is hereby declared 
to exist, by reason whereof, this 
Ordinance shall take full force and 
effect immediately upon its adop-
tion and publication as provided 
by law.
