Body cam upgrades
City council tackles varied agenda at Monday meeting

Body cameras currently 
used by the Purcell Police 
Department and the server 
which archives police video 
are obsolete, Purcell Police 
Chief Bobby Elmore told the 
city council Monday.

Save time and increase success

by creating a garden calendar
By Melinda Myers

Ringing in the New Year 
is filled with resolutions that 
usually involve dieting and 
exercise. Gardening is a great 
way to help accomplish those 
two resolutions, while also 
improving your mood, reduc-
ing blood pressure, managing 
anger, maintaining flexibility 
and much more. 

So, gather anyone that shares 
in your gardening efforts and 
landscape projects. Grab a 
calendar and make some gar-
dening plans for the year ahead. 

Consider including a month-
ly project that you all can share 
and one that moves you closer 
to your long-term gardening 
and landscaping goals.

Start the year right by grow-
ing some microgreens. They 
are quick, easy and require no 
special equipment. Plus, recent 
research found that many con-
tain as much as 25 times more 
nutrients as the leaves of the 
full-grown plant.

Take some time to inventory 
your current seed collection.  
Decide what seeds you want to 
keep and grow this season and 
those you want to pass along 
to gardening friends. You may 
choose to make seed art with 
older or improperly stored 
seeds and invest in fresh seeds 
that are sure to germinate.

Once you complete your in-
ventory, review new catalogs, 
and make a list of seeds and 

plants you want to include this 
year.  Order early for the great-
est selection and availability. 
A recent increase in gardeners 
means more people shopping 
for the seeds and plants you 
want to buy.

While you wait for your 
seed order to arrive, prepare 
a space and organize supplies 
for starting any seeds indoors 
as needed.

Clear a space, check your 
grow lights, and gather the 
needed seed starting mix and 
clean containers. Soak used 
containers in a one-part bleach 
and nine-parts water solution 
for 10 minutes. Then rinse with 
clear water before reusing them 
this year.

Once you know what you 
want to grow, it is time to create 
a seed starting calendar. Check 
the catalogue, University Ex-
tension recommendations, and 
back of the packet to determine 
when you need to start the seeds 
indoors or out.

Include dates for starting 
seeds indoors and directly in 
the garden.

Note the recommended date 
for moving transplants into the 
garden. Add in time as needed 
to harden off transplants. 
Gradually introducing plants 
to the garden environment over 
a two-week period reduces 
transplant shock and increases 
your success.

Mark your calendar for peak 
harvest times in your region. 

Make sure to allow sufficient 
time for harvesting and pre-
serving.

Supplement your own 
harvest with produce from 
farmer’s markets and pick-
your-own farms. Most post 
expected picking and produce 
availability dates on their web-
site, so you can plan ahead. 
As the season begins, confirm 
picking times and invite family 
and friends for a harvest and 
preservation party.

Record all this information 
on your calendar, garden chart 
or a spreadsheet to help keep 
your gardening efforts on track.  
This will also help you identify 
the best time to embark on 
larger landscaping projects or 
hire a plant sitter when you are 
away from the garden.

Make this the year you 
resolve to accomplish your 
gardening goals in a timely 
manner. You’ll maximize your 
harvest, enjoyment, and other 
gardening benefits.

Absentee ballots
Apply now for February 9 election

McClain County voters who 
want absentee ballots mailed to 
them for the February 9 Purcell 
special election should apply 
now, county election board 
secretary Karen Haley said.

Applications for absentee 
ballots must be received by the 
county election board by 5 p.m. 
February 2 to be processed in 
time for the election.

Absentee voters may apply 
in person at the county elec-
tion board office in the Mc-
Clain County Courthouse or 
may mail, fax or email their 
applications.

An online version of the form 
may be filled out and submitted 
electronically at www.elec-
tions.ok.gov.

“At least two mail transac-
tions must be made,” Haley 
said. “The County Election 
Board must mail the ballots to 
the voter and the voter must re-
turn the voted ballots by mail.”

Ballots must be in the hands 
of County Election Board of-
ficials by 7 p.m. on Election 
Day to be counted. 

Any registered voter eligible 
to vote in the election may vote 

by absentee ballot without stat-
ing a reason, Haley said.

However absentee voters 
can activate certain special 
conditions in the following 
circumstances:

• Voters who are physically 
handicapped or who care for 
physically handicapped per-
sons who cannot be left unat-
tended. These individuals may 
apply only by mail, fax or email.

• Voters who are confined 
to nursing homes within the 
county. An absentee voting 
board goes to nursing homes 
a few days before the election 
and sets up a small polling place 
for those voters. They may ap-
ply only by mail, fax or email.

• Military personnel, county 
residents residing overseas and 
their spouses and dependents 
are eligible to receive absentee 
ballots.  These voters may ap-
ply only by mail, fax or email. 
Other Oklahoma residents 
living overseas are directed to 
www.fvap.gov/oklahoma.

School MenusGardening tasks to protect your
landscape from winter wildlife damage
By Melinda Myers

As the seasons change, we 
adjust our gardening tasks and 
plantings to match. Animals 
also make changes this time of 
year, often changing their eat-
ing habits and dining locations.

These adjustments can im-
pact your gardens. Reduce the 
risk of damage by starting to 
protect your landscape from 
hungry animals this winter.

Take a walk around your 
landscape to evaluate plants 
and plantings for their suscep-
tibility to animal damage. Look 
for pathways that animals use 
to access your landscape and 
areas of potential damage.

Note new plantings, animal 
favorites and those special 
plantings you would hate 
to lose. Make sure these are 
protected.

Check mulch around trees 
and shrubs. Deep layers of 
mulch and mulch piled around 
the trunk of trees and the base 
of shrubs provides shelter for 
mice and voles.

These rodents like to gnaw 
on the bark of trees and shrubs 
in winter. Pull mulch off tree 
trunks and stems and spread out 
deep mulch so it is only two to 
four inches deep.

Protect young trees and 
shrubs with a four-feet-tall 
fence of hardware cloth sunk 
several inches into the ground 
to prevent vole damage at 
ground level and most rabbit 

damage.
Mature trees are usually only 

bothered during years where 
the vole and rabbit populations 
are high and food is scarce.

Fencing around garden beds 
filled with animal favorites is 
another option. Make sure your 
fence is high enough, tight to 
the ground and gates are secure.

You will need a four-feet-
high fence for rabbits and at 
least five- to six-feet-high fence 
to keep deer out of small gar-
dens. A fence of several strands 
of fishing line has proven to be 
successful for some gardeners.   

Repellents are another less 
obtrusive option. These use 
smell or taste to discourage 
animals from dining in your 
landscape. Check the label to 
see if the repellent works on 
the animals and rodents you 
are trying to manage.

Apply repellents before 
animals start feeding for best 
results. Then reapply as recom-
mended on the label.

Look for one, like organic 
Plantskydd (plantskydd.com), 
that is rain and snow resistant, 
lasting up to six months on 
dormant plants over the winter 
so you will need to apply it 
less often.

Scare tactics may be effective 
depending on where you live. 
In urban and suburban areas 
animals are used to human 
scents and sounds. Gardeners 
often hang old CDs and shiny 
ribbons in tree branches to scare 

hungry animals.
If you opt for scare tactics, 

be sure to employ a variety of 
options and change their loca-
tion to increase your chance 
of success.

Constantly monitor and 
evaluate the effectiveness of 
the methods used and check 
all plantings for damage. When 
animal populations are high 
and hungry, they will eat about 
anything.

Be willing to change things 
up if one method is not working. 
Using multiple tactics will help 
increase your level of success.

Protect your landscape from 
hungry deer, rabbits, and voles 
this winter. Start preparing in 
fall before their winter dining 
habits begin.

If you are vigilant and per-
sistent, you can coexist with 
these creatures and still have 
a beautiful landscape.

6000 series Norelco shaver, I’ll 
leave the blade casings in the 
blue ring holder and merely 
throw in the new, sharper 
blades.

old building with a pump organ 
and a sign behind the pulpit that 
said, “Preach the Word.”

 I stayed with the little con-
gregation called Liberty Baptist 
Church throughout high school. 
By the time I was 17, Mr. Rice 
was talking to me about being 
the official pastor and about 
ordination.

In time I would become the 
pastor and would be ordained. 
I was too young, too inexperi-
enced and unskilled for such 
a responsibility but youth is 
adventurous and will try what 
those of us who know better 
would never consider. 

The church grew and we 
started having 20 to 30 people 
and often more. People liter-
ally received Christ, joined the 
church and were baptized.

He had me 
complete a form solidifying 
my agreement to this monthly 
contribution.

I was about 17 at this stage 
and had zero interest or thoughts 
about retirement. Six dollars a 
month kind of seemed like a 
joke. 

I was with Liberty church a 
couple of years or more and 
about 10 to 12 of those months 
Mr. Rice made that $6 contri-

Completing citical year-end work

News from Capitol hill

This week marks the official 
start of the 117th Congress, 
including the swearing-in of 
newly elected members in the 
U.S. House of Representatives. 
However, although the new 
Congress is already beginning 
to take shape, it was just sev-
eral days ago that lawmakers 
completed critical legislative 
work for the American people.

While I wish the year-end 
action had come sooner, I am 
encouraged that the prior Con-
gress came together at all to 
fulfill its key functions – such 
as delivering critical full-year 
funding for the federal gov-
ernment, providing additional 
coronavirus aid and enacting 
the National Defense Autho-
rization Act.

Passed by both chambers of 
Congress and recently signed 
into law by President Donald 
Trump, the Consolidated Ap-
propriations Act of 2020 is a 
comprehensive and bipartisan 
piece of legislation with numer-
ous goals.

First, the legislation fulfills 
the annual funding that Con-
gress must responsibly provide 
to keep the government open 
and operating. This function is 
achieved through the passage 
of 12 separate funding bills for 
the fiscal year.

As you might know, these 
annual “appropriations” sup-

port government programs 
that touch nearly every aspect 
of our daily lives as well as 
various facets of the economy 
– including national defense, 
operating national parks, law 
and immigration enforcement, 
health care research and a host 
of other activities.

As the former Chairman 
and current Ranking Member 
of the House Appropriations 
Subcommittee responsible for 
funding the Department of 
Health and Human Services, 
I have always supported in-
cremental funding increases 
for the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention and the 
National Institutes of Health 
(NIH).

I was particularly proud of 
the increased funding devoted 
to the NIH this year, helping 
further support biomedical 
research and pandemic pre-
paredness, which must remain a 
priority for years to come. I was 
also encouraged that it provided 
the funding and resources for 
our nation’s defense to tackle 
the evolving challenges of our 
day, such as cybersecurity at-
tacks and serving on the front-
lines of pandemics.

It also included support for 
the Fourth District’s Tinker Air 
Force Base in Midwest City and 
Fort Sill in Lawton to continue 
their ongoing missions.

In addition to fully funding 
the government for fiscal year 

2021, the legislative package 
finally delivered much-needed 
and targeted coronavirus relief 
that should have happened 
months ago.

Sadly, Speaker Nancy Pelosi 
intentionally stalled meaning-
ful progress in those negotia-
tions – notably by refusing to 
agree on anything until agree-
ment existed on everything. 
However, it seems more likely 
that Speaker Pelosi thought 
withholding aid would sway the 
results of the November elec-
tion. Either way, the American 
people needlessly suffered as 
a result.

Fortunately, critical and 
bipartisan aid negotiated by 
congressional leaders in both 
chambers with the Trump Ad-
ministration is on its way at last 
to communities.

This includes the reopening 
of the Paycheck Protection 
Program, a highly successful 
and key lifeline for struggling 
small businesses and their em-
ployees during the coronavirus 
pandemic.

Moreover, it renews unem-
ployment insurance for those 
suffering from pandemic-re-
lated job losses, and it provides 
for a second round of stimulus 
checks for most Americans. 
Although the Senate did not act 
on President Trump’s requested

cines become available in the 
United States, this is critical. 
Indeed, this funding will help 
those in even the most rural 
areas of our state receive a 
COVID-19 vaccine.

Finally, although I dis-
agreed with the president’s 
decision to veto the National 
Defense Authorization Act 
(NDAA), I was encouraged 
that Congress could still see 
to its enactment. The NDAA 
is vitally important to sup-
porting and strengthening our 
common defense and ensuring 
our service members have the 
resources they need to keep 
us safe.

As the representative for 
the area including Tinker Air 
Force Base and Fort Sill, I 
could not vote to sustain the 
president’s veto of the NDAA. 
If Congress did not enact the

While I understand the pres-
ident’s concerns with certain 
provisions, I believe that the 
enacted NDAA, in its entirety, 
makes essential progress in 
meeting our national security 
objectives.

In fact, Oklahoma’s own 
Senator Jim Inhofe helped ne-
gotiate the bicameral NDAA. 
As Chairman of the Senate 
Armed Service Committee, 
he understands the needs 
that must be fulfilled and

To be clear, Congress can 
and should still address the 
president’s valid concerns in 
other legislation, but I could 
certainly not jeopardize the 
important missions at Tinker 
and Fort Sill or the brave 
men and women who carry 
them out.

2020: A Year of Years
2020 has certainty been a 

year of years. I do not need to 
recount the events of this year; 
we all know them too well. It is 
just strange to think that it was 
less than a year ago since we 
impeached the president, yet it 
seems more like a decade. As 
we think back over the events 
of the past 12 months, it may 
be helpful to know that 2020 
is not unique.

We have had other years 
in which we did not know if 
we would survive, especially 
years in the middle of wars. 
Yet we always did. One year 
in particular has come to my 
mind. As crazy as 2020 was, 
1919 gave it a run for its money, 
and, like always, we endured 
and overcame.

The biggest problem in 
both years was the same, a 
nationwide pandemic. Though 
the outfits we wore looked 
completely different, one style 
was the same: facemasks. 1919 
was not the worst year for the 
Spanish Flu but it did see a 
deadly third wave that caused 
businesses to close and social 
activities to end. If anything, 
technology has made 2020 
easier than 2019. Going online 
was not an option then.

As with 2020, the biggest 
consequence of the pandemic 
was the death toll, but it also 
was a massive hit to the econo-
my. Families had the same con-
cerns of watching businesses 
collapse. Yet in 1919 they had 
the added burden of the effects 
of the de-escalation of WWI. As 

crazy as this sounds, WWI was 
good for our economy. During 
the war, we fed the world while 
most of the men were fighting. 
When the soldiers all returned 
to their own nations, American 
farmers took a hit.

At the same time, the econ-
omy was suffering from major 
labor issues. With the 1917 
Bolshevik Revolution, all labor 
strikes now looked like com-
munist revolutions, throwing 
the nation into a “Red Scare.” 
Dozens of major strikes and 
riots occurred in cities, end-
ing in the November Centralia 
Massacre that left six dead.

In April and May, bombs 
mailed to important business 
leaders and politicians, killing 
two. The government’s answer 
was the J. Mitchell Palmer 
raids, where more than 300 
suspects were either arrested or 
deported. All the labor unrest 
hurt the stock market. In many 
ways 1919 was harder on the 
economy than 2020 has been.

This past year has seen what 
seems like an unprecedented 
number of natural disasters, yet 
1919 had its own share. In July 
a coal mine collapsed in West 
Virginia, trapping 221 men and 
capturing the nation’s attention. 
None were expected to make it 
out alive but, in the end, only 
six perished.

Two months later in Corpus 
Christi, Texas, one of the largest 
hurricanes to hit the area came 
ashore and killed 700 people. 
2020 may have had more di-
sasters, but in terms of loss of 
life it did not beat 1919.

It’s hard to top an impeach-
ment and the contested election 
of 2020, but 1919 did have 
issues. President Wilson was 
in the biggest fight of his life 
with Congress, which refused 
to ratify the Treaty of Versailles 
and join the League of Na-
tions. Instead of working with 
Congress, Wilson stubbornly 
insisted it step in line and began 
a whistle stop tour of the na-
tion to convince the American 
people to support his cause.

In the end, he did not get the 
support he wanted and instead 
suffered a debilitating stroke, 
leaving him unable to function 
as the president and leaving the 
U.S. leaderless. 

For many, dealing with these 
issues and quarantine would 
have been easier with sports. 
It seemed bad enough when 
2020 started with the Houston 
Astros’ cheating scandal, but 
then in March, right before an 
Oklahoma City Thunder game, 
sports was canceled. Sports 
may not have shut down in 
1919, but it had an even worse 
sports scandal.

In October eight players on 
the Chicago White Sox were 
found to have accepted money 
to lose the World Series. Ameri-
cans were crushed. With the 
sanctity of baseball now ques-
tioned, what, if anything, was 
sacred? Then that same year the 
Red Sox traded pitcher Babe 
Ruth to the Yankees, beginning 
the curse of the Bambino which

Proper storage 

extends the life of 

leftover seeds

As you pack away the garden 
hose, tools and other supplies 
or transition to your winter 
garden, do not overlook those 
leftover seeds.

Proper storage can extend 
their life so you will need to buy 
fewer seeds next season. With 
another shortage of garden 
seeds predicted for 2021 you 
will be glad you did.

Leave the seeds in their origi-
nal packet whenever possible. 
It contains all the information 
you need to make planting 
easier and increase your suc-
cess next season.

Place the seed packets in 
an airtight container such as a 
recycled jar or plastic storage 
container. If you have lots of 
seeds, consider organizing 
them as you pack them away 
for winter.

Arrange them alphabetically 
from A to Z using dividers for 
each letter of the alphabet or 
organize them by planting sea-
son. Group seeds to be started 
indoors together and those that 
go directly in the garden by the 
month they should be planted.

Seal the lid on the container 
and place in a cool, dark loca-
tion. The refrigerator is perfect, 
providing consistently cool 
temperature that increases seed 
storage success.

The longevity of a seed not 
only depends on proper stor-
age, but also varies with the 
type of seed.

Eggplant, muskmelon, and 
Brussels sprouts will last five 
years or more while onions and 
parsnips may only last a year. 
Give leftover flower seeds the 
same care. Heliotrope, verbena, 
sweet William, geraniums, and 

Shasta daisies typically last one 
or two years.

Impatiens, Geums and Titho-
nia (Mexican sunflower) usu-
ally maintain viability for two 
years while ageratum, alyssum, 
amaranth and yarrow can last 
four years or more.

Take an inventory of your 
seeds as you pack them away 
in storage. Reference this list as 
you begin planning next year’s 
garden. You will be able to see 
what seeds you already have 
and focus on those you need.

If you have extras or seeds 
you do not plan to use, consider 
sharing some with a friend. 
Most of us do not need to plant 
all 20, 30 or more seeds in a 
packet.

Sharing and trading with 
friends or donating to schools, 
community gardens, master 
gardeners, or other groups that 
may lack the resources to buy 
their own seeds is a great way 
to make a difference.  Everyone 
will save money while grow-
ing beautiful and productive 
gardens.

Do not discard older seeds. 
They often outlast the average 
and continue to sprout at an 
acceptable level. You can test 
the seeds prior to planting. Just 
take 10 seeds and wrap them 
in a damp paper towel. Then 
place in a plastic bag and wait 
to check for sprouting in a week 
or two.

If all the seeds sprout, you can 
plant according to the packet. 
If only half sprout, you need to 
seed twice as thick.

And if you find some of your 
old seeds are no longer viable, 
use them to create seed art and

Caddo Nation’s past 

decisons have shaped 

tribe’s present

Some experiences are hard 
to shake when all seems lost.

Tamara Francis, chairwoman 
of the Caddo nation, said the 
United States’ past decisions 
have shaped the tribe’s pres-
ent and will potentially affect 
its future.

“The Caddo were an ex-
tremely large tribe,” Francis 
said. “What you know as Caddo 
today is not what Caddo used 
to be.”

According to historical docu-
ments, the early Caddo lived on 
the Red River and East Texas 
in small, rural communities 
along rivers and streams. What 
would become one of the most 
sought-after lands, the Red 
River Valley, was inhabited 
by Caddo people about 2,500 
years ago. 

By the 17th century, the Cad-
do had established permanent 
villages in territories includ-
ing southwestern Arkansas, 
northwestern Louisiana, north-
eastern Texas and southeastern 
Oklahoma.

They built mounds and main-
tained central places of worship 
throughout their villages and 
ceremonial centers.

By 1800, the Caddo domi-
nated the regional economy in 
the Red River Valley through 
trading with early European 
settlers. However, when the 
United States purchased Loui-
siana in 1803 and gained con-
trol over the port of Orleans 
and the Mississippi River, 
the Caddo found themselves 
without power or agency with 
the U.S. government.

In 1835, a treaty was signed 
by then-United States commis-
sioner Jehiel Brooks and the 
chiefs, head men and warriors 
of the Caddo Nation of Indians. 
The Caddo were forced to cede 
their traditional territory. 

In previous years the Caddo 
had built alliances with Spain 
and France by participating 
in the French fur trade and 
exchanging guns, horses and 
other items. Most Caddo 
settled along the rich Red River 
Valley, and as time passed 
Americans realized the agricul-
tural potential of their inhabited 
lands and trade was put on the 
back burner.

The Louisiana Purchase was 
the impetus for the relocation 
of the Caddo. When the United 
States purchased the Louisiana 
Territory from France, the 
Caddo were forced out of their 
original lands on the lower Red 
River.

Louisiana Caddo moved 
southwest to join other tribal 
members in Texas. They lived 
there until they received threats 
from an anti-Indian group, 
which forced them to flee to 
east-central Oklahoma. 

“It was not possible for bands 
of us to stay behind because it 
was that much of a thorough 

removal,” Francis said. “Any-
one that tried to stay probably 
got killed.”

Francis said only 150 to 
200 tribal members made it to 
Oklahoma.

When they arrived, condi-
tions were poor. The goods, 
horses and money they were 
promised were never delivered.

Modern Caddo perspective 
on the forced land cession:

• With the removal from Loui-
siana, better yet removal from 
the United States, the govern-
ment did not want us living in 
the US. It truly was a “I don’t 
care where you go, you just 
can’t stay here.”

The treaty was careful to 
ensure that the government 
did not allot any land for those 
Caddo forced out of Shreveport 
and the United States.

Ancestor Mary Inkanish 
documented her experience of 
being removed from Shreve-
port in a 1927 interview. She 
explained that when that treaty 
was signed, her family went 
down into Mexico. This demon-
strated the familiarity Caddos 
had with Mexico.

Why would they go into 
Mexico first if they didn’t know 
what to expect? This linked the 
El Camino Real de los Tejas as 
the main road used to get there. 
Caddo Nation, 201

The Caddo, who Francis’ 
mother often refers to as “the 
most ancient of people,” are 
now a community of 6,300 en-
rolled members spread across 
all 50 states.

In July 2016, Francis was 
re-elected as chairman of the 
Caddo Nation. Her mother, 
Mary Pat Francis, was the first 
elected female chairman of the 
Caddo.

Francis said years of forced 
assimilation in boarding 
schools heavily affected the 
Caddo. Poverty, drug abuse 
and suicide have come of it, 
she said.

Regardless of all barriers, 
Francis said she is working to 
counteract centuries of federal 
policies that have put her people 
at a disadvantage. Whether 
its rent assistance, paying for 
school supplies or issues at 
home, Francis wants to help.

“As far as my leadership, 
anyone that comes to the tribe, 
it doesn’t matter what political 
faction they are or their back-
ground, if they need services,

Where dark money went in Oklahoma elections

In the days and weeks leading 
up to election day, dark money 
groups pumped hundreds of 
thousands of dollars into key 
Oklahoma legislative races, 
with the vast majority of the 
money helping Republican 
candidates.

An  Oklahoma Watch  review 
of  Ethic Commission cam-
paign filings showed organi-
zations that aren’t required to 
disclose their donors or release 
detailed information about 
their leaders spent nearly $1 
million trying to influence 
races throughout the state.

The approximately $961,400 
spent by these groups between 
the August 25 runoff elections 
and the November 3 general 
election came in addition to the 
$11.1 million candidates spent 
this cycle on the 101 House 
seats and 24 Senate seats up for 
election, according to Ethics 
Commission reports. Another 
$8 million was spent on state 
question campaigns.

There are two types of dark 
money: independent expendi-
tures from organizations that 
aren’t required to disclose 
their donors; and political ac-
tion committees that accept 
money from named groups 
whose funding sources are 
undisclosed.

In both cases, these groups 
can raise unlimited amounts 
of money to support or op-
pose candidates so long as 
the spending is made without 
coordinating with a candidate. 
The money is often spent on 
advertising or mailers.

Though legal, dark money 
groups have drawn scrutiny due 
to their lack of transparency and 
common tactics of mounting 
untruthful attacks or messages 
that can’t be tied to a candidate 
or single person.

Oklahoma Watch  identified 
eight groups that spent money 
between the runoff and the 
general election. Their efforts 
overwhelmingly went toward 
helping Republicans with 85 
percent of the $961,000 go-
ing toward efforts to support 
GOP candidates or oppose 
Democrats.

Where the Money Went?
Of the $961,400, more than 

two-thirds went to just four 
races:

• The Senate 35 contest that 
Democrat Jo Dossett, of Tulsa, 
won over Republican Cheryl 
Baber.

• The Senate District 9 contest 
that incumbent Sen. Dewayne 
Pemberton, R-Muskogee,won 
over Democrat Jack Reavis.

• The Senate District 39 
contest that incumbent Sen. 
Dave Rader, R-Tulsa, won 
over Democrat Shawna Mott-
Wright.

• The House District 83 con-
test that Republican Eric Rob-
erts won over incumbent Rep.
Chelsey Branham, D-Edmond.

• The House District 93 
contest that incumbent Rep. 
Mickey Dollens, D-Oklahoma 
City,won over Republican 
Mike Christian.

In each race, the majority of 
the dark money went towards 
efforts helping the Republican 
or opposing the Democrat.  A 
dark money group that previ-

ously caught the ire of the 
Oklahoma Democratic Party 
led the groups in spending.

The  Oklahoma MAGA  Co-
alition spent $292,950, with 
all the money going towards 
supporting Republicans or 
opposing Democrats in two 
Tulsa-area races: the Senate 
District 35 race won by Dossett, 
a Democrat, and the House Dis-
trict 83 race won by Roberts, a 
Republican.

The group spent $90,450 on 
television or direct mail ad-
vertisements directly opposing 
Dossett, $80,100 combined on 
mailers opposing Dossett and 
Branham, the Democrat in the 
House District 83 race, and 
$40,800 on mailers that sup-
ported Baber, the Republican 
in the Senate District 35 race.

The amount, most of which 
came in during the final two 
weeks of the race, is a stagger-
ing sum for Oklahoma’s legis-
lative races that routinely cost 
candidates tens of thousands of 
dollars to run.

In the House District 83 race, 
for instance, the most recent 
campaign finance reports show 
that the two candidates, who 
unlike independent expen-
diture groups are subject to 
campaign contribution limits, 
spent a combined $89,173.

Both races were won by 
close margins. Despite being 
outspent through independent 
expenditure groups and by her 
opponent by a more than two-
to-one margin,  Dossett won 
with a 647-vote margin, or 50.9 
percent of the vote. Branham 
lost her re-election bid by a 
769-vote margin and received 
49.1 percent of the vote.

Who is Spending the Money 
and What Do We Know 
About Them?

There is little public informa-
tion on the Oklahoma MAGA 
Coalition or its funders. The 
group’s independent expen-
diture filings show that James 
Tackett, a Broken Arrow po-
litical operative, is the group’s 
filing agent. It also lists an 
Oklahoma City address and a 
918-area code phone number, 
but calls to the number by  Okla-
homa Watch  were not returned.

The Frontier  reported ear-
lier this year that Tackett 
runs a nonprofit that helped 
fund a pair of federal Super 
PACs, Make Oklahoma Great 
Again PAC and Oklahomans 
for Truth, Unity, Markets, & 
Prosperity (TRUMP) PAC, that 
supported Republicans during 
the primaries.

Alicia Andrews, the head 
of the Oklahoma Democratic 
Party, called for an investiga-
tion into the group in early 
October when she claimed it 
failed to register with the state 
before it began spending.

The  Oklahoman  reported 
that mailers sent out on Bra-
nham and Dossett tried to 
tie them with antifa, a term 
President Trump has used to 
refer to leftists militants. The 
term is short for anti-fascist, 
but antifa has no centralized 
structure or leader.

Another dark money group 
with a mysterious background 
that spent heavily in the state 
was the Advance Oklahoma 
PAC.

The group first  registered as 
a federal PAC  with the Federal 

Election Commission on Sep-
tember 16. The filing lists John 
Jude as the group’s treasurer 
and lists a suite in Oklahoma 
City’s 101 Park Avenue as its 
address.

No phone number is in-
cluded on the FEC filing. But 
the phone number attached to 

its independent expenditure 
reports submitted with the Eth-
ics Commission includes the 
same number as the  Advance 
Oklahoma Fund , a PAC that 
spent more than $250,000 in 
independent expenditure on 
primary and runoff races earlier 
this year.

Like the Advance Oklahoma 
Fund, Advance Oklahoma PAC 
is funded almost entirely by 
a group, also with an opaque 
background. The group, called 
A Public Voice, contributed 
$290,000 to the Advance 
Oklahoma Fund and  $50,000  
to Advance Oklahoma PAC 
this year.

FEC filings show A Public 
Voice is linked to a McLean, 
Va., address.  IRS tax records , 
however,show A Public Voice 
Inc. is registered as a nonprofit 
and is based in Thornville, 
Ohio.

Media reports show the 
group has been active in spend-
ing in its home state as well 
as others, including  Michigan  
and  North Carolina , where 
politicians accused the group 
of deceptive practices.

Americans United For Val-
ues, a federal PAC that also 
spent heavily in Oklahoma this 
year, also has ties to A Public 
Voice.

The PAC spent more than 
$132,000 on four general elec-
tion races, including $44,000 in 
support of Roberts and Sens. 

Rader, Dewayne Pemberton 
(R-Muskogee) and Tom Dug-
ger (R-Stillwater).

FEC records  show American 
United for Values is registered 
to Brian Kinnett, who is listed 
as the group’s treasurer. Mes-
sages to the group were not 
returned.

A  2018 Politico  report called 
Kinnett an Ohio-based conser-
vative activist who then was a 
spokesman for a dark money 
group called American Ex-
ceptionalism Institute.  IRS tax  
records show Kinnett was the 
president of A Public Voice as 
of last year.

Other dark money groups 
that spent money in Oklahoma 
include:

•American Energy Action 
Fund, which spent $104,500 on 
10 candidates, including seven 
Republicans and three Demo-
crats. The group’s  website  
says it is a non-partisan group 
that supports state legislative 
candidates who are committed 
to “clean energy technology.”

• Oklahoma Growth Al-
liance, a nonprofit group, 
that spent $81,100 on three 

Democratic candidates.  IRS 
filings  show it is registered 
to Norman resident Gregory 
Lockhart, who briefly served as 
former presidential candidate 
Michael Bloomberg’s direc-
tor of digital communication 
earlier this year.

• OK Progress LLC, which 
spent $68,200 supporting 
Dossett in her race. The group, 
which was also active in the 
Democratic primaries, reg-
istered as a limited liability 
company in Delaware. Little 
other public information is 
available.

• The Oklahoma Federation 
for Children Action Fund, 
which spent nearly $46,600 
on 11 candidates, all Repub-
licans. The group is a PAC 
affiliated with the American 
Federation For Children, a 
501(c)(4) group. The national 
school-choice group was once 
led by U.S.Education Secretary 
Betsy DeVos.

• American for Prosperity, 
which spent nearly $36,000 on

USDA announces 

Quality Loss 

Assistance available
The U.S. Department of Agri-

culture’s (USDA) Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) has announced 
that signup for the Quality Loss 
Adjustment (QLA) Program 
began Jan. 6, 2021.

Funded by the Further Con-
solidated Appropriations Act 
of 2020, this new program 
provides assistance to produc-
ers who suffered eligible crop 
quality losses due to natural 
disasters occurring in 2018 and 
2019. The deadline to apply for 
QLA is Friday, March 5, 2021.

“Farmers and livestock pro-
ducers nationwide experienced 
crop quality losses due to natural 
disasters in 2018 and 2019,” 
said Bill Northey, USDA 
Under Secretary for Farm 
Production and Conservation. 
“We have worked diligently 
over the past couple of years 
to roll out meaningful disaster 
assistance programs to help al-
leviate the substantial financial 
loss experienced by so many 
agricultural producers and are 
pleased to offer quality loss as-
sistance as added relief. Many 
of the eligible producers have 
already received compensation 

for quantity losses.”
Eligible Crops
Eligible crops include those 

for which federal crop insurance 
or Noninsured Crop Disaster 
Assistance Program(NAP) 
coverage is available, except 
for grazed crops and value loss 
crops, such as honey, maple 
sap, aquaculture, floriculture, 
mushrooms, ginseng root, or-
namental nursery, Christmas 
trees, and turfgrass sod. 

Additionally, crops that were 
sold or fed to livestock or that 
are in storage may be eligible; 
however, crops that were de-
stroyed before harvest are not 
eligible. Crop quality losses 
occurring after harvest, due to 
deterioration in storage, or that 
could have been mitigated, are 
also not eligible.

Assistance is based on a 
producer’s harvested affected 
production of an eligible crop, 
which must have had at least a 
5 percent quality loss reflected 
through a quality discount; or 
for forage crops, a nutrient loss,

Dark Money’s Role in 
Politics

This type of political spend-
ing arose after the U.S. Su-
preme Court’s Citizens United 
ruling in 2010, which held that 
the First Amendment prohib-
ited governments from restrict-
ing independent expenditures 
by companies, non profits and 
labor unions to support or op-
pose candidates. The amount 
of that spending rose sharply 
in national races in 2012 but 
didn’t see big gains in state 
races until 2014.

Some organizations, such 
as the Arizona-based Gold-
water Institute, say anony-
mous political spending by 
independent groups is allowed 
by the First Amendment 
rights to free speech. A 2015 
report by the institute said 
disclosure mandates in some 
states “have diluted political 
dialogue, invited harassment 
and retaliation against speak-
ers, and chilled speech and 
association.”

Some independent expendi-
ture groups voluntarily report 
their donors or are required to 
do so if they are an existing 
political action committee. 
That is the case for so-called 
leadership PACs, which are 
operated by Republican or 
Democratic legislative leaders.

The Majority Fund, a PAC 
for Oklahoma House of Rep-
resentatives Republicans, 
for instance, spent nearly 
$260,000 this election cycle 
on independent expenditures. 
While the PAC is allowed to 
spend money supporting can-
didates without restrictions, it 
does report its donors.

Both on the state and national 
level, the amount of disclo-
sure required of these types 
of groups that can spend an

such as total digestible nutrients.
Qualifying Disaster Events
Losses must have been a 

result of a qualifying disaster 
event (hurricane, excessive 
moisture, flood, qualifying 
drought, tornado, typhoon, 
volcanic activity, snowstorm, 
or wildfire) or related condition 
that occurred in calendar years 
2018 and/or 2019.

Assistance is available for 
eligible producers in coun-
ties that received a qualifying 
Presidential Emergency Disas-
ter Declaration or Secretarial 
Disaster Designation because 
of one or more of the qualify-
ing disaster events or related 
conditions.

Lists of counties with Presi-
dential Emergency Disaster 
Declarations and Secretarial Di-
saster Designations for all quali-
fying disaster events for 2018 
and 2019 are available here. For 
drought, producers are eligible 
for QLA if the loss occurred in 
an area within a county rated 
by the U.S. Drought Monitor as 
having a D3 (extreme drought) 
or higher intensity level during 
2018 or 2019.

Producers in counties that 
did not receive a qualifying 
declaration or designation may 
still apply but must also provide 
supporting documentation to 
establish that the crop was di-
rectly affected by a qualifying 
disaster event.

To determine QLA eligibility 
and payments, FSA considers 
the total quality loss caused by 
all qualifying natural disasters in 
cases where a crop was impacted 
by multiple events. 

Applying for QLA
When applying, producers 

are asked to provide verifi-
able documentation to support 
claims of quality loss or nutri-
ent loss in the case of forage 
crops. For crops that have been 
sold, grading must have been 
completed within 30 days of 
harvest, and for forage crops, a 
laboratory analysis must have 
been completed within 30 days 
of harvest.

Some acceptable forms of 
documentation include sales 
receipts from buyers, settlement 
sheets, truck or warehouse scale 
tickets, written sales contracts, 
similar records that represent 
actual and specific quality loss 
information, and forage tests for 
nutritional values.

Payments Calculations and 
Limitations

QLA payments are based on 
formulas for the type of crop 
(forage or non-forage) and 
loss documentation submitted. 
Based on this documentation 
FSA is calculating payments 
based on the producer’s own 
individual loss or based on 
the county average loss. More 
information on payments can 
be found on farmers.gov/
quality-loss.

FSA will issue payments once

Assistance: 
the application period ends. If 
the total amount of calculated 
QLA payments exceeds avail-
able program funding, pay-
ments will be prorated.

For each crop year, 2018, 
2019 and 2020, the maximum 
amount that a person or legal 
entity may receive, directly or 
indirectly, is $125,000. Pay-
ments made to a joint operation 
(including a general partner-
ship or joint venture) will not 
exceed $125,000, multiplied 
by the number of persons and 
legal entities that comprise the 
ownership of the joint operation.

A person or legal entity is 
ineligible for QLA payment if 
the person’s or legal entity’s 
average Adjusted Gross Income 
exceeds $900,000, unless at 
least 75 percent is derived from 
farming, ranching or forestry-
related activities.

Future Insurance Coverage 
Requirements

All producers receiving QLA 
Program payments are required 
to purchase crop insurance or 
NAP coverage for the next 
two available crop years at 
the 60 percent coverage level 
or higher. If eligible, QLA 
participants may meet the in-
surance purchase requirement 
by purchasing Whole-Farm 
Revenue Protection coverage 
offered through USDA’s Risk 
Management Agency.

unlimited amount of money 
has been a source of debate.

Advocates of more disclo-
sure say the type and amounts 
of secretive spending are a 
“threat” to democracy.

Daniel Newman, president 
of MapLight, a California-
based nonprofit that seeks to 
reveal the influence of money 
in politics, told  Oklahoma 
Watch  in 2018  this type of 
spending is alarming because 
it allows outside forces to sway 
the electorate by spreading po-
tentially misleading messages 
without accountability.

“It’s a concern because it’s 
something we are increasingly 
seeing,” Newman said. “Our 
democracy is based on a free 
exchange of ideas, but when 
voters don’t know the source 
of these ads, they can’t truly 
evaluate the message and what 
is being said.”

Rep. Denise Brewer, D-Tul-
sa, was among the lawmakers 
who won re-election despite 
efforts by dark money groups 
to defeat her.

Advance Oklahoma PAC 
spent more than $38,000 either 
opposing her or supporting her 
opponent, Republican Mike 
Masters.

Brewer said the dark money 
mailers that she saw in her 
race, which were reviewed by 
Oklahoma Watch,  accused her 
of cutting funding for school 
and health care while calling 
her “too liberal” for Oklahoma.

Brewer said the groups and 
their tactics poison the political 
process and sometimes aren’t 
all that effective.

“It’s just dirt, lies and ugli-
ness,” she said. “The only good 
thing is that some Oklahomans 
still have manners so some-
times it can backfire.”

Elmore noted an anticipated 
$10,000 grant from the Okla-
homa Municipal Assurance 
Group brings the price down

OMAG representatives were 
at the meeting and said the 
grant check should be avail-
able this week.

McClain County receives funds for 

needed food and shelter programs
McClain, Oklahoma and 

Canadian counties will re-
ceive $338,884 in funding 
through the Emergency Food 
and Shelter National Board to 
supplement emergency food 
and shelter programs.

The Emergency Food and 
Shelter National Board is a 
program of the Department 
of Homeland Security’s Fed-
eral Emergency Management 
Agency, and consists of rep-
resentatives from American 
Red Cross; Catholic Chari-
ties, U.S.A.; National Council 

of Churches of Christ in the 
U.S.A; The Salvation Army; 
United Jewish Communities 
and United Way.

A board consisting of local 
government and nonprofit 
representatives will determine 
how the funds will be distrib-
uted among the emergency 
food and shelter programs run 
by local service agencies in 
the area.

Washington’s Fire Depart-
ment will host its 8th Annual 
Benefit Predator Hunt this 
Saturday, January 9.  Check 
in for the hunt is at 8:30 a.m. 

Washington Fire Benefit 
Rules

1. Safety is number one rule.
2.  Must abide by all laws 

set forth by Oklahoma Depart-
ment of Wildlife 

3. No alcohol allowed at 
orientation and final check in.

4. 1-3 person teams: each 
team may have one to three 
people, camera person(s) do 
not count as part of a team. 

5. Main Competition: Bob-
cats & fox equal 2 points 
Coyotes equal 1 pt.  whichever 
team brings in the most points. 
For a tie breaker the team will 
pick one animal to be weighed.  
Bobcats (if both teams have 
cat) then Coyotes (if neither 
team have a cat). Each team 
will be given cards which must 
be put into the animal’s mouth 
at the time of the harvest. Prior 
to place the card in the animals 
mouth the time, and hunters’ 
initials must be written on 
the card. 

6.  Sub-competitions
A. Big dog- The team that 

weighs in the heaviest coyote 
will win; only one coyote will 
be weighed per team for com-
petition. Tie breaker will go to 
longest length of same dog.

 B. Little Dog—The team 
that weighs in the lightest coy-
ote will win this competition. 
Teams pick which coyote that 
they want weighed per team for 
completion. Tie breaker will go 
to shortest length. 

 C. Long Dog—The team 
that checks in the longest coy-
ote will win this competition. 
The length will be measured 
from the tip of the nose to the 
end of the gristle of the tail. 
Tie breaker will go to weigh 
of that dog. 

D. Ugly dog—The team that 
brings in the ugliest coyote. 

E. Big Cat—The team that 
weighs in the heaviest cat will 
win this competition, which 
only one cat will be weighed in 
per team for this competition. 
Tie breaker will go to   longest 
cat and will be measured same 
as long dog.    

7. All members of the team 
MUST hunt together.

8. Team must hunt on land 
on which they have obtained 
permission to hunt or public 
hunting land.

  9. Predator must be called, 
no dead pills or road hunting, 
a call has to be used prior to a 
weapon be discharged.

10. Trapping will not be 
allowed.

11. Teams will have to ac-
count for all parts of the animal 
if they want to check in.

11. Teams must hunt during 
daylight hours.

12. Any cheating will result 
in disqualification of this and 
all future hunts without refund.

13. No person may transport 
a loaded firearm in a motor 
vehicle. Loaded means in any 
firearms that has live round in 
an inserted magazine, cylinder, 
or chamber. This applies to all 
rifles, long

14. No Decoy dog(s), dog(s) 
may not be used in the aid of 
harvesting an animal for this 
competition.

15. The Washington Fire De-
partment, Town of Washington 
will not be responsible for any 
injuries or accident before, dur-
ing, or after the hunt. It will be 
the participant’s responsibility 
to ensure safe hunting practices 
and conduct themselves in a 
way that will not endanger 
themselves or others.

16. Check in will be at 8:30 
sharp Saturday, January 9. 
When you arrive at the Fire 
Department you will need to 
check in with the check in 
station by 8:30 a.m., no later. 

If you are late you will not be 
eligible for cash prizes.

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January 3, 2021 was the Feast 
of the Epiphany of the Lord.

They charted the stars and at-
tached religious significance to 
their movements. It is believed 
they came from the east, per-
haps Persia (modern day Iran).

And while most nativity 
scenes include the three wise 
men, they did not arrive at the 
stable where Jesus was born. 
They found Jesus in a house

The Magi were not Jew-
ish, yet they believed something 
extremely important was hap-
pening where “that bright star 
was.” They were not like the 
shepherds who were told by 
an angel what was happening.

Instead, they tried to discern 
what was causing this astro-
logical oddity. When they found 
Jesus, they prostrated them-
selves and did him homage. 
Remember these Magi were 
wealthy. Yet they lay flat or at 
full length, as on the ground, 
face down on the ground, as in 
token of humility, submission, 
or adoration. Do you know any 
rich people who would fall on 
their face for a child! And the 
gifts – wow. 

Perhaps all this can be inter-
preted this way. God sent an 
incredible gift to the people 
on earth, His son. Without 
understanding the meaning of 

the events, people who were 
poor and people who were rich 
came to see this child.  God’s 
greatest gift, Jesus, was given 
man’s greatest gifts, gold, frank-
incense, and myrhh.

We are also recipients of 
God’s greatest gift, Jesus. We 
should give to God our personal 
greatest gifts.

The hunting season is over for 
white-tailed deer in Oklahoma, 
but hunting for shed antlers is 
just getting started. Going for a 
nice stroll through the woods is 
relaxing for anyone and can be 
a great way to introduce youth 
to the outdoors. 

As the days begin to get 
longer in late winter, white-
tailed deer undergo hormonal 
changes, which cause antlers 
to cast or drop. The timing of 
this varies from deer to deer, 
but typically by early Febru-
ary many bucks have dropped 
their antlers.

However, it is not unusual to 
see bucks in late December or 
early January that have dropped 
an antler. This can be due to 
variations in testosterone lev-
els, injury and age of the deer 
or nutritional status.

Whatever the case may be, a 

one-antlered deer, while inter-
esting, is not that uncommon. 

Warm days in early February 
are a good time to take a walk 
and look for these shed antlers. 
While they can be found any-
where, certain areas do tend to 
favor sheds.

Look along major deer trails, 
especially where they cross 
fences. The impact of a buck 
jumping a fence often causes 
antler drop. 

Also, areas of thick brush 
can sometimes yield antlers 
as bucks tend to stay in heavy 
cover. If you find a shed antler, 
look carefully around for others 
as bucks often group up after 
the breeding season.

Occasionally you can find 
both antlers from the same 
deer in close proximity. Once 
an antler drops, bucks typically 
shake their head and sometimes 
this will cast the other antler. 

However, it is common for a 

Hunting the “elusive” antler shed
buck to retain the second antler 
for hours or days, so don’t count 
on finding both near each other. 
You could use some of the same 
tactics used during the hunting 
season. Checking for tracks or 
droppings can give you some 
clues as to areas deer are using. 

As time passes, shed antlers 
will be consumed by rodents 
that are seeking the miner-
als contained in the antlers. 
Therefore, if you want to find 
an antler in perfect condi-
tion, as well as shake the late 
winter doldrums, get outside 
soon. Worst case scenario, you 
spend some time outside in the 
peace and quiet and get some 
exercise. 

Shed antlers have many uses 
such as belt buckles, chande-
liers, baskets, door handles, 
knife handles, or whatever you 
can imagine.

They also look fine just the 
way they are.

When it seemed like the coro-

navirus pandemic had held the 
upper hand for most of 2020, 
AQHA said, “Hold my beer 
and watch this.”  

With the finesse of 1,200 
pound hippo doing a pirouette 
in a pond, a working group of 
representatives from the AQHA 
Executive Committee, AQHA 
Show Department, AQHA 
Professional Horsemen and the 
AQHA Show Council, melded 
six shows, a two day sale and 
several special event classes 
into a colossal 20-day event in 
November in Oklahoma City, 
with strict health protocols to 
ensure the safety of everyone.

The 2020 Farnam AQHA and 
Aquedan Select World Cham-
pionship Shows were a historic 
game-changer. With 7,522 en-
tries, the Association crowned 
143 Amateur, Select and Open 
world champions and awarded 
22 AQHA Ranching Heritage, 
85 Aquedan Level 2 and 40 
Nutrena Level 1 championship 
titles. It was the largest World 
Show in the event’s 46-year 
history and the largest Select 
World in that show’s 17-year 
history.   Because qualifying 
was eliminated for all of the 
shows except for the Ranch-
ing Heritage Challenge Finals, 
anyone and everyone was wel-
come to enter the three levels 
(Level 3, Level 2, Level 1) of 
championship show options 
for which they were eligible, 
as well as eight stakes classes.

For the first time since 2014, 
AQHA hosted a horse sale at 
the World Show. The 41st  an-
nual Fall Triangle Horse Sale 
was held November 6-7 and 
concluded with an impressive 
average of $10,150 per head 
on 471 catalogued horses.

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Thlopthlocca Tribal Town journey became known as “The Hard Walk”

Thousands of lives were lost 
during the “Hard Walk” west, 
but the destruction of culture 
in Indian Territory turned out 
to be a second kind of death.

Thlopthlocco Tribal Town 
originated near Macon, Ga. 
and formed from the mother 
town of Tokepahce. Tradi-
tional homelands included the 
states of Alabama and Georgia. 
Thlopthlocco was one of 46 
towns, settled on creeks, that 
comprised a confederacy of 
Muscogee (Creek) Indians 
with a common language.

Galen Cloud, tribal historic 
preservation officer in Oke-
mah, where the tribal town 
is headquartered, said each 
town had its own council and 
government.

Pressure to remove from 
the ancestral territories in the 
southeastern United States 

was ongoing for decades. A 
pivotal point in the fight for 
the Thlopthlocco people to 
remain in Georgia was the 
Battle of Horseshoe Bend dur-
ing the War of 1812. The U.S. 
army, led by Andrew Jackson, 
defeated the Upper Creek Red 
Sticks, forcing the cession of 
23 million acres of land.

By 1829, Jackson had be-
come president, and Indian 
removal was a primary objec-
tive of his executive agenda.

But the protection guaran-
teed to tribes was not delivered.

Cloud explains why the trea-
ties were signed by the Creeks.

“I hear the questions. Why 
did you all move? We didn’t 
want to go, but we were forced.

“Our elders didn’t speak 
English. They only spoke the 
Muscogee language and a lot 
of them didn’t know what they 
were signing. A lot of them 
got duped.”

And many left their home-
lands with no advance notice, 
Cloud said.

“They were sleeping in 
their beds and the [soldiers] 
would come in, tell them to 
get up, and they started out. 
They were forcibly marched 
by gunpoint.”

For Thlopthlocco and 45 
other Muscogee (Creek) tribal 
towns, the 850-mile journey 
to Indian Territory became 

known as “The Hard Walk.” 
Thousands of lives were lost.

Cloud says deaths were 
never recorded and there was 
no accountability for crimes 
against humanity. 

“I’ve heard stories from my 
great aunt that when they were 
marched here, they [soldiers] 
would kill the little babies with 
the butt of the guns to save bul-
lets and the women would tie 
the little babies on the inside 
of their leg [to conceal], if they 
were boys, because the soldiers 
would kill them,” Cloud said.

Out of the 46 original tribal 
towns, 24 made it to Indian Ter-
ritory. Many tribal members 
were killed by soldiers along 
the way. Some died from the 
harsh elements of winter and 
summer, others from starva-
tion.

Jackson’s promise “to save 
him [the Indian] from perhaps 
utter annihilation, the General 

Government kindly offers him 
a new home, and proposes to 
pay the whole expense of his 
removal and settlement” fell 
flat.

Most of the original Thlo-
pthlocco town arrived in the 
vicinity of Okemah between 
1832 and 1842. The promise 
of exclusive land west of the 
Mississippi turned empty, due 
to the overlapping of tribes. 

“We’re a very strong peo-
ple,” Cloud said. “It shows 
you how strong that we are, 
because through that walk to 
get here, that would have just 
wiped out anybody, we made 
it here. We came with nothing 
and we made something. We 
still have our traditions. We 
still have our culture. We still 
have our language.”

By 1938, Thlopthlocco 
Tribal Town had become a 
federally recognized tribe 
with 200,000 acres allotted 

by the U.S. government. It has 
jurisdiction in 12 Oklahoma 
counties, with an independent, 
self-sustaining government. 
There are more than 1,000 
enrolled members, working 
to maintain traditions, culture 
and tribal sovereignty.

Christina Yargee describes 
her heritage as rich.

“It’s not something you can 
read in a book. It’s something 
we live by with our hearts and 
in our minds and is something 
I’m very, very proud to be a part 
of. I think that’s probably the 
best thing that I can hope for 
in terms of my own children, 
is to keep them on the same 
path, and hopefully be able to 
grow and learn.”
