A penny sales tax to sup-
portMcClain County’s only
hospital would raise the
city’s sales tax from 4 to 5
cents on the dollar.

What that means is the
total sales tax would be
10 percent or one dime for
every dollar spent on a tax-
able item.

Included in that figure is
4.5 percent that goes to the
state and a half-cent that
belongs to McClain County.

Purcell wouldn’t be the
first municipality toraise the
local sales tax to 5 percent.

But it just might be the
only one to earmark that
penny of new sales tax rev-
enueto life-saving measures
for a local hospital.

Of 532 towns and
cities charging a mu-
nicipal sales tax,
13 — or 2.4 percent
—collect 5 percent
for their share of
the revenue.
That is ac-
cording to the
latest sales tax
report released

The Purcell City Council
tested the waters for a com-
munity swimming pool dur-
ing their meeting Tuesday
evening, but stopped short
of taking action on any of
the options Parks and Recre-
ation Director Chris Griffith
brought to them.

Griffith said the existing
pool, which the council voted
to close in 2015 was roughly
4,800 square feet of surface
areaand held 216,000 gallons.

Griffith reminded the coun-
cil that an engineering firm in
late 2013 or early 2014 esti-
mated the cost to get the pool
operational was $424,950.
Included in that figure was
replacing plumbing and deck-
ing and installing a surge tank
to discharge the pool water
into the city’s sewer system.

Griffith said
since the existing one isn’t
ADA-accessible.

The estimate to build an
ADA compliant bathhouse
was $800,000 for a 3,200
square foot facility or about
twice as large as the current
one.

Those having purchased items for use in Oklahoma from retailers who do not collect
Oklahoma sales tax, the buyer owes the state use tax on those items.

The use tax in the state was first enacted in 1937.

Preliminary information
from the Oklahoma De-
partment of Public Safety
shows 58 traffic-related
deaths in May, compared
to 52 a year ago.

Fifty-three of those
killed were Oklahomans.

Daily fatality num-
bers include 11 deaths
on Sundays, nine each on
Mondays and Thursdays,
eight on Saturdays and
seven each on Tuesdays,
Wednesdays and Fridays.

There were eight fatal-
ity-free days during May.

Thirty-four of those
killed were drivers, 10
were passengers and seven
each were pedestrians and
motorcycle operators.

Fifteen were killed each
on U.S. highways and
county roads, while 12 lost
their lives on state high-
ways, 10 on city streets,
four on interstates and two
on turnpikes.

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OSDH warns of signs

of heat-related illnesses

Summer is here and the
temperatures are rising. Ap-
proximately 660 deaths occur
annually in the United States
associated with excess natural
heat.

The Oklahoma State De-
partment of Health (OSDH)
reminds residents that heat-re-
latedillness canrange from heat
cramps and heat exhaustion to
hyperthermia (overheating)
and heat stroke. Heat stroke
occurs when the body is unable
to cool itself sufficiently, and
it often results in severe organ
damage or even death.

It is important to recognize
the signs of heat exhaustion
and heat stroke and act quickly.

Heat Exhaustion

* Heavy sweating

* Weakness

* Cold, pale, clammy skin

* Fast, weak pulse

* Nausea or vomiting

* Fainting

Heat Stroke

* Body temperature greater
than 103 degrees

* Hot, red, dry or moist skin

* Rapid and strong pulse

* Unconsciousness

A heat stroke is a medical
emergency. If any signs are
recognizable, call 911 imme-
diately and move the person to
a cooler environment. Reduce
the person’s body temperature
with cool cloths or even a bath.

The OSDH offers the follow-
ing safety tips for preventing a
heat-related illness:

e Stay indoors. Stay in an

air-conditioned place. If your
home is not air-conditioned,
visit the mall or public library,
or contact the local health de-
partment for the location of a
heat-relief shelter in the area.

e Stay hydrated. Increase
your fluid intake to two to four
glasses (16-32 ounces) of cool
fluids every hour. If you are on
water pills or restricted fluid
limit, consult your physician
first. Avoid liquids that contain
alcohol or large amounts of
sugar; they cause you to lose
more body fluid. Very cold
drinks can cause stomach
cramps and should be avoided
as well.

* Dress appropriately. Wear
lightweight, light-colored,
loose-fitting clothing as well
as sunscreen with SPF 15 or
higher and broad spectrum or
UVA/UVB protection.

* Closely monitor those who
are more vulnerable. Infants,
children, people older than 65
years of age, those with mental
illness, outdoor workers and
those with physical illnesses
such as heart disease or high
blood pressure should be
closely observed.

* Never leave anyone in a
vehicle. Never leave anyone,
especially children and the el-
derly,in a parked vehicle,even
if the windows are cracked.

She also
received the Oklahoma State
School Boards Association
and the Cooperative Council
for Oklahoma School Admin-
istration award for Excellence
in Education Coverage for the
Weekly News Report in 2003.
Brad and Dayva also received
an award for their dedication
to the Western Technology
Center.

The answering machine told me
toleave my federal tax number,
my name and phone number
and they would call me back.

When they did the person
calling named Amber couldn’t

help me.

She said I received the letter
March 4 and I had only 30 days
to respond.

“That’s why they locked your
account,” Amber said.

The only problem was I was
holding the letter dated June 10,
a far cry from March 4.

So she said she would extend
my window until July 29.

Next up was me being trans-
ferred to another division of the
absurdity group.

I heard, “remain on the line
until the next available repre-
sentative becomes available.”

Over and over again.

They finally were able to
unlock they account.

Had to go back to the
30-something helperto eventu-
ally log into the questionnaire.

Got the dumb questions an-
swered so I wouldn’t have to
pay the “monetary penalty of
up to $1,000 for each worker
for whom an inquiry regarding
coverage was made,” which
was threatened in the letter.

Waiting for Bennett

It was Friday morning at
Children’s Hospital and we
were waiting for grandson
Bennett to be born.

The little guy was in no
hurry, giving plenty of time
to think about two Junes ago,
when Bennett’s brother, Noah,
was in the same hospital, two
floors above.

Noah was born in Shawnee,
but was taken to Children’s
Hospital 12 hours later for
surgery to repair his esophagus
and trachea, which were fused
when he was born.

The surgery was success-
ful and Noah got to go home
after three weeks, but he died
unexpectedly in his sleep two
months later.

Doctors could find no medi-
cal reason for his death and
today,two years later, there still
isno apparent reason, medical,
spiritual or otherwise.

All one can do is understand

and acceptthat tragedies some-
times happen and you can’t do
anything about it.

You can be bitter, you can
be vengeful, you can let the
weight of the tragedy crush
your life - but none of those
honor the loss you’ve suffered
and they turn into tragedies of
their own.

Parking in the same lot as
two years ago, riding the same
elevators, feeding money into
the same vending machines,
I couldn’t help reflecting on
how life has changed since I
was there to see Noah.

Iretired from running a daily
newspaper, spent some time
recuperating, then went back
to work energized and looking
forward to getting up every day
to do some journalism.

House Republicans
push criminal
justice reforms

After decades of misguided
and ill-advised ideas about
public safety, Oklahoma’s
citizens are unfortunately
reaping the results of asystem
that consumes far too many
tax dollars, sends far too
many non-violent offenders
to prison and allows far too
many violent offenders to be
released, often unsupervised,
back into society.

Our state is not alone, but
facts are facts. Like most
states, Oklahoma long ago
adopted a “tough on crime”
approach to corrections and
public safety, and like most
states, our prisons are ex-
tremely overcrowded, dan-
gerous and expensive, and
violent crime and recidivism
rates remain high.

Oklahoma currently has the
highest incarceration rate of
women and the third-highest
incarceration rate of men in
the entire nation. Our prisons
are operating at 120 percent
capacity, yet staffing levels
are only 70 percent. These
overcrowded and under-
staffed prisons are volatile,
dangerous places for both our
prison guards and prisoners.

That outdated “tough on
crime” approach has proven
to be a failure. Today, there
are more than 28,000 pris-
oners in our system, yet the
violent crime rate has dropped
only slightly during the last
30 years. According to the
Oklahoma Department of

Corrections, nearly 23 percent
of male offenders released
back into society return to
incarceration within a three-
year period.

For the last five years,
House Republicans have
taken a “smart on crime”
approach to reforming this
unfair, inefficient and inef-
fective system. And most of
the reforms have received
bi-partisan support.

In2011,we pushed through
a major reform package,
which was signed into law,
known as the Justice Rein-
vestment Initiative (JRI) with
the goal of slowing inmate
population growth and reduc-
ing recidivism rates. The JRI
would have better allocated
taxpayer resources by reduc-
ing the number of prison
beds, steering non-violent
offenders to drug courts and
implementing more commu-
nity sentencing options.

The plan would also have
increased supervision of
violent criminals who have
been released back into soci-
ety. Sadly, politics has so far
prevented JRI from receiv-
ing the funding necessary to
implement those reforms.

This year, House Republi-
cans pushed through several
major criminal justice reforms
aimed at improving public
safety, reducing manda-
tory minimum sentences for
certain drug crimes, giving
prosecutors more discretion in

filing charges and expanding
eligibility for drug courts.

We also passed measures
that would protect citizens
from just released violent
offenders and allow other
offenders to re-enter society
owing less money to the state
so they can get a head start
on being productive citizens.

And House Republicans
have increased funding for
our corrections system. From
2007 to 2015, corrections
funding has increased by
nearly 30 percent. Earlier
this year, the Legislature ap-
proved supplemental funding
of $27.5 million to help the
Department of Corrections
meet its needs through the
end of the current fiscal year.

Public safety has long been
and will remain a top prior-
ity for Republicans, but we
can be tougher on violent
criminals by being smarter
in how we deal with low-risk,
non-violent offenders. Our
goal remains to craft strong
corrections policies that more
efficiently allocate limited
resources, reduce costs to
taxpayers and keep Oklaho-
mans safe.

Thank you for giving me the
opportunity to represent you
at the Capitol.

With the news surrounding Sarah Hyden-

But with the election just
five weeks away, Bland found himself in the fight
of his life against challenger Raymond Cooper.

Bland decided it was worth the risk, possibly
upsetting some of the voters at his home church,
where games such as bingo were frowned upon.
He hoped his Baptist base would understand his
predicament while he picked up a few votes among
bingo night regulars.

On any other Friday night, Raymond Cooper
would show up to disrupt the mayor’s limelight.

That sounds like you’re guilty until proven innocent to us.
The burden of proof must be on the state, not the accused.

Putting its foot further into its mouth, records also showed
that DPS also wanted bank account and routing numbers but
the vendor said no.

That June incident came on the heels of asset forfeiture
abuses in other jurisdictions, such as the December seizure of
$10,000 in Wagoner County that led to the indictments of the
sheriff and a captain; the widely reported aggressive seizures
in Caddo County, which hired a Guthrie firm called Desert
Snow to help boost such forfeitures; and the April seizure
of $53,000 in Muskogee County, money that was headed to
a Christian school and orphanage in Asia.

InaNovember report, the Institute of Justice gave Oklahoma
a D- for its asset forfeiture policy based on three criteria:
100 percent of the money goes to the agency that seized it,
the standard of proof is very low, and the burden falls to the
defendant to prove he’s rightfully entitled to his money.

“It’s kind of like pennies from heaven,” the Columbia, Mis-
souri, police chief told a police review board in November.
“It gets you a toy or something that you need is the way that
we typically look at it, to be perfectly honest.”

But it’s not pennies. The Oklahoma ACLU found that in
a five-year period more than $6 million was seized along
Interstate 40 and in two-thirds of the cases, no criminal
charges were filed.

Americans celebrate freedom this week, but the plethora
of asset forfeiture abuses reminds us that freedom requires
watchdogs.

Myles Deering, the Secretary
of Oklahoma Department of
Veterans Affairs. Both of these
men are leaders who support
the men and women who have
served in the military of this
United States.

Our volunteers were able to
assist 40 plus Chickasaw vet-
erans apply for the VA benefits
that they should be eligible to
receive.

Our volunteer of the week
is David Sudduth of Newalla,
who has been with us for many
years. He is a well- known vol-
unteer at our facility. Davidisa
person who is always ready to
do everything he can to help a

fellow veteran. He is a veteran
of the US Air Force serving in
Thailand during the Vietnam
War. He is married to Carolyn,
who has always supported his
mission to make a difference
in the lives of our veterans and
their families.

Last week we did notschedule
anyone for a Tuesday visit as
Faith Pointe Baptist Church is
also used as a voting facility.
We were still able to see 194
veterans and spouses during
the week with their VA claims
and questions.

The job losses in the energy
segment of our state’s economy
created a hardship for many
people. I believe one of the
reasons we are seeing so many
people is our dependence on
energy-related jobs. Another
and probably the most impor-
tant is our ability to help most
veterans and surviving spouses
to receive VA benefits.

As a VA Accredited Claims
Agent, I receive the rating
decision on each veteran or
surviving spouse whom I as-
sist. This is very important to
the veteran or spouse who files
a claim for benefits. The first
thing I do is then to send a let-
ter to the veteran or surviving
spouse detailing what their next
step should be. Veterans who
receive a rating of 100 percent
will receive more than $36,000
per year in VA compensation.

Shirley and our folks who
help the surviving spouses of
veterans see widows every
week whose spouses could have
received VA benefits before
dying if they would have only
stopped by to visit with one of
our volunteers. Itismucheasier
to assist a surviving spouse
when the veteran was service-
connected for disability before
their death.

Last week I received the fol-
lowing VA rating decisions for
the veterans [ represent. There
were 14 who received a 100
percent rating for their service-
connected disabilities. Their
annual combined compensation
for the next 12 months will be
more than $565,680. There
were 45 veterans who received
ratings from 10-90 percent for
their service-connected dis-
abilities. These men and women
will receive a combined annual
benefit of more than $508,490
per year. There were several
surviving spouses approved for
DIC or Pension based on their
veterans. A surviving spouse
will receive more than $15,000
per year.

When I began to work with
veterans and surviving spouses
to assist them with their VA
Pension, Compensation and
DIC benefits many years ago |
had not planned for this to be a
full-time job. Since my retire-
ment from Tinker Air Force
Base in 2002, my plans were
to help those in our community
to navigate the myriad of forms
required to file for VA benefits
on an as-needed basis. Today
after helping over 40,000 vet-
erans and their families we are
busier than ever.

I believe the volunteers who
serve veterans and their fami-
lies on Tuesday and Thursday
morning at Faith Pointe Baptist
Church in Norman are some of
the most caring people that I
have ever met. We are helping
an average of 200 people each
week. Please remember we are
volunteers who want to help
you receive all of the VA ben-

efits for which you are eligible.
Other veterans donate most
of the funds we use to support
veterans and their families we
have assisted.

Each week we are spending
an average of $3,000 for medi-
cal testing, food items, office
supplies and fuel to transport
veterans to their VA appoint-
ments. Some of the people we
help are going to help us by
paying it forward for the next
veteran or surviving spouse
who needs assistance. My hat
goes off to all of you who are
helping us financially to provide
these services.

We have volunteers from
Legal Aid to help veterans and
their families with questions.
They arrive at 9 a.m. on both
Tuesday and Thursday, there
is no charge for their services.

We appreciate Pastor Jim
Gann and the congregation of
Faith Pointe Baptist Church for
supporting our mission to help
the veterans and their families
who have served in the mili-
tary. Pastor Gann is available
each day to help you with your
spiritual needs.

Welcome, friends, to the
“front porch.”

I have to smile today, re-
membering as a child riding
through narrow, winding roads
up to Napoleon, Alabama or
Temple, Georgia for a gospel
meeting. Usually friends and
family would pack a car and
drive up together. I remember
something special about those
times, besides the closeness of
our family and friends.

The preaching seemed dif-
ferent back then. Those old-
timey gospel preachers —some
of whom are still driving those
back roads to preach an old-
timey gospel today—didn’t
preach anything fancy. It was
just a simple gospel. They
quoted enough scripture to
convertan infidel if they could;
then they’d finish strong by
offering the gospel plan of
salvation with courage and
passion.

I loved those days, and I
miss them. Today, I'm seeing
a change. Maybe we’re tiring
a little of the old-fashioned
preaching. Maybe we want a
new gospel.

But the Apostle Paul never
tired of it. He preached it to
the poorest or to the richest.
It didn’t matter. Ah,I’ve loved
his declaration to the Romans:
“I am not ashamed of the gos-
pel of Christ, foritis the power
of God unto salvation to every
one that believeth; to the Jew
first, and also to the Greek!”
(Romans 1:16).

Are we growing ashamed
of it today? Are we tiring
of the simple gospel plan of
salvation, the very core of the
gospel?

When we begin to drift from
a love for the plain gospel
plan of salvation, we begin to
drift from true faith. Paul was
amazed at some in his day,
wondering how they could be
“so soon removed from him
that called you into the grace
of Christunto another gospel?”
(Galatians 1:6).

I wonder the same today.
A gospel where the plan of
salvation is seldom preached
and upheld, or is brushed over
casually, is “another gospel.”

Today it seems we’re more
apt to hear on Lord’s Day
morning the type of sermon a
tele-evangelist would preach
than the pure gospel preached
in simplicity and power. When
Peter preached it on the Day
of Penecost, there was no
misunderstanding of what the
gospel required:

“Repent and be baptized ev-
ery one of you in the name of
Jesus Christ for the remission
of sins and you shall receive
the gift of the Holy Spirit”
(Acts 2:38).

Nobody walked away on
the Day of Penecost wonder-
ing what the gospel required.
Peter wasn’t ashamed. And he
wasn’tafraid it’d be unpopular
with some in the audience.

I’ve heard people say too
many times: “There’s nothing
we can do to get God to save
us!” I raise my eyebrows at
that and wait to see if maybe
I’m missing something. Some-
times it’s not stated that boldly
and is put in a way that holds
part truth. But,even then, most
often I’ve found the whole
truth is never delivered.

Oh, it’s true that in and of
ourselves we’ll never be able
to cleanse our sins. That’s
done only through the precious
blood of Jesus! “O precious is
the flow that makes me white as
snow. No other fount I know!
Nothing but the blood of Je-
sus!” How sweetis that sound!

And sweeter still, if pos-
sible, is the knowledge that
His precious blood was offered
for us freely at Calvary. But,
listen: There is something that
we must do. We must come
repenting and confessing and
being baptized in the name
of Jesus Christ! How could
we ever preach Jesus and His
marvelous grace and leave that
out or brush over it causally?

Remember that we can
preach “another gospel” by
what we don’t preach as well
as what we do! Why would a
brother stand in the pulpit—
often before large crowds of
newly-converted Christians
and non-Christians —and not
boldly declare the gospel
plan of salvation before he
sat down? Has it become un-
popular?

Ah, friends, surely we aren’t
beginning to forget that there’s
power in the blood!” No, not
just power: “There’s wonder-
workin’ pow’r in the blood of
the Lamb!”

How often that song rang
through the country air on
those still Georgia and Ala-
bama nights, inspiring the
preacher then to stand up
boldly and declare all the coun-
sel of God. How often would
they quote Paul’s beautiful
explanation in Romans 6:3-4!

“So many of us,” he says,
“as were baptized into Jesus
Christ were baptized into his
death. Therefore we are buried
with him by baptisminto death:
that like as Christ was raised
up from the dead by the glory
of the Father, even so we also
should walk in newness of life”
(Romans 6:3-4).

Again, what a sweet sound!
When we come forward in obe-
dience to the gospel,and we’re
lowered into that watery grave,
we’re being baptized into the
death of our Lord! How beauti-
ful! It is there, at the point of
baptism—there beneath that
crimson flood—that the Lord
reaches down, as it were, and
applies to our hearts the pre-
cious blood of Jesus! Our sins
are then washed away, and we
come up out of the water anew
creature!

What a wonderful gospel!

This week we celebrated
Independence Day, an event
in which our nation broke
free from the shackles of our
oppressors across the sea. We
were fortunate to have been led
by a group of far-sighted men
who had a vision to steer this
motley group of immigrants
into a nation of people under
a constitutional democracy.
“E pluribus unum” became the
motto of the United States, “out
of the many, One.” The motto
is still printed on all our coins.

This really is something to
celebrate. It is certainly not a
given that a people can free
itself from colonial rulers and
establish a successful govern-
ment of its own peoples. The
continent of Africa encom-
passes many nations that are
still struggling to form stable
governments after colonialism,
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governments in which people
are given a voice. In two oc-
casions recently I felt proud
to be an American, and both
happened while I was in Africa.

Last summer, while I was
working in Ethiopia, President
Obama visited the capital city
of Addis Ababa to address the
African Union. While driving
in to the capital for a meeting,
my graduate student and I lis-
tened to the speech on the radio.
As we drove, we passed by a
detention center, a set of plain
concrete buildings surrounded
by high barbed wire fences.
Lines of people were standing
outside waiting to get in.

These were family mem-
bers who were bringing food
to journalists, activists and
politicians, jailed because they
expressed disagreement with
the current Prime Minister.
Africa had many nations under
leadership of “strongmen,”
leaders who became dictato-
rial upon election and were
trying to become rulers for life.
President Obama spoke first
about “the dignity of individu-
als...”

Then he talked about how
in a true democracy citizens
must be allowed to speak and
write freely, even if it means
they disagree with the govern-
ment. And he spoke of how the
American president serves no
more than two terms of four
years each, so that new and
fresh ideas can emerge from
someone new. Our government

surely has its own dysfunctions.
But the best of our leaders still
hold to that vision of dignity, of
freedom of speech, of limits to
power,and of regular transition
to a new administration.

The second occasion was this
pastmonth, working with Sister
Rosemary in Uganda. At her
largest orphanage of 250 girls,
the girls wear uniforms, have
short haircuts, and learn how to
take care of themselves —cook,
sew and make clothing, make
purses to sell, to bathe and use
proper hygiene. But all are vic-
tims of trauma or abandonment,
so they are usually shy in front
of strangers, especially white-
skinned people who represent
greater power to them.

And so Sr. Rosemary chal-
lenged them to talk freely with
the students from OU who
were here for a month to work
among them: “Talk to these
young people. They have come
here — across the world - to
learn about your life, to listen
to you, and to help you better
your own life. Show them that
you appreciate their generosity
and concern.”

On this Independence Day,
we have much to be grateful
for. After 240 years of Inde-
pendence,our nation has forged
a community of peoples with
high ideals and much generos-
ity. Our Church is also a place
of high ideals. We adopt the

All the buzz about mosquitoes

The wet spring may have
been aboon for crops,butithas
opened the door to the possibil-
ity of a challenging summer
when it comes to mosquitoes.

Springrains brought adecent
amount of moisture to Oklaho-
ma,creating favorable breeding
conditions for mosquitoes, said
Justin Talley, Oklahoma State
University Cooperative Exten-
sion livestock entomologist.

“The size and intensity of
the mosquito population from
year to year is dictated by the
amount of moisture in the en-
vironment,” he said. “Given
that this year we had fairly
mild temperatures, we’ll prob-

ably have a pretty significant
mosquito population as long as
the moisture stays around. We
mainly need to be concerned
about mosquitoes from late
spring all the way through
early fall.”

Flood water mosquitoes
come with significant rainfall
amounts but present no real
concerns with disease trans-
mission. However, species of
both container breeding and
transient water mosquitoes are
related to multiple viruses that
are potentially troublesome for
humans.

Though usually associated
with urban or suburban en-
vironments, container breed-
ing mosquitoes can be found

anywhere water pools for an
extended period of time in a
confined area such as a bird
bath or tree hole.

“Any container that can hold
water for at least 10 to 20 days
can harbor container breeding
mosquitoes, which are linked to
dengue,chikungunya and Zika
viruses,” Talley said.

Meanwhile, transient water
mosquitoes such as those that
belong in the Culex genus, the
main culprit behind West Nile
virus, typically require warmer
temperatures and become more
prevalent later in the summer.

“With transient water mos-
quitoes, we have to be careful
because it’s not only the water
we see,butit’s also the water we

don’t see, like in storm drains,
where these mosquitoes can
breed in significant numbers,
which could cause an impact
and disseminate West Nile,”
Talley said.

Although Zika has not yet
been found in Oklahoma, West
Nile will always be achallenge
across the state, Talley said.

“Keep in mind there’s actu-
ally a very low percentage of
mosquitoes that are infected
with these types of viruses,”
he said. “There’s no way to tell
which is an infected mosquito
versus an uninfected mosquito.
Youneed to treat all mosquitoes
equally, protect yourself and
get rid of any standing water
on your property.”

Area teachers attend OERB workshop

Five areateachersrecently at-
tended a teacher-training work-
shop hosted by the Oklahoma
Energy Resources Board, and
walked away with hundreds of
dollars in free classroom sup-
plies. Now, they are encourag-
ing other Oklahoma teachers to
sign up for the free program.

Teachers attending the work-
shop were Tiffany Christain,
Laura George and Marissa
Grenham from Lexington
Elementary and Melinda Six
and Kim Hancock from Wash-
ington Elementary.

OERB workshops instruct
teachers how to use one of
the OERB’s eight energy and
science curricula in their class-
rooms. The curricula provide
teachers from kindergarten
through 12th grade hands-on
lessons toeducate their students
about the oil and natural gas
industry. The high school curri-
culaalsoincorporate Language
Arts and Social Studies.

“We wanted to provide
Oklahoma teachers with a
program that engages their
students, while also meeting
State Academic Standards,”
said OERB Education Director

Carla Schaeperkoetter. “We
used oil and natural gas industry
professionals and teamed them
up with teachers to write the
lessons. This way we know
the lessons are not only well
designed, butreally engage the
students in a meaningful way.”

Tiffany Christain teaches
first grade at Lexington El-
ementary School. She attended
the workshop to learn how to
implement the Little Bits cur-
riculum in her classroom.
