The first case of West Nile 
virus (WNV) disease for the 
2016 mosquito season in Okla-
homa has been confirmed in a 
Pittsburg County resident.

In addition, collections of 
mosquitoes which tested posi-
tive for WNV have been 
previously reported by public 
health officials at the Tulsa and 
Oklahoma City-County Health 
Departments. 

The Oklahoma State De-
partment of Health (OSDH) 
encourages residents to take 
precautions to reduce the 
risk of contracting WNV, a 
mosquito-borne illness. WNV 
is spread through the bite of 
the Culex mosquito, which 
feeds on infected birds and 

transmits the virus when biting 
humans, horses and some other 
mammals.

This type of mosquito in-
creases in numbers during 
mid to late summer when the 
temperatures climb and the 
weather pattern is dry.

Summertime typically marks 
the beginning of the WNV sea-
son in Oklahoma, with outdoor 
activities providing opportuni-
ties for encountering infected 
mosquitoes.

Although the severity of this 
year’s WNV season cannot be 
predicted, it is important to 
know the months with highest 
risk in Oklahoma occur from 
July through October. During 
2015, there were 89 cases of 

First Oklahoma case of West Nile 

Virus announced for 2016
WNV and 10 people died from 
the illness.

Symptoms of WNV vary 
widely depending on a person’s 
risk for more severe disease that 
involves the central nervous 
system. Some may experience 
sudden onset of fever, head-
ache, dizziness, and muscle 
weakness and recover within 
one to three weeks while others 
develop life-threatening men-
ingitis or encephalitis causing 
confusion, stupor, paralysis or 
a coma.

Long-lasting complications 
of WNV disease can include 
difficulty concentrating, mi-

House Republicans keep focus

on education issues
Republicans pushed through 
several measures recom-
mended by Superintendent Joy 
Hofmeister’s Teacher Short-
age Task Force, a 91-member 
panel made up of educators, 
parents, legislators and lead-
ers of colleges of education, 
school districts, schools, com-
munities and business. 

For example, House Bill 
3025, allows for additional 
entry points for those wishing 
to pursue a teaching certificate 
through the alternative certifi-
cation process. The measure 
allows those candidates with 
a terminal degree to pursue an 
alternative certification as long 
as their degree aligned to an 
area of certification. All alter-
native certification candidates 
must pass the certification 
exams and pass a background 
check before being certified. 

House Bill 2946 makes it 
easier for the State Board of 
Education to issue a teach-
ing certificate to person who 
already has an out-of-state 
certificate.

For the entire 12 years I have 
served in the Oklahoma House 
of Representatives, education 
has been the number one focus 
of the Legislature. More than 
50 percent of the state appro-
priated budget goes toward 
education, and, frankly, at least 
60 percent of the discussion 
in the House is on education 
issues.

To say that education is not 
a focus of House Republi-
cans is simply intellectually 
dishonest.

This session, House Re-
publicans again focused our 
efforts on education, passing 
numerous measures aimed at 
combating the teacher short-
age, returning the evaluation 
of teachers and administra-
tors back to the local school 
districts and reducing burden-
some testing on students.  

Every state in the nation, 
except Pennsylvania, is deal-
ing with teacher shortages 
in the classroom, primarily 
in science, math and special 
education. This session, House 

House Bill 2967 gives 
school districts the authority 
to enter into contracts with 
student teachers while they are 
still student teachers, provided 
that they cannot teach until 
completing all certification 
requirements.

House Bill 3102 increases 
the number of hours an adjunct 
teacher may teach.

House Republicans also 
led the charge to reduce the 
amount of testing our students 
are forced to endure. This 
year, we eliminated nine tests, 
including three of the over-
bearing end-of-instruction 
(EOI) exams and removed the 
requirement that students pass 
the remaining EOIs in order to 
graduate.

House Bill 3218 reduced the 
number of required tests from 
27 to 18, leaving in place 12 
English and math tests be-
tween grades 3-8; 2 science 
tests, one in grades 3-5 and

Every year, my mother would 
take me back-to-school shop-
ping and would buy five shirts 
(none of which were Hawaiian, 
sadly) and five pairs of jeans, all 
about two sizes too big so they 
would fit more or less correctly 
after shrinking.

There would be a pair of 
shoes, maybe a belt, a clip-
board, plus a dividing compass 
and protractor, neither of which 
were ever used in class, that I 
recall.

And she would get a box of 
yellow No. 2 pencils and a large 
package of notebook paper.

Pencils and blank paper.
To the casual eye, they look 

like painted cedar and lead 
and a stack of flattened sheets 
of pulp, but they’re a universe 
of possibilities waiting to be  
discovered, like the statue that 
lives inside a block of marble.

Hemingway created bull-
fighters and old men in boats and 
chronicled a generation of lost 
souls with a pencil and paper.

My teachers held the position 
that I was to fill my paper with 
algebra equations and diagrams 
of sentences. Thus was born 
my first conflict with authority.

I wrote short stories, drew 
mocked-up newspaper pages, 
made maps of far-away places 
I’d never seen.

And discovered the  magic 
of a sharp pencil and a blank 
sheet of paper.

one in grades 6-9; and 4 high 
school tests in English, math, 
science and U.S. history.

Finally, House Republicans 
pushed through a measure 
designed to return flexibility 
in evaluating teachers back 
to local school districts, an 
effort supported by the De-
partment of Education and 
school administrators from 
across the state.

House Bill 2957 eliminates 
the quantitative or student 
outcome measurements of 
the Teacher and Leader Ef-
fectiveness (TLE) evalua-
tion system, which relieves 
school districts and teachers 
from VAM, Value Added 
Measures, a teacher evalua-
tion system based on student 
test scores.

School districts do have the 
option of continuing to use 
quantitative measurements 
in evaluating teachers at the 
expense of the local school 
district.

The bill retains the quali-
tative measurements, which 
evaluate teachers based on 
classroom instruction and 
learning environment. The 
measure also creates a pro-
fessional development com-
ponent to be used as another 
qualitative tool in the evalua-
tion process. The Department 
of Education will create the 
professional development 
component to be introduced 
during the 2018-2019 school 
year.

It is estimated that this mea-
sure could save local school 
districts millions, and would 
save the Oklahoma Depart-
ment of Education more than 
$900,000 annually.

We responded to 18 alarm 
calls and two 911 hang-up calls, 
served 26 civil process papers, 
13 victim protection orders and 
conducted five sheriff sales with 
three recalled.

Nile: 
There is no vaccine or treat-

ment drug for the illness, so 
taking steps to avoid mosquito 
bites is the only defense.

Precautions to prevent mos-
quito bites include:

• Use an insect repellent 
containing DEET, picaridin, 

or IR3535 on exposed skin and 
clothing when you go outdoors, 
particularly if you are outside 
between dusk and dawn when 
mosquitoes are more likely 
to bite. Insect repellent with 
permethrin should be used on 
clothing only.

• Repair or install window 
and door screens to keep mos-
quitoes out of the home.

• Prevent items such as buck-
ets, cans, pool covers, flower 
pots, children’s toys and tires 
from holding water so mosqui-
toes don’t have a place to breed.

•Empty your pet’s outdoor 
water bowl and refill daily.

• Scrub and refill bird baths 
every three days.

• Clean leaves and debris 
from rain gutters regularly to 
ensure they are not clogged.

The program, entitled Some-
thing Old, Something New, 
Something Barber..., will in-
clude choreography and staging 
from Dean of Fine Arts Mary 
Margaret Holt and OU School 
of Dance faculty Clara Cravey 
Stanley and Ilya Kozadayev, 
and will feature SOD alumnus 
Nathan Young, currently of 
Nashville Ballet, as a guest 
artist.

Performances will take place 
June 30 and July 1 at 8 p.m. and 
July 2 at 3 p.m in Room 3002 of 
the Reynolds Performing Arts 
Center. Each performance will 
be followed by a champagne, 
Perrier and dessert reception.

Dean of Fine Arts Mary Mar-
garet Holt will restage Barber 
Adagio, choreographed in re-
sponse to the Murrah Building 
Bombing in Oklahoma City 
in 1995. The piece, set to the 
moving and beautiful music 
of Samuel Barber, is meant to 
convey a sense of hope, rebirth, 
and renewal.

SOD Associate Director 
Clara Cravey Stanley will stage 
her own interpretations of two 
classical works from the bal-
let repertoire: “Swanhilda’s 
Friends Dance” from the first 
act of Coppélia and the “Pas de 
Six” from the first act of Swan 
Lake. Coppélia, originally 
choreographed by Arthur Saint 
Léon and set to music by Leo 
Délibes, had its premiere in 
Paris in 1870.

“Swanhi lda’s  Fr iends 
Dance,” is a joyful celebra-
tion of youth in a 19th century 
European village. Swan Lake, 
choreographed by Marius 
Petipa and Lev Ivanov to music 
by Pyotr Ilyich Tchaikovsky, 
was popularized following its 
1895 revival in St. Petersburg, 
Russia. The term pas de six, 
literally translated as “dance of 
six,” refers to a dance featuring 
three couples.

SOD faculty member Ilya 
Kozadayev will stage the Pas 
de Six from La Esmeralda. 
Originally choreographed by 
Marius Petipa with music by 
Cesare Pugni, the ballet was 
inspired by Victor Hugo’s novel 
The Hunchback of Notre Dame, 
and had its premiere in London 
in 1844.

Nathan Young, who will 
perform as a guest artist in this 
production, graduated from 
the University of Oklahoma in 
2013 with a degree in Ballet 
Performance. As a student of 
the SOD, he danced in numer-
ous Oklahoma Festival Ballet 
productions, including as the 

OU School of Dance ballet performances
Monk in the original 2010 
production of Carmina Burana, 
last performed by the SOD in 
spring 2016.

Young was also a member 
of the cast of Haydn’s The 
Creation, the first ballet to be 
performed at Esterhazy Place 
in Eisenstadt, Austria as part 
of the Haydn Festival. A native 
of Little Rock, Ark., Young 
began his early dance training 
with Mark Bush at Arkansas 
Festival Ballet, and spent sum-
mers studying at Joffrey Ballet 
School, Ballet West, and Long 
Beach Ballet. He has been a 
company member at Nashville 
Ballet since 2014.

This year’s SummerDance 
promises to be an exciting and 
enjoyable display of the talents 
of ballet majors in the SOD. 
Tickets for the performance and 
reception will be $27 for adults 
and $15 for students. There is 
limited seating for this produc-
tion, and early reservations are 
encouraged, however tickets 
will also be available by cash 
or check at the door one hour 
prior to curtain.

The world’s largest snake 
is slithering into Norman. At 
48 feet long and weighing an 
estimated one-and-a-half tons, 
a realistic replica of Titanoboa, 
the largest snake on record, 
goes on display at the Sam 
Noble Museum July 2.

Scientists believe that this  
colossal snake related to mod-
ern boa constrictors thrived 
in a hot tropical climate 60 
million years ago, in the era 
after the mass extinction of the 
dinosaurs.

The startling discovery of 
Titanoboa was made in 2009 
by a team of scientists working 
in one of the world’s largest 

open-pit coal mines at Cerrejón 
in La Guajira, Colombia. These 
collecting expeditions began 
in 2002 when a Colombian 
student visiting the coal mine 
made an intriguing discovery: 
a fossilized leaf that hinted at 
an ancient rainforest from the 
Paleocene epoch.

Over the following decade, 
collecting expeditions led 
by the Smithsonian Tropical 
Research Institute in Panama 
and the Florida Museum of 
Natural History at the Uni-
versity of Florida opened a 
unique window into what some 
scientists believe to be Earth’s 
first rainforest, in which huge

creatures fought to become the 
Earth’s top predators.

Dominating this era was 
Titanoboa, the undisputed 
largest snake in the history 
of the world. The fossilized 
remains revealed that, after the 
extinction of the dinosaurs, the 
tropics were warmer than they 
are today.

Most fossil records of ancient 
snakes are made up of verte-
brae like the one in the exhibit 
that launched the Titanoboa 
investigation. Snake skulls are 
almost never found as they are

Chickasaw Princess candi-
dates must be 17 to 25 years of 
age to compete, while Chicka-
saw Junior Princess candidates 
must be 12 to 16 years of age 
and Little Miss Chickasaw 
candidates must be seven to 
11 years of age.

Chickasaw Princesses serve 
as goodwill ambassadors at a 
variety of events and functions 
across the U.S.

Candidates must reside with-
in the 13-county jurisdictional 
boundaries of the Chickasaw 
Nation, be predominantly 
Chickasaw with at least one 
quarter blood quantum and 
be a registered citizen of the 
Chickasaw Nation.

Chickasaw Junior Princess 
and Little Miss Chickasaw 
contestants must attend school 
to be eligible for pageant entry. 
A minimum 2.0 grade point 
average (GPA) is required and 
the candidate must be in good 
standing with the school.

Chickasaw Princess candi-
dates must either attend school, 

Chickasaw Princess Pageant applications
be high school graduates en-
rolled in higher education or 
specialized training classes, 
or be employed to be eligible 
for pageant entry. If a princess 
candidate is employed, her 
schedule must be somewhat 
flexible to accommodate her 
participation in tribal-related 
functions and other events.

In addition to the application, 
candidates must also include 
a copy of their Certificate of 
Degree of Indian Blood (CDIB) 
and citizenship card/certificate, 
a 5X7 photo (black and white or 
color), a brief essay and three 
references from individuals not 

related to the candidate.
Candidates are also respon-

sible for providing their own 
traditional dress, which in-
cludes a cotton dress and apron.

Pageant will be 6 p.m. Monday, 
September 26, at Ada High 
School Cougar Activity Center, 
1400 Stadium Drive.

Clifton, one of four fresh-
men in the starting lineup, 
helped turn a key double play 
in the first game of the three-
game series with Auburn on 
Monday and contributed both 
defensively and offensively 
throughout the season.

She hit .351 for the season 
and had an on-base percentage 
of .540. 

During the season, Clifton 
had an on-base streak from 
March 20 to May 21, a spell 
of 31 consecutive games while 
the Sooners were compiling a 
57-8 season record.

Clifton’s sparkling .988 
fielding percentage was key in 
the nation’s number one field-
ing percentage team.

Her expectations heading 
into the season?

“I just wanted to find a way 
to help this team,” Clifton said. 
“I was hoping to get to start 
but I knew that would take a 
lot of work. It would also take 
a lot of mental and physical 
toughness.”

Clifton broke into the start-
ing lineup three weeks into the 
season.

“I had played in three tour-
naments switching off and 
on with another girl,” Clifton 
continued. “But three or four 
weeks into the season, the spot 
was mine and I wasn’t moving.”

 Aside from the obvious 
season highlight, Clifton said 
things really started to heat up 
in the Super Regional when 

the Sooners hosted Louisiana-
Lafayette.

“They are a tough team and 
they had good fans behind 
them,” Clifton said. “They 
were loud and crazy. It was 
really a big, wild environment, 
especially for me as a freshman.

“Then to take the panel off 
the wall (at ASA) in the outfield 
after we won it was just amaz-
ing,” she said.

The OU rookie said the 
nerves quickly disappeared in 
the finals.

“Obviously there were a little 
bit of nerves but I felt really 
confident about our team. We 
played tough the entire series.

“Paige (Parker) had almost 
all her energy back and that 
made us feel good. The nerves 
went away after the first pitch,” 
Clifton said.

A few of Clifton’s accom-
plishments this year include All 
Region First Team, Big 12 All 
Freshman Team, Big 12 Sec-
ond Team, 2015-16 Jan Myers 
Outstanding Freshman Award 
for excellence in academics 
and athletics and the Dean’s 
Honor Roll.

Also, 2015 Sooner Scholars, 
Big 12 Commissioner’s Honor 
Roll not to mention the National 
Championship.

Clifton said playing for the 
Sooners is quite a bit different 
than high school.

“It’s a lot different than 
Wayne but I think I’ve adjusted 
pretty well,” Clifton said.

Ratliff: 
did extraordinary things during 
the war,” said Chris Benge, 
Oklahoma Secretary of State 
and Native American Affairs.

“Their resumes demonstrate 
a special commitment to our 
nation and the world,” he said.

A member of the Choctaw 
Nation, Lt. Ratliff was born 
in Blanchard June 16, 1922. 
He enlisted in the U.S. Navy 
in August of 1942 and  was 
nicknamed as “Chief” during 
his service years.

Lt. Ratliff flew F6F Hellcats 
off the deck of the USS Kasaan 
Bay (CVE-69 Escort Carrier) 
as part of Fighting Squadron 
VF-74.

It was Aug. 15, 1944 when 
Lt. Ratliff’s squadron provided 
air cover for Allied Troops and 
conducted seek and destroy 
missions.

Lt. Ratliff said he has never 
forgotten LCDR Harry Brin-
kley Bass, commander of the 
VF-74 who was lost to enemy 
ground fire Aug. 20, 1944. Lt. 
Ratliff was CDR Bass’ wing-
man that day and had been 
ordered to stay high and provide 
top cover while CDR went after 
the ground target.

“Bass was so eager to take 
on the enemy that he’d make 
us stay up and cover for him 
while he went after the enemy,” 
Lt. Ratliff said.

Ratliff began a second cruise 

in November of 1944, this 
time on the USS Saratoga with 
Fighting Squadron VF-48, fly-
ing F6F Hellcats in the Pacific 
Theater of Operations where 
he participated in operations 
against mainland Japan and 
supported the invasion of Iwo 
Jima.

The Saratoga suffered heavy 
casualties from numerous ka-
mikaze attacks and Lt. Ratliff, 
who narrowly escaped being 
one of those casualties, aided 
in the recovery of bodies and 
gave comfort to those still alive.

Ratliff’s third cruise, which 
began in April 1945, was 
aboard the USS Monterey. He 
was again flying F6F Hellcats 
assigned to Fighting Squadron 
VF-34.

Gazing from the flight deck 
of the USS Monterey, which 
was anchored nearby, Lt. 
Ratliff was witness to the 
signing of the unconditional 
surrender of Japan in Tokyo 
Bay aboard the USS Missouri 
Sept. 2, 1945.

Among the decorations Lt. 
Ratliff earned were the EAME 
with one star, WWII Victory 
Medal, Expeditions (for U.S. 
Navy Service) Bronze Star with 
a “V”, Liberation of the Phil-
ippines Air Medal with three 
Gold Stars, American Cam-
paign and the Asiatic-Pacific 
Campaign with three stars.

if registering after June 7.

Puckett wants to remind rid-
ers that there have been some 
changes to the event from previ-
ous years. First is the addition of 
a fifth route. In addition to the 
family friendly town tour, the 
hilly 22 mile ride, the very hilly 
46 mile trek and the seriously 
hilly 64 mile challenge, there is 
now a 10 mile “taste of the hills” 
route. The “taste of the hills” 
made its debut in 2014 and was 
an immediately popular route 
choice.

 “This additional route was 
developed in response to our 
less experienced riders request 

for something more challeng-
ing than the town tour,” said 
Puckett. “These riders didn’t 
feel they were ready for the 22 
mile ride, but wanted to sample 
a little more challenging route. 
Thus, the ‘taste of the hills’ was 
created.”

Beginning this year, the 64 
mile route will be known as the 
Grimwood Loop in memory of 
fallen cyclist Michael Grim-
wood. He was killed August 22, 
2015, by an inattentive driver 
on U. S. 77 Highway south of 
Purcell while he and Puckett 
were returning from a ride to 
Pauls Valley. Grimwood was a 

long-time Norman area cyclist.
The start time for the ride is 7 

a.m.  The start of the ride will be 
staggered based on the ride route. 
The Grimwood Loop riders will 
start first, followed by the 46, 22, 
10 and town tour riders. There 
will be an approximate 5 minute 
delay between groups.

“We want to remind riders that 
the Norman Conquest is a ride 
and not a race,” Puckett said. “We 
have something for all interests 
and riding levels.”

It is 
very rewarding to make a differ-
ence in the lives of others and 
hopefully improve the quality 
of life for not only the com-
munity, but my own neighbors 
and family.

How long have you been in 
law enforcement?

Hewett:	38 years – 20 years, 
Oklahoma Highway Patrol; 18 
years, McClain County Sher-
iff’s Office.

Lake:	I have been in law en-
forcement for 24 years. Shortly 
after graduating high school I 
started my career in law en-
forcement with the Oklahoma 
County Sheriff’s Office in 1991. 
Realizing my desire to work 
patrol, I later graduated with 
my CLEET certification. In 
1999 I worked in Geary, earn-
ing my way from patrolman up 
to assistant police chief. As my 
responsibilities grew, so did my 
family and I determined Mc-
Clain County was an excellent 
place to live, work and raise a 
family. I served as a McClain 
County deputy from 2002-06. 
From 2006-09, federal police 
office for the Department of De-
fense at NASKW. From 2009-

With today’s budget crisis, 
how will that affect the sher-
iff’s department?

Hewett:	We are very cogni-
zant of our financial situation 
and are stewards of our citizens’ 
tax money. We always make 
decisions with savings in mind. 
We will adapt to whatever our 
budget is.

Lake:	 As an administrator, 
I am prepared to respond to 
the challenge of effectively 
managing the existing budget 
and developing an expenditure 
plan to guide future spending 

and maintaining a balanced 
budget. One strategy for re-
ducing expenditures but still 
obtaining necessary equipment 
is through grants and/or receiv-
ing refurbished equipment from 
larger agencies. While there 
are many tough decisions to 
be made regarding the budget, 
specifically issues at the jail, my 
commitment to delivering high-
quality service to the citizens of 
this great county will remain 
my top priority.

Where do you see the sher-
iff’s department going in the 
future?

Hewett:	We have great people 
here and with great people, 
the future is bright. We will 
continue to be leaders in tech-
nology, advanced training for 
our employees and working 
extremely diligently in fighting 
crime in our great county.

Lake:	By leaps and bounds! I 
see the McClain County Sher-
iff’s Office earning the reputa-
tion as an office that is tough 
on crime and passionate about 
public service. Deputies will be 
tasked with taking on the drug, 
theft and human trafficking in 
the county and making a sub-
stantial difference in reducing 
the drugs that make it to the 
streets as well as the property 
and violent crime that accom-
panies it, making an impact 
not only on our communities 
but on all those that surround 
us.

As sheriff I will inspire 
trust within my deputies and 
they will be the best, the bright-
est and the most dedicated in 
defending the ideals and the 
citizens that make the county 
great. One of the problems fac-
ing McClain County Sheriff’s 
Office is the perception that 
county residents presently are 
not a priority to the current 
administration.

As an Accredited VA Claims 
Agent I receive the VA rating 
decisions on each of the veterans 
and surviving spouse whom 
I represent. As each decision 
is reviewed, we send a letter 
advising next steps.

On some VA decisions, the 
veteran or spouse may have 
been denied service connection 
for a disability. We now have 
the ability to send that person a 
letter asking them to return for a 
follow-up visit to find a way to 
change a denial to an approval. 
Last week I received the rating 
decisions from VA for 16 of 
these men and women veterans 
and the monetary benefit will be 
more than $572,000 per year. 
They will also be eligible for 
other federal and state benefits.

For those of you who received 
that VA rating, please bring the 
following items for your next 
visit: Rating Decision, Mar-
riage License, Spouse Insurance 
Cards, DD-214. When checking 
in, please check the blank for 
100 percent so we can send you 
to the right volunteer. We have 
three ladies, Virginia, Mary 
and Shirley, who specialize in 
state and federal benefits for 
those rated 100 percent or for 
the Surviving Spouse DIC ben-
efits. I also received 27 rating 
decisions for veterans whose 
service-connected disabilities 
were rated from 10-90 percent. 
The combined annual monetary 
benefit for these veterans will 
be more than $357,00 per year.

Speaking from my experi-
ences at the VA Hospital in OKC 
I have always received the ap-
propriate treatment.  Sometimes 
I do feel that they could use more 
doctors to alleviate the wait time. 
Personally, I believe the people

Swiftly and efficiently the 
horse and rider maneuver to 
isolate, or “cut,” one cow from 
the herd.

It is 
the largest non-pro and amateur 
cutting horse event in the U.S. 
according to Della Hillerman, 
event coordinator for the show.

“This is our 25th year here 
since we moved this event from 
Amarillo to Oklahoma City. It 
was successful out there, but 
since we moved the event here 
it has actually quadrupled in 
size,” said Hillerman.

Hillerman hails from Te-
cumseh, where she rides often 
with her husband, Greg, who 
is a professional cutting horse 
trainer.

Cutting horses begin train-
ing early as a 2-year-old and 
continue the intense training 
to the end of their 3-year-old 
year before showing in the 
industry’s futurity show.

“Their training doesn’t end 
at that point though,” said 
Hillerman. “Most horses are 
left in training the duration of 
their life, but it’s not the intense 
training they get the first two 
years of their life, it’s more of 
a tune up program to keep them 
sharp on cattle and zoned in on 
what they are doing.”

Professional trainer Robbie 
Boyce of Purcell has been train-
ing cutting horses for roughly 
20 years. He said judges evalu-
ate the horse’s ability to cut the 
cow from the herd in addition 
to how well they control the 
cow once it is isolated.

“It takes a lot of consistency, 
good cattle, and just like any 
other athlete, good training and 
repetition,” Boyce said.

Championship classes will 
also be held in the mix of the 
event, where competitors have 
a chance to qualify for the world 
title event at the end of the year. 

Some of the best cutting 
horses in the world performed, 
including previous and current 
world title holders. One thing 
is evident when watching the 
cutting events, these horses are 
athletes.

“They are the Russell West-
brook of horses,” said Hiller-
man. “They are bred and trained 
to have incredible agility and 
movement.”

Welcome, friends, to the 
“front porch.”

In our last study, we climbed 
aboard that “Old Ship of 
Zion,” examining the deck of 
the church of our Lord. Zion, 
of course, stands as a great 
emblem of the city of David 
of the Old Testament and now 
reminds us of the church of the 
New Testament. As the apostle 
writes so beautifully, “But ye

of angels” (Hebrew 12:22.)

Long before Paul writes in 
Hebrews, Isaiah foretells of 
the coming of this great Zion, 
the Lord’s church.

Campbell, and say, “There it 
is.

One of the most popular 
trees in our area is the Okla-
homa State Tree, the Redbud. 
It supplements our landscapes 
with beautiful hues of purple, 
pink and whites at a time of 
year when very few other plants 
are blooming. They are a pretty 
durable small specimen tree 
with very few pests usually.

This year, it appears an insect 
referred to as the redbud leaffolder 
is building populations large 
enough to do serious damage to 
our prized plants. This insect can 
cause severe damage to the foli-
age of redbuds if left untreated. 
The characteristic injury is folding 
the edge of the leaf onto the upper 
surface and fastening it down with 
strands of silk.

Where the infestation is 
heavy, there may be two to four 
folded areas on a leaf. Leaves 
may also be tied to each other 
or to nearby surfaces. In the 
folded areas the larvae feed on 
the upper surface layer of the 
leaf. This brings about the dry-
ing out of the leaf and it turns 
brown. When the damage is 

severe the leaves die and drop 
from the trees.

The redbud leaffolder over-
winters as a pupa attached to a 
fallen leaf. They may become 
detached from the leaf and 
come to rest in debris or on 
the surface of the soil. Adults 
emerge in late April to early 
May and lay eggs on the leaves 
near the veins.

The first generation contin-
ues through June. Second and 
third generation eggs are laid in 
a thin web in a folded leaf. The 
second generation occurs in late 
July and August and the third in 
September and early October. 
The third generation overlaps 
the second in the fall. During 
rainy summer weather a fungus 
disease sometimes attacks and 
kills the larvae.

The adult is a small moth with 
dark brown wings which have 
10 small white spots. The head 
and collar are also white. It is 
slightly over 1/4 inch long and 
has a wingspread of about 1/2 
inch. The eggs are oval, white, 
and very small. Small larvae are 
white but during the latter part 
of the next to last instar dark

alternating cross bands appear.

The mature larva has alternat-
ing white and black bands and is 
about 1/2 inch long. The worms 
are very active when touched, 
often wiggling right off the leaf. 
The dark brown pupa is held 
to a leaf by a sparse, loosely 
made web.

Populations appear to be 
heavy again this year. If you 
have a redbud tree you should 
check for the presence of folded 
leaves on the plant. If after 
unfolding some of the leaves 
and finding the worms present 
an insecticide application may 
be warranted.

There are several products on 
the market that should prove 
satisfactory as long as they 
are labeled for ornamentals 
and you can get the product to 
“run” down into the folds of 
the leaves. An organic solution 
would be an application of Bt 
(Bacillus thuringiensis) that 
stops the worms from feeding 
once it is ingested.
