What voters need to know explained

Voters will go to the polls
later this month for the June
28 Primary Election, McClain
County Election Board Secre-
tary Karen Haley said today.

Haley offered the following
information and tips for voters
to keep in mind as the election
approaches:

e Early voting will be avail-
able at the County Election
Board office from 8 a.m. to
6 p.m. today (Thursday) and
Friday. Early voting is also
available from 9 a.m. to 2
p.m. Saturday at the McClain
County Election Board office.

e Polls are open from 7 a.m.
to 7 p.m. Tuesday. Lines are
possible at peak voting times.
Wait times will likely be short-
est at mid-morning and mid-
afternoon. Anyone in line to
vote at 7 p.m. will be allowed
to cast a ballot.

* Anyone who needs to look
up their polling place, verify
their registration information
or view a sample ballot can
do so online at www.elections.
ok.gov. Those who vote by
mail can also check the status
of their ballot using the Online
Voter Tool. Sample ballots are
also available at the McClain
County Election Board office.

* Oklahoma law requires ev-
ery voter who votes in person
at the precinct polling place
or during early voting at the
county election board to show
proof of identity before receiv-
ing a ballot. There are three
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acceptable proofs of identity —a
valid photo ID issued by fed-
eral,state,or tribal government;
the free voter identification
card issued to every voter by
the County Election Board; or
the voter may sign an affidavit
and vote a provisional ballot.

If the information on the af-
fidavit matches official voter
registration records, the ballot
will be counted after Election
Day.

e Physically disabled voters
who cannot enter the polling
place, need help marking their
ballots, who are blind or visu-
ally disabled and illiterate vot-
ers may be assisted by a person
the voter chooses.

In all cases, the person pro-
viding such assistance may not
be the voter’s employer, agent
of the employer or an officer
or agent of the voter’s union.
A person providing assistance
also must swear or affirm
that the voter’s ballots will be
marked in accordance with the
voter’s wishes.

Alternatively,all blind, visu-
ally impaired and physically
disabled voters in McClain
County may use the audio-
tactile interface, a feature of-
fered on all Oklahoma voting
devices, to vote privately and
independently, either at Mc-
Clain County Election Board
during early voting or at their

assigned polling place on elec-
tion day.

* Voters who have moved
since the last election, but
who have not transferred their
voter registration to their new
address, may do so on Elec-
tion Day by going to vote at
the polling place where their
registration has been in the past.
While voting, they may fill out
a form instructing the county
election board to transfer their
registration to the new address
before the next election.

* Those who became physi-
cally incapacitated after 5
p.m. June 21 still can request
an emergency absentee ballot.
Those who might qualify for
an emergency absentee bal-
lot should contact the county
election board office at 405-
527-3121 as soon as possible
for more information.

* Any violation of election
law will be reported to the
proper law enforcement au-
thorities. Electioneering is not
allowed within 300 feet of a
ballotbox.Itisalso unlawful to
remove aballot from the polling
location, possess intoxicating
liquors within half a mile of
a polling place or to disclose
how you voted while within
the election enclosure.

In South Dakota, one of
two states with lower average
teacher pay than Oklahoma, the
Legislature in March approved
a half-cent sales tax intended
to boost salaries by thousands
of dollars.

The other state, Mississippi,
also is phasing in a teacher pay
increase.

By contrast,when Oklahoma
legislators adjourned Friday,
they left ambitions of higher
salaries for teachers unfulfilled.
That means the state could find
itself dead last in teacher pay
soon unless more funding is
generated.

The only viable option left
this year — a penny hike in
the state sales tax — awaits the
decision of voters in November.

The situation means that
school districts are bracing for
continued teacher shortages as
candidates seek higher pay in
surrounding states or choose
different professions. Some
out-of-state districts, includ-
ing Dallas and Las Vegas, are
recruiting Oklahoma teachers,
dangling the carrot of higher
pay.

Teachers here haven’t had
an across-the-board increase
in eight years, though the idea
appeared to be gathering steam.
In 2015, State Superintendent
Joy Hofmeister, a Republican,
proposed a $5,000 pay raise to
be phased in over five years. In
her State of the State address
on Feb. 1, Gov. Mary Fallin
called for a $3,000 a year pay
hike, noting that Oklahomans
overwhelmingly support the
move. “And we can do it
without raising the state sales

and South Dakota, according
to National Education Associa-
tiondata.

State Question 779, being
championed by University of
Oklahoma President David
Boren, would hike the state
sales tax rate from 4.5 percent
to 5.5 percent.

Suspicions confirmed

Congressman Tom Cole

As intentionally spelled out
in the U.S. Constitution in the
firstand arguably most founda-
tional amendment, “Congress
shall make no law respecting
an establishment of religion,
or prohibiting the free exercise
thereof; or abridging the free-
dom of speech,or of the press.”

Because of those profound
words inspired and adopted
by our forefathers in the first
years of our nation, citizens
have enjoyed the right to hold
and exercise their personal be-
liefs, regardless of religious or
political persuasion. Sadly, the
Obama Administration has a
poor record of respecting those
freedoms —in particular, at the
Internal Revenue Service.

In 2013, on the current
administration’s watch, the
Internal Revenue Service (IRS)
was exposed for purposefully
targeting conservative and re-
ligious groups seeking tax-
exempt status, most noticeably
those associated with the tea
party. The unconstitutional and
illegal targeting had existed for
atleastthree years and involved

drawing out a usually quick
process for months and months
or leaving applicants neither
approved nor denied.

When this unacceptable
abuse was discovered, House
Republicans immediately
launched investigations in the
committees of jurisdiction to
determine the culprits, right
the injustice and look for other
signs of fraud at the IRS.

Now three years after the
IRS scandal was reported to
the public, it is clear that the
facts of the situation are even
worse than predicted. Accord-
ing to a comprehensive list
released by the IRS last week,
more than 425 conservative
groups were victims of target-
ing.Backin 2013, the Treasury
Department’s inspector general
expected “only” 298 groups
had been singled out.

Sadly,the latestnews regard-
ing the scandal further confirms
the Administration’s wrong-
doing that Republicans long
suspected. But it also further
affirms that abuse of power
and unfair scrutiny must not
and will not be tolerated.

I am proud to reassure my

constituents that House Repub-
licans have not stopped seeking
answers, demanding account-
ability or reining in power at
the IRS. Just last week, the
Appropriations Committee on
which I sitapproved the Finan-
cial Services funding measure
for fiscal year 2017, which
included significant cuts to the
operations budget at the IRS.

Furthermore, the bill in-
cluded guidance for combat-
ing and preventing fraud and
abuse. In addition, this week
on the House floor members
will consider the Preventing
IRS Abuse and Protecting Free
Speech Act, which prevents the
IRS from collecting unneces-
sary identifying information
from taxpayers.

As I’ve said before, regard-
less of political affiliation, all
Americans have a reasonable
expectation that their freedom
of speech and religion shall be
protected. In response to the
wrongdoing at the IRS, I am
pleased that House Republi-
cans continue to take steps to
restore trust to the American
people and prevent the occur-
rence of future violations.

New front in asset forfeiture:
Authorities get mobile devices

The Oklahoma Department
of Public Safety has purchased
several devices capable of seiz-
ing funds loaded on to prepaid
debit cards to aid troopers in
roadside seizures of suspected
drug-trafficking proceeds.

The portable card scanners
are designed to be carried in
law enforcement vehicles, al-
low troopers to freeze and seize
money loaded on to a prepaid
debit card, and to return money
to an account whose funds were
seized or frozen.

The vehicle-mounted scan-
ners are also capable of retriev-
ing and storing limited account
information from other cards
as well, such as banking debit
cards, credit cards and “pay-
ment account information from
virtually any magnetic stripe
card,” according to the website
and patent documents of the
device manufacturer, Texas-
based ERAD GroupInc. ERAD
stands for Electronic Recovery
and Access to Data.

The card readers could reig-
nite debate over civil asset for-
feiture in Oklahoma and across
the nation. State and federal laws
allow law enforcement agen-
cies to seize property and cash
believed to be involved in the
illicit drug trade and then take
ownership of the assets through
a civil-court action.

Law enforcement officials
say that civil asset forfeiture
is essential in disrupting drug
trafficking operations. Civil-
rights advocates argue that the
process violates individuals’
property and civil liberties and
sometimes results in innocent
people having money seized
on the roadside without being
arrested or charged.

The new devices will now al-
low law enforcementtonotonly
seize money in physical posses-
sion of a person being stopped,
but from a financial institution
holding the money loaded onto
a prepaid debit card as well.

Brady Henderson, legal direc-
tor for ACLU Oklahoma, said
the new tactic could easily run
afoul of the Fourth Amendment
and land the issue in court.

“I'think thisis likely toexpand
pretty radically the scope of civil
asset forfeiture procedures,”
Henderson said. “This is a ca-
pability that law enforcement
has never had before and one
that is very likely to land DPS
in litigation.”

However, law enforcement
officials say the devices are es-
sentially part of the arms race
between police and drug traf-
fickers,whoinrecentyears have
been loading pre-paid cards with
millions of dollars for transport
as part of the drug trade, thus
decreasing the likelihood of
seizure by law enforcement.

“They’re basically using pre-
paid cards instead of carrying
large amounts of cash,” said Lt.
John Vincent, public informa-
tion officer for the Oklahoma
Highway Patrol.

The contract signed by the
state and ERAD Group, ob-
tained by Oklahoma Watch,
states that Department of Pub-
lic Safety will pay a one-time
$5,000 implementation charge
and a $1,500 training charge for
the devices.

ERAD Group will receive a

7.7 percentcutofall fundsseized
via the card readers. Vincent
said the 16 prepaid card readers
obtained by the department were
installed in May.

The card readers will not be
used to randomly swipe mo-
torists’ gift or prepaid cards,
Vincent said, but only in cases
in which the trooper suspects
criminal activity is taking place.
The device logs which trooper
is using the device when a card
is swiped.

“If we have reasonable suspi-
cion to believe there’s a crime
being committed, we’re going
to investigate that. If someone
has 300 cards taped up and hid-
den inside the dash of a vehicle,
we’re going to check that,”
Vincent said. “But if the person
has proof that it belongs to him

for legitimate reasons, there’s
nothing going to happen. We
won’t seize it.”

A joint law enforcement
drug interdiction team under
the Oklahoma County District
Attorney’s Office also has the
devices, and Oklahoma City
police officers who are part of
the team use them, said Capt.
Juan Balderrama, spokesman
for the police department.

Henderson said the devices
were something that his organi-
zation has not run across before.

“You have effectively a way
of instantly seizing a digital ac-
count from a traffic stop,” Hen-
dersonsaid. “That’s acapability
I have never seen before.”

Judith Rinearson, a partner
with the law firm Bryan Cave
and a prepaid card-industry
attorney, said in the past most
individuals whousedreloadable
prepaid cards were unbanked or
low income, but younger adults
have begun using those cards as
their primary financial transac-
tion card.

How It Works

ERAD card scanners were
first developed around 2012
for the science and technology
arm of the U.S. Department of
Homeland Security to combat
the use of prepaid debit cards
by drug cartels to transport drug
money, according to a Home-
land Security media release.

Since then,some law enforce-
ment agencies around the coun-
try have adopted the technology.

According to ERAD Group’s
patent for the device, law en-
forcement can determine the
balance of money in an account
associated with a prepaid card
that is part of branded “open
loop” networks such as Visa or
MasterCard or “closed loop”
cards that only allow purchases
at a single company, such as
gift cards.

When the card is scanned by
the officer to check the account
balance,the systemdisguises the
balance requestas atypical ven-
dor request to prevent alerting

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suspects that law enforcement
is checking the card, the patent
states.

Once the card’s account bal-
ance is determined, the officer
can use the device to freeze the
funds, preventing withdrawal
or use of the money in the ac-
count, or seize the funds by
having them transferred toalaw
enforcement financial account,
the patent states.

Although the device does not
allow funds from non-prepaid
cards to be frozen or seized, it
can provide the officer informa-
tion about those cards such as
the card number, the name on
the card, expiration date and the
card issuer.

That data, along with any
accompanying notes, is then
saved in a case management
database for future use, allow-
ing law enforcement agencies
to search for additional illicit
funding by analyzing other card
seizures,transactions and trends
associated with the card issuer.
The agencies also identify any
accounts linked to the seized
card, the patent and contract
documents show.

T. Jack Williams, ERAD
Group president and one of the
leading magnetic stripe card
consultants for federal and
state law enforcement, said the
device has three main purposes:
intelligence, forensics and asset
seizure.

“The seizure stuff is really
secondary, even tertiary,” Wil-
liams said.

Williams declined to say
exactly how many law enforce-
mentagencies across the country
now ERAD Devices.

“I can tell you it’s in the hun-
dreds,” Williams said.

Williams said freezing or
seizing funds from prepaid debit
cards is not the same as freezing
or seizing funds from bank or
debit cards, since prepaid cards
come from pooled accounts held
by financial companies and
are not protected by the Bank
Secrecy Act.

“Prepaid cards are cash, they
are not bank accounts,” Wil-
liams said.

Accordingto aslide presenta-
tion delivered by ERAD’s Wil-
liams in early May at the West

There are too many old
wives’ tales to count about
how to get rid of poison ivy.
Some of the more dangerous
include using bleach, or even
gasoline, to try and dry up any
rashes caused by the plant.

According to Dr. Aaron
Lane D.O., clinical associ-
ate professor of emergency
medicine at Oklahoma State
University Medicine in Tulsa,
an oatmeal bath may help, but
that is about it.

“There aren’t any shortcuts

Treating a poison ivy rash

when it gets bad,” he said.
“It’s going to miserable for
a while.”

The first step to avoiding
the burning rash associated
with poison ivy is to be able to
identify it, and leave it alone.
While that is easier said than
done, there is a window of
opportunity to not get a rash
even if someone comes in
contact with it.

“If you get the oil from the
plant on you and wash it off in
time, you won’t get the rash,”
Lane said. “It’s not a typical
wash though. You need to use

a lot of soap and water and
really scrub to remove all of
the oil.”

If someone happens to miss
a spot of oil, or comes into
contact with the oil from some
clothes, shoelaces or pets, a
rash may appear.

“If the rash isn’t very bad
and you just have a little
spot, the treatment is topical
hydrocortisone cream, which
you can get over the counter,”
Lane said. “You could also
take Benadryl for the itching.”

project the penny hike would
bring in about $550 million a
year. However, that would still
be still enough to pay for the
salary increases.

With more than five months
until a vote, the chances of
passage are unclear.

Hofmeister has neither en-
dorsed nor opposed the tax.
Fallin has alluded critically to
the proposal. Some cities have
come out in opposition,saying
the tax hike would hamper their
ability to fund local projects
with sales taxes. Advocates for
the poor have warned that sales
taxes are regressive, meaning
they fall disproportionately on
low-income residents.

The Legislature briefly un-
veiled an alternative plan, but
it was quickly scuttled before
the end of the session.

Boren and other supporters
acknowledge that a higher
sales tax is not the preferred so-
lution to education funding, but
say they have no other choice
because state lawmakers refuse
to address an education crisis

that could harm the state for
generations.

“It is the only option that
is being talked about that is
gaining momentum,” said
Alicia Priest, president of the
Oklahoma Education Associa-
tion. “We think our children
deserve it.”

South Dakota’s ‘Heavy
Lift’

South Dakota’s half-cent
sales tax, intended to raise the
state’s average teacher pay by
$8,500, kicks in June 1.

Melody Schopp, the state’s
secretary of education, char-
acterized the initiative as “a
really heavy lift” led by the
state’s governor.

“For a conservative Repub-
lican state to make that sort
of significant investment in
teachersiskind of alandmark,”
she said.

But the need was there,
Schopp said. South Dakota
was no longer regionally com-
petitive and was struggling to
recruit and retain teachers.

Revenue generated by the
sales tax will be distributed

to school districts based on
a formula, with a portion set
aside for property tax relief.
Schools are required to spend
85 percent of the funds on
teacher pay.

Schopp said one school dis-
trict recently negotiated $9,000
across-the-board pay increases
for its teachers.

The half-cent tax passed by
the South Dakota Legislature
follows a failed 2012 ballot
measure to raise sales tax by
a penny, with half earmarked
for education and half for
Medicaid.

Schopp said after years in
50th place for pay, teachers
in South Dakota finally feel
respected.

“They truly, finally feel like
the work they do has been
recognized,” she said.

be required to get a two-week
treatment of steroids.

“People always want a
shot, but the effectiveness of
steroids are the same whether
you get a shot, an IV or take
them orally,” said Lane. “Pa-
tients believe the oral steroids
prescribed are not working,
but when they return for the
shot, it works.

“It’s not because the injec-
tion works better than the pills,
but the injection typically is
a much higher dose than the
patient was initially given,”
Lane said.

The route of administration
of the steroids makes no differ-
ence; it is strictly the strength
of the medication. Rather than
just asking for a shot, Lane
suggests making sure you are
prescribed an adequate dosage
and duration of therapy of the
steroid.

“We typically give a high
dose of the steroid for the first
few days and then taperitback
to where the last few days are
a very small dose,” he said.

Whether someone has just
a couple small dots, or a full-
blown, body covering rash,

the area should be left alone.
Scratching will irritate and
break the skin, which will in-
crease blood flow to the area
and bring more histamine.

The good news is the rash
will not spread simply by
scratching it.

“Poison ivy can’t spread in
your blood,” Lane said. “You
can spread it by scratching an
area that has the oil and then
touching somewhere else. We
always have people cut their
fingernails to get rid of any
oil that may be trapped under
there.”

Forum, using the card readers
to obtain information on cards’
magnetic strips do not run
afoul of the U.S.Constitution’s
Fourth Amendment protections
against unreasonable search
and seizure and warrantless
searches.

Citing an Oklahoma case in
which 83 Walmart gift cards
were seized after the cards
were loaded with drug funds,
Williams’ presentation states
that because prepaid cards are
treated like currency, they can
be seized like currency. “In-
dividuals do not have privacy
rights with magnetic stripe
cards” because the informa-
tion on the strip “literally has
no purpose other than to be
provided to others to read,” the
presentation said.

Henderson, of the ACLU,
said usually in freezing or
seizing money from financial
accounts, “there are all kinds of
steps where courts getinvolved
so that there’s a check and bal-
ance there. All of that would
be eliminated in this situation.

It’s a situation where you have
an instant freeze with zero due
process.”

Sen. Kyle Loveless, R-
Oklahoma City, said he, too,
was concerned with the consti-
tutional and due process impli-
cations of the ERAD devices.

“Until this, we didn’t even
know these things were in
existence,” Loveless said. “It’s
scary to know that technology
even exists and that govern-
ment agencies are using it
without an arrest or without a
warrant.”

Last legislative session,
Lovelessintroduced legislation
to change aspects of the state’s
civil asset forfeiture laws. The
move triggered sharp criticism
by law enforcement officials,
and the legislation died in
committee.

Before the session, Love-
less said he was told by law
enforcement that the presence
of large sums of money packed
into a vehicle was an indicator
of possible criminal activity .

“It seems to me this new
technology is taking the argu-

mentaway — ‘wedon’thave the
cashhere,butit’s somewhere,””
Loveless said.

However, Vincent, of DPS,
said the devices are not only for
seizure of suspectedillicit funds.
Although no seizures have yet
been made with the devices,
troopers have been able to use
the cardreaders touncover cases
of identity theft, he said.

“The asset forfeiture part will
definitely help us as far as we
have people trying to courier
large amounts of money, but
it also, and is probably is seen
more as, helping with identity
theft,creditcard fraud and all of
that,” Vincent said. “This isn’t
solely about asset forfeiture.
This isn’t about money. We’re
not in the business of making
money. We’re in the business
of solving crimes.”

Larsen painting ‘back home’
after 10-year hiatus

Mike Larsen’s eyes poured
over two huge acrylic paint-
ings he created 21 years ago.

“This painting of an Arap-
aho holy man and his people
brings back many emotions,”
Larsen explained. “It was
painted right after the Okla-
homa City bombing. Two of
our children are included and
the others are close friends;
many of them now gone,” he
said as he soaked in the bril-
liant colors and textures of his
creation.

After 10 years in Kansas
City, Larsen’s two-panel
painting “Cloud People” is
back in Oklahoma. It was re-
located to Kansas City in 2006
when the Oklahoma City Fed-
eral Reserve branch moved
into a new office without the
capacity to properly display it.

“I’'m glad it’s back home
where itbelongs,” said Larsen,
aworld renowned painter and
sculpture who has been hon-
ored with induction into both
the Chickasaw and Oklahoma
halls of fame.

The Oklahoma City Federal
Reserve branch commissioned
the painting after the Alfred P.
Murrah Federal Building was
bombed.

The two 7X6-foot paintings
were first envisioned as part
of aprojectin 1994 by Larsen
and his wife, Martha.

The Larsens were research-
ing and capturing images of
holy men — often called sha-
mans — from each of Oklaho-
ma’s 39 federally-recognized
tribes. “A few of the tribes no
longerhad living holy men, so
36 paintings were completed,”
the artist noted.

“Cloud People”is the largest
painting in the series.

Larsen was approached by
the Oklahoma City Federal

Reserve branch in summer
1995.“They made it clear that,
in some way, they wanted to
pay tribute and honor people
who had lost their lives on
April 19 of that year,” Larsen
told a gathering of Oklahoma
City and Kansas City Federal
Reserve staff and executives
June 2.

Additionally, officials want-
ed to honor “all of the families
that were so affected.

“We had not yet painted a
work on the Arapaho. When
I presented the idea of an
Arapaho holy man wrapping
his cloak around an extended
family in an act of comfort
and protection, it proved to
be exactly what the Federal
Reserve wanted,” Larsen said.
“This painting expresses what
we all were looking for — a
little piece of mind.”

The Larsens are a team.

While Mike Larsen’s work —
paintings and sculptures — are
located throughout the world,
Martha Larsen plays an inti-
mate role in the success of each
project the couple launches.

The Larsens have two vol-
umes of work honoring Chick-
asaw elders.

“We visited them. We got to
know them. I took my sketch

elder. We used two photo-
graphs to create each portrait,”
Larsen said.

The culmination resulted

in two books “They Know
Who They Are” and “Proud
to Be Chickasaw” featuring
portraits of almost 50 Chicka-
saw elders painted by Larsen.
Eachisaccompanied by astory
written by Martha Larsen and
award-winning artist Jeannie
Barbour, Chickasaw Nation
creative developmentdirector.
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The portraits are displayed
at Chickasaw Nation Head-
quarters in Ada and at the
Chickasaw Nation Cultural
Center in Sulphur. The books
are available at Amazon and
at the Chickasaw Press.

Larsen was commissioned
by the state of Oklahoma to
paint a 26-foot-long mural for
the Capitol Rotunda of five
internationally prominent Na-
tive American ballet dancers,
all born in Oklahoma.

He has painted eight murals,
four about teaching the arts
and four about local Native
American History, for the
Oklahoma Art Institute and
six murals for the University
of Oklahoma Donald W.Reyn-
olds Performing Art Center
and School of Dance.

The next project for the Lar-
sens is in the planning stage.
Its focus is Oklahoma history.

“There’s been a lot of books
and things like that on the
history of Oklahoma, but we
haven’t done them,” Larsen
said turning to his wife for
an affirmative response. “We
think it will be extremely
interesting to explore all the
differing perspectives of the
topic artistically,” he added.

With exams gone, uncertainty over school report cards grows

The elimination of end-of-
course tests that Oklahoma
public school students take
each year will throw more
uncertainty into the state’s
efforts to develop a new
system of measuring school
performance.

The state’s much-criticized
A through F report card sys-
tem relies on students’ scores
from standardized end-of-
instruction exams, which were
eliminated when the governor

signed into law House Bill
3218 on June 6.

The law is intended to pre-
serve time in the classroom for
learning, reduce what many
educators say is a culture
of over-testing and poten-
tially save the state millions
of dollars.

But the letter-grade system
will now need revisions be-
causeitrelies on those student
test scores, including a year-
to-year comparison to evalu-
ate growth, or academic
improvement.

The grading system is al-
ready undergoing an overhaul,
andit’s unclear what the future
report cards will look like.
Under the legislation, the de-
partment s required to develop
a new school accountability
system by January 1.

The department is expected
to release the latest school
report cards this fall, based
onresults from the 2015-2016
school year. The law allows for
2016-2017 to be a transition
year, and the department is
tasked with adopting a state-

wide system of student testing
aligned with the new aca-

demic standards, adopted by
the Legislature in March.
That year won’t be com-
parable to previous years to
determine student growth.
Thereportcardshave already
been denounced by many
stakeholders, including State
Superintendent Joy Hofmeis-
ter. She has called the current
grading system an unreli-
able measure of school ac-
countability and wants the
state to create a better system.
She hasn’t specifically called
for abandoning letter grades.

“She is committed to the
A-F accountability system,
but wants to ensure it is valid
and meaningful,” said Deana
Silk, a spokeswoman for the
Department of Education.

Last year, 212 schools
received an A. Most schools
received a B (597) or a C
(546).There were 333 schools
thatreceived a D and 183 that
scored an F.

New crop of white-tailed
deer beginning to emerge

Most fawns in Oklahoma
are about a month old at this
point. Typically born in late
May or early June, the first few
weeks of their lives are fairly
secretive.

Fawns are often hidden in
dense coverto avoid predation,
but by now, they are getting a
little more daring and begin-
ning to travel with the doe.

“For the past few weeks you
may have noticed small, cloven
tracks in soft soil indicating
white-tailed deerfawnsare onthe
ground,” said Dwayne Elmore,
Oklahoma State University
Cooperative Extension wildlife
specialist. “Look for them at this
time near dense cover in early
morning or late afternoon.”

June is a taxing time for
lactating does, as they must not
only meet their own nutritional
needs but also those of one,two
and occasionally, three fawns.

Fortunately, early summer is
a time of abundance.

“Most plants are actively
growing and are palatable due
to high protein levels and low
lignin, chemical defenses and
silicate levels,” he said. “At
this time of year, white-tailed
deer are relying heavily on
forbs, which are broad-leaved
herbaceous plants.”

Assuming the doe is able to
find sufficient food resources,
fawns will grow rapidly. With
that in mind, landowners
should carefully consider their
herbicide and mowing plans as
it could be removing not only

critical cover, but also food
for white-tailed deer and other
wildlife, such as eastern cot-
tontail and northern bobwhite.

“Occasionally, you may
stumble upon a hidden solitary
fawn. If so, resist the urge to
rescue it, and leave it alone,”
Elmore said.“The doeis nearby
and is patiently waiting for you
to move along so she can nurse
the fawn.”

Once the fawn is about 10
weeks old, it will be weaned
and will forage with the doe for
the remainder of the summer
and into the fall.

The recent rains across the
state have dramatically im-
proved forage quantity and
should help with fawn survival
this season,ensuring anew crop
of white-tailed deer on the hoof.

He is jailed in lieu of an
$85,000 bond. On May 17
prosecutors offered Shea a
deal that he serve 18 years in
prison. His formal arraignment
is set for 9 a.m. June 30.

Stricklen also said she’d
done this before with another
prisoner, Warren Rawls.

A search of Stricklen’s car
on June 6 turned up a glass
pipe containing residue that
field tested positive for meth-
amphetamine.

of HB 3218 by House Speak-
er Jeff Hickman, R-Fair-
view, high school students
will be given a single compre-
hensive assessment aligned
with the state’s new academic
standards and a nationally-
recognized college readiness
exam, such as the ACT.

Scores will no longer be
tied to graduation; previously,
students had to pass four of
sevenend-of-instruction exams
to receive a diploma.

The test load will be reduced
to 18tests, from 26, that students
take between third grade and
their senior year of high school.
Allbutone of the remaining tests
are federally mandated.

Student testing in Oklahoma
costs $18.8 million a year,
about 20 percent of which
is paid with federal funds.
Eliminating end-of-instruction
exams is expected to save $7.3
million but could be offset by
the costs of administering a
college readiness assessment
such asthe ACT in future years.

System Revisions Continue

As revisions to the A-F re-
port cards are considered, the
department and the governor’s
office are continuing to work
with the Foundation for Excel-
lence in Education, a Florida-
based think tank founded and
led by Jeb Bush. The founda-
tion was involved in the initial
implementation of Oklahoma’s
A-F system under former su-
perintendent Janet Barresi.

In an email dated April 6,
obtained by Oklahoma Watch,
the foundation outlines its
model system for school ac-
countability under the fed-
eral Every Student Succeeds
Act. The report was emailed
to Jake Yunker, deputy policy
director for Gov. Mary Fallin,
and copied to Hofmeister and
several other education depart-
ment administrators.

The foundation emphasizes

in the email that the recom-
mendations are strictly a draft
framework until the U.S.
Department of Education re-
leases final regulations.

Its model relies on three
measures given “substantial”
weight: academic achievement,
English language proficiency
and another academic indicator
such as growth or the gradua-
tion rate. Additional indicators
could be added with less influ-
ence on the overall grade.

Oklahoma’s current system
does not measure English lan-
guage proficiency, but it will
be required under the ESSA.
Oklahoma’s letter grades eval-
uate schools using two equally
weighted categories: student
performance, measured by the
percent of students achieving a
passing rate on state tests, and
student growth, comprised of
overall student growth and
bottom 25th percentile student
growth.

Schools receive bonus points
on markers such as school at-
tendance, dropout and gradua-
tionrates. The resultis asingle,
simplified letter grade.

Critics, however, say it’s too
simplified, and the process ob-
scures the performance of poor
and minority students. Univer-
sity researchers who evaluat-
ed the state system recommend
focusing instead on college and

We are not affiliated with
any other organization. We
are available each Tuesday
and Thursday only at the
Faith Pointe Baptist Church
in Norman.

Please note we will be closed
on Tuesday, June 28, as the
church will be used as apolling
place for area voters.

Each week we recognize a
volunteer who is part of our
organization. There are sev-
eral members of the church
congregation who have volun-
teered to help us. One of these
is Marie Cape of Norman. She
is part of the Coffee Crew who
makes sure there is always a
freshly brewed pot available.

Her ready smile has helped
to put many veterans and their
families at ease as they are
waiting their turn for assis-
tance. Marie’s husband Sean
was apilotin the Vietnam War
where he honorably served
our country as an Air Force
Officer.

I would like to take this op-
portunity to encourage all vet-
erans and surviving spouses
to establish an E-Benefits
account with the Department
of Veterans Affairs. This will
enable veterans to view the
status of their claim at any
time. Veterans are also able to
upload information requested
by the VA. When using this
system, please remember
anytime you send unsolicited
information to the VA your
claim may be taken out of the
Fully Developed status and
worked under the old system,
which could add more time
for the VA to make a decision.

We now have an address for
declassified military records
that has proven beneficial in
some of our DIC and veter-
ans’ claims. For informa-
tion please contact Shirley
Clark-Cowdin any Tuesday
or Thursday morning.

In January, one of the vet-
erans I represent asked me to
go with him to a DRO hear-
ing (one with a VA Decision
Review Officer) in Muskogee.
We were able to prevent a
reduction of benefits on his
hearing loss claim and we also
filed a Notice of Disagreement
(NOD) on his other claim.
I received a decision letter
yesterday that awarded him
100 percent back to 2014 on
the NOD claim. Needless to
say he is a very happy veteran
today.

One of the statements I
hear from many veterans is
they don’t feel they deserve
any VA benefits. When they
say that, I always ask them to
think about what will happen
to their families when they are
no longer around to take care
of them. Every person who
served in the United States
Military earned VA benefits.
The families of veterans who
do not file a claim for VA
benefits will probably have a
more difficult time receiving
them after the veteran’s death.

Our ladies who assist sur-
viving spouses of veterans
are processing from 15-20 of
these ladies each week. One
of the main reasons they are
successful is that we are very
well trained in filing claims

for VA benefits. If one of the
veteran’s service connected
disabilities is listed on the
death certificate as a primary
or secondary condition, then
the surviving spouse’s appli-
cation for DIC benefits should
be approved for VA benefits.
If the veteran has service
connected disabilities that
were not listed on the death
certificate, an amended death
certificate can sometimes be
obtained that will probably
help the surviving spouse to
be approved for DIC benefits.
Please visit with Shirley or
one of our ladies with your
questions on this subject.

There were 16 ladies who
were assisted by our surviving
spouse benefits crew of ladies
on Tuesday and Thursday
morning last week. Some of
these ladies will be eligible
for the following VA benefits,
DIC, Pension and Aid and
Attendance. The DIC benefit
is $1,250 per month. The
pension is based on medical
expenses and income and the
Aid and Attendance benefit
is based on the daily living
needs. Contact Shirley at (405)
550-8806 Extension 104 with
any questions you may have.

As the VA Accredited
Claims Agent for more than
5,000 veterans and spouses,
I receive the rating decisions
on each of their claims. This
allows me to review each one
of their decisions to make
sure the veteran or surviv-
ing spouse receives all of the
benefits for which they are eli-
gible. We then send a notice to
each recipient detailing what
other state or federal benefits
are available. For those of you
who donothave an Accredited
VArepresentative you may not
be receiving all of your VA
benefits. Ask the person help-
ing you with your VA claims
if they receive a copy of your
VA rating decision.

Many times when a veteran
or spouse receives a VA deci-
sion the veteran or spouse will
not know what to do, which is
why we send an informational
letter including a request that
they return for a follow up
visit.

Last week there were 14
veterans who received a 100
percent rating for their ser-
vice connected disabilities.
The annual combined finan-
cial impact for these men
and women who served our
country is $462,974 per year.
There were 24 veterans who
received VA ratings from 10-
90 percent and these men and
women veterans will receive
a combined annual amount of
$339,730 per year.

We are a 501(c)(3) non-
profit that operates solely on
grants and the donations of
people who care about the
men and women who served
our country. Without your
help we would not be able to
provide our services to the
thousands of men and women
in our community who are in
need of assistance.

Since February, we have
spent more than $27,000 for
veterans’ medical testing.
During that same period, we
were able to give away 40 food
baskets and 40 gift cards to be
used to purchase gas and per-
ishable groceries. Although
this is a short time span, we
have provided more than
$3,000 for veterans’ utilities
and more than $9,700 to help
with veterans’ housing needs.
Your donations have enabled
Dale K. Graham Veteran’s
Corner to be a viable alterna-
tive to keeping veterans and
their families out of homeless
shelters and off the streets.

We are currently looking for
afew more volunteers to work
with us on Tuesday mornings.
We offer quarterly training
classes to keep up with the
ever changing VA forms and
regulations. At this time, we
can only process the first 70
or 80 veterans and surviving
spouses a day. I would like to

The need in our
communities is unbelievable
as we saw 187 folks last week,
which includes a remarkable
total of the 124 people we
helped last Thursday alone.

Acouple of things are some-
times needed to file for VA
benefits are D214 discharge
papers,bank account informa-
tion (voided check), marriage
information, social security
information, and all VA rating
decisions.

We have volunteers from
Legal Aid to help veterans and
their families with questions.
They arrive at 9 a.m. on both
Tuesday and Thursday, and
there is no charge for their
services. We also have Pastor
Jim Gann available each day
to help you with your spiritual
needs.

Please remember that to
reach us we have a phone
system that automatically
routes your call to the person
who can help you the quickest.
Please call (405) 550-8806 and
select the option that best suits
your needs.

On each and every visit,
veterans should bring all of
their DD-214’s (discharge pa-

pers),all VArating letters, and
all VA forms that have been
filed. For privacy reasons,
Dale K Grahams Veteran’s
Corner does not keep your
information on file and does
not have access to any of this
information.

Welcome, everyone, to the
“front porch.”

As you read through the
Psalms and many other sec-
tions of the Old Testament, you
will readily recognize “Zion”
as one of the beautiful images
splashed repeatedly throughout
the inspired story. The magnifi-
centtemple Solomon builtonce
rested on Zion’s western slope,
the highest hill in Jerusalem.
From her fixed position high
above the hills, Zion served
as a fortress of protection and
a beacon of light to the land
of Judah.

Old Testament writers hon-
ored this place called Zion
and often wrote of her as they
looked ahead by faith to a better
Zion, the church of our Lord.
The apostle, in contrasting the
limitations of the old regime
with the blessings in the Lord’s
church, reminded the Hebrews
that they, indeed, had come to
that better place:

“But ye are come unto mount
Zion, and unto the city of the
living God, the heavenly Jeru-
salem, and to an innumerable
company of angels” (Hebrews
12:22).

We, today, have come to that
place. We have come to Mount
Zion,tothe heavenly Jerusalem
and city of the living God.
Sometimes I think we tend to
take for granted the grandeur
of the church of our Lord that
we become a part of when we
obey the gospel of Jesus Christ
(Romans 6:1-6, 17). But the
faithful prophets of old did not
take Zion for granted. They
loved her even as we are to
love the Lord’s church today.

Many song poets through
the years have taken this grand
imagery of Zion as a fitting rep-
resentation of the Lord’s church
and used herin their music,one
such song referring to her as an

old ship. In 1977 Conrad Cook
penned the beautiful words to
“Is that the Old Ship of Zion,”
a song that tells the story of a
man standing on a river bank,
looking out and seeing the
old ship of Zion sailing in the
distance. As he strains his eyes
to make out this ship, he real-
izes that “its hull was bent and
battered.”

He describes the scene fur-
ther: “Waves were rough,” he
writes, “but that old ship was
sailing. Is that the old Ship of
Zion I see?”

What a true and poignant
image of the Lord’s church!
Surely, through the ages, the
church has been “bent and bat-
tered.” She has had to endure
many storms and a multitude of
attacks and will do so until “the
Lamb shall overcome them”
(Revelation 17:14).

Long before John’s vision,
however, Daniel of old remind-
ed us that Zion “shall never
be destroyed,” that she “shall
stand for ever (Daniel 2:44).

Today I am so glad to be part
of thateverlasting ship of Zion,
tobe able tosail life’s seain this
old ship. I want to tell you that
I love this church, and I hope
that this look back at her beauty
will excite you to a greater love
for her, too.

There are so many reasons I
love old Zion, but there is one
timely one here that we want to
pause toremember: We love the
old ship of Zion, today, because
of her history.

True, all of those who have
followed the command of
Peter in Acts 2:38 to “repent
and be baptized in the name
of Jesus Christ for the remis-
sion of sins” have begun their
own history in the church of
our Lord. But the church of
Christ goes further back than
our lifetimes and the lives of

There is a difference in being
with the Lord and in being on
your own. You no longer have
to dwell in the bottomless pit,
because God can place your
feet on solid ground. Have you
covered your hole? Have you
covered the pit? Psalm 40:2
He brought me up also out of a
horrible pit,out of the miry clay,
and setmy feetupon arock,and
established my goings.
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our parents and grandparents
(2 Timothy 1:5). The church’s
history is rich and deep, going
back, prophetically, thousands
of years to the Old Testament.

Remember Isaiah’s great
sermon, in the second chapter
of Isaiah:

Poison ivy is nasty, com-
mands attention and needs to
be dealt with through man-
agement practices. However,
misidentifying other plants
as the itch-causing agent is a
common occurrence.

Perhaps one of the mostcom-
monly misidentified plants is
Virginia creeper, said Dwayne
Elmore, Oklahoma State Uni-
versity Cooperative Extension
wildlife specialist.

“This vine grows through-
out Oklahoma and the eastern
United States. Itcan be found in
forests and prairie edges where
it is often mistaken for poison
ivy,” Elmore said. “While both
plants are vines, they can be
readily distinguished as poison
ivy has three leaflets and Vir-
ginia creeper has five.”

Virginia creeper is an im-
portant plant for many wildlife
species. White-tailed deer
consume the foliage of Virginia
creeper, birds eat its purplish

fruit during the fall and sev-
eral species of birds will nest
in the dense foliage the plant
provides.

Incidentally, poison ivy also
is an important wildlife plant
despite the bane itis to humans.

“Beyond the value to wild-
life, Virginia creeper is a won-
derful landscape plant,” said
Elmore. “It can grow in both
deep shade and full sunlight,
although the foliage is larger
and a darker green in shaded
lawns.”

During fall, it often provides
abrilliant splash of color before
dropping leaves for the winter.
The fruit, while small, provides
winter color as well, until birds
consume them.

The vine can be vigorous
when well watered, making the
planta good choice as a ground
cover or forarbors and trellises.

“Another nice attribute is
Virginia creeper is drought and
heat tolerant and will grow in a
wide variety of soil types,” he
said. “While this plant can be

found commercially, it is read-
ily available along roadsides
where it can be transplanted,
assuming enough root biomass
can be retained.

The seeds will readily ger-
minate as well, although it will
take a few years to establish
into a robust addition to your
landscape,” Elmore concluded.

Another common misidenti-
fications are of boxelder. The
boxelder plant is actually a
tree and looks very much like
poison ivy when it is young.

“One of the big differences
between boxelder and poison
ivy is the arrangement of
the leaves of the stem,” said
Karen Hickman, professor in
OSU’s Department of Natural
Resource Ecology and Man-
agement. “Boxelder leaves
come out at the same spot,
where poison ivy and poison
oak leaflets will be staggered.”

As boxelder becomes older,
it will grow more leaflets and
be distinguishable from poison

ivy.
