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An Ag tradition continues

ne-hundred and sixty
years ago, the Wayne
County Agricultural

Society became a chartered
organization that laid the ground-
work for the Wayne County Fair
as we know it today. In 1862, the
society’s first order of business
was to find enough land to host
events and to hold patrons.

Twenty-two acres of land was
purchased along the Dyberry
River and the construction of a
half-mile long track began. In
1902, the fair outgrew the speed-
trial track and moved their events
to a larger grandstand. Eventually
that grandstand would expand
again in 1931 to house 2000
patrons, sixty concession stands,
harness racing, livestock contests
and concert events.

While there are so many excit-
ing things to enjoy at the fair, the
longstanding agricultural roots
only continue to get deeper, with

several 4H competitions, live-
stock shows and more returning.

The Democrat spoke with one
of the Wayne County Fair direc-
tors, Kathryn Dix, who also serves
as their dairy barn superintend-
ent, about this year’s Ag offerings.

Dix noted that they have a large
number of kids in their livestock
programs, and even their “red
metal building” or vegetable and
all other non-livestock projects,
have seen an increase in youth
participation.

“It’s really exciting,” said Dix,
“and good to see that everybody’s
getting back to doing all these
events.”

The 4H events set for opening
weekend include the protein
dairy show, as well as goat and
sheep breeding shows. Dix
explained that larger shows are
slated for later in the week, with
their biggest being the pig show
set for Tuesday, August 9. Around

120 kids are enrolled in this year’s
pig show, and it’s often the case
that each kid brings two pigs,
making it an all-day event.

A full schedule of the judging,
livestock and 4H slate from August
5-13 can be seen on page 13.

In addition to her involvement
in the fair, Dix is the leader of the
4H club known as the “Pleasant
Mount Go-Getters.” The Go-
Getters are one of the largest
clubs in Wayne County, with
approximately 52 kids. Most of
the members participate in the
livestock projects.

When asked about her favorite
4H event at the fair, Dix was quick
to pick the dairy show.

“It’s near and dear to my heart,”
said Dix. “I grew up on a dairy
farm,” adding that she, her hus-
band and her daughter still help
her in-laws who have their own
dairy farm.

“The whole thing with 4H,” Dix

responsibility, life skills and make
lasting friendships. It's amazing
to see them as they get older ...
