The large red doors of the Bethel Market Cafe lead you to fresh bagels in glass jars, a variety of baked goods, 
bags of whole coffee beans, and a menu with fl avorful plates that leave you satisfi ed. But one of the best 
things to warm up around the holidays is a cup of their creamy hot chocolate with whipped cream and a drizzle 
of chocolate.

With fingers gripping the iron 
handle and your thumb 
pressed down on the latch, 
the large 

red door of the Beth-
el Market Cafe opens 
inward, inviting you to 
take a step inside. Your 
foot is greeted with 
a gentle creak of the 
wooden floor, and as 
your senses adjust, you 
pause.
