hat do your
clothes say
about you?

Today, on this (almost)
chilly first day of fall, I
am wearing high-waisted,
light-washed jeans, a white
tee, a brown tweed blazer,
and white sneakers.

I never thought I'd be
one of those girls who
wore white sneakers
because I thought they
were too “cool girl” for me.
But, alas, here I am, wear-
ing them and loving them.
